A m ore  ib a n  th re e  m on th  long 
study by the Midland R eporter T ele 
gram  Indlcatea that, during the iix 
year period from  1880 th rough 1886 
the population of the city of Midland 
clim bed ahead of the city of Odessa 
by about o n eh a lf  of one percent, or 
about 587 people The study also r e  
vealed that Midland, because of the 
n a tu re  of its economy has been far

106.000. But. from  1982 to 1883. as the 
bust deeptened. Midland County con 
tlnued  to Increase population, gain 
mg an estim ated 6.000-plua residents, 
while Ector County apparently lost 
slightly m ore than  ITOO people

At the end of 1888. R eporter T ele  
gram estim ates indicate the popula 
tion of the city of Midland stood at 
about 102J08. while the population 
of Odessa was almost 101.641 1866
daw ned, estim ates Ind icate Ector 
C o u n ty 's  p o p u la tio n  w as a b o u t 
132.264 and Midland County lagged 
behind by Juat under 12.500 residents 
at about 118B16

Ironically enough part of the mo­
tivation for the R eporter Telegram 
study w u  to determ ine how errone­
ous were federal and local estim ates 
of city and county populations m the 
two areas Am It tu rned  out m most 
m stances the estim ates developed

In an effort to determine the aver­
age number of persons per dwelling 
unit (PDU) factor, 1980 benchmark 
population figures were divided by 
appropriate 'nSCO residential con­
nections In both the city and county 
areas. This produced base PDU 
factors.

Odessa’s Comprehensive Develop­
ment Plan, It eras observed that a 
trend t o w ^  smaller families was 
expected to continue, decreasing 
from the estimated to S.0 as of 
1979, to about 2.0 by the year 2000. 
For demographic purposes national­
ly this same trend Is also considered 
statlstlcaUy. But, In the 1979 time 
frame. It was vlrtuaUy impossible for 
anyone to toreaee the unprecedent­
ed growth that would occur in suc­
ceeding years In the Midland-Odeasa 
areas. It was also nearly Impossible 
to anticipate the Influx of Hlspanlcs, 
who traditionally have larger family 
units, drawn to the Midland-Odeasa 
area because of the ]ob market.

Thus, the population estimates for 
Midland-Odeasa, Midland and Ector 
counties developed by the Reporter 
Telegram utilising this methodology 
are believed accurate within a mar­
gin of error of no more than plus or 
minus 2J1 to 3.0 percent.

Indications 
are Ector County lost about 3,250 
people from 1982 to 1963, close to

In those same periods, the j^ u la -  
tlon inside the city limits (ICL) of 
Odessa appears to have declined by 
about 534. From 1962 to 1963, indica­
tions are tbe city population de­
creased by about 33, followed by a 
drop of slightly more than 400 from
1963 to 1964 and by about 96 from
1964 through 1965

Odessa (Hty Manager John Harri­
son has speculated some of tbe peo­
ple living outside tbe city limits 
moved into tbe city when apartment 
rents began decreasing toward tbe 
end of 1963, early 1964. This is virtu­
ally Impoaalble to document, howev­
er But, Texas Electric Service Co. 
residential customer counts for 1963 
and 1964 do not Indicate an ICL gain. 
In fact, tbe OCL customer count 
then showed a 937 loss and tbe 1(7L 
count showed a decrease of S3 
customers

During tbe boom. Ector County's 
OCL population rose to about 3B.0K. 
a gain of nearly 12678 In 1962 As of 
tbe end of 19K. estimates Indicate 
the Ector County OCL population 
managed to retain nearly 5.300 of 
that gain, while tbe city of Odessa 
managed to retain nearly 11.614 of 
the close to 13.600 gained from I960 
to 1962

afid bust. Midland ('ounty’a OCL pop­
ulation in 1960 Is estimated at about 
12111, with the 1965 OCL population 
estimated at slightly more than 
17,600, Indicating a net gain of about 
45 percent. O v e ^ , Ector County re­
alized a total population gain of 
slightly more than 16,880 (14.0%) 
from I960 through 1965, while Mid 
land County saw Its population in­
crease nearly 37,180, a gain of about 
45 percent.

Although Reporter-Telegram esti­
mates of 1965 Mldland-Odeaaa popu­
lations Indicate tbe population of 
Midland slightly e x c e ^  Odessa for 
tbe first time, actually, tbe 5/lOtha of 
one percent difference between tbe 
two population figures, from a de­
mographic statistical standpoint, 
means tbe populations of tbe two cit­
ies are enentlally equal

The difference In the aoclo-eco- 
nomlc characters of Midland-Odeasa 
Is pointed up by several factors dur­
ing the six-year period of rapid popu 
latlon growth, economic expansion 
and near-equal rapid decline In some 
of thoee areas Indications are, how­
ever, that tbe "white collar" nature 
of Midland's economy provided far 
better Insulation against tbe shock 
of tbe bust than did Odeaaa's more 
"blue collar'' oriented character

These differences are reflected 
not only In population growth pat­
terns of tbe two clUet. but In tbe way 
labor forces, retail sales and bank 
deposits grew land declined) during 
the six years from 1960 through 1965 
Perhaps the primary difference be­
tween Midland and Odessa Is the rel­
ative stability demonstrated by tbe 
way tbe Midland economy has react­
ed to the socalled boom and tbe eco­
nomic downturn

West Odessa still 'bone of contention'

In any discussion of how many 
people live In the Ector County-Oder 
u  area, tbe population of what Is 
known as "West OdeaH" to a bone of 
contentlOD for several reasons, some 
of them economic West Odessa to an 
area conatotlng of approximately 60 
square miles that to bounded by 
West Loop 336 and FM 886 to tbe 
east and west respectively, and by 
tbe KermIt Highway iSH 302> on the 
north and Interstate Highway 30 on 
tbe south

Attempting to estimate the popula 
tlon of West Odessa to a difficult. If 
not virtually Impoaalble. task be 
cause tbe area to unincorporated and 
no separate, official population 
study has ever been done

Census tract population figures 
from tbe U.S Census Bureau 1900 
StatisUcaJ Abstract encompass close 
to 85 percent of tbe Ector County 
area outslde-tbe-clty limits of Odessa. 
Including the communities of Gar 
dendale. Goldsmith. Notrees. Pen 
well, and the tll-defined area known 
as Pleasant Farms. 365 Ranch Estates 
and South RanchIto Esutes Baaed 
on 1980 census figures. West Odessa 
probably bad a population of 8.000 to 
10,000. Imt this to a very rough, even 
unsclentlftc. estimate based on ellmi 
nation of portions of tbe aforemen­
tioned areas from census tract 
figures

rbto exodus wuuld imply, he uys, a 
West Odessa population around tbe 
end of 1962 to tbe early part of 1963 
that ranged from 23J60 to as many 
as .30.350 As of October 1964. based 
on hto study. Becht estimated the 
population of West Odessa at 1SJ51

A STUDY DONE In October 1964 
by University of Texas of tbe Perm 
tan Basin profeasor of marketing J 
Edwin Becht. published in January 
1966 by the UiTB Center for Busi­
ness Research, estimated at the 
height of tbe boom West Odessa 
could have had a population of 
25,000 to 30,000, if there was a good 
deal of “crowding and socalled dou- 
bUng-up.” that la to lay, where more 
than one dwelling unit (mobile 
home) was hooked Into tbe same 
electric meter

Becht's study was a "bandacn stu­
dy," In that he “drove every mapped 
road and added roads I found that 
werent on any map." As of October

IN APRIL 1905. Sam Holloman, 
who owns and operates an oilfield 
construction firm In West Odewa 
and was one of tbe first residents of 
the ares many years ago. took excep­
tion to Becht's figures, describing 
them u  10 to 15 percent too low He 
believes tbe population of West 
(JdeoM to about 17.000

Holloman was instrumental in 
forming and served as first chair­
man of the West Odessa Council, a 
group affiliated with tbe Greater 
Odeaaa duunber of Commerce In 
1900 and early 1981. Holloman was 
Involved in launching two extensive 
mobile borne developments In far 
West Odessa

Tbe editor of tbe twice-monthly 
West Odessa News. Martha Goode, 
and a group of West Odeaaa busincH 
people. Including HoHoman. Initial 
ed their own Informal census survey 
of tbe area about mid 1905 in an ef­
fort to refute Becht'a study. Hollo­
man. one of the counten, contends 
some sections of West Odessa's area 
show 40 to 50 percent more people 
living there than what Becht's study* 
showed Holloman credited the in­
crease to an Influx of people to tbe 
area In the last year.

