Missile fired 
in mishap at 
Texas plant

McGREGOR i.\P) — .\n unarmed 
missile engine ignited as It was being 
purged of fuel last week, crashed 
through a wall and was airborne for 
a short distance before landing on 
property at a Hercules Inc plant, a 
company official says

No one was Injured In the acci­
dent, which took place last Thurs­
day, officials said

A J Schechter, manager of the 
Hercules plant which makes missile 
engines and other weapons equip­
ment for the mlllury, said the acci­
dent occurred during a routine “cas­
ing rec lam ation ,"  In which 
unwanted fuel Is flushed from the 
engine casing

An official for the company, who 
asked to remain unidentified, said 
the company was flushing defective 
solid fuel out of the unarmed rocket 
casing with a stream of high-pres­
sure water

"When a cake falls, you don't 
throw the pan away," the official 
said “You throw away the cake and 
start with the same pan again,"

The man said the procedure Is 
done often, whenever the casing Is 
not filled correctly with fuel.

Contacted by telephone Tuesday 
at a meeting In ^ I t  Lake Gty, 
Schechter told the Waco Tribune- 
Herald the accident had occurred 
with a Sidewinder alr-toair missile 
eng^e,

'The plant manager downplayed 
the significance of the accident, say­
ing the plant is equipped to handle 
such mlsfirings.

“It scared the hell out of the fellow 
that was performing (the opera­
tion)," he said But the casing 
crashed through a “blowout wall,"

He wouldn’t say how far the cas­
ing was airborne but said it landed 
well within Hercules property, 
which It leases from the Navy, It was 
retrieved Saturday, he said.

He said that because the testing 
had been frequent recently, he 
couldn't recall the day of the acci­
dent, but a worker at the plant said 
it happened about m idnight 
Thurso^.

Charlie Sprayberry s former secre 
tary accused the Midland magistrate 
of trying to force her to perform 
oral sex on him while they were rid 
ing In his car. as testmony began 
Tui-sday in his attempted sexual as 
sault trial In the 142nd Judicial Dis 
trict courtroom

The 45-year-old justice of the 
peace, who took an unpaid leave of 
absence in November after being in 
dieted, sat impassively while a tear 
ful Wanda NIblett haltingly de 
scribed an Incident alleged to have 
taken place on April '28. 1984 

It was National Secretaries Week, 
and Sprayberry took her to lunch at 
I,a Bodega. 2700 N Big Spring S t. 
she said After they left the restau 
rant, he didn't drive back to their 
office In the Midland County Court 
house Instead, he drove down Big 
Spring Street to Interstate '20. where 
he got on the freeway and headed 
west

"He just wouldn't talk when she 
asked what he was doing, the .31V 
year-old Ms Nlhlett testified 

After leaving the freeway near the 
Texas Instruments plant. Sprayberry 
exposed himself and tried to get Ms 
NIblett to touch bis private parts 
while he was driving, she said 

He started talking about oral 
sex,' she told the jurors He 
grabbed the back of my head and 
tried to force It down "

She resisted, but shortly after 
ward. He grabbed my hand and 
tried to make me touch him and 
something wet touched my hand ''

Sprayberry then drove them tiack 
to the courthouse

He told me to remember that if it 
wasn't for him.

She didn't tell her co workers

‘Tlgars' taath,” a series of long, 
steal pincers that rise from the 
driveway to stop incoming vehicles, 
were put in position, while a maatlve 
steel gate and a raised section of 
driveway blocked entry Into the 
compound's fenced Inner grounds.

The embamy, a brick-and-concrete 
building completed two years ago, 
waa more than a hundiwd yards 
from the car and was unscathed.

The explosion came three days af­
ter FP-2S claimed responsibility for 
fatally shooting Caspar Castelo Bran 
CO, the director-general of Portugal's 
prison system

In a 27,1964, attempted attack 
at the embaasy, police found and dis­
mantled a handmade mortar launch­
er with two 60mm shells ready to be 
fired Into the compound

About a month later, on Nov. 25. 
four 60mm mortar shells were fired 
Into the compound and damaged 
three unoccupied cars. A note dis 
tributed after the attack said it 
marked the anniversary of an unsuc 
cesafuJ coup attempt by left-wing ex- 
tremlata on Nov. 25. 1975.

On April 25,1974. army officers led 
a coup that ended half a century of 
right-wing dictatorships. The FP 25 
group takes Its name from that coup.

Lt. Col. Otelo Saraiva de Carvalho, 
a hero of the 1974 cour Is among 
about 70 suspected FP-25 members 
now being tried In a specially built

U.S. embassies more like fortresses
By CHARLES J. HANLEY

ROME (AP) — At one time, practically anyone could 
walk In off the street unchecked to visit most of the 
U.S. embassies or consulates abroad. Today, In the age 
of terrorism, they are beconolng fortresses

Lost behind baniers, checkpoints, guards and elec­
tronic devices Is the original Idea of having the high 
visibility and eaay access of U.S. missions portray an 
open American society.

But Tuesday's terrorist car-bomb explosion Inside the 
U.S. Embassy compound In Lisbon, Portugal, under­
lined a continued vulnerability. Officials said the bomb 
had been placed In the trunk of an embaasy employee's 
car while it was outside the compound.

Here In Rome, a graceful but sturdy 9-foot fence has 
been erected around the 19th<entury villa that is the 
UJS. Embaasy. At the push of a button, barriers rise up 
to stop suicide car bombers. Other equipment and pro­
cedures also have been Improved as part of a 93-mllllon 
security program.

The “hardening'' of the embaasy In Rome is just one 
small part of a monumental U.S. State Department plan 
to replace or renovate U.S. diplomatic missions world­
wide, to guard against terrorist and other threats by 
turning these American outposts Into mlni-bastlons

If approved by the UJS. Congress, s proposed five- 
year reconstruction program will cost more than $3 
billion. It calls for major projects at 120 of the 262 U S. 
diplomatic missions, 62 of them to be new buildings. An 
additional 91 billion will be spent on armored vehicles, 
expanded guard forces and other security needs

“We’ve got a lot of vulnerability In our buildings, and 
that's the urgency of the security construction pro­
gram," Robert E. Lamb, director of the State Depart 
ment’s new Office for Diplomatic Security, said In a 
Washington Interview

The rethinking on diplomatic security was first 
spurred by the 16^ seizure of the U.S. Embassy and the 
taking of American hostages In Iran But It assumed 
near-emergency status after the deadly car-bombings 
of U5. Embaasy buildings In Beirut and Kuwait In 1963 
84.

Around the world, U.S. embassies are taking on a 
new look, an Associated Press survey Indicates

Perimeter walls have been made stronger and high­
er Bulletproof glass has been Installed in many win 
dows Ambaasadors are shuttled around town In new 
armored cars. And flowers are blooming everywhere — 
huge concrete barriers, disguised as tub planters, have 
been placed In the path of any would-bie suicide car 
bombers

The toughest measures have been taken In some of 
hottest spots

In El ^Ivador, where the U.S. Embaasy plays a key 
role In the Salvidoran government's war against leftist 
guerrillas, the entire building has been wrapped In 
sheets of fencing designed to shield the windows from 
a direct rocket hit

In the Philippines, scene of frequent anti-American 
demonstrations, the Manila embaa^ haa become almost 
as heavily guarded as Ferdinand E. Marcos's presiden­
tial palace. A new Inner fence has been built on the 
embassy grounds, and scores of shield-bearing officers 
block the gates whenever rumors spread of an Impend 
Ing protest.

