Ask Election Soon

The petition to be acted upon by
the council must have the signa-
_ tures of at least ten per cent of the
qualified voters of the city. Of the
committee of fifteen, nine were
present at the session when the
final draft of the petition was made
Wednesday night and these were
unanimous in signing the petition. |
About sixty other signers will be
needed before it can be acted upon
by the council. Members of the
committee are business men and
property holders of the city, and a
large per cent of them have in
times past served the city as mem-
bers of the council. Their princi-
pal arguments favoring the change
is that the commission form of
government will make possible a|
more business-like administration of |
the city’s ‘affairs, will concentrate
the authority and responsibility in-
to fewer hands, but at the same
time does not take the final authori- |

ty out of the hands of the taxpay- |
€ers. i
“The commission form of gov-,
ernment provides that there shall
be a mayor and two commissionersi
elected by the people who shall.T
constitute the governing body of
the town, the two commissioners to |
be elected at the time the special |
glection is held for changing the
form of government, to hold office |
until the first Tuesday in April of |
this year when two commissioners |
and a mayor shall be elected for a |
term of two years each,” the peti-!
' tion sets out in describing the de-|
tails of how the change can be ac-|
complished. Reciting further ' the|
petition says: !
“This governing body, consisting
of the Mayor and the two Commis-f
sioners all elected -at large, shall|
constitute the ‘Board, of Commis-|
sioners’ which board shall appoint |
2 competent clerk, who shall be
treasurer and assessor and collec- |
tor of taxes for the town of Floyd-
ada. The board shall also have
authority to appoint such police
authorities and such other officers
as they may deem necessary and to
fix the salary to be peid the clerk
and the other officers, and define
their. duties, and at any time may
abolish any office which it cre.ates
and may discharge any officer,
clerk or employee which it appoints. |
“It is the plan of the undersign-
ed citizens to fix the salaries to be
paid the Mayor and the two Com-
missioners at a nominal fee of
about $25.00 per month, having the
same guaranteed to the people by
‘s public statement from any candi-
date for the offices that he pledges
elf not to fix the salaries above
that limit, the Statutes of Texas
limiting the salary of the Mayor to
$1200.00 per year and to $600.00 per
year for each Commissioner.

On account of the fact that funds
{are not available from the regular
iroad funds of the county nor from!
the special road funds of Preciuch
|Number 2 for the purpose, citizens
of that precinct are seriously con-
sidering the advisability of a small
|bond issue, probably $10,000 to $30,-
0000, to cover that precinct only for
the purpose of providing the right-|
of-way and getting a road in shape |
for acceptance by the state that will|
practically parallel the Denver from!
the Floyd County line on the north |
to the Hale County line on the west. |

The distance traversed by the,
line in Precinct Two is practically
seventeen miles, and about six
miles of it runs through Preciicct
No. One. Practically all the en-
gineering work has been done ou
the proposed road, which will run
from Idalou through Petersburg to
Lockney, Sterley and Silverton.
' Lubbock interests are co-operating
with the cities, towns, and commu-
nities on the route and the citizens
on the route are very optimistic
that it is going to be, within a year
or so, one of the important highway
links in this section.

The County Board of Education
with all members present Tuesday,
named the trustees of the Dough-
erty Consolidated School District
following the canvassing of the re-
turns from the consolidation vote

recently held in Mayview ana mNew-
land and declaring the returns by
the Commissioners Court.

The new district thus established
and put on a going basis will take
the old number of Mayview District
No. 18 and will be known officially
as Dougherty Consolidated Com-
mon School District No. 18. The
trustees named are F. T. Emert, H.
E. Edwards, H. L. Handley and 7T.
J. Campbell, who live on the May-
view side of the district, and H. D.
Bloodworth, J. C. Custer and W. B.
Jones who- lives on the Newland
side. These will serve until the
date for the regular election of
trustees this spring. Their first
and most important duty will be, it
is expected, to adopt plans for the
construction of a new school build-
ing at Dougherty and calling for
an election for the purpose of buil-
ding a new school.

The meeting of the board con-
sumed practically all of Tuesday
afternoon and the deliberations in-
cluded ‘several matters on which
definite action was deferred to the
next meeting date in February.

Calling attention to the crowded
condition of the County Superin-
tendent’s office, the board adopted:

The
room provided is A0 excellent one,
the resolution sets’out, but does not
afford sufficient room for office
quarters and a book depository at
the same time. At present the of-
fice has several tons of books and
similar matters of which the su-
perintendent is custodian.

Old-fashioned ideas will not stand the gaff of modern business. If you
are going to grow and do business with modern people you have to be
modern, for new-fashioned buyers avoid old-fashioned sellers. The old-
fashioned people and old-fashioned business will soon be gone and then

The only old-fashioned people who can be considered assets in the world
of today are those that retain the boy mind; that is, those that are still
capable of wonder, enthusiasm and experiment. When these three ele-
ments fail, the man who is out of his grave is out of place as far as pro-
gress is concerned, for a man can appreciate only that which he knows.

Things are changing these days, and changing fast. Good roads, auto-
mobiles, trucks; busses and aeroplanes are responsible for much of it.
Radio and telephone are rushing us along to a new day, and the town
that doesn’t start DOING will some day be a village of the past.

Thinking people recognize that there is a new order of things, but the
recognition is more evident in business than in the development and con-
duct of civic affairs. Business science has changed man from a fighting,
hunting, furtive biped, traveling on foot or paddling a canoe along winding
rivers, painfully and slowly through the solitude of the great spaces, to a
ruler of the earth, flying through the air, sailing under the sea, sending
messages around the world without messengers or wires. You KNOW
this, because you have seen it.

