(ATCNS) — Prospects for a 5.3 percent July 

military pay raise appear dim in thè wake of. re ­
cent recom m endations by the House of R epresen­
tatives’ Subcom m ittee on Military Personnel and 
Compensation.

The subcom m ittee reported out its version of 
the Arm ed Forces Pay A ct of 1981 to the full 
House Arm ed Services Com m ittee May 1. While 
the bill does feature a 14.3 percent across-the- 
board pay increase for all uniformed services per­
sonnel effective Oct. 1, there is no provision for a 
July pay raise.

Said subcom m ittee chairman Rep. Bill Nichols, 
D-Ala., “ Clearly, an increase earlier in the year 
would be m ore desirable from  the point of view  of 
some service m em bers, but the specification of 
this larger increase in O ctober will set a number 
of minds at ease.”

The Departm ent o f Defense had recom m ended 
earlier to Congress that service m em bers be 
granted a 5.3 percent raise in July, followed by a 
9.1 percent increase in October.

A ccord ing to the subcom m ittee, it faced

parliamentary obstacles in term s of a pay in­
crease effective before Oct. 1, and felt progress 
on such a bill could be delayed, and possibly 
prevented, as a result o f those obstacles.

While subcom m ittee action on the pay bill is 
now com plete, it still must Jje considered by the 
full com m ittee and passed by the House before it 
is referred to the Senate A rm ed Services Com­
mittee. A ny differences betw een the House and 
Senate versions will have to be resolved in con­
ference.

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Hospital commander explains services
by Col. Lloyd A. McLaughlin 

hospital commander
The w eek of May 10 through 16 is National 

Hospital W eek.
The theme this year is “ Looking W ell Into The 

Future” . Your hospital is providing medical ser­
vices to all its beneficiaries today with a view 
toward tom orrow ’s health care needs. But how 
are we providing this quality health care for our 
beneficiaries?

First the medical service of the A ir Force is 
divided into five corps. The Medical Corps (physi­
cians), Dental Corps (dentists), Nurse Corps 
(nurses), Medical Service Corps (health care ad­
ministrators), and Biomedical Science Corps (this 
includes other professional personnel such as 
p h y s ic ia n  a s s is ta n ts ,  p h a rm a cy  o f f i c e r ,  
laboratory officer, clinical psychologist, social 
w orker, veterinarian, and bioenvironm ental 
engineer, etc.). These corps consist of all the 
medical officer personnel.

Each corp has a com plim ent of enlisted person­
nel supporting the officers. For example; the 
physicians and nurses are com plim ented with 
medical service technicians and the dentist with 
dental technicians. A ll these medical profes­
sionals com bine to form a health care team that

provides the best quality health care available to 
all flying students, flying personnel, nonrated 
personnel, and eligible dependents. The retirees 
and their dependents are afforded health care to 
the extent resources permit.

The hospital’s mission does not stop with just 
providing medical care. Our physiological train­
ing unit provides excellent support to the wing 
flying mission with its altitude chamber, parasail­
ing and other training for the physiological ef­
fects o f flight.

The veterinary section ensures that all food 
products purchased from the com m issary m eet 
A ir Force standards and that all dining facilities 
on base are operating in a healthful environm ent 
in preparing the best quality food for consum p­
tion.

The environm ental health section is ensuring 
that the w orking environm ent m eets standards 
for health and safety. This summer environm en­
tal health personnel will ensure base swimming 
pools are environm entally safe for summer en joy­
ment.

In order to look into our hospital’s future, we 
must look at what has happened at the Reese 
AFB hospital in the most recent past. An 
obstetrics and gynecology test program  was in­
itiated at this hospital in January 1980. This

OB/GYN program  is conducted by the OB/GYN 
Departm ent of Texas Tech U niversity School of 
Medicine as a satellite to their resident training 
program . The test program  is financed through 
the Civilian Health and Medical Program  of the 
uniformed services under a contractual agree­
ment.

The OB/GYN Clinic, pre and post natal care ser­
vices, and the m ajority of deliveries are ac­
com plished at this medical facility. A  total of 
6,121 GYN examinations; 2,447 OB examinations; 
and 175 births w ere recorded during calendar 
year 1980. This test program  is one of the m ajor 
factors contributing to our increase in inpatient 
workload which has enabled your hospital to be 
designated a 20-bed facility as of Jan. 1, 1981.

