Crop Disaster »
Assistance
Program Deadline
Announced

Producers who suffered crop
loss from damaging weather in
2003, 2004 and certain 2005
crop losses are eligible for
assistance. The Farm Service
Agency announced that eligible
producers may sign-up for the
Crop Disaster Program (CDP)
until close of business on
September 9, 2005 for the 2003
and 2004 crop years. Signup for
the 2005 year is close of
business December 16, 2005.

“We are pleased to be able to

provide these benefits to
producers as quickly as
possible,” said Rebecca
Hemphill, county executive
Director for Sherman County
FSA. “Drought, floods and
hurricanes - are unpredictable

weather events that put farmers
and ranchers at risk in
producing a dependable and
affordable national food supply.
Signup for this program opened
on March 14 of this year.” -~
Producers suffering a greater
than 35-percent production loss
and/or more than a 20-percent
quality loss are eligible. The
payment rate for CDP has been
increased to 65 percent of the
established commodity price for
insured crops and noninsured
crops, and 60 percent of the
price for uninsured
commodities. Previous disaster
assistance provided payments of
50 percent of the established
commodity price for insured
and non-insurable crops and 45
percent for uninsured crops.
Producers may apply for CDP
for any crops that are eligible
for coverage under the Federal

Crop insurance or the
Noninsured Assistance
Program.

Doug's
Grandmother Merrick played a
bit part in his clowning. When he
was a youngster, his
grandmother was his treasured
audience. "If you can make
someone laugh, you've made
their day a little better," she
would tell him. He will be
clowning forty-five years in
2005.

In 1988, "Pokey" was selected
as a winner for KVIl's "Seven
Who Care Award" for volunteer
service to the community. After
this, his schedule doubled and
redoubled. He helped raise funds
for many organizations: Paws for
a Cause, Make-A-Wish, Funfest,

As members of one of the
honored classes, (1935), we'd
especially like to be there this
year but just can't make it. We
have many happy memories of
the good old days when we
attended Stratford High. It was
quite a learning experience, to
say the least.

Some of the teachers stand
out in our memory. Miss Betty
Nelson and Miss Nobie
Ashworth, both attractive young
women, came from" out of
town," and lent a sparkle to the
classroom. as well as to the town
bachelors. Mrs. Clary, English
teacher, was one of the few
married women on the staff. In
those days, married women
already had a job, homemaker

and mother. Miss Hogue was a
most capable teacher of Home
Economics, teaching the girls to
sew, plan and cook balanced
meals, and make beds, among
other things. Coach Gregg, in
addition to his coaching job,
taught Science. One of the most
memorable teachers was Mr.
McAninch, who tried to teach
English literature to his pupils,
which was not easy. One of his
sayings lingers in our minds to
this day. After having to repeat
material more than once, he'd
sigh, saying "The constant
dripping of water will eventually
wear away stone."

The class of 1935 was small,
only about seven or eight, three
of which were boys, Arthur
Foster, Joec Bob James, and
William Steel. The girls were
