Play Smart & Stay Healthy
Tackling Germs At Tailgating Parties

(NAPS)—While the football
team is beefing up their defensive
line, the tailgating fans need to be
preparing a defensive strategy
too. Don’t let E. Coli, Salmonella,
Listeria or other bacteria com-
monly associated with raw ham-
burger meat, chicken and hot dogs
tackle you after the game. Help
avoid foodborne illness by follow-
ing these food safety guidelines
provided by the Georgia-Pacific
Health Smart Institute:

e Always cook meat thoroughly:
180°F for chicken, 160°F for red
meat. And cook hot dogs thor-

oughly, even if the package says °

they are pre-cooked.

e Keep foods requiring refriger-

ation, like potato salad, meat or
dairy products, out of direct sun.
And if it takes longer than an
hour to get them to the tailgating
site, transport them in an ice-
filled cooler. Be sure to store all
leftovers in the cooler within two
hours of preparation.

¢ Cover food with lids, plastic
wrap or paper towels to help avoid
contamination from flies and air-
borne contaminants.

e Wash hands frequently, espe-
cially when handling raw meat.

Use warm, soapy water, and dry

hands completely with paper tow-

els like Sparkle® or Coronet® so ;

you can wipe off and throw away
the germs. .

¢ Use separate plates and cut-
ting boards for raw and cooked
meats. Don’t make the common

mistake of placing cooked meat

back on the plate where raw meat
has been.