Neither eatlmated Ector County 
population figures, nor TESCO resi­
dential customer counts, on which 
those estimates were partially baaed.

Fluoride however, remains the major deterrent to cavities, be said.
"A lot of It Is due to fluoride useoge. Improvements In the fluorides 

and In the way they are delivered.” he said. Taylor explained that 
fluoride Is “delivered'' In a number of ways Including syst«nlr. such as 
fluoridated drinking water, and topical, which Includes toothpaste, gels, 
rinses and swishes

According to the AAPD, 123 Americans, or 56 percent of the popula­
tion, drink fluoridated water today. While other fluoride sources such as
gels and toothpastes are commonly used, researchers are constantly 
working on new ways to use the substance One such development, said 
the organlatlon. Is ^ e  "fluoride disk.” which the dentist would place on 
the molar* The disk would time-release the fluoride.

Taylor said the disk Is not on the market, but added that Midland 
drinking water is fluoridated “at a safe level.”

"One part per million Is considered the optimum level.” be said. "Any 
lower and It would not be as efficient in preventing decay. Any higher 
and there Is no additional decay prevention, plus you run the risk of 
staining the teeth ”

Taylor said There Is still a considerable problem” with well-water 
fluoride levels, however

"FLOURIDE NATURALLY occurs In the rock formations In this part 
of the country,” he said. "Some of these wells out In the county and some 
of the smaller communities' fluoride levels are too high ”

The high fluoride levels, while making the teeth strong, also make 
them unattractive, leaving them gray, brown or orangecolored. said 
Taylor.

Still another problem that can affect the cosmetic appearance of 
children’s teeth, said Taylor, Is childbood illness.

“High fevers can cause fever lines' — a visible line that can be seen 
WF the front teeth,” be said Taylor explained that the lines are 

S4,.. 4. to tree rings and can even mdicate at what age the fever 
occurred.

"Also premature birth can affect the teeth.” be added.
Taylor said the teeth are being formed while tb* baby Is in the 

mother’s uterus. Although they havenT appeared yet, ineir formation is 
vulnerable to the mother's health habits

"At five months pregnancy, the primary teeth are already forming,” 
be said. 'This Is why the mother's health Is so Important.”

ANOTHER DENTAL problem that can affect Infanu, said Taylor, Is 
the "balqr bottle syndrome” or tooth decay at an early age.

"We recommend that the parents get the baby off the bottle by 15 
months,” he said. "At that time, he's bad teeth for a year. If he got them
early. It’s just not good to have that sugary substance on the teeth.' 

Taylor said that while most people believe It's the sugar Itself that
causes the decay, "It's actually bacteria that Is on the teeth that feeds on 
the sugar and as a by-product, produces an acid. It's the acid that causes 
the decay.”

Taylor added that occasionally he sees a 36-month-old infant that needs 
work on all his primary teeth.

"We recommend the parents start washing the teeth with a washcloth 
as soon u  they appear and brushing them as soon as the baby will 
tolerate the toothbrush,” be said.

When cavity prevention fails, however, Taylor must play the bad guy
and stop further decay. That means fillings.

IT and fl"You still have need to remove decay and fill It In,” said Taylor. "For 
the most part we still use the sliver amialgam filling (a mixture of sliver, 
mercury, tin, copper and xlnc). But there Is something new.

"It’s called gloss lonomen,” he said, referring to a putty-Uke substance 
made from quarts glass beads. ‘The jury Is stuTout on It but Itt does have
advantages.

‘The problem with silver amalgam fillings Is they wear out and can 
have recurrent decay around them,” he said. 'That doesnT happen with
the glam fllUngs. Also, we’ve had problems with certain things b o n d ^

Gramm-Rudman 
ruling adds to 
budget confusion

WASHINGTON — Lawmakers 
have vowed to press ahead In com­
plying with the nation’s new budget­
balancing law despite a court deci­
sion invalidating much of it, but they 
might find their appetite for pro­
gram-slashing considerably dimin­
ished If the Supreme Court upholds 
the ruling.

In any event, Friday's Judgment 
by a special three-judge pisnel that 
the automatic spending cut mecha­
nism of the Gramm-Rudman law is 
unconstitutional has added further 
confusion to an already chaotic bud­
get-writing season 

Tbe ruling will have little immedi­
ate Impact since the judges delayed 
Its effect pending an appeal to tbe 
Supreme Court Lawyers associated 
with the case do not expect a final 
decision until early summer.

Indirectly, the ruling could serve 
to weaken overall resolve to make a 
major dent In the deficit this year, 
some lawmakers say.

"It turns down tbe fire on tbe defi­
cit a bit,” said Senate Majority Lead­
er Bob Dole. R-Kan He said be was 
relying on constituents to “turn that 
fire right back up.”

But as this year's House and Sen 
ate elections get nearer, politically 
unpopular spending cuts could be- 
come even leas palatable — especial ' 
ly If tbe Supreme Court agrees with 
the lower court and sheathes tbe 
budget ax that tbe Gramm-Rudman 
law had suspended over Congress 

Tbe law requires that tbe deficit, 
which w u 1211 billion last year, be 
reduced to zero by 1901 In a series of 
large InstaUnoents. If lawmakers fall 
to meet any of the annual targets, 
the budget ax falls and makes tbe 
cuts for them.

It was this automatic triggering 
mechanism that the special three- 
judge panel declared unconstitution 
al The court left Intact the rest of 
tbe law, including Its set of decreas­
ing deficit targeu that chart tbe way 
to a balanced budget.

The court decision, which sur­
prised few on Capitol Hill, was hand­
ed down two days after President 
Reagan submitted bis fiscal 1967 
budget — a plan tailored to meet 
next year 's Gramm-Rudman 9144 bil­
lion deficit target 

But tucked In with 936 2 billion in 
deficit reduction measures was s 
proposed 916 4 billion Increase In de­
fense outlays. Democratic and Re­
publican leaders agreed that Rea 
gan's mix of deep domestic cuts and 
big defense Increases just wouldn't 
<ell — no more than It did last year.

House Republicans indicated they 
would come up with their own bud 
get. House Democrats announced 
field hearings around tbe nation this 
week in an effort to discredit tbe 
Reagan budget. And Senate Republi 
t ans renewed their appeal for a com­
promise that would include some 
sort of tax Increase.

Administration officials testily de­
fended the budget, insisted thiat it 
was too early to talk compromise, 
and said there was no way the presi­
dent would consider a tax Increase 
to balance tbe budget Reagan him­
self conceded his fledgling budget 
appeared ready for ''a rtific ia l 
respiration "

Against that crossfire came Fri­
day's ruling — just as Congress was 
about to catch its breath with a 
weeklong recess

Tbe court said the law's manda­
tory cut mechanism was unconstitu- 
t i o ^  because the job of enforcing 
the cuts was a function of the execu­
tive branch while tbe official desig­
nated to detail them — tbe comptrol­
ler general — worked for Congress.

If the Supreme Court agrees but 
leaves the rest of the act standing. 
Congress would still be required to 
meet the annual deficit reduction 
targets — but across-the-board cuts 
could only be put In place if Con­
gress v o t^  to do so. That could 
mean a return to the same sort of 
situation that produced a spending 
stalemate last year.

If Congress refused to make the 
cuts. It would technically be In viola­
tion of Its own law. But that's u  far 
as It would go. No one could force 
Congress to make the cuts.

In fact. Congress passed a law in 
the mld-1970i requiring a balanced
budget beginning In 1981 Despite 
heated complalnu by his author, 
fomer Sen. Harry F. Byrd, a Virginia
Independent, the law has been Ig­
nored by Congress ever since.