At the U.S. Embaasy In Kuwait, a tough, three-sUge 
security gantlet has been laid down, typical of many 
American diplomatic compound! these days.

At the single street entrance to the walled grounds, a 
visitor must show identification to a Kuwaiti guard 
Inside the compound, the visitor then undergoes a met­
al-detector check at an inner fence. Reaching the em 
baasy building, he is buzzed through ah electronlciMy 
locked door by a UE. Marine guard.

Naturally, some of the precautions are not openly 
discussed. **

Said Arthur Berger, U.S. Embassy spokesman in Tel 
Aviv, Israel. "We have Instituted a number of security 
measures, some of which are visible and others which 
aren’t.”

Kuwait and Israel He In a region exploding with Arab 
and Iranian antl-Amerlcanlsm But even In quieter cor 
ners of the world, embaaslea are on guard

In sleepy Aaunclon, Paraguay, for example, embassy 
visitors carrying pocket knives must leave them at the 
street entrance. In relatively unthreatentng Tokyo, Ma 
rlnes will soon take over guard duty at the front gate of 
the lOstory, glaas-walled embassy, which has be«n the 
most scceaslble in Asia

But the Middle East has gotten Immediate priority in 
the State Department security program

An emergency 1965 appropriation finances construe 
Uon of 11 new embassies and consulates, mostly in 
Middle Eastern countries, such aa Jordan, Oman. North 
Yemen and Bahrain

The U.S. National Academy of Sciences, meanwhile, 
has drawn up recommendationi for a prototype embas­
sy designed with security uppermost in mind For one 
thing, it will mean fewer windows, less glass In the 62 
buildings to be constructed under the proposed five- 
year program

The embassies we have were built during the years 
when we had almost no threat," Lamb said “We have 
embassies In busy downtown areas, on street corners 
with no setback, no control over who our neighbors are

A lot were built out of glass. In the 1960s. to project 
the image of the U.S. as an open society ”

Under the five-year program, intended also to bolster 
security against espionage, some embassies will be out­
fitted with emergency satellite communications gear 
The number of armored vehicles assigned to diplomats 
will be more than doubled Marine embassy units will 
be expanded, and Lamb's State Department security 
suff worldwide will be doubled, to about 2,000

The changes In Rome, largely completed two months 
ago, typify the transformations under way

ees kidnapped In west Beirut 
more than a month ago were 
freed unharmed by their captors

Reporters called to a hastily ar­
ranged news conference saw the 
three men brought to Beni's of­
fice by senior officials of his Shi­
ite Moslem Amal militia.

There were no indications AZAPO 
.- was behind the unrest that has 

claimed at least 19 lives in Alexan­
dra, and it was not clear why au 
thoiities might target AZAPO The 

. group criticizes capitalism as sup­
porting apartheid, and sees no role 
for whites in the struggle by blacks 
against the system of racial 
segregation

Police and residents reported no 
violence overnight in Alexandra

On Tuesday, Bishop Desmond 
Tutu persuaded a huge moh of 
blacks to halt their march on a police 
station ringed by soldiers

Tutu, the black Anglican bishop of 
Johannesburg who won the 1964 No­
bel Peace Prize, arrived in Alexan­
dra Tuesday after the army moved 
in to prevent the estim ate 30,000 
blacks from marching on the police 
station.

The trouble in Alexandra, which is 
siuTounded by affluent white sub­
urbs, began Saturday when clashes 
between mourners and police broke

out after a funeral for black activists 
killed in protests against apartheid.

At least 19 people have died in the 
violence, IS of whom were killed by 
security forces, Adrlaan Vlok, the 
deputy minister of law and order, 
told Parliament on Tuesday. Howev­
er, police put the death toll at 10.

The Rev. Beyers Naude, white gen 
eral secretary of the South African 
Council of churches, said residents 
told him Tuesday morning that 300 
people had been wounded in the 
four days of riots, “of whom as many 
as 00 may have died"

Witnesses said the police offered 
to meet with representatives of the 
marchers, and Tutu stepped forward 
with other black clerics. He then per­
suaded the crowd to return peaceful­
ly to the township's soccer stadium, 
where they bad assembled for the 
march, the witnesses said.

“Please do not write another chap­
ter in our history books that we will 
one day regret,” he said, pledging 
that the South African Council of 
Cliurcbes would deliver their com­
plaints to the government.

"Go home peacefully, but go in 
small groups," be said. In an appar­
ent reference to security forces. 
Tutu gestured toward the stadium 
gates and warned: "There are people 
out there waiting to do terrible 
things Don't give them  this 
opportunity ”

The crowd had dispersed peaceful 
ly by nightfall.

Tutu emerged grlm-faced from his 
meeting with police, which lasted ah 
hour, and conferred with other cler 
Ics. He told black South African re­
porters that the police did not con­
sider him a rep resen ta tive  of 
townahlp realdenu.

The bishop said police declared 
the Rev Sam Buti, who Is viewed by 
many In Alexandra as a collaborator 
with whites, to be the township's 
elected leader.

Tutu said be feared the marchers 
would go on a rampage if he told 
them authorities wanted to meet 
with Buti, so he went before them 
Instead with a plea for peace

Buti holds the title of mayor in the 
Alexandra council, which most rest 
dents ignore. Rioters had threatened 
to kill council members, and Buti 
was not in the township Tuesday

The cracks were discovered in in­
spections made between last Septem­
ber and January after a JAL 747SR 
crashed Aug. 12, killing all but four 
of the S24 people aboard. The minis­
try released the findings Tuesday.

The announcement said an aver­
age of 83 areas of cracks were found 
on each of the five planes. About 70 
percent of the cracks were between 
the tip of the nose and the first door, 
and many were near rivets, it said. 
Most were smaller than one inch, it 
said.

”As it did. It blew up before our 
ashoeyes, leaving behind a short-duration 

red train of light, and there were all 
kinds of sparUes coming off it, too.

Dodge said an exploding fireball 
occurs when a siubie rock smashes 
into the atmosphere and the friction 
creates Intense heat and light.

France sends in troops

Second leak reported Ship probe ordered
LONDON (AP) — A broken pipe 

spewed 250 gallons of radioactive
water from a storage pond for spent 

iTuenuclear fuel elements Tuesday at the 
world’s largest nuclear reprocessing 
plant, officials said, 19 days after a 
leak of highly radioactive material at 
the same plimt.

The lealdng water at the Sellafield 
reprocessing plant in Cumbria, 
DOrihwest Englud, was immediate­
ly contained by a trench built for 
such an accident and the area was 
cordoned off, state-owned British 
Nuclear Fueb said

The company said the leak was lat­
er sealed and the water was put 
‘back in the normal operational 

system.”
There was an Increase In radioac­

tivity “in the immediate vicinity,” 
the company said in a statement, but 
"Initial monitoring showed little po­
tential hazard to the work force in 
the vicinity ”

The statement added. “Initial as 
sessmenu show that exposure of per­
sonnel is not consider^ serious but 
further investigations are being car­
ried out ”

WELUNGTON, New Zealand (AP) 
— The Transport Ministry today or­
dered an investigation to determine 
the condition of safety and rescue 
equipment carried by the Soviet 
cruise ship Mikhail Lermontov, 
which struck a reef and sank near 
the tip of New Zealand's South 
Island.