This same science will bring forth even greater strides of development
and change in the ways of doing things when applied to cities, towns and
communities. It WILL be applied—IS BEING applied. Because you
have not SEEN it youw may not KNOW it, and not knowing it, fail to ap-
preciate it.

Every town should recognize the advantages of this new order of things
and start NOW to DO that which is necessary to capitalize on the oppor-
tunity; ‘but to do it, old superstitions and prejudices, if you have any,
must be wiped out and a realization of a new order of things kept upper-
most in your mind.

The Parable in Luke 15
Here we have one of the most

parables used by Jesus to teach
His doctrines to the people. This
parable is spoken especially to ‘a
group of unbelieving Pharisees who
had rebuked Him for His friendli-
ness to sinners. The parable is
meant to teach the idea that He
came to save sinners, and that
although He hated sin, He loved th
sinner, 4

The ninety nine sheep in the para-
ble represent the saved who are
already in the kingdom. The one
straying sheep represents the lost
man or woman. The fold repre-
sents the kingdom of heaven. The
shepherd represents Christ the Sa-
vior. All of these classes are in
the world today.

The Lost Sheep

Nothing in the world is more
helpless than a lost sheep. It loses
all sense of direction, and wanders
aimlessly abouts until it dies of
starvation or is overtaken by some
wild beast. It is utterly defense-
less. Not being equipped with
either weapons of offense or de-
fence, it falls easy prey to any
beast which may encounter it. This
is' an accurate description of the
lost sinner. Left alone he is utter-

The Scripture in Romans

In these five verses we have sum-
med up the purpose cf Christ's
death. The statemen3, “while we
were yet without  strergth,” sets
forth the helpless conditicn of the
lost sinner, as it was mentioned in
the above parable. Man has no
strength to save himself, :f an-
other does not come to his rescue
who is able to save, then he is
doomed to perish. But the verse
tell us that Christ did come to save
and in “due time.” God nevar gets
in a hurry, and yet He is alwayvs on
time. Four thousand years elapsed
between the first promise of the
sayier and His actual appearance
to redeem men. Yet He came in
due time, before man was too far
gone to respond to His offers of
help.

The death of Christ is the grea’-
est manifestation of God’s love for
man. Notice verse 8 “But God
commendeth His love toward us, in
that, while we were yet sinners,
Christ died for us.” Those last
four words are simply sublime,
“Christ died for us.” We do Hot at-
tempt to explain how the death of
the Son of God gives life to fthe
sons of men, but we know that it
does; nor how that He though the
righest of the rich became the
poorest of the poor, that we, the
poorest of the poor might become
the richest of the rich, yet we know
that He did.

Let us notice one word about the
Golden Text in closing. It says
here that many are yet unsaved.
They are not willing to be saved
from their sins. If they could be
saved and retain, and practice their
sins they would gladly accept salva-
tion. But this man can never do.
If we are ever saved it will be when
and because we are willing to re-
pent of our' sins, and turn away
from iniquity.

ment to draft men of ability to fill
the offices in a business-like man-
ner and to operate the business of
the corporation as any private cor-.
poration of ithe town is operated.
Instead of taking five men from
their places of business, as under |
the Aldermanic. Form of Govern-
ment, and. having them pass on
questions and- issues to which they
have given little thought and pro-
bably never heard of, it will be the
plan of the Commissioner Form of
Government to have the Clerk of
the Mayor or some employee have
the matter carefully investigated
with his approval or disapproval
ready for the Board of Commission-
ers to act upon at their meetings,
the action of the board being final.

“We especially call your attention
to the fact that the Board of Com-
missioners has the authority to ap-
point all other officers in the cor-
poration, to fix their salaries and
to discharge them for inefficiency,
which fact on its face shows that
these officers will be taken out of
politics and placed in the hands of
the Board of Commissioners, the
Directors of the Corporation, where
the power belongs. This will place
these. officers beyond the reach of
politicians for all future times and
will guarantee that merit and ability
and not popularity shall prevail in
these offices, and the occupants of
said offices will not be fettered and
encumbered by fear of popular dis-
approval of their acts and the clerk
and peace officers of the city will
therefore have a better opportunity
to discharge their duties fearlessly
and in accordance with the wishes
of the Board of Commissioners,
their only masters.

“Granting that capable business
men of honesty and integrity shall
be chosen by the people for the
three elective offices and the chief
incentive to hold these offices shall
be patriotism and not the salary at-
tached thereto, and that capable
men shall be placed in the appoin-
tive offices under said government,
we feel sure that the Commission
Form of Government will be more
efficient, more economical and more
advantageous to the people of Floyd-
ada than the old Aldermanic Form
of Government which has been
abandoned by most all the towns of
any importance in the State of
Texas. In the end the efficiency of
all forms of Government depends
largely on the capabilities of the
men at the head of them and we be-
lieve that the Commission Form of
Government is less likely to give
rise to error, extravagance and in-
efficiency, than the present form,
mainly, if for no other reason, that
it calls for patriotism on the part of
the elective officers and efficiency
on the part of the appointive offi-
cers. In making these recommen-
dations we do not wish to convey
the idea of any criticism of any of
member of the present City Govern-
ment. We are merely criticising the
present plan of government and are
suggesting what we think is a bet-
! ter plan.”