N ext week we will begin the Family Empanell- 
ment System  for active duty personnel and their 
dependents within our primary care clinic. This 
program  will provide a family health care team 
for all our active duty personnel and their 
dependents.

Your hospital is working hard to build a 
healthy future for you and your family. Each of us 
has a part in providing that future by learning 
what we can do to keep ourselves “ health w ise” . 
Rem em ber, predicting the future is risky; but 
planning for it makes sense.

JAG offers accident options
by Maj.

Sgt. Crunch works on the flight 

line and lives in Lubbock. Each day 
he travels home from work along a 
route which takes him by the in­
tersection of 4th Street and Loop 
289.

One day while the sergeant was 
proceeding through that intersec­
tion with the signal when Mr. Cook, 
a short-order hamburger maker 
from one of the nearby restaurants, 
ran the red light (on the loop’s ac­
cess road) and slammed broadside 
into Sergeant Crunch’s new Datsun 
280ZX. The policeman on the scene 
cited Mr. Cook as being wrong.

The following week, Sergeant 
Crunch paid a $3,500.00 bil to have 
his car repaired and visited Mr. 
Cook at work. After presenting the 
repair bill to Mr. Cook, the Sergeant 
demanded payment by the close of7 
the week. The reply was, “Good 
luck, Sarge; I’ve got no insurance 
and you’Jl be waiting until retire­
ment to get money from me.”

Without hiring an attorney and 
going to court with a lawsuit, does 
the good Sergeant have any remedy 
at all?

Yes.
A s common sense might suggest, 

S e rg e a n t C runch  sh ou ld  seek

a ssistan ce  th rou gh  the T exas 
Departm ent o f Public Safety. Under 
Texas law, the departm ent can take 
action which should have the effect 
of pressuring Mr. Cook into being 
m ore cooperative. The DPS has the 
authority to suspend the driver’s 
license o f  uninsured m otorists  
where: (a) the accident occurs on a 
public road, (b) an on-the-scene in­
vestigation is conducted by a police 
officer with a report being filed, (c) 
the liability for the accident is clear 
and falls upon the uninsured 
m otorist, and (d) the damages sus­
tained exceed $250.00.

In a case such as this, where these 
criteria have been met, a complaint 
from  Sergeant Crunch will result in 
the u n in su red  m o to r is t  b e in g  
notified o f an intended suspension of 
his drivers license by DPS.

Of course Mr. Cook will be afford­
ed an opportunity to present mat­
ters on his behalf at a hearing if he

desires; but, inaction or a finding by 
the hearing officer against Mr. Cook 
will result in the license being taken 
by the state.

Mr. Cook can avoid losing his 
drivers license only by doing one of 
the follow ing which will be o f benefit 
to Sergeant Crunch: (1) provide the 
state with a written release from 
Sergeant Crunch for the $3,500.00,
(2) make satisfactory arrangements 
to repay the loss in installments, or
(3) post a bond for the amount o f the 
damage with the DPS.

Should Mr. Cook fail to cooperate, 
Sergeant Crunch can take pleasure 
in watching the ham burger maker 
walk or take the bus to work (and 
everyw here else). Further, recovery 
can be had by Sergeant Crunch 
through his own insurance company 
unless he exercised the option to 
refuse in w riting uninsured m otorist 
co v e ra g e , or had no co llis ion  
coverage.

♦♦A C A R E  Line caller 
wanted to know how civilians 
could be given eight hours leave 
for giving blood without them 
taking administrative leave. The 
caller stated he thought the blood 
program was justified, but should 
be conducted on a volunteer 
basis. I’d like to clear up two 
points. First, the program was 
voluntary. Only 21 civilians ac­
tually donated blood. The remain­
ing 350 were military donors. 
Secondly, all 21 civilians will be 
charged administrative leave. Ex­
isting regulations authorize up to 
four hours of excused or ad­
ministrative leave for civilian 
blood donors. This also provides 
an option for the wing com­
mander to grant additional leave 
in situations involving civic ac­
tivities which the Air Force is in­
terested in promoting within the 
community and for emergency 
conditions. This donor program 
was designed to increase com­
munity relations while providing 
the South Plains Blood Service a 
needed blood supply. The blood 
that Reese personnel donated can 
be used by more than thirty 
hospitals servicing more than 100 
Texas and New Mexico towns 
covering more than 35,000 square