During the 1980s, Congress passed 
an earlier version of the Gramm- 
Rudman bill. In an effort to balance 
tba budget. Congress voted to estab- 
Uih a permanent Umlt to the nation­
al debt — the accumulation of de- 
eadas of annual defictts.

Divine v/arning 
couldn't have 
saved astronauts

SPACE CENTER. Houston (APi — 
Not even a divine warning could 
have saved the lives of the Cballeng 
er shuttle crew, who died when the 
spacecraft exploded Jan 28. the mis­
sion’s flight director said

“If the Lord himself came in and 
said. This Is the problem.' flying was 
the only way out.” Jay H Greene 
said.

Greene, after spending 10 days re­
viewing data from the Challenger 
flight, said he is convinced none of 
the Information Indicated anything 
was wrong with the shuttle.

Photos of the shuttle Just moments 
before and at the time of the explo­
sion show what NASA officials call 
’’an unusual plume’’ of fire blowing 
out of the light solid fuel booster 
rocket, or SRB Investigators are try­
ing to determine whether the flame 
Ig^ted the massive hydrogen fuel 
tank on which the space shuttle sat

But Greene said Mission Control 
data Indicated the flight was pro­
gressing normally.

“I cannot Imagine a piece of data 
involving this secondary plume that 
would have made me want to do any­
thing differently.” be said in an In 
tervlew Friday.

During the Challenger launch. 
Greene was watching a computer 
screen that displays dau about the 
mission’s progress and did not see 
the explosion at first

He said that when radio contact 
with the Challenger crew was lost, 
he first thought there was a commu 
nlcatlon problem But he looked at 
the communications operator and 
saw the fireball on a television 
screen

"When 1 saw the SRBs come off, I 
didn't know what to think and 
hoped the orbiter would come out of 
the plume.” he said "Then I got a 
report that there was an exploolon 
Even that was not conclusive be­
cause that means multiple pieces

"We worked It from the point of 
view that maybe the best will come 
out of It. and we worked It that way 
until It was obvious ..Somebody told 
me on that day that the good Lord 
decided not to test us.” he said

Meanwhile. Eugene F. Kranz. di­
rector of mission operations at the 
Johnson Space Center, said Friday 
that shuttle fllghu will resume soon­
er than many people expect

The real issue Is when we are go- 
mg to fly again.” he said "My gut 
feeling Is that It will be sooner rath 
er than later. I think we will fly 
much sooner than some skeptics 
think ”

The 62-year-old • eager 
Yeager, the first pilot to break the 
sound barrier, left Martin Airport In 
Burbank. Calif.. In a Plper-Cheyenne 
400-LS at 12.il6 a m ECT and landed 
at LaGuardta Airport at 5 28 a.m 
EST, said Joe Ponte, manager of 
press relations for Piper Aircraft 
Corp Yeager’s average speed on the 
crosscountry flight was 480 mph, 
Ponte added.

Yeager bettered by more than an 
hour the previous record of 6 hours 
and 28 minutes, set about a year ago. 
Ponte said

’The record Yeager set was for 
business turboprop aircraft weigh 
Ing between 6.7TIO and 13.000 pounds.

’The retired Air Force brigadier

Guerrillas figh t 
electric w ar of 
power outages

SAN SALVADOR. El Salvador (AP) 
— Their fortunea aagglng on the bat­
tlefield, leftlat guerrillas are turning 
more to aabotage and a long, grind­
ing war of attrition agalnat El Salva- 
dor’a government.

The nation'a power grid u  well aa 
biidgea, cropa and cargo trucka are 
attractive, uaiully unguarded tar- 
geta whose destruction gives the 
guerrillas high visibility at virtually 
no risk.

The guerrillas seldom talk tbeae 
days of a military victory and have 
had little to boast about the past year 
In their battles wltb tbe better- 
trained and better-equipped govern­
ment forces supported by the United 
States.

But the rebels have increased 
their Mbotage, showing their pres­
ence by disrupting tbe fragile econo­
my in strikes that hold a price tag of 
about t l  billion

Tbe explosions that bring high-ten­
sion transmission towers to the 
ground or snap power poles are 
beard almost nightly in the capital 
and countryside.

In the six years of the war the 
governm ent power monopoly, 
known by Its Spanish acronym CEL. 
estimates that more than S.900 at- 
ucks have been made on the power 
grid, nearly 300 so far this year.

It dates the sabotage from Aug. 17, 
1900 It was that summer that a bit­
ter'strike by CEL workers was de­
clared Illegal, and many strikers 
went to the hills to Join the budding 
guerrilla movement, taking a wealth 
of technical knowledge with them.

Thus, key targeu tend to be hit 
over and over again. Some have 
been hit as many u  10 times over the 
years and one pylon in tbe San Vi­
cente area. SO miles east of San Sal­
vador, has been blasted at least 23 
times

Rebels have been attacking coffee- 
processing plants, burning cotton 
and sugar fields and shooting down 
cropdustlng planes 

Inc UA. government, which moni­
tors the damage and pays for a kM of 
It. says direct sabotage damage of all 
kinds since the war surted in 1079 Is 
about 81 billion, roughly equal to the 
amount of American economic aid 
over the same period 

Tbe US Agency for International 
Devriopmeot put ISO mlllloo tn re­
storing public services In 190AA5 and 
pro)ecu another 820 million for that 
in 1988

Much of the money goes to patch 
up tbe shattered power grid and pro- 
vides two belico^ers which shuttle 
new posts to replace tbe Masted 
ones.

But tbe real cost of the attacks Is 
less obvious Paymentt for oil to fuel 
emergency generators surpasses the 
cost of the damaged polaa. lines and 
towers.

Indirect damage, such as lost pro- 
ductloo and Increased security cosu. 
Is harder to measure 

Tbe coat Is further ampUfled by 
tbe fragility and site of the Salvador 
an economy.

Tbe gross national product, which 
includes all the goods and services

No straight-jacket
Only in a nation of laws can 

one find the pathway to 
solutions blocked by the 

very same ConstitutlOD designed 
to protect that nation’s people — 
sometimes from themselves. A 
three-judge federal court ruled 
Friday that the Gramm-Rudman- 
Holllngs Balanced Budget and 
Emergency Deficit Control Act 
is unconstitutional, effectively 
putting the attem pt at bringing 
the staggering federal deficit un­
der control back to square one.

The ruling Isn’t  expedient. In 
fact, it could be reasonably a r­
gued that it isn’t even In the best 
in terests of national se cu rity ,- 
considering that economic col­
lapse could spell disaster.

But, then , in the purest sense 
it isn’t  in thlLuirview of federal 
Jurists who u n e x p e c te d  to rule 
only on whether a law meets the 
rigid test of constitutionality.
T hat necessita tes  le ttin g  th e  
chips fall where they may and, 
despite its bitter flavor, no doubt 
is in the best interests of justice.

Now the case goes to the Su­
prem e Court and if. in its wis­
dom . th e  high cou rt concurs 
with the ruling Issued Friday the 
nation’s best attem pt yet at con­
trolling deficits will be swept 
aside.

G ram m -R udm an-H ollings is 
far from a perfect effort a t cut­
ting the drficlt. W hat it m an­
dates is across-the-board spend­
in g  c u ts  to  b e  t r ig g e r e d  
au tom atically  w hen Congress 
falls to meet specified deficit-re­
duction targets. In that sense, it 
c ircum vents congressional au­
thority at budget-fashioning but 
only when the m em bers of Con­
gress have failed to  do their duty 
adequately.

It was the automatic trigger­
ing feature of the act the three- 
judge court struck down, pre-

Another View;

Reading flip-flop
T he rise of the  yuppie cul­

tu r e  Is e v id e n t in  th e  
books popular on Ameri­

can campuses.
During the late 1900s and early 

197QS, the reading list for many 
students included “The Catcher 
in the Rye," “Lord of the  Flies." 
“C a tc h -^ "  “Thoughts of Chair­
man Mao" and “On the Road" by 
Jack Kerouac. These and other 
books with a skeptical, anti-es- 
tabUshment flavor were part of 
the shJuwd experiences of a seg­
m ent of c o l l i e  students that 
separated the "counterculture" 
from  the  rest of society.