All but one of the 739 passengers 
and crew aboard the ship was res­
cued before it went down late Sun­
day, but the commander of a naval 
patrol boat Involved in the rescue 
was quoted Tuesday as saying the 
lifeboats had rotted and that other 
equipment was in poor repair.

"If it (the sinking) was out at sea. 
they would not have got back alive 
with that equipment — I’m quite 
convinced of that,” Wellington’s 
Evening Post newspaper quoted Lt.

Non-binding rule labeling Philippine 
elections unfair debated in Senate

WASHINGTON (AP) — Congress 
reacted to reports of fraud in the re- 
election of Philippines President 
Ferdinand klarcoe by proposing to 
label the elections unfair and by con­
sidering a halt to all UJ5. aid to the 
key Pacific ally.

A proposal Introduced Tuesday 
and sponsored chiefly by lfa)oiity 
Leader Bob Dole, R-Kan., and Minor­
ity Leader Robert Byrd, IVW.Va., 
says the Feb. 7 elections "were 
marked by such widespread fraud 
that they cannot be considered a fair 
reflection of the will of the people of 
the Philippines.”

The Senate was scheduled to de­
bate and vote today on the non-bind­
ing resolution, which notes that 
“America's Interests are best served 
in the Philippines by a government 
which has a popular mandate."

It also noted that the balloting 
was plagued by widespread fraud 

on all levels.”
But the final draft was not as criti­

cal of the election as an earlier ver 
sion, which flatly declared the elec­
tion was fraudulent. That version 
was drafted chiefly by Sen Edward 
M Kennedy, D-Mass

The final draft was revised chiefly 
at Dole's request, according to legis­
lative sources speaking on condition 
they not be named.

Although technicians are strug 
gimg with the problem, "there very 
well may be nothing further that we 
can recommend to improve" current 
protections, said John T Walden, se­
nior vice president of the Propri 
etary Assocutlon. which represents 
non prescription drug makers 

In general, he said Tuesday, com 
l>anles plan to stick with what they 
consider effective tamper-resistant 
measures, keep lookmg for improve­
ments and keep selling drugs in cap­
sules despite bad publicity 

Johnson L Johnson, parent compa 
ny of McNeil Consumer Products 
Co. which makes Tylenol, said Mon 
day that production of the drug m 
capsules was being stopped after cy 
anide-iaden Tylenol capsules were 
linked to the death of a New York 
woman — and also were found m 
another bottle in the same communi 
ly where hers were bought 

However. Walden said. T he rest 
of the Industry has no plans at this 
time to walk away from capsules 

Eliminating capsules wouldn't stop 
someone Intent on deadly tampermg

N A S A  faces tough times with Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) — In all the 
years of its existence, NASA has 
been the coddled darling of Con­
gress Usually, what NASA wanted, 
NASA got — tiut's how it used to be.

But the Challenger tragedy, burst­
ing the space agency’s reputation for 
triumpb-upon-triumph. has changed 
all that.

Senators used to come to NASA 
bearings wearing their best smile to 
be photographed with astronauts. 
Tuesday, in the first congressional 
look into the space shuttle explosion, 
they snarled

“At this Juncture, it seems to have 
been an avoidable accident Instead 
of an unavoidable one,” said Sen. Er­
nest HoUlngs, D-S.C., when the bear­
ing of the Senate science subcommit­
tee had barely gotten under way

'Tbe senators questioned every­
thing from the way the space agency 
makes launch/no-launch decisions to 
its priorities, to its operations with 
out a permanent chief One senator 
even put officials on the spot on 
whether they were more loyal to the 
White House than to Congress

NASA's acting administrator WU- 
Uam Graham and shuttle director 
Jesse Moore were asked about the O- 
rings on the shuttle booster rockets,

suspected causes of the Jan. 28 ex­
plosion.

tone that is going to be so ciitlcaUy 
needed in the aftermath of this diffi­
cult tragedy.”

The senators were equally conten­
tious with William Rogers, tbe chair­
man of the presidential commission 
investigating the accident, and NeU 
Armstrong, America’s first moon- 
walker. the vice chairman.

When HoUlngs suggested the com­
mission would not make much head 
way If it didn’t hire investigators, 
Rogers repUed; “I was a DA (District 
Attorney) for a long time ad I know 
how to conduct crim inal 
investigations.”

Navy hopeful subs can aid in recovery
CAPE CANAVERAL, FU. (AP) — NASA’s rapidly 

growing submarine fleet has raised hopes for early 
recovery of the booster rocket that may be the key 
evidence in the destruction of space shuttle Chal­
lenger, officials say.

TTie Navy’s NR-1, a seven-man, nuclear-powered 
research sub. Joined the sea hunt Tuesday for the
right soUd-fuel rocket, a prime suspect in the Jan. 28 
explosion that destroyed the shuttle and kUled Its
crew of seven.

“We certainly expect It wlU be of great value In 
helping us locate the boosters, the right booster in 
particular,” space agency spokesman Jim Mlzell said 
of the deep^lvlng Navy sub.

The NR-1 can operate at depths of 2,375 feet and 
wlU augment the work of a civilian research subma­
rine which reported last weekend it may have de­
tected parts of Challenger’s right booster rocket.

Current theories into tbe possible causes of the 
explosion center on a leak of tbe lower segment of 
that booster shortly after liftoff. The leak may have 
allowed gases to escape, triggering the detonation of 
the external fuel tank.

“I think they will find some sort of physical evi 
dence out there that will help tbe Investigation," 
Mlzell said Tuesday. “We expect a significant finding 
of some kind, hopefully soon ”

The robot sub Gemini Is scheduled to Join tbe 
search Thursday in an area about 40 miles northeast 
of tbe launch site. The drone will be operated from a 
support ship and la capable of diving to 3,500 feet

“I suspect they’ll find some fairly large pieces out 
there,” said Mlzell

The Johnson Sea-Link H, a four-man sub owned by

Harbor Branch Foundation of Fort Pierce, Fla., took 
videotape and photographs Sunday of debris be­
lieved to be parts of the suspect booster. 1,200 feet 
below the Atlantic.

“If we are able to recover the right booster, we 
have a much better chance of finding the right 
solution, answering the right questions," former Sec 
retary of State William P Rogers told the Senate 
subcommittee on science, technology and space 
Tuesday in Washington

Rogers, chairman of the presidential commission 
investigating the disaster, added that the booster 
"appears to be tbe area where tbe trouble started ’’

62, of Tuc­
son. is a Presbyterian deacon 

Gtlng First Amendment freedom 
of religion rights, Lockwood lu t 
week refused to testify in the trial of

Tuesday, Mrs Lundy and Mrs Kel­
ly also refused to answer questions

Mark Rosenbaum, attorney for

Carroll said the three could leave

An attorney for a Elba Teresa Lo­

Asked if she would answer ques­
tions during a closed bearing and 
with the understanding that her tes­
timony would remain sealed, Ms. Lo­
pez indicated she would not.

Reno filed an application for an 
order to show cause why she should 
not be held in contempt, and Carroll 
scheduled a hearing for today 

Carroll iuued the contempt rul­
ings against the other three Tuesday 
afternoon. During the morning ses­
sion. the two women each refused to 
answer questions posed by Reno 

Their attorneys had argued that 
the witnesses' religious convictions 
prevented them from testifying 
about matters relating to providing 
sanctuary to oppressed people, 
which they consider a religious 
practice.