miles. As an item of interest, 
Reese personnel have received 
letters of congratulations and ap­
preciation from Verne Orr, 
Secretary of the Air Force (see 
below); Gen. Allen, USAF chief of 
staff; Gen. Davis, ATC com­
mander; and Maj. General 
Cleveland, ATC Vice Commander 
for their generosity and compas­
sion in this effort. Once again I 
want to pass on my appreciation 
to the men and women of 
maintenance. A job well done.

♦♦ANOTHER caller was con­
cerned about all the kids who go 
to the base theater unattended 
and what would happen in case of 
a fire or other similar emergency. 
He also wanted to know if the 
theater could play the national 
anthem during matinees as they 
do at evening shows. To assure 
the safety of theater patrons, an 
emergency evacuation plan has 
been developed and approved by 
the fire department. Exit doors 
are well identified and theater 
personnel are thoroughly briefed 
in emergency procedures. To pre­
vent accidents, the theater staff 
is constantly on the lookout for 
hazardous conditions and take ac­
tion to correct any that are found 
at once. It is hoped that such a 
catastrophe such as a fire never 
takes place in our theater or any 
public assembly area on base, but 
if it does, our personnel on duty 
are familiar and trained in 
evacuation procedures and will 
get all children to safety. Such an 
evacuation would be handled the 
same in schools. As for the na­
tional anthem, the playing of this 
song during children’s matinees is 
left to the discretion of the com­
mander. Past commanders have 
authorized the national anthem 
not to be used during the Satur­
day children’s matinee because 
the children did not respond to 
the anthem.

I am in full agreement with the 
caller regarding the benefits of 
exposing our young children to 
the playing of the national an­
them. I have decided to reinstate 
the playing of the anthem at all 
matinees. It is incumbent on all 
parents to help us teach our 
children how to display proper 
respect. I solict your support.

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DEERS reduces misuse 
of military's health care

The D efense Enrollm ent 
Eligiblity Reporting System is 
scheduled to get underway at 
Reese in mid-June. Beginning 
with an initial enrollment period, 
DEERS is designed to reduce the 
misuse of the health care system.

According to Department of 
Defense officials, abuse of the 
system, as much as $60 million 
per year, occurs when persons 
who were once eligible for 
medical care fail to return their 
identification cards to military of­
ficials when their eligibility is ter­
minated.

These individuals continue to 
receive medical services and 
other benefits to which they are 
not entitled. Fraud occurs when 
someone else uses an identifica­
tion card that has been altered or 
obtained illegally.

When military people or 
dependents seek medical services 
in the future from a military 
health facility under the DEERS 
system, their eligibility may be 
checked through a telephone/ter- 
minal computer link in the same 
fashion that credit card com­
panies validate accounts.

Civilian Health and Medical 
Program of the Uniformed Ser­
vices will also be able to use the 
system  and con firm  an 
individual’s entitlement to reim­
bursement for services rendered 
by non-military health and 
medical care facilities.

Initially, if the computer does 
not indicate that a person is 
qualified for treatment, the in-

dividual will be treated anyway. 
However, an investigation will be 
conducted to determine the per­
son’s eligibility. If it is later found 
that a person is ineligible for 
treatment, the person may be 
billed for the services they receiv­
ed.

A ctive duty and retired 
members entitled to retirement 
pay fill be automatically enrolled 
from information in their service 
records. Family members’ enroll-

that will be needed to register 
dependents. These include copies 
of birth certificates, marriage cer­
tificates, adoption papers, death 
certificates, etc.

If you are unable to locate the 
needed documents, they may be 
obtained from the Offices of Vital 
Statistics. The Public Affairs 
Division, Ext. 3169, and CBPO, 
Ext. 3276, have the addresses of 
these offices and the cost of ob­
taining copies of the needed 
documents. Any questions con­
cerning DEERS can be answered 
at the Customer Service Unit of 
CBPO.