A recent survey of campus 
reading tastes by the Chronicle 
of H igher Education suggests 
that things have changed. To­
day’s coUegUns are reading p re t­
ty m uch what a lot of other peo­
p le a re  re a d in g . Am ong th e  
cjunpus best-sellers are “Dancing 
in the  Light ” by Shirley Ma 
cLaine, "Elvis and Me" by Pris­
cilla Presley, “Lake Woebegon 
Days” by Garrison Keillor and 
“In Search of Excellence" by

Tom  P e te r s  a n d  R o b e r t  
W aterman.

Jack Nacbbar, head of the De­
partm ent of Popular Culture at 
Bowling Green University, said 
he sees less interest in reading 
among some collegians.

T h e y 're  mostly into self-im­
provement." he said, “things like 
‘In Search of Excellence,’ or just 
entertainm ent, like ‘Garifleld’ or 
Gary Larson’s ’Bride of the Far 
Side.*"

Reading habits of college stu­
dents may be a reflection of the 
tim es. A lthough a decline in 
reading would be unfortunate, 
the comparison of today’s read­
ing habits with those of a previ­
ous college genera tion  leaves 
some room for optimism. The 
idea expressed in the  title of “In 
Search of Excellence" has much 
more to be said for it than that 
of a book by Abbie Hoffman that 
made the rounds several years 
ago. Hoffman’s title: “Steal This 
Book.”

WASHINGTON — Half a dos- 
sn children from the Uny 
Honokohau Elem entary 
School in Hawaii clambered 

out of a car one day in late 1989 to 
view a nectacular sight the erup­
tion of the Kllaues Ikl volcano.

As the col­
umn of f i ­
ery-red mol­
ten Igva shot 
1,900 fee t 
into the air, 
ohe young­
ster on the 
field trip  
was preoccu­
pied, not 
w ith the 
beauty and 
wonder of
the erup- Anderaon
tion, but
with the problem of how all that en­
ergy cotM be controlled. He was 
looking at it the way an engineer 
would.

For 13-year-old Ellison Shoji Oni- 
luka, it was the second In^iring 
event of the year. The first was the 
selection of America’s seven pioneer 
astronauts.

The idea of these men shooting 
Into space so captiired young Onlxu-

ka’s Imagination that he decided he 
wanted to be an astronaut when be 
grew up — and he rashly announced 
Us ambition. The boy’s grandfather 
chided him gently about such a fool- 
lah notkm; when the voungster sol­
emnly asnired his puymates that 
men would <me day land on the 
moon, tlwy laughed at htan.

EtUson’s Onlsuka’s dream of be­
coming an astronaut came true. He 
flew on the “secret” space shuttle 
mission that launched a military tpy 
satellite in January 1986.

Then the dream shattered 13 days 
ago, when Onlxuka was one of seven 
who died in the fiery exploaloo of 
the Challenger space shuttle. Like 
the others on board, Onisuka knew 
the risks involved, but he thought 
they were worth taking.

Qnlxuka’s death sho»ed us in a 
personal way. In a series ot inter­
views for a profile in the Japanese 
edition of Reader’s Digest, we had 
come to know Onisuka and Us fam­
ily. He is revered In Japan as the 
first person of Asian deacent — a 
samurai, no leas — to fly into space.

During thoae interviews, few of 
Onlzuka’s family or friends wanted 
to dlscuas the proraect of danger. 
They politely skirted the question — 
just as Onisuka titmaeif

He did acknowledge one concern 
in that respect, though. From train­
ing flights m a T-8B, which — like the 
shuttle — drops from XlfiOO feat in 
two minutes to come in for a landing 
in a poweriess glide, Onisuka knew 
that there is on^ one chance for a 
proper landing. His comment was 
typically laconic: “You land short, 
you crash. You land long, you 
crash."

He acknowledged the risks of 
space flight, but dismlsacd them 
with the cool rationale of the dare­
devil who trusts Us training and 
equipment.

“Space flight, like flight testing or 
drivtaig race cars. Involves a lot of 
risk,"M  said. “You need to accept 
that risk before you enter into a 
commitment to become part of i t  I 
won’t my that (a catastrophe) can’t 
happen, but we certainly make all 
the provisions for preventing some­
thing like that happening. In my 
case, I feel the challenge is far great­
er than the risk involved."

His mother told us: “Whether you 
Uke It or not, you have to make the 
€̂01 of It.**
His older sister, Shirley, admitted 

a nervous concern, but said: “We’ve 
all learned to accept i t  1 guem we’re 
all happy for hhn because it is what

he wanted. It’s his dream."
rkfimka had more than a dream, 

of course. H e  was a highly qualified 
and decorated Air Force flight esigi- 
near when he wm chosen In 1978 as 
one of 86 astniuuts out of more 
than 8.000 military and civilian appb- 
canta. With typical modesty, Onisuka 
credited his selection to the encour­
agement of his family and frienda In
a letter to his old Scoutmaster, Oni­
suka wrote that it was only because 
of men like him that someone like 
Onisuka “can grow up in the coffee 
fields of Kona and fly on the space 
shuttle."

His grandparents emigrated from 
Japan to Hawaii in the late 1800s and 
eventually settled in Keopu, on the 
Kona coast of the big Wand. Hawaii. 
In the tradition of family matchmak 
Ing. their second son. Masamitsu. 
married a Japanese wonaan, Mltsue.

Young Ellison excelled in high 
schouTin the 441 Club and in the 
Boy Scouta His fsther wanted him to 
try agriculture m a career, but as his 
mother said, “He had something in 
his mind."

They might have guessed anyway 
— from the years as a toddler cut­
ting paper airplanes from old cata­
logs, to his boyish boast to his grand- 
motiier that “when I grow up, I will 
drive an airplane," and the hours be 
spent gluing model airplanes togeth­
er and taking mechanical things 
apart to see how they worked.

We can’t help feeUng that for EUi- 
son Onisuka the wheel tunted full 
circle when the shuttle took off, its 
white-hot and blue-orange flames 
lighting up the sky for mllta around, 
just like the awe-insptrlng eruptions 
of Kllauea Ikl be witnessed as a boy. 
He WM aware that the shuttle actual 
ly burns fuel that Is three'timM hot­
ter than the molten rock that b 
spewed out of a volcano, and re­
quires more “lift" to break free of 
Earth's i
Ing to the surface

It must have given Onlxuka the i 
gteeer pause to think that he and his 
colleagues were trying to control a 
power temporarily greater than a 
volcano in full eruption But some­
how, we don't thtnk Onlxuka the as­
tronaut — the “sailor of the univer­
se" — would have complained about 
his ultimate fate

Parbapo 
the mont tragic aspect of our society 
today Is that we rarely hold to the 
expOTiencee of the peet but, rather, 
fiie*  ouraelvas in the position of 
uvlng to relearn the same lessons 
Urns after time.

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T he way to a man's heart may be through his 
stomach, but the way to a woman's is 
through flowers.

On Valentir>e's Day. the holiday dedicated to 
sweethearts, many Midlanders traditionally say it 
with roses.

Most people want roses because "that's the Ian 
guage of love," said Tom Russell, owner of Buddy's 
Flowers.

While nrxjst of his customers are men — of all 
ages — ordering flowers for their wives or girl' 
friervls, women are beginning to return the favor to 
their husbaruls arvl boyfriervls. "They order roses, 
carnations, whatever." he said.

Willie Watson, owner of A1 Roral, agreed about 
the overwhelmir>g popularity of roses."Everybody 
wants red roses." he said.

Valentine's Day is "probably the largest sir^le 
day" for his busir>ess. he said, addir>g that nnany 
florists "cut off delivery a couple of days before 
Valentine's itself" because of the volume of busi- 
r>ess dor>e that day and the impossibility of deliver 
ing all those flowers in or>e day.

"Most of all the shops in town have a minimum 
delivery charge." Watson said. "You have to spend 
so much in merchandise for delivery. Our minimum 
delivery is 110, so if you want one rose it will cost 
you tlO . If you can come by and pick It up it may 
cost you >4 or 15."