The report was atucked Tuesday 
by Bosco Matamoros, a spokesman 
for the CIA-organlz^ Nicaraguan 
Democratic Force, or FDN, the larg 
est rebel army. Matamoros said the 
report’s sponsors were "allied with 
the Sandlnlstas" and “distort the re­
ality” of sj^ematic abuses by the 
govemmem.

He acknowledged that FDN sol­
diers commit occasional abuses, but 
be added that those caught are tried 
and Imprisoned in FDN Jails inside 
Nicaragua. He said more than 10 
Contras had been found guilty of 
abuses since November, but be de­

clined to give details about their of­
fenses or punishments.

The State Department had no im 
mediate reaction to the report, as 
Reagan told Republican congressio­
nal leaders T u e ^ y  he would seek 
9100 million In new aid for the reb­
els, Including $70 million in lethal 
military assistance.

The report’s findings were spot 
checked ^ la  past week by Jay Heck, 
an aide to Rep. Peter Kostmayer, D 
Pa., and Laurie Schultz, an aide to 
Rep. James M. Jeffords, R-Vt. Heck 
and Ms. Schultz said they questioned 
about 15 Nicaraguans who had given 
affidavits and found the statements 
to have been accurately recorded

Amnesty International and Ameri­

cas Watch, two other private human 
rlghu groups, also have charged that 
both sides of the Nicaraguan conflict 
have violated the rules of war

The new report cites 139 human 
rlghu abuses from February to De 
cember 1985. based on affidavits 
from 197 eyewitnesses Of the 139 in 
cldenU, 118 were attributed to Con 
tra forces and 21 to Sandlnlsta 
soldiers.

In the 118 alleged Contra IncidenU 
— many Including multiple viola 
tions — the rebels are accused of 399 
kidnappings, 116 murders. 19 rapes. 
24 mutilations and 32 indiscriminate 
atucks on civilians The SandinUtas 
are accused of 20 murders, one muti­
lation and three indiscriminate 
attacks.

Starving Haiti fh free of tyrant
WASHINGTON — The Ameri­

can people can take satis­
faction In their govern­
ment’s apparently crucial 

role in the ouster of Jean-Claude 
"Baby Doc” Duvalier, whose term as

Eresident for life” of Haiti was 
ruptly cut abort by his long-suffer­
ing people.
For years, 

we tirelessly 
exposed the 
b ru ta lity  
and corrup­
tion of the 
Duvallers, 
fa ther and 
son, who 
looted their 
Im pover­
ished nation 
under the 
spurious 
cover of a Jack Anderson 
"revolution”
that gave blacks political power over 
their mixed-race countrymen. We 
sent reporters to dig out the truth 
about Haiti, at considerable risk to 
themselves from the Duvaliers’ 
dreaded security police, tbe blue- 
clad Ton-Tons Macoutes.

One of our reporters. Hal Bernton, 
posed as an itinerant student a de­
cade ago and gathered appalling evi­
dence of poverty In Haiti — wretch­

ed, llfs-threatsnlng poverty that 
contrasted obscenely with the luxu­
rious life of tbe Duvalier family and 
their cronies. (Our sources esamate 
that Baby Doc has more than |300 
million squirreled away In Swiss 
banks, even after a lifetime of ex­
travagant spending.)

B ernton hiked th rough  the 
parched mountains to a remote vil­
lage, where he lived with the people 
for more than a week. He saw naked 
children weak from hunger, like In 
the drought-induced famines In Afri­
ca. They were the Inevitable byprod­
uct of a ruling family determined to 
suck out every dollar that found its 
way Into HalU.

When Haitian reporters tried to 
tell the world of their country’s ago­
ny, they were beaten or murdered 
by the Ton-Tons Macoutes. Gassner 
Raymond was a courageous young 
reporter who dared to write a story 
critical of the Duvalier regime. His 
body was found in a ditch two weeks 
later.

Aid from tbe United States and 
other countries often did not reach 
tbe Haitians who needed it. It went 
instead to Duvalier and his insatiable 
cronies. "Tbe spoils have Included 
millions in indirect U.S. economic as­
sistance, which have disappeared 
into the palace accounts.” we report­
ed In March 1981. The booty also In­

cluded a lao million emergency loan 
from the International Monetary 
Elmd.

Baby Doc took good care of his 
family. Hla wife, Michelle, drew a 
IKXKOOO monthly salary for her du­
ties as “Mrs. President.” Her father, 
Ernest Bennett, also became wealthi­
er during bis son-in-law’s reign. Not 
surprisingly, an auto deidershlp he 
owned was looted and burned dur­
ing the celebration of Duvalier’s 
downfall.

In 1964, as Haitian "boat people” 
were risking — and often losing — 
their lives trying to sneak into this 
country in flimsy, overloaded craft, 
we sent another reporter, the late 
Jock Hatfield, to HalU.

He found that well-intended U.S. 
food shipments were winding up on 
the black market, with llElb attempt 
even to hide tbe corrupUon. At the 
downtown market in Port-au-Prince, 
Hatfield found stalls piled with bul­
gur wheat, dry milk and soybean oil 
from the United States. The wheat 
had been repackaged into plastic 
bags, but tbe oil and dry milk were 
being sold in their original contain­
ers bearing tbe warning in French 
and English; "Furnished by the peo­
ple of Uie U.S.A. Not to be sold or 
exchanged "

A few miles from this thriving 
black market, children were dying

As he says, he got "a bloody note" 
in the process, but here he is again 
with an update of the facts in a re­
markable book called "Family and 
Nation." It is different in two re­
spects from his original monograph

First he notes that the tragedy of 
broken families Is not only a black 
problem but now a general problem, 
not merely tbe responsibility of lo-

cal, state and Federal officials, but a 
challenge to the conscience of all of 
us

"Do we care’" he asks Do we 
REALLY care’ He quotes from Pres­
ident Reagan's 19K State of the 
Union address "A nation renewed, 
stronger, freer and more secure 
knowing that as the family goes, so 
goes our civilization "

Moynlhan doesn't come up with 
any thumping conclusions, except 
one that if the people and the press 
don't pay more attention to the facts 
of family life in America, there will 
be no effective remedies So he asks 

Do we care that. In a period of our 
greatest prosperity, the number of 
our citizens living below tbe govern 
ment's official poverty line Is higher 
than ever before’

Do we care that one out of four of 
the nation's preschool children are 
living below this poverty Index, and 
that, as things are now going, within 
10 years the majority of 17 year-olds 
wrill come from broken families and 
that even today more than half of all 
births to teen-age mothers are out of 
wedlock’

Do we care that in 1964,61 percent 
of poor adults were women, that 
more than three-quarters of all the 
poor were either adult women or 
children under 18. and that the pov­
erty rate for children in female­
headed households was much higher 
— 54 percent’

Do we care that the illegitimate-

birth rate, like the crime rate, is 
higher In the United States today 
thzm in any other Western nation’ 

Well. It's true that Pat Moynlhan 
thinks with his heart and writes with 
his fist, but be is a trained scholar 
careful of his facts, wbo for two dê  
cades has been trying to get at the 
leading principle or parent truth of 
our national life

No doubt be stuns bis bearers with 
his fighting Irish passion, and this 1s 
no accldeot. for what he Is trying to 
do is get our attention to something 
maybe more important than Presi 
dent Marcos of the Philippines, and 
more immediate than the explora 
tlon of outer space 

He knows something of human 
frailty, and from his experience In 
the coirrlders of the university and 
the bureaucracy of Washington, un 
like tbe mental wanderings of most 
ghost svritten speeches in the Con 
gress. be can not only write and 
speak but say serious things with a 
glint of Irish humor 

It's interesting that as he grows 
older, Moynlhan Is more concerned 
abont the plight of the children than

Archibald MacLelsb tbe poet 
identified the problem even before 
Moynlhan

"We are deluged with facts." he 
wrote in 1958. "but we have lost, or 
are losing our human ability to 
FEEL them

"Nothing could more convincingly 
demonstrate that knowledge with 
out feeling is not knowledge and can 
lead only to public irresponsibility 
and indifference — and conceivably 
to ruin.