"Everybody wants the same thirrg — It's the old 
rule of supply ar>d demarKi." said Cynthia Talboys. 
owner of North Park Florist. "They only grow so 
mai\> red rose bushes, artd they only cut so many 
red roses So not everybody is goirtg to get red roses 
and the orws that do are g^ng to pay a pretty price 
for them

"We try to ernrourage people to pick (flowers In) 
sprir^ colors, but most want red roses or red 
caioations "

SPRING ARRANGEMENTS and novelty items 
such as "a sir>gle flower in a bud vase with a little 
stuffed toy" are also popular items, she noted 

"Durir»g the holiday, growers triple their prices, 
arrd some quadruple their prices." she said. Rather 
than triple or quadruple the prices her shop 
charges. Mrs Talboys said "you just make less 
nrKxrey on them ”

North Park Florist will be delivering orders on 
Valentirte's Day. Mrs. Talboys added, though "we 
probably won't get dorte until 9 or 10 that night, aryj 
the day before too."

Her advice to customers is to "order early, and 
get your order sent out at least a day or two before" 
Valentine's Day. Customers who wait until the last 
minute may be disappointed "I've krx>wn florists 
who just run out of flowers — arxJ the phones rwver 
stop ringir^g "

Red roses "w ill always be the most popular flow­
er of any season — It has been for 2000 years, 
probably more than that," said Patricia Jones, own­
er of Patricia's Flowers. "It is the flower rrK>st talked - 
about in the Bible; it is carried down in our heritage. 
It is used in the glass work in churches — it will 
always be the most popular."

After roses, the favorite Valentir^e's Day flowers 
are carnations and daisies, she said. Sprir>g flowers 
also sell well, including tulips, daffodils, iris and 
other bulb flowers that are in season now.

"Son>e customers request arrangements in all 
gardenias or ail orchids," Ms. Jones said. "Arui it 
can be done."

For very young customers who come Into her 
shop looking for a nice present for their mothers or 
for those without much money to spend on flowers. 
Ms. Jor>es said she always firuls out how much they 
have to spend arvj makes somethir^ in their price 
range.

Philip Marquez, owner-manager of Midland Floral 
Co., said that although his store sometimes receives 
a request for something unusual, such as Hawaiian 
flowers or Dutch flowers for Valentine’s Day. cut 
flowers — especially, of course, red roses — are the 
traditional favorite.

"ROSES ARE GOING to be strong again," he 
said, as are sprirtg arrar>gements made of such flow 
ers as iris, daffodils, wax flowers, baby's breath, 
status, daisies, carnations and stock. ' .

Peggy Thompson. owr>er of Thompson's Flower 
Shop, sells a lot of carnations arxl "baskets of 
flowers with candy hearts'* as well as the ever- 
popular roses for Valentine’s Day.

Ron Huse. manager and coowner with Dorma 
Smith of Ron's Floral Designs, said that although 
red roses are still the traditional favorite, "a lot of 
people are getting back to more of the basics, like 
growing plants."

A combirtation basket filled with fresh flowers on 
orte side arvl potted plants on the other is a popular 
item this season, he said, as is the European garden, 
which is a wicker basket filled with a variety of 
bkximirrg arvl green plants.

Tulips, Iris, stock, snapdragons, narcissus aixl 
other Holland flowers which “ come direct from Am­
sterdam" are also favorites. Orchids, another popu 
lar flower, are available both potted or on sprays, he 
added

Ron's Floral Designs will also provide delivery on 
Valentine's Day. Huse said. "We'll go from orte 
delivery truck to six" for the day.

Holly Farris, manager of The Peppertree, said her 
busirress, too, will deliver flowers on Valentine's 
Day.

Cherokees' flower business blooms

TAHLEQUAH, OkU — What su rt 
ed out In 1979 as a vocational train­
ing school for Cherokee Indians to­
day Is one of the largest nurseries In 
Oklahoma.

So successful was the school here 
In Tahlequah. capital of the 60.00& 
member Cherokee Nation, that, af­
ter two years of operation, school of­
ficials decided to close out the 
program, hire the top graduates and 
go Into the plant business, the 
school's founder and general manag 
er. Bob Hathaway, said

In 1961, Its first year, Cherokee 
Gardeiu turned a profit of $17,000 on 
sales of 1200.000 By 1964. profiu bad 
swelled to $121,000 on sales of 
$741,000, said Hathaway, now gener 
al maiMger of the nursery. Figures 
for 1966 are not available

Cherokee Gardeiu raises 700 dif­
ferent types of Indoor and outdoor 
plants and flowers In 44 large green

bouses and sells to garden centers 
floral shops, wholesale brokers and 
landscape nurseries In Oklahoma. 
Arkansas. Kaiuas, Texas. Illinois and 
Michigan It opened Its first retail 
store a year and a half ago and has 
plans for several more

The operation has 00 year-round 
employees, almost entirely Chero- 
kees and graduates of the vocational 
training school, and an annual pay- 
roU of almost $800,000 Hathaway 
said

“This fits Ideally Into the tribal 
goal of self-determination for our 
people.” said Hathaway, 41. a Chero­
kee who earned a doctorate degree 
In horticulture at Oklahonu State 
University. He Is a great-great-great 
grandnephew of John Ross, the trib­
al chief who led the Cberokees to the 
Oklahoma Territory in the 19th 
century.

"People talk about how fast we're 
growing,” be said "We're lust get­
ting our feet off the ground This Is 
but the tip of the Iceberg.”

If you talk to your plants. you'U 
love this tip for making your green 
friends happy: Take 'em out for 
drinks!

That's right, sometimes the best 
thing you can do for a down-ln-the- 
moutb philodendron Is to forget 
thoae high-cost plant foods and ftr- 
tUlsers and just pour It a beer, sug­
gests plant experi Jerrv Baker.

‘'Americans spend 17 billion on In­
door bouseplant care and about two 
thirds of Uut Is wasted.” he says. 
"Some of the best plant food prod- 
ucu around can be eesUy made from 
things you have sitting In your kitch­
en cabinets.”

His newest book. ”Jerry Baker's 
Happy, Healthy Houseplanu" (New 
American Library. 66.961. features, 
among other thlnm. Grandma Putt's 
homemade plant food made with Ep­
som salts and liquid soap. He In­
cludes a blurb on the benefits of 
moderste tippling, or, as be says, "a 
shot and a beer never hurt a plant ”

"If you're wondering If I reaUy 
do.” writes Baker, "the answer Is yes 
I add a can of beer or a shot of bour- 
boo, scotch, vodka or gin to a galloo 
of room temperature water with an 
ounce of soap and let It set for half a 
day or so, and then add my plaat 
food (see recipe below) and feed If I 
catch a jplsnt wobbling. I cut off lu  
drinks what the yeast In the boore 
seems to do Is rejuvenate the old loU 
In the pot.”

Jerry Baker Is a former Detroit un 
dercover narcotics detective. While 
on the job. Baker was shot and even 
tually decided to give up the fone 
for something a bit more peatrfcl 

To Baker, plants are pei^e. too 
Each one of his plants at home has a 
pet name

One of the ways to enhance the

Atsociu.ed Pros

An u: depth knowledge of textile 
history IS necessary to accurately 
date qullu: 'rom America’s pest Par­
ticularly In isolated area, qulltmak- 
Ing changed little over the years, so 
only a quilt's fabric — not lu style — 
Is of use In deducing lU story

While few coUectori can claim 
such expertlM. most do enjoy know­
ing from whence their qullu came 
According to Country Home maga- 

*xine, even the novice coUector will 
be able to place a wide number of 
qullu In their proper historical per 
spectlve by learning to recognise the 
most typical qu llti^  styla of cer­
tain major epochs.

During the years between the 
American Revolution and the begin 
nlng of the westward migration, bed 
covers btossomed with cotton cut- 
ouu u lv a g ^  from leftover blU of 
expensive European chlnu Using a 
method called broderie perse (Per­
sian embroidery), women carefully 
snipped around the bird and flower 
motifs of the Imported chlntza and 
appllqued them on fields of plain do- 
m atic cloth to make the most of the 
patterned fabric available to them.