"Nothing," he concluded, "could 
more clearly prove that when the 
fact is disaaKxriated from the feel of 
the fact in the minds of an enti'e 
people — In the common mind of a 
civilization — that people, that civlll 
zation. is in danger ”

The trouble with golf is that it 

doea not-foUow form. The trouble 
with tennis Is that It doea.

Golf tournaments are won by mys­
tery guests every week. Tennis tour­
naments are won by the guy who 
won last week. A guy winning three 
tournaments In a year in golf gets a 
ticker-tape parade. A guy winning 
only three tournaments In tennis is 
considered a charity case. In golf, 
with a winner, It’s "Who’s he?" In 
tennis, It’s "Him again.”

Why la one sport as wide open as a 
stamp>ede and the other practically, a 
key club? Why does Ivan Lendl win 
the big tournaments in one sport 
and Sandy Lyle and Andy North win 
them In the other?

CHARLIE PASARELL thinks be 
knows the answer Charlie is a guy 
who spent his entire life in the sec­
ond echelon of tennis. He was one of 
those players who was ranked No 1 
In the United Sutes In 1067 and vari­

ously In the top 10 thereafter who 
could never quite crack the games of 
top playsrs such as Arthur Ashe, Rod 
Laver, Jimmy Connors or Blorn 
Borg. He had enou^  firsthand ex­
perience to know why No. 5*s remain 
No. S's In his sport whereas golf reg­
ularly yields to the club fighters, the 
also rans and the parvenus. There 
are no Rocfcys In tennis.

"It’s the nature of the sport,^ 
claims Paaarell. “Let’s talk about 
golf. I may go out and shoot a 66. 
But, It doesnt prevent you from go­
ing out and shooting a 66.

It’s a sport 
that might be better off If the rules 
permitted you to knock an oppon­
ent’s ball In the deep'rough and say, 
"OK, let’s see you play that!" Or, If It 
permitted periodic stepping on his 
line or his ball, or whistling on his 
backawlng or otherwise unsettling 
his concentration.

On the whole. Charlie considers

the mano-e-mano aspect of tennis a 
plus.

If tennis became a 
succeaskm of confusing, cooklocut- 
ter towheads, one Indistinguishable 
from the other, the game would be 
difficult to market 

’"nie economica of tennis are 
such,” says Pasarell, "that you have 
three main sources of revenue: tick­
et sales, sponsorship and television 
revenues. Others are minor ones 
such u  concessions.

"If you took a Grand Slam event, a 
Wimbledon, for example, they make 
2-mllllon pounds In ticket sales, 2V% 
million In sponsorships and B-mlUlon 
pounds In television revenues

LOVINGTON. N.M. (AP) — This 

night, with Its forest of a fog the 
re m aining remnant from winter's 
first assault on New Mexico, did not 
belong to Johnnie Hilliard.

For three years, the 8foot-4 Hil­
liard has been a thoroughbred In 
New Mexico high school basketball. 
His slam dunks — he averages 27 
points a game — and reckless re­
bounding style have carried Loving- 
ton to two straight District 4AAA ti­
tles and Hilliard to the doorstep of a 
college entrance exam.

“He Is a once in a lifetime kid," 
says Lovington Coach Art Karger 
‘Tve coached for 18 years and he's 
the best individual pLayer I've ever 
seen ’’

But on this particularly cold Feb­
ruary night, as Lovington scored vir­
tually at will en route to a 9861 rout

of Portalea, Hilliard spent most of 
the game as a spectator.

HlUlard played roughly two quar­
ters and scored 12 points, relinquish 
lag the limelight to Wildcat point 
guard Shannon Wood, who tossed in 
32 points.

And while Hilliard is considered 
the best college prospect in New 
Mexico this season, be Is. in a sense, 
an enigma.

His academic status bas been less 
than consistent through much of his 
high school career, and his defensive 
play at times has been suspect

Texas-El Paso and New Mexico 
showed Interest in Hilliard last sea 
son after be was named the Class 
AAA Player of the Year, but have 
backed off in their recruiting efforts 
because of the uncertainty over his 
grades, according to Karger

Karger, who remains firm in bis 
belief that Hilliard can be a major 
college player, said Hilliard “has the 
vehicle to get a college degree and I 
will do everything I can to help him 
get that chance. "

"People have misjudged him be­
cause he's black.” Karger said "They 
think he's Just another black Jock 
who can rebound and score But 
Johnnie's unselfish and above all a 
good person He has never been a 
problem dlsclpllne-wise and he's 
willing to learn ”

Karger said Tulsa. New Mexico 
Sute. Texas Tech and West Texas 
State appear to be the most likely 
candidates to sign Hilliard

"I never thought I'd have this kind 
of chance.’’ said Hilliard "I know 
that if I'm going to play at a major

college 1 have to play defense and 
I’ve worked very hard at that part of 
my game."

As naturally shy as he Is athletlcal 
ly ulented, Hilliard says his Interest 
in basketball turned serious bis soph 
omore season, when he led Loving 
ton to the Sute Tournament scmlfi 
nais before the WUdeaU lost a twa 
pointer to eventual state champ 
Albuquerque Academy

Feds not likely to force lower interest rates
WASHINGTON (AP) — Policy 

makers at the Federal Reserve 
Board are not likely to try to drive 
Interest rates lower In the near fu­
ture. but rates may drop anyway as 
fears of renewed Inflation fade 
away, many economists believe.

Fed Chairman Paul Volcker and 
his colleagues at the central bank 
are monitoring economic develop­
ments ranging from falling oil prices 
to the declining value of the dollar 
as they guide U.S. monetary policy 

More about that policy were to be 
known today after volcker made his 
semi-annual trip to Capitol Hill to 
testify on money growth targets for 
1086 and the state of the economy 

Until recently, noanv analysu had 
been predicting that the Volcker-led 
central bank would do something 
dramatic, such as cutting Its dis­
count rate, to signal Its Intention to 
push Interest rates lower 

Those hopes have faded, however, 
as the economy has shown surpris­

ing strength without the benefit of a 
further nudge from the Fed.