Two other early quilt typa  are lin­
sey-woolsey and white work. Linsey- 
woolsey quilts were made from 
large, vividly colored pieces of 
homapun sewn to a linen or wool 
backing and lavishly quilted In large 
floral or fa th e r  m ^ s  White work 
bedcovers, often called bridal qullu. 
were quilted In Intricate patterns us­
ing the tiniest of stltcba.

DURING THE years of the west­
ward journey, from 1840 to 1870. the 
majority of America’s pieced qullu 
were stitched. As familia moved 
West, fabric (though readily avail­
able In the East) once u a ln  became 
a scarce commodity, l u t  scarcity 
led to uniquely American patchwork 
masterpleca

Thea were the years of the Hole 
In the Bam Door, the Rocky Moun­
tain Puxsle, and hundreds of other 
patchwork patterns that reflected 
both the joys and sorrows of wo­
men’s Uva during ptoneer tlm a  
Each one a work of art c ra ted  out 
of the scrap bag. th ea  qullu w ae 
stitched of geometric pieca pains­
takingly cut from years of cast-off 
clothing and tired household linens 
Only on occasion were th e a  pre­
cious scraps teamed with a new 
piece of cloth.

A LL FALL &  
WINTER ITEMS

Techniques as well as tastes 
changed during this part of the 19th 
century. Overblown chlntxa and 
monochrome copperplate prints 
made way for tiny domestic callcoa. 
roller printed In a new range of h u a  
made possibly by the advent of col- 
orfast synthetic dya. The cramped 
quarters of prairie  homesteads 
called for quilting on a smaller scale, 
so women turned to piecing and ap̂  
pllquelng lap-sized blocks rather 
than beginning with a qulltelzed 
piece of cloth.

Applique qullu remained popular 
during th ea  years, particularly In 
the more affluent East and South 
But, becaua they usually required 
new cloth to execute their careful 
color schema, applique qullU often 
lack the a r th y  exuberance of the 
scrap bag qullu from the tame era.

BY THE 1860s the awing ma­
chine had begun to lighten the dally 
sewing taka of thousands of Ameri­
can women, but quilting ita lf re­
mained primarily a manual tuk.

In 17 percent, a par­
ent killed a child, 11 percent in-

Coming home 
causes shock

NEW YORK — It usually happens 
about a month after the American 
who has been working abroad for 
several years returns to the United 
States. He and his family fall prey to 
a curious affliction; culture shock.

The symptoms Include vague feel­
ings of being a stranger in one’s own 
country. The adults feel out of place 
at work because their former col­
leagues are no longer around, and 
the children have difficulty at school 
because the curriculum is so differ­
ent. In extreme cases, the adjust­
ment is so painful that the employee 
gives up the job in the United Sutes 
to live abroad again.

“Moving to a foreign country has 
long been recognized as a source of 
culture shock, but only recently 
have individuals in a few enlight­
ened corporations become aware 
that moving back to the U3. after 
working abroad for more than a 
year also causes culture shock." said 
Jerome M. Rosow, president of the 
Work In America Institute in Scars- 
dale, N.Y. “Feelings of disbelief and 
disappointment are common be­
cause they, their employers and 
America have changed.”

Many of the estimated two million 
Americans living abroad, especially 
those in emerging nations where liv­
ing conditions are harsh, may glorify 
life in the United States. When they 
return — about 100,000 Americans 
do so each year — they may be disap­
pointed to find that the streeu are 
dirtier than ever and that ugly build­
ings now stand on sites they remem­
bered as pastoral.

Economic changes bother others, 
Rosow said; “Even if they get a raise 
when they return to the United 
States, some employees find that 
they cannot afford as nice a house or 
apartment as they had before be­
cause of inflation. Most families ex­
perience a drop in economic status 
because employers tend to subsidize 
Americans working abroad. The Ioh 
of chauffeur-driven cars, household 
staffs and generous entertainment 
allowances bothers some people.”

Social life also suffers, as Lori Aus­
tin discovered. She is a coauthor of 
‘The Expatriate Life: A Handbook 
on Moving and Living Abroad.” to be 
published In May.

“After 10 years of living in Europe. 
Australia and Latin America, I found 
that many of my friends had moved 
away when I returned to New York 
City in 1000. and so I had to make a 
whole new circle of friends.” said 
Mias Austin, a teacher.

Adjustment to working in the 
United States again can also be com-

& heated, according to Dr. Edwin L 
llUer, a professor of industrial rela­
tions at the University of Michigan.
“Those wl t have done weU abroad 

often feel that their new jobs, even if 
they Involve a promotion, are not u  
exciting or as Important u  their 
work abroad.” he said “After being 
the top executive In a foreign coun­
try, they sometimes find It difficult 
to be just one of 25 vice presidents 
again. Those who did poorly abroad 
often find that no pari of the parent 
organization wants to accept them 
when they return.”

Miller said some returning em­
ployees find that their prospects for 
future success in the company, no 
matter how well they did. are dim 
because the company changed own­
ers while they were away, their men­
tors are no longer around or other 
employees have passed them by.

’’ I t  Is not unusual for returning 
employees to request that they be 
sent overseas again or to resign be­
cause they feel like outsiders in their 
firms,” MUIer said 

'The pressures on dual<areer cou­
ples are severe,” said Alison R. La­
nier, editor of The International 
American, a New York-based publi­
cation for employees working 
abroad. “What often happens la that 
one mate, usually the wife, made a 
career sacrifice so the other mate 
could accept the foreign aaslgnment. 
and when the couple returns to the 
U.S., the mate who made the career 
HcrifIce finds that she has difficulty 
re-entering the labor market or mov­
ing ahead in her career. Marital dlf- 
ficultlea and divorces are common 
among such couples.”

“Children also have adjustment 
problems,” said Sandra Albright, co­
author with Miss Austin and Alice 
Chu of “The Expatriate Life.” ‘Tod­
dlers feel frightened In their new 
surroundings, and Khool-age chil­
dren have difficulty because they 
have had no instruction In comput­
ers while abroad or followed a dif­
ferent curriculum. Teen-agers seem 
to fare the worst because they are 
unfamiliar with the lateat a sp e ^  of 
American youth culture.”

It usually takes at least a year for 
families to readjust, Mrs. Albright 
said. If they have been away for a 
decade or have lived In an emerging 
nation whose culture la very differ­
ent from that of the United Stataa, 
the transition can be even longer.

“It was difficult coming home, but 
I'm glad 1 did,” MBs Austin said. T  
notice things I took for irantad be­
fore I went abroad and developed a 
new circle of friends and Intereets 
that I might not have had If 1 had 
always worked In^the UB.”

Straus, neaklng at a conference 
on homicide sponsored by the New 
York Academy of Medicine, said re­
search suggests that killings within 
famlllM generally follow a history of 
asHUlts. One study In a Midwestern 
dty found that In 90 percent of ho- 
mlcldaa, police had responded to dis­
turbance calls at the addrsH of the 
victim or suspect at least once in the 
two years before. In half the cases, 
they had responded five or more 
times in that period.

To head off family violence, health 
care workers can’t do much about 
factors like racial discrimination and

unemployment, he said, and the pub­
lic might think health authorlUas 
have no business iltaling with other 
Identified factors, like male doml 
nance In family decisions

But other facton the public would 
accept as health-related can form a 
“la r^  and Important agenda” for ac 
tkm, be said Programs to combat 
early marrlaM or child-bearing, un­
wanted children, physical punish 
ment in chlld-raarlng and mariul 
conflict are poaslblUtJM.

Some such programs, like those 
dealing with early marriage and un 
wanted children, would be valuable 
even if further study shows the 
problems they addrem don't pro­
mote family violence. Straus said

True bear countr>' probably lay ahead, but 
my p ^ n e r, Keith jorses. and I struggled that 
first night hoping to  perfea our "bearDagging" 
—  the techr\K]uc o f hanging anything appetiz­
ing out o f bears' reach From a tree limD Our 
first try at thu new chore ended with the food 
bags pded on the ground a shon distance away 
from our camp m sprawling Beck's Meadows, 
withm easy reach o f any bears that might hap­
pen by.