Part of the renewed vigor Is com­
ing from a steep plunge In oil prices 
over the past month With oil now 
selling on the spot m arket for 
around $17 a barrel, down from $26 a 
barrel ]ust a month ago. many econo- 
mists are busy boosting their esti­
mates for growth this year 

They contend that with oil prices 
lower, consumers and businesses 
will have more money to spend on 
other things. Additionally, falling 
prices for oil will help hold Inflation 
down and will translate Into higher 
growth In Inflation-adjusted tenns 

The hope for lower Inflation has 
helped to fuel further declines In In 
terest rates. Yields on bond prices 
last week tumbled to their lowest 
level In more than six years follow 
Ing news that wholesale prices, led 
by falling energy prices, dropped
sharply last month 

Mike IEvans, head of a Washington 
forecasting firm, predicted Tuesday

that Volcker would not give any In­
dication the central bank planned to 
ease credit restraints further Evaiu 
said be believed Volcker was wor­
ried that the bank would lose Rs In- 
fladon-flgbter Image If It sought to 
puab rates lower now

"Volcker Is not as convinced as 
many people that Inflation Is licked 
I think be will Identify the recent 
decllite In piicoa as strictly tempor­
ary,’* Evans said

Allen SInaL chief economist for 
Shearson Lehman Brothers, said he 
believed Volcker would bold out at 
least the promise of an easier mone­
tary stance and lower Interest rates 
If Congreas succeeds In hitting Its 
deficit-reduction targeu

Sinai predicted mortgage rates 
could drop by one-fourth to one-half 
a percentage point over the next 
half year, and other rates. Including 
the business prime lending rate, 
could edge down by half a percent 
age point

The Reagan admlnlstratloo has

been contending that the economy 
will grow at a 4 percent rate, from 
the f w th  quarter of 10B6 to the 
fourth quarter of this year.

Many analysts dlsmlseed this pro 
diction as far too rosy a little over a 
month ago. contending that growth 
would likely be little Improved from 
the weak 26 percent Increase In 
1986

But with the decline In oil pfices. 
many analysts are now forecasting 
growth much closer to the admlnle- 
tratlon targets

More rapid powth ukes some of 
the pressure off the Fed to pump up 
the money supply to support hliher 
growth

The central bank's chief aim Is to 
provide enough money to allow the 
economy to grow at a steady rate 
without supplying so much money 
that Inflation Is re-Ignited

The basic measure of ihe money 
supply, known as M l. grew far 
above the Fed'i target range last

year. The central bank In July set an 
uppar range of 8 percent growth, 
but M-1 actually grew at nearly 12 
percent last year.

Some economlsu have warned 
that such rapid growth cannot be al­
lowed to continue without running 
the link of new inflation

But other analysu contend that 
falling energy and food prices are 
w o rk ^  to counteract the effecu of 
rapid money growth They also con­
tend that t te  rate at which money 
changes hands In the economy, 
known se velocity, is much slower 
than at previous periods reducing 
the Inflationary Impact of rapid 
growth In the total supply of money

The Fed last July announced ten- 
utlve money growth targeu for the 
new year of 4 percent to 7 percent 
for M l and 6 percent to 0 percent 
for two other brooder measures of 
the money supply. M-2 and M-3

Many analysu said they expected 
little change in those target rangea

WASHINGTON — A House tubcommlttee will explore bringing 
chargee agalnet U.S. Synthetic Fuels Corp. officials and challenging an 
“llth-hour" contract that the synfuels board granted to Unocal Corp. 
that provided 1327 million In federal loan guarantees, a key congressio­
nal aide said Tuesday.

At the same time. Rep. SUvlo O. Conte, R-Mass., demanded that'eyo- 
fuels board members “go to ]alT' for approving the pact on Jan. 21 In 
what he called “an arrogant display of contempt for the will of Congress 
and the law."

The action violated a congressional resolution passed Dec. 19 that 
barred further synfuels spending or the awarding of contracts, he 
declared.

“We passed the resolution because we believed that the issuance of a 
contract would be Illegal, and if the company officers issued that con­
tract, they should all go to jail," Conte said.

One House Appropriations commmlttee staff member, speaking under 
the condition of anonymity, added In an interview:

“We are taking a look at the legal issues that would nullify the contract 
and also whether members of the house and others have standing to 
sue.”

Ralph Bayrer, synfuels vice president for projects, told members of 
the House Appropriations Subcommittee on the Interior that when the 
five-member board voted unanimously to grant the Unocal contract, the 
action “w u  not inconsistent with the logic” of the congressional 
resolution.

A commitment to Unocal by corporation officials predated the resolu 
tlon and created a legal obligation to approve the contract, synfuels 
attorney A ndre\ Taahman argued

‘The board was aware” of both House and Senate legislation to halt 
any new contracts, but “we concluded there were fun<b avalllble, and 
we believe there was a binding contract before the January meeting 
took place,” Taahman said

Created In the aftermath of the oil ciisls five years ago, the synfuels 
corporation was charged with exploring and funding low-cost alterna 
Uve fuels such as oil produced from shale With the recent decline in oil 
prices. Congress decided to abolish the agency and suspend more than |7 
million remaining In Its budget.

“This monster never dies," one aide observed ‘This Is the monster 
Congress has been trying to kill for the past two or three years ”

Rep. Sidney Yates, D-Dl., the subcommittee chairman, noted that the 
Unocal contract was araroved at a time when most legislators were just 
returning from their Ouistmas recess

That action kind of took us by surprise We intended that you just go 
out of existence as fast as can be without approving any new projects," 
he said.

Yates also summoned the synfuels board‘s chief attorney, Leonard

Q. My aaot » d  nnele have been In ■ 
hoBM for Mveral yean. Acting on their behalf
have been trying' to deer np the h n r g le r ^ f  
mnny iteck certiflentei from their home. The
transfer agents for the stocks were notlfted Md 
none of the certificates has been presented for 
transfer. My annt and ancle contlnne to receive 
their dividend checks.

All the companies whose stocks are Involved 
say the certificates can be replaced npon pay­
ment of bond foes, which would total thousands 
of dollars.

My aunt and uncle refuse to pay those fees, 
due to their need of money on which to live. Can 
the certificates be replaced In any other way? I 
am their sole heir and have been named execu­
tor of their estates. If they let this matter drift 
nntU after their deaths, what will It be neces­
sary for mo to do?

A. There’s no way to get re­
placements for stolen, lost or 
destroyed stock certificates 
other than by doing what those 
companies have advised. For 
each stock, a loot security affi­
davit and a surety bond must
be provided.

surety bond costs 3 per­
cent of the market value of the 
stock. Since you m ention 

thousands of dollars” total 
bond coots, the stolen certifi­
cates represented stocks worth 
a bundle.

Because the stocks’ transfer agenu have been 
notified of the theft and have put "stops" on the 
certificates, there’s little or no worry about the 
burglar successfully selling those stocks or other­
wise having them transferred.

So, your aunt and uncle should keep on getting 
their dividends.

After they leave this vale of tears, as executor of 
their estate, you will have to provide the lost secu­
rity affidavits and surety bonds.

Tips to keep 
food safe for 
transporting
Lot Angeles Tunet- 
Wothington Post Newt Service

“Safe Food to Go,” the UA. Agri­
culture Departm ent's recently is­
sued guide to out-of-hooM food han­
dling, reminds us that salmonella (a 
bacteria present In sonm raw or un­
dercooked food, or food that has 
come into contact with Infected raw 
food) and staphylococcus aureus (a 
bacteria sometimes spread by the 
handling of food) are no strangers to 
cold weather.