The fertile surroundmgs were a welcome 
change from the dryness o f the Southern Cali- 
fom u ranges. NX'ith the fertility came mosqui­
toes at lower altitudes, which pestered us 
through the South Sierra

Awesome peaks, lush forests and unusual 
granite boulders wrre only a preview o f the 
scenerv ahead as jorves and I we pushed into 
John M uir's favorite mountain range.

Vi e encountered our first marmot, a rodent- 
like animal that u seen all through the Sierras, 
near 11,160-foot Cottonwood Pass. Later they 
would prove to be pesky varmints, but this one 
was a delightfully receptive sub|ect for me to  
photograpn.

As we prepared to  hike into Crabtree M ead­
ows. near tne base o f M t. VThitnes, fellow  
Ohioan Jeff Sauer came stepping dowm the 
trail, heavily laden with gear inside and outside 
o f hu pack, carrying a water bottle in one hand 
and a plastic shopping bag stuffed with food in 
the otW r.

H IS  U N O R T H O D O X  style was directly 
opposite that o f British David Swanston. who 
came upon us shortly after Sauer.

The immaculate Swanston. a veteran o f the 
2,100-mile Appalachian Trail veteran, managed 
to pack all nis gear —  sleeping 
included —  inside a smaller internal-framed

Swanston hiked out alone early the next 
morning. We would never see Swanston or the 
Alleys —  who climbed up M t. VlTiitney that 
day —  again on the trail.

Forester Pass, at 13.180 feet in elevation the 
lowest place to cross over that peak, proved to 
be every bit as challenging as we’d heard. One 
by orse, we crossed a stretch o f the trail, cov­
e r^  by frozen snow on a sharp incline, using 
footholes cut by a another hiker. N o  one made 
a sound as each member o f our group carefully- 
inched his way across that precarious portion.

A short climb brought us to the path's high­
est point and the realization that getting down

Appalachian v/alkway 
survives flood damage

THORNTON GAP, Vs. — From the 
way Potomac Appalachian Trail 
Gub officials were talking In Decem­
ber, you'd think great stretches of 
the treasured walkway bad washed 
away Into the Shenandoah Valley.

“It looks like somebody pushed the 
panic button.” said Walter Wells, a 
stalwart of the S.OOO-member club.

"Reports of our death,” added 
Frank Alblnl, "were greatly exagge­
rated.”

This was the good news after 
Wells, Alblnl and almost 40 other 
hikers convened on the Blue Ridge 
near Christmastime to tackle dam­
age done by the great floods of 
November.

Most carried a National Park Ser­
vice flood-damage report written be­
fore the waters recced.

It indicated stretches of the main 
trail and blue-blazed side trails were 
"completely washed out,” or “dan­
gerous, not negotiable,” that bridges 
were “weakened and underm ln^” 
and sections up to 1,000 feet long 
were “severely eroded.”

Sleuths can trace 
family histories

If you haven't been able to find a 
decent murder mystery to read late­
ly. perhaps you should try solving a 
mystery of your own — your family 
history.

Everything you know about your 
family's past — the names, dates, 
places, even family myths and sto­
ries — are "clues," says John Sinner, 
president of Ancestry Inc., a genea­
logical publishing house In Salt Lake 
Gty. With the beip of readilyavall- 
aMc resources like census records 
and community histories. Sinner 
says, these clues can help you unrav­
el the ultimate mystery; Who am I? 
Where dd I come from?

SIttner says family history re­
search is the third-largest hobby in 
the country and the No. 1 use of UB. 
public libraries. He estimates that 
between 2 million and 3 million peo­
ple spend a significant portion of 
their free time actively pursuing the 
trails left by their ancestors.

Although the largest collection 
and repository for genealogical data 
Is the ^ t  Lake City headquarters of 
the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter- 
day Saints, SMtner says Mormons 
make up only a fraction of active 
amateur genealogists. Mormons are 
encouraged to explore and record 
their family histories for religious 
reasons.

Genealogy is neither a difficult 
nor a costly pastime, iinisas the one 
chooees to make M so. All the basic 
procedural texts are available In 
public Ubrarles. SIttner says, but a 
personal collection would cost only 
100 to 180. Stamps, writing paper, 
transportatloa to the library and 
ttane are the only other coeu.

“Talk to all the oldar relatives you 
have accam to," SIttner suggests. Get 
their nwmories on upe, or take 
notes. Ask about written materials 
they may have, such as letters, dla- 
rlas or family hlstoriee compiled by 
other relatives. These Interviews 
coounonly will take vou back only a 
generation or two, but theyH pro­
vide valuable dues to ftmUng out 
about mysterious great-great-grand­
parents and beyond.

15-year-old Southwest Airlines grows up
DALLAS (AP) — After beginning 

15 years ago u  a flashy commuter 
carrier spouting themes of love and 
dressing stewardesses In hot pants. 
Southwest Airlines la outgrowl^ ad­
olescence and facing maturity.

In color newsnaper ads that men­
tioned the word "love" at least 18 
times. Southwest heralded the maid­
en fllipitt of Its three Boeing 737s In 
1971.

It was (mhr the beglnnlaf of a love 
affair with fast growth and fat prof­
its for Investors In the company that 
today serves 26 airports with M air­
planes. But analysts say those hlgh- 
hylng years are past, and the carrier 
now faces questions of where and 
bow to continue Its grosrth

Herb Kelleber. the airline's ebul­
lient chain-smoking chief executive 
officer, says Southwest has grown 
accustomed to beating back chal­
lenges In the Industry.

"T like the competition.” Kelleber 
says. ‘The airline business Is the clos­
est thing to war In peacetime.”

By his own admission. Kelleber 
eatt and sleeps Southwest, saying. 
“It's been my diet since 1967."

That was the year he and business­
man RoUln King first began plan­
ning the airline, which didn’t get off 
the ground until four years later.

I disagree. At the risk of offending 
my rich friends, (make that acquaint 
ancu) I doubt that money Is really 
the prime Indicator of power — even 
though N h nearly always portrayed 
u  such In fact and fiction.

Simply stated, power Is the ability 
or authority to significantly influ­
ence or control people and the 
events that move towns, sta tu  and 
natloiM toward their destiny. And, In 
each of them geopolitical arenu, 
there h  nearly uways a handful of 
wealthy Individuals perceived u  the 
"powu structure.”

But I seiioiialy question If wealthy 
paople are reallv u  powerful u  we 
fsliik they are, Tv m aku them out

to be. u  they would have us all be­
lieve they are. Sure money "talks.” It 
would be a fool that didn't know the 
efficacy of wealth In making things 
happen In this society. Put Into the 
hands of a politician money uys: "I 
like you... I support you, and I want 
to be your friend.”

More downturn In Basin rig activity
There was more bad news for the Permian Basin 

when this week's rig county fell an additional 12 
rigs. The count for the week is at 243, compared to 
last week’s 2S5 total.

Locally, Midland and Ector counties both lost ac­
tivity, each falling two for counts of ten and nine 
respectively. Andrews and Lea counties remained 
atop the list for most active with touls of 24 and 27 
respectively.

The week's biggest loser was Reagan County, los­
ing six rigs to post a six rig toul. Yoakum County fell

three, to six, while Gaines. Crane and Cochran coun­
ties each dropped two.

Nationally, the count a^o continued a pattern of 
downturn after falling 77 rigs this week.

Simmons' low-profile investments put him ahead
DALLAS (AP) — Harold Simmons, 

a small town schoolteachers’ son 
who spaclallaes In grabbing up low- 
profile businesses ranging from sug­
ar to timber to shipping, says he may 
have erred In his latest takeover 
coup, Sea-Land Corp., an east coast 
shipping company.

In fact, since his first acquisition 
of a Dallas drug store In 1861, Sim­
mons hasn’t always come out ahead. 
But he’s done well enough to be­
come a multl-mlUlonalre ^ th  com­
panies whose assets he estimates at 
ll.S  billion with equity of 1500 
million.