Though picnics and outdoor cook­
ing may be months away for most of 
us, anyone who carrlea his lunch or 
transports a meal of any kind can 
benefit from  the tips provided 
therein:

■ Because staph la normally found 
on everyone. It’s especially impor­
tant to not only wseh your hands 
before handling food, but to wash 
everything that comas Into contact 
with the food (such as counter tops, 
bowls and utensila) between work on 
each dlah Once transmitted to food 
and given enough time to produce 
Its toxin, staph will not be destroyed 
by cooking.

■ Always keep raw food away 
from cooked food (Le„ don't prepare 
the salad on the same cutting board 
as the meat without washing the 
board thoroughly). Rather than us­
ing your hands for mixing foods, use 
afo rk .

■ Never leave food out of the re­
frigerator longer than two hours.

■ Poultry, eggs, beef and pork — 
the prime carriers of sahnonella — 
should be cooked thoroughly before 
packing.

■ Refrigerate packed food the 
night before, adding foods that 
might go Ump or become soggy 
(chips and coolbas, for example) the 
following morning.

■ If it's not possible to refrigerate 
your lunch again at the office or 
school, put something cold Inside the 
container. Inetilated coolants work 
best, but chilled beverages are good 
substttutes. Sandwiches of coarse- 
textured bread can be froaen over­
night, packed to keep lunch cool and 
should thaw by lunch.

■ Add toppings — lettuce, toma­
toes and s p n i^  — Just before leav­
ing the bouse. (Cold foods should be 
kept under dO degrees.)

■ Wash lunch containers with 
soap and hot vrater dally, and once a 
week srlth baking soda to remove 
odors. Brown-baggers should repisce 
bags dally; never use a soiled or wet 
bag.

■ If using e  thermos, check the 
seal to make sure It fits tightly, and 
rinse the cleaned vessel with bolUng 
wster prior to filling i t  (Hot food 
should be kept above HO degrees.)

■  Discard tr overs Above idl, fol 
low the rule “When In doubt, throw 
it ou t”

“Of course I can," 1 said, grabbing 
the cheese. So at 2:U ajn., sttll in my 
Jacket I went to work making grilled 
cheese sandwiches: skillet butter, 
knife, bread _

THEN THE indignity of the mo­
ment hit me. We were settling fw  
grilled cheese sandwiches. It was 
then that I set about to make the 
most perfect grilled cheese sand­
wiches In history.

“This Is the best danm sandwich 
you’ll ever eatl” I yMled from the 
otchm i, more In support of the sand­
wich than my cooking abilities, 
which have been likened to those of 
a failed mess-hall experim enter. 
Well, Mark devoured the sanduricb 
and went Immediate^ to sleep with­
out a word. 1 savored my sandwich, 
which tasted like the gsstronomlc 
equivalent of a trip to the moon on 
gossamer w lnp.

Since that night, Tve been hard at 
work perfecting  all m anner of 
grilled cheese sandw iches with 
Swiss, Cheddar, Jack, brick and oth­
er cheeses; butter and margarine; 
sourdough, pum pernickel, rye, 
whole wheat and ottier breads; broc­
coli, mushrooms, tomatoes, onions,' 
cauliflower, olives, eggs, bacon, arti­

choke hearts, kbnchl, peppers, bok 
choy, refried beans, chlU, mustard, 
three-bean salad, plmlantos, pota­
toes, crushed barbecue potato chips 
and other condiments.

Not* the last word In that last sen­
tence: condiment Chesse has tradi­
tionally been Just that In almost ev­
ery other food arrangem ent But 
with a grilled cheese sandwich, the 
cheese Is the thing; everything else Is 
a condiment If you’re on* of those 
people who woiud Just as soon pile 
on to* ham or bacon or lunch meat 
w  whatever, you’re getting away 
from the grilled cheese sandwich 
concept

Following are the recipes of some 
of the successful sandwiches that 
have slid off my spatula in recent 
weeks. Keep In mind that your 
scribe has no future as a O alg Clai­
borne. He’s Just doing his bit for 
g rilled  cheese sandw iches 
everywhere.

BEFORE WE sta rt Fd like to 
make a few get-together suggsstions 
where grilled cheese sandwiches 
could come In handy. They’re greet 
as an ice-breaker on tbe singles 
score. The line, “Hey, baby, how 
about coming over to my place for a

grilled cheese sandwich?” could 
quickly becooM a standard In bars.

Aitd instead of the next win* and 
cheese party, why not make It a wlite 
and grilled cheese aandwlch party? 
And grilled cheese sandwiches dress 
up a ^  brunch table. They’re perfefet 
for M turday afternoon football 
gans* viewing, wedding receptions, 
society balls, country hoe^owns and 
detente summit conferences.

GrlUed cheeae sandwiches are sim­
ple to make, which allows kitchen 
clods like myself very little room for 
error. All grilled cheese sandwiches 
are heated on a skillet or frying pan 
with the burner on medium hMt. 
Both sides of the sandwich are but- 
tMwd, which gives the end result 
that golden brown look.

I almost always slice my cbeeee a 
bit one4hlrd of an inch.
Always heat the side of the sandwteb 
containing the condiments first, so 
the melting cheese ooses onto and 
through the condiments before you 
flip tbe sandwich.

Let’s get down to specifics.

THE WISCONSIN WHACHIMA- 
CALLIT — Named after tbe great 
dairy state, this one was related to 
me by a co-worker. Use sharp Ched­

dar chases and thickly sliced sour­
dough bread. Fry a thick she* of Ber­
muda onkm In a bit of butter or 
margarine for about 2 minutes, put 
the slice (dus a thick slice of beef­
steak tomato on the sandwich before 
frying.

Fry 
2 sUces of bacon, then chop and add 
to a lightly fried melange of clumped 
muahrooms, green pepper and diced 
tomatoes, scramble in an egg and

THE BIG CHOKER — Also 
known as “escapade in Pittsburgh” 
and “the grand aandwlch of the 
Northern Hemisphere," this delight 

, was first discovered and named by 
me tbe other day. Us* sharp long­
horn cheese and thickly sliced 
french toast mad* from  french 
bread (french toast slather — my 
favorite food-writing word — bread 
in a soupy concoction of 8 beaten 
eggs, half an ounce of milk and a 
dash of oregano; fry until golden 
brown). This on* is a bit more diffi­
cult than m ost Stir-fry 4 large, sliced 
mushrooms and put cheeae slices on 
1 slice of frm ch mead while It’s still 
becoming french toast. As cheese be­
gins to melt, place 2 large artlcboke 
hearts, sliced in half, in a square ar­
rangement on the cheese. Inunp on 
muahrooms, place other toast slice 
on and flip. Walt a few momenu 
while cheese gets gooey.

rhlnsan stli^ry coiAlng is a mar- 

velona method of nieking a little bit 
of meat go a long way. It’s a quick 
and een  way to cook; perfect for 
today’s busy Ufeatyies (a phrase of­
ten used to sell you all kinds of stuff 
these days). But what it is NOT is a 
naetbod of cocAlng that requires ei- 
penrive m eat That is one of the won­
ders of i t  Laos expansive, leas tender 
cuts of meat are ideal for atlr-fry.

’The cut of beef called for in most 
stir-fry dishes Is flank steak, which 
certainly Is not a tender cu t It used 

. to be cheap and that's probably why 
its  called for In so many sdr-fry r e »  
pee. A much better, more tendv  cut 
of beef for stir-fry would be top 
round steak or slrioin tip. Both were 
available for flB0 per pound the 
same week that “stir-fry m eats” 
ware on ’Special” for $3.69 a pound!