In the case of Sea-Land, he says, “I 
didn’t know the (shipping) Industry 
w u going to deteriorate as much „  I 
might have made a mistake." Sim­
mons has acquired just under 40 per­
cent of the company's stock for 
about 1218 million

After months of fighting off Sim­
mons' hostile advances, the Menlo. 
N.J.-based company, one of the 
world’s largest container shippers, 
recently agreed to let Simmons pick 
three of Its nine board members. He 
hopes to take control of the board 
next year by getting more of his rep­
resentatives elected

Simmons grew up In the East Tex­
as town of Golden (population 158). 
where both his parents taught 
school. A soft-spoken sort for a busl- 
ness tycoon, be still Is working to­
ward his goal of landing a billion 
dollar deal.

While he complains of being vUll- 
fled by some of his corporate targets. 
“Tbcy think I’m a great guy" back In 
Golden, he says with nls deadpan 
expression.

A fter g raduation  from  high 
school, he went to the University of

Harold Simmons

Texas where be majored In econom­
ics. He was the only non-ecbolarsblp 
member of the 1961 basketball team, 
which was co-champlon of the 
Southwest Conference However, he 
recalls spending most of his time on 
the bench.

As a financier, he describes him 
self as "conservative and realistic" 
and undeserving of the often-used 
description, "gunslinger." He says 
slE^y. “I don’t carry a gun."

The men he admires most are busl- 
nessmen Icahn and T. Boone 
Pickens, whose Ulllon-doUar take­
over repuutlons have put them on 
magazloe covers.

"Tliere is very much a need for the 
corporate raider," Simmons said

'There's some values out there 
that corporate management Is sitting 
on. The vlbrance of the economy 
owes Itself to the baste system that 
the stockholder Is the guy that calls 
the shots."

Echoing statemenu Pickens fre­
quently has made. Simmons said the 
"shareholder Is basically paralysed" 
by a corporate management with 
goals all lu  own.

Simmons buys Into companies 
with undervalued stock. Once he 
staris buying up stock, the price goes 
up as It does In moat takeover 
struggles.

The type of business doesnl mat 
ter to Simmons — as long aa It's not 
oil or real estate Ihere, toe competl 
tlon Is too tough and there are too 
many experts, he said.

But It was the Insurance bustneas 
that gave Simmons trouble In 1974, 
be and his brother, Glenn, and other 
bustneas partners were accused in a 
IBcount Indictment of defrauding a 
Chicago insurance company when It 
went bankrupt.

A federal judge found Simmons 
and hls associates Innocent, but Stm 
mons recalls, T  must admit I had 
very poor judgment

"I lost about tlO million in the 
deal," be said

He prefers to talk about bis acqul 
sitloo of Amalgamated Sugar Co. of 
Ogden. Utah, tof 840 tnllUon. which

Nation's computer makers 
want to develop standards
New York Timet New Service

SAN FRANCISCO — The natlOD’s 
leading computer companies are 
about to start a major new effort to 
develop standards that will allow 
machines made by different manu­
facturers to communicate with one 
another and ihare Information.

Some 18 manufacturers of com­
puter and tclecom m uDlcatloni 
equipment, including major vendors 
such u  the Digital Equipment Corp., 
the Burroughs Corp. and the Ameri­
can Telephone and Telegraph Co., 
have agreed to form a new nonprofit 
organization that will specify stan­
dards and test for compliance with 
them, according to officials Involved 
tn the effort.

Final plans for the organization, to 
be called the Corporation for Open 
Systems, are to be made at meetings 
later thia month and In early March, 
according to these officials.

If the new group succeeds In Its 
goal, which even Its organisers say 
will not be easy. It would have major 
ramlflcatloot for vendors and com­
puter users

Users would be able to mix and 
match machines and components 
from different vendors Into a com­
plete system, much as consumers 
can buy a stereo turntable from one 
manufacturer, speakers from anoth­
er and an ampUiler from a third and 
be assured In advance that they will 
work together.

Currently, machines made by dif­
ferent companies have difficulty 
communicating. A document typed 
on a Wang word proceaaor, for In­
stance, cannot easily be sent to ind 
edited on an Intematlonal Business 
Machines Corp. word processor. An 
englneerinf diagram stored In a Dig­
ital Equipment minicomputer can­
not be viewed and modified by 
someone with a Hewlett-Packard 
workstation.

The lack of standards has frustrat­
ed computer usora, who want to con­
nect all the computers In their of- 
flees and factortaa Into networks to 
exchange Information. Many ana­
lysts and executhrea think that such 
lack of connectMty has contributed 
to the slowdown la the growth of 
computer sales last year.

1%a General Motors Corp.. one of 
the netloB’a largest computer ueers. 
herame ao fnieirated that It took 
matters igto Hi own hands and de­

veloped its own standards for con­
necting computers, machine toob. 
robots and other electronic gear In a 
fsctoiy. It now appears that GM’s 
manufacturing automation protocol, 
or MAP, will become the Industry 
standard for factorlca 

The new corporation will attempt 
to do for office, laboratory and other 
computers what MAP does for fac- 
tofy^derices.

‘The Intent is to foster that result 
everywhere.” said David Martin, 
president of National Advanced Sys- 
tema, a mainframe vendor that Is • 
member of the new corporatk>n 

Organizers are also hoping that 
standards will looaen the command­
ing share of the market held by IBM. 
which Is prominently abeent from 
the list of the 18 Initial members of 
the new corporation.

‘The process prohlblu a direct 
encounter between candidate 
and public," director Sidney Lu­
met explains In releases promot­
ing his movie. ‘The point of the 
picture Is that It doesn’t matter if 
you believe In your client or not. 
The whole political process has 
become dehumanized, part and 
parcel of everything else today.

Apparently, Lumet decided to 
show this by making his own film 
look strangely high-tech and de­
humanized. Almost every scene 
In the movie is lit from below in s 
Inhumanly cold blulsh-wbite

light, leaving earls darkness hov­
ering overhead. Unfortunately, 
the movie doss something 
with It’s characters. They are lust 
walking, miking Ideas rather than 
real people. Gera is almost the 
only character with any depth In 
the film and even he Is pretty 
shallow.

Gene Hackman, playing Gere's 
not-so-successful mentor, also 
shows a little subtlety and humor, 
but this seems to be due more to 
Hackman’s energetic perfo r­
mance than because of the mo­
vie’s direction or the screenplay.

The screenplay la probably the 
film’s biggest problem. It's anit 
ten by a former political reporter 
named David Hlmmelsteln His

Biography may lack the glamour 
of Its younger cousin, the novel, but 
It has usually teemed more reliable 
Biography promises fact, not fiction: 
It hokls up lives actually lived by real 
people, and gives us, as Samuel John­
son said, "what comes near to our­
selves, what we can turn to use " Bi­
ography offers a practicable guide to 
the D uress of living

Or does It? Richard Holmes' “Foot­
steps" Is, among other things, an ex­
tended medlutlon on the Impossibil­
ity of objective biography. In which 
the skepticism of much contempo­
rary literary theory Is transformed 
Into personal drama An English 
journalist and critic, and the author 
of a controversial biography of the 
poet Shelley, Holmes here recounU 
his biographical pursuits of four peo­
ple. He b e j^ ,  as a student of 19, by 
retracing Mbert Louis Stevenson's 
‘Travels With a Donkey" through 
the mountains of the Cevennes In 
southern France. Four years later in 
Paris, during the student riots of 
1968, he Investigates the group of En­
glish expatriates who weathered the 
^ ench  Revolution, especially Mary 
WoUstonecraft. feminist and reform­
er, and her lover, the American ad­
venturer Gilbert Imlay. Holmes next 
follows Shelley and his wife Mary, 
WoUstonecraft’s daughter, through 
Italy, tilting at their last home, the 
Caaa Magnl on the Gulf of La Speila. 
Hto final subject Is Gerard de Nerval, 
the gifted poet and travel writer 
who hanged himself In a Paiialan al­
ley In 1866.

What ties these disparate lives to­
gether Is their common relationship 
to Holmes, whose heroic attempts to 
“reach" them form the true subject 
of the book. He hunts them down In 
placaa dear to them, photographs the 
view from their windows, quotas 
their Imprssalons and probes their 
psyches. Gradually be sUps Into an 
toaginary Intimacy with them, a 
"continuous living dlalofue" with 
the dead that Holmss considers the 
stuff of authentic biography.