That same week I could have 
bought chicken legs and thighs for 
49 cents a pound, turkey thighs for

$1.69, pork steaks (boneiosa) for $1J9. 
"and any number of other cuts of 
meat perfect for stir-fry — and all 
for far leas than $3.69 a pound. Of 
course, there is some cutting in- 
vtdved but are you really so busy 
that you cant sttce the meat off a 
chicken leg to mve $3J0 a pound, or 
cut a bondeas pork steak into cubes 
to save $1B0. Are you really THAT 
busy?

But anough of preaching about 
the price of stir-fry! Let’s talk a bit 
about method. It is a simple cooking 
technique, and while I hate the P i t  
terminology ’I>erfect for toda/s li­
festyles,’* n is, indeed, th a t You can 
whip together a simple and ddldous 
st^-fry dtab In less time than it takes 
to boil water.

A heavy Chinese wok is the ideal 
a to use, but It's not eaaentlal. Any 
ivy skillet large oiough to bold 

the food, with enou^ room to toas it 
arotmd a b it will work. The princi­
ple Is to keep the food tumbling over

heat so that everything cooks 
' and evenly. It% important to 

have everything reedy, have all of 
your slicing, dicing and mincing 
done before you start to cook. Vary 
shortly  a fte r you s ta rt, you’re 
finished.

Here is a simple recipe for a stir- 
fry Beef with Onions. You could easi­
ly substitute pork tor the beef. A 
tomato and a Bell pepper can re­
place two of the onions. You can use 
chicken or turkey for the meet, and 
celery and almonds in place of some 
of the onkm. There are all sorts of 
variations you can experiment with.

•  CONSefiknOUS OBJECTORS 
perform service to the nation in a 
manner consistent with their moral, 
ethical or religious opposition to par­
ticipation in war in any form. De­
pending upon the nature of his be­
liefs, a conscientious objector serves 
either in a non-combatant capacity 
in the armed forces or in a civilian

b  contributing to the national 
itereat. ____
• MINISTERS may be exempted 

from service.
• MINISTERIAL STUDENTS are 

deferred from service until they 
complete their studies.

• SURVIVING SONS OR BROTH

ERS in a family whore the father, 
mother, brother or sister died as a 
result of UB. military service, or Is in 
a captured or mtaing in action sta­
tus, are exempt from service in 
peacetime.

• HARDSHIP deferments are avail­
able for men whose induction would 
resuR in hardship to persons who 
depend upon them for support

• MEMBERS OF RESErW  COM­
PONENTS (including the National 
Guard and advanced-level ROTC ca­
dets who have already signed a Re- 
swve ctmtract) are ell^ble for a sep­
arate claniflcatlon and perform  
their military service in the National 
Guard or  the Reserves.

• CERTAIN ELECTED OFFICIALS 
are exempt from service u  long u  
they continue to hold office.

• VETERANS generally are ex­
empt from service in peacetime.

• If an alien served at least 12 
months In the armed forces of a 
country with which the United

sutea w mvoivea m mutuai defense 
aettvtUea, he Is eligible for the same 

* daaatficatlon u  a man who has com­
pleted UB. military service.

• Dual nationals nuy be exempted 
from UB. military service if their 
other country of nationality h u  a 
treaty or agreement with the United 
S tates providing fo r such an 
exemption.

‘nPhan the i l n ^  cook goes to bed

Food then 
la a problem not only once or twice a 
day, but three times or more. Hop- 
kina lamented.

Shlrering and aweating la bad 
enough, but when there’a no m«t» or 
nuuna to bring t^e bowl of dilcken 
aoup, the walk to the re ^ e ra to r  
feeia like the Lewis and Clark 
enedM on.

Not only does the sick single cook 
need to k ^  a larder for such emer- 
gendea, but the foods must be those 
that keep you <« your feet for m  
Utile time as pooaible.

Dr. Chariklia S^gal, director of 
general Internal medicine at the 
George Washington Unlrerdto Medi­
cal Center, who sees a lot of single 
patients, said that many of them are 
“too independent"

She imdores that they neverthe­
less have friends check up (m them 
periodically, even if the sick alngle 
cook looks ‘‘pubby.” When they 
leave her office after an appoint 
m ent Segal sends her pstlenU to the 
store to stock up on aaeptkaUy pack­
aged Juices, which are convenient to 
store and easy to drink In bed.

L lK l MANY DOCTORS, Segal 
doesn't recommend dairy products 
or raw foods for patients with colds 
or the flu. According to Segal, the 
enzymes on the flnger-Uke projec- 
tioas in the Intestines don't functkm 
as effectively In a sick b ^  and 
have a hard time absorbing dairy 
products.

And raw foods are hard to absorb, 
too, says Segal. You want to eat foods 
that are easy to digest, and that give 
you quick energy. Carbohydrates, 
which require fewer metabolic steps 
to digest than fats or protein, fit the 
bill

Segal also says it's Important not to 
eat too much at once. Dont overloed 
the stomach, Segal cautions; when 
you're sick. It's better to eat smaller 
and more frequent meals.

And as anyone who has ever gone 
to the doctor knows, nmre Important 
than sating during stckness Is drink- 

plenty of fluida
(on gm dehydrated before you 

get starved, says Dr. Robert Sheaser, 
vice chalnnan of the Depsrtment of 
Emergency Medicine a t George 
Washington Medical Center. (S e ^  
says that most Am ericans have 
"enough reserves" to keep them for 
a while without eatingj

As for what to drink, Sheaser says 
he usually recommends dear liquids 
such as apple, cranberry, orange or 
grapefruit Juice, but that H's more 
Important to get the fluids tn. no 
mstter what they are (aside from 
alcohol).

He even tells Diet Coke lovers to 
drink the soft drink when they're 
sick, rather than forgo Uqulds alto­
gether. (As for food, Sheaser says 
fresh fruits and vegetables are okay 
during the flu. so long as you feel 
like eating them, and you d o s t have

an tntsetinal virus with diarrbaaJ
Obviousto, though, the range of 

palate bis foods diving Bln ass Is far 
from ssotic or unique. And while 
the choices may be common sense, 
whan It comas to solo suffering, the 
s ln ^  cook's capacity for rational 
thought la somewhat limited.

The following Is meant aa a bntk- 
UHuallty reference — before, dur­
ing or after the dflartnm:

foods (which are good to keep on 
hand whether you're sneeslng or 
not) tn your larder, crackan, rice, 
noodlaa, booflloo or broth, tea. hon­
ey, Jam, KngMsh muffins, bread for 
toarting, potatoes, applesauce, in­
stant hot cereals, orange, apple, 
cranberry or other fruit tatoss, asep- 
dcally packaged.

Do the same on top of a 
bowl of cream of rice or wheat 
eShesser said cream of rice is simple

■ Pop a pouto In the oven. Ten 
minutes benwe it's finished, split it 
and break an egg Into the middle.

■ Crumble graham crackers on 
top of applesauce.

■ U you can handle i t  give your­
self a oft by turning the tortelllnl 
you were pienntng to serve ails 
rrmmm Into SO brooo.

If 
you're sating In bed, try to return a 
naif-finished dinner plate to the 
kltcbesi-or at least cover it with a 
napkin.
