W A S H I N G T O N  ( A P ) - -  

P residen t Bush declared  today 
that he is “ sick and tired  of the 
rum ors and innuendo” blocking 
John Tow er’s confirm ation by 
the Senate as defense secre ta ry .

Using the beginning of a speech 
to a V eterans of Foreign W ars au ­
dience to get som ething “ off my 
chest,” Bush dem anded that 
m em bers of the Senate “ put 
aside partisan sh ip ” and approve 
Tow er’s nom ination 

“ I’ve asked them  to use their 
own experience with John Tower 
as an expert on defense issues, as

a form er colleague and as a 
tough hard-nosed negotiator to 
guide them  as they move tow ards 
a vote on this nom ination,” the 
president said.

With the Senate p reparing  to 
resum e debate a t m idday. Bush 
called the form er Texas senato r 
a “ fellow veteran , a lifelong 
public se rv a n t” and “ a figh te r.” 
Tower was not p resent for the 
speech, although the White House 
had said he would be. Officials 
said la te r that Tower had had a 
previous com m itm ent.

“ I stand  by this m an ,” the

president said. “ Going to get it 
off my chest. I ’m getting  sick and 
tired  of som e of the rum ors and 
the innuendo tha t a re  used 
against this decent m an .”

E a rlie r  today. W hite House 
P ress  Secre tary  M arlin Fitz- 
w ater re ite ra ted  tha t ad m in is tra ­
tion officials a re  not search ing  
for a substitu te  nom inee and plan 
to c a rry  the Tower fight all the 
way to a Senate floor vote.

“ We a re n ’t thinking of fallback 
positions,” he told reporters. 
“ We’re  supporting the candidacy 
of Senator 'Tower.”

Tower, appearing  Sunday on 
the CBS-TV program  “ F ace  the 
N ation," said he would not to ask 
t h a t  h i s  n o m i n a t i o n  be  
w ithdraw n, arguing tha t the 
dispute over his selection has 
escalated  beyond consideration 
of his qualifications.

Tower sought to deflect the 
m ost com m on critic ism  against 
him by draw ing a distinction 
betw een the past heavy drinking 
he has acknowledged and an 
alcohol “ abuse” problem  that 
would disqualify him  from  sen­
sitive m ilitary  positions.

How many tricks 
do you need?
By James Jacoby

Does the level of the contract affect 
how you play the hand? Today’s deal 
addresses that question.

North’s cue-bid of four hearts 
showed a heart control and slam inter­
est, but South signed off in five clubs. 
After West found the best opening lead 
(the diamond jack), how should South 
view this lead? If we go back to to­
day’s opening question, obviously 
there would be no choice if the con­
tract were six clubs. Declarer’s only 
hope would be that West was leading 
from the diamond king, and so he 
would have to put in the queen and 
pray. But the situation is different 
when the contract is only five clubs.

Since declarer can afford to lose one 
diamond trick but not two, there is no 
need to immediately insert the dia­
mond queen. Instead he should go up 
with the diamond ace and draw 
trumps. Then he can lead a spade. In 
some instances, he may be right back 
at the start. If West has the ace of 
spades, he will win and continue with 
another diamond through the queen. 
However, the bidding suggests that the 
spade ace is more likely to be with 
East (remember that two-level over­
call), and if Elast does hold that key 
card, the diamond queen will not be 
subject to attack. Finally, if West does 
hold the spade ace, it is even more 
likely that East will hold the diamond 
king, but it just may be king-double­
ton. In that scenario, declarer plays a 
spade as before, but when West takes 
the ace and plays a second diamond, 
even though the king takes the queen, 
E]ast has no more diamonds to lead, 
and the contract is still made.

Jam es Jacoby's books 'Jacoby on Bridge’ and 
'Jacoby ait Card G am es’ (w ritten with bis father, 
the late Oswald Jacoby) are now available at 
bookstores.

Texas requires districts to 
draft a “discipline management 
plan” that spells out a corporal 
punishment policy, but does not 
lay out specific guidelines on 
when or how students should be 
paddled, said Joe Lozano, a 
spokesman for the Texas Educa­
tion Agency.

The only guidance given 
districts is a section of the Texas 
Penal Code concerning the rela­
tionship between an educator and 
a student, he said. The three- 
paragraph section states that 
corporal punishment is justified 
when an educator “reasonably 
believes ... force is necessary ... 
to maintain discipline in a 
group.”

Consequently, there is no 
uniform discipline policy, leaving 
districts to devise ^ e ir  own stan­
dards. And virtually all choose to 
permit corporal punishment in 
one form or another.

The U.S. Supreme Court today 
let stand the Texas law that 
allows the use of all necessary 
corporal punishment short of 
deadly force.

The 5th U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals had upheld the Texas

law in dismissing a lawsuit filed 
in behalf of two kindergarten 
g irls paddled severely for 
“snickering.”

U niversity gets 
professor’s papers

BURLINGTON, Vt. (AP) — A 
professor’s widow is donating his 
scientific papers to the university 
that fired him in 1953 for refusing 
to say whether he had been a 
member of the Communist P ar­
ty.

Alex B. Novikoff’s personal 
and scientific papers will be 
presented Tuesday to the Univer­
sity of Vermont where the pro­
fessor of biochemistry spent five 
years on the most important 
cancer research of his career.

“Alex didn’t have any animosi­
ty about the people of the Univer­
sity of Vermont,” said his widow. 
Dr. Phyllis Novikoff. “Alex never 
lived in the past. If something 
happened, you just forget it and 
go on.”

Some are calling it a final act of 
forgiveness on behalf of the pro­
fessor, one of many faculty 
members to be fired during that 
period in American history when 
the country was gripped by fear 
of communism.

DEAR DR. (jOTT: Our son has 
what might be called a nervous condi- 
tioh. At times he has very loud throat 
clearing, places and replaces every­
thing in our house, uses vile language 
at the most inappropriate times, kicks 
his leg randomly and stares off into 
space. We are reluctant to suggest 
therapy for fear he will burn the 
house down. Are we dealing with a 
physical or emotional problem?

DEAR READER: This is a good 
question and I cannot answer without 
additional information.

Although emotional distress can* 
produce the symptoms exhibited by 
your son, so can physical illness. In 
particular, seizure disorders and 
brain tumors can cause behavioral 
changes, vile language and altered 
mental functioning.

So can ’Tourette’s syndrome, an ab­
normal condition of childhood, 
marked by twitching, sudden and in­
appropriate vocalization and behav­
ioral changes.

In addition, various forms of sub­
stance abuse can masquerade as men­
tal illness.

Unquestionably, your son needs 
treatment. Before this, he needs a 
diagnosis.

I gather from your comments that 
you are fearful of your son’s destruc­
tive tendencies. Under the circum­
stances, I believe that your course of 
action is clear.

Insist that your son be examined by 
a doctor. He probably knows some­
thing is wrong and, during a lucid 
phase, may welcome the opportunity 
to get to the bottom of his problem. I 
think it’s important for you to stress

that you view him as needing medical 
help. Try to encourage him voluntari­
ly to submit to-an examination.

If he refuses, I believe you have ev­
ery right to involve the police or other 
authorities. Because his behavior is 
potentially harmful to himself and 
others, you have a responsibility to in­
tervene on his behalf. Before con­
fronting him with your decision, make 
sure that you liave adequate backup in 
case he does become violent.

No matter what the cause of his 
symptoms, your son is not going to get 
better without assistance.

In addition, most physical and emo­
tional problems can be treated, so the 
outlook is favorable if he can be con­
vinced to obtain this assistance.

On Tuesday, she will begin 
delivering shopping bags full of 
manuscripts, photographs and 
personal correspondence dating 
to the early 1940s. Among the 
material are two films showing 
Nobel Prize-winning scientists 
repeating their most important 
ex p e rim en ts , m ovies th a t 
Novikoff made for the U.S. Ar­
my.

“ I think the papers belong 
there,” Mrs. Novikoff said.

Connell Gallagher, the univer­
sity’s curator of manuscripts, 
said Novikoff’s scientific pa{^rs 
will shed light on the develop­
ment of the university’s medical 
school. The personal and politicaL 
papers also will document the 
events of the late 1940s and early 
1950s, including Novikoff’s 
dismissal.

McEnroe still 
^oing strong; 
wins WCT title

DALLAS (AP) - Reports of the 
demise of John McEnroe and the 
tennis tournam ent he has 
d(Hninated over the past 10 years 
appear to be greatly exag­
gerated.

‘T venever had the feeling that 
I have now* this early in the 
year,” McEnroe said Saturday 
after he won a record fifth WCT 
Finals championship with a 6-3, 
6-3,7-6 v ic U ^  over Brad Gilbert.

“At this time last year I was 
just getting ready to play. It 
seems like I was always getting 
suspended, or getting some in­
jury or just getting burned out. I 
feel on top o f . my game,” 
McEnroe added.

McEnroe, 30, has now won two 
consecutive tournaments and his 
ranking is a solid sixth. He will 
lead the U.S. Davis Cup team 
against France at San Diego in 
April.

His 1989 match play record is 
15-2, best since he won 10 straight 
matches to start the 1985 season 
before he quit for six months 
after losing a first-round match 
to G ilbert in the Nabisco 
Masters.

McEnroe also won a t Dallas in 
1979, ’81, ’83, and ’84. His latest 
victoi7 , worth $200,000, came 
amid speculation that the tourna­
ment might not be on next year’s 
schedule.

“I hope WCT is part of tennis in 
the future,” said McEnroe, who 
won $200,000. ”1 can remember it 
as a great tournament. I’m pro­
bably one of the only guys, along 
w ith  (Iv a n )  L end l, who 
remember what the WCT was.”

What the ViCT has become is 
John McEnroe’s tournament. His 
first major victory came here in 
1979, and he followed with vic­
tories in 1981, ’83 and ’84. He has 
bankrolled $925,000 in Dallas 
alone.

Despite withdrawals and a 
sleet storm on championship 
Saturday, the WCT Finals drew 
75,000 fans for five nights, its best 
turnout in years.

McEnroe said he would rest un­
til the Davis Cup matches.

“ I’ll take it easy a few weeks 
and get ready for the Davis Cup 
against France,” said McEnroe.

Quarterback Steve 
Walsh even said he would turn 
pro rather than return to the Hur­
ricanes this fall if Stevens was 
not named head coach.

Jankovich met with the team 
for 15 minutes Sunday to explain 
his decision, Kehoe said.

“ He said the bottom line is he 
wanted a guy that has already 
been a head coach,” Kehoe said. 
“He wanted a guy that had dealt 
with the media every day and. 
had handled the academics and 
the recruiting.”

Erickson, who has a 50-31-1 
record in seven years of college 
coaching, said the job was the op­
portunity of a lifetime.

“Miami is one of the top pro­
grams in the country, and that’s 
the main reason I accepted - to

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A gencies bend rules in  drug battle
HOUSTON (AP) — Federal 

agents conducting risky under­
cover operations have bent rules 
and lost control of tons of cocaine 
and marijuana in an escalating, 
multibillion-dollar drug war with 
no vict(H^ in sight, the HoustOh 
Chronicle reportkl.

The government’s recent focus 
on seizure of the drug trade’s 
assets has enriched the anti-drug 
war chest, but also has encourag­
ed o v e rz e a lo u s n e s s  an d  
sometimes casual regard for 
rules governing seizures and 
forfeitures, the new spaper 
reported in a copyright story 
Sunday.

And despite enforcement ef­
forts, most smuggling attempts 
succeed and the war on drugs is, 
even according to the most op­
timistic views, only holding its 
ground.

A two-month Chronicle in­
vestigation has revealed that 
tons of cocaine and marijuana 
smuggled into the country by 
operatives of the U.S. Customs 
Service and the federal Drug En­
forcement Administration have 
ended up on the street because of 
botched undercover operatives.

Federal officials also have 
violated departmental policies
and possibly federal law by tak­
ing shortcuts in the seizure of
millions of dollars of personal 
property suspected of being used 
in drug-related transactions, the 
newspaper said.

David Westrate, the DEA 
assistant administrator of opera­
tions, denied his agency conducts 
its business improperly and said 
the criminal justice system pro­
vides the ultimate in oversight to 
detect governmental abuse — 
review by a federal judge and 
jury.

“ I can guarantee that if we 
were doing things improperly, we 
would be hearing from the 
federal judges about it, and we’re 
not,” Westrate said. “We have an 
extremely high conviction rate 
and extremely high sentences. So 
1 think the record shows that 
we’re being quite successful.”

But the Chronicle’s investiga­
tion found that seizures of drug 
assets — much touted as a means 
of gutting high-level drug traf­
fickers — sometimes may have 
violated federal policy and law.

At a media ev6nt in Houston 
last July, for example, U.S. Sen. 
Phil Gramm presented the Texas 
Department of Public Safety with 
a $1.2 million plane seized by U.S. 
Customs in a drug operation. But 
the court action required to 
forfeit the plane wasn’t filed until 
three weeks later. A federal 
judge awarded the plane to the 
state in December.

Between 5,000 and 7,000 pounds 
of marijuana got away from 
agents and operatives last year 
in a plot to gain the confidence of 
reputed Colombian drug lord 
Bernardo-Londono Quintero. The 
pot was part of a 26,000-pound 
shipm ent DEA operatives 
brought into the country for 
Quintero’s associate, Saul Her­
nandez Rivera.

The DEA flew the marijuana to 
Phoenix, Ariz., in July 1984, but 
Hernandez b ^ a m e  suspicious 
and refused to send his U.S. con­
tacts to pick it up. The DEA 
sought other buyers for the m ari­
juana and eventually agreed to 
sell the dope for $3.2 million to 
two groups in Michigan. The 
DEA delivered the pot in August 
1984, split it up among the buyers 
and then moved in to seize it, but 
lost track of at least 5,000 pounds, 
agents testified.

The investigation failed to nab 
either of the original targets. Top 
federal officials acknowledge 
that dope occasionally has reach­

ed the marketplace as agents and 
informants assumed the role of 
drug importers in undercover in­
vestigations.

In fact, the DEA agent’s 
manual sets out rules and 
guidelines for extraordinary cir­
cumstances in which d n ^  may 
be furnished by DEA or in which 
known d r ^  shipments may get 
through without being seized.

Such action requires consulta- 
ti(Mi with a U.S. attorney and a 
d e te rm in a tio n  th a t it  is 
necessary to avoid compromis­
ing an operation, to protect 
agents or informants, to pro­
secute top-level drug traffickers 
or to interrupt drug traffic.

But when, the operations don’t 
go as planned, ( ^ g s  imported 
u n d e r  f e d e r a l  s c r u t in y

sometimes ends up on the streets, 
usually entering the United 
States along the Texas-Mexico 
border.

Heriberto Medrano, a defense 
attorney specializing in narcotics 
cases, said federal drug agents 
and prosecutors fully realize that 
criminal Informants often 
double-cross their supervising 
agents and smuggle drugs into 
the country without authority. 
The informants are seldom pro­
secuted, he said, because federal 
authorities must protect the in­
formants’ credibility so they <^n 
testify against d^endants in 
cases r e s ^ t ^  from the under­
cover investigations.

Westrate admitted that infor­
mants sometimes attempt to 
smuggle drugs on their own, but

said the agency takes actim  
when that happens.

Poor communication between 
the different federal, state and 
local agencies involved in drug 
investigations also has caused 
confusion for undercover agents, 
the Chronicle said.

The ag en c ie s  a lso  a re  
sometimes less than candid in 
their communications with the 
public.

The Chronicle disclosecf late 
last year that Houston DEA of­
ficials, in coopenation with local 
law «iforcement agencies, stag­
ed seizures of d < ^  imported in 
their own undercover (^ ra tio n s , 
to generate news coverage that 
would deceive targets in drug in­
vestigations.

Engineers seeking buildings
that can withstand tornadoes

LUBBfX^K, Texas (AP) — Tor­
nadoes are the study aid for 
Texas Tech University engineers 
who are researching windstorms, 
architectural designs and con­
struction materials in an effort to 
strengthen buildings against tbe 
powerful storms.

The research runs year-round, 
but the university scholars are 
focusing their efforts on one 
deadly and destructive four- 
month period in the United States 
each year: the tornado season 
that logins in March and con­
tinues through June.

At Texas Tech, researchers are 
studying the effects of every ma­
jor windstorm to determine the 
impact on buildings and to search 
for construction methods that 
could save l iv ^  and reduce 
damage.

Kishor C. Mehta, director of 
Texas Tech’s Wind Engineering 
Research Center, said the univer­
sity has been sending two- and 
three-person teams to major 
storms since 1970 to study the 
damage.

Last year, for example, the In­
surance Information Institute 
reported that Texas’ 89 tornadoes 
caused about $100 million in 
damage.

“We can learn a lot from 
documenting the damage itself,” 
Mehta told The Dallas Morning 
News. “For example, what is the 
area of the house or building that 
is most likely to stand up?”

The studies, he said, not only 
have identified a small, central 
room as the safest during a 
storm, they also have led to 
recommendations for bolstering 
public buildings to withstand 
tornadic-strength winds.

Mehta said the construction 
proposals have been published 
and circulated by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agen­
cy. They include methods of rein­
forcing concrete, designs to pre­
vent roof collapses and recom­
mendations to reduce the amount 
of flying debris that can reach in­
dividuals seeking shelter.

“We’re continuing to look at 
the glass on the high-rise 
buildings,” he said. “They’re 
d esign^  for wind pretty well, but 
they’re not always designed to 
withstand the debris that occurs 
in the wind storm.”

Not only do Texas Tech teams 
visit disaster sites, they also 
have constructed a metal test 
building in a field at the Lubbock 
campus to study the effects of 
“ thunderstorm-type winds” on 
the surface and roof.

The 30-by-45-foot structure, 
which stands 13 feet tall, can be 
rotated automatically on a cir­
cular track so researchers can 
“study the pressure when the 
wind is coming from different 
directions,” Mehta said.

He s a id  a 160-foot 
meteorological tower a t the site 
enables researchers to collect 
data on wind, barom etric  
pressure and temperature a t four 
different levels.

Funnels often are spawned in 
violent thunderstorms resulting 
from the collision of cool, dry 
Canadian air, flowing east from 
the Rocky Mountains, and warm, 
moist air, moving north from the 
Gulf of Mexico.

“As we learn more and as we 
translate that into usage by a r­
chitects and engineers,” Mehta 
said, “ they’ll be able to construct 
buildings that are safer for peo­

ple, that sustain less damage and 
that will be more economical.”

While tornadoes have plunged 
to earth in every state and in 
every month, weather experts 
say most twisters cenne churning 
out rf turbulent spring skies in 
five states — Texas, G4dahoma, 
Kansas, Florida and Nebraska.

The tornado season typically 
b ^ in s  in early spring ih the GUtf' 
Coast states and gradually  
moves northward with the jet 
stream  in spring and early sum­
mer.

Oklahoma, the nation’s center 
of tornado activity, had a 
relatively light year in 1988 with 
17 tornadoes and one death.

Texas led the nation with 89 tor­
nadoes and one death. Mississip­
pi was No. 2 with 62 tornadoes 
and two deaths, and Colorado 
was third with 47 tornadoes and 
no deaths.

H ouston police  
inconsistent in
response tim es

HOUSTON (AP) — City of­
ficials are criticizing the Houston 
Police Department’s emergency 
response times that shows of­
ficers get to the scene of calls 
from the exclusive River Oaks 
neighborhood faster than to those 
from  c rim e -rid d e n  n e ig h ­
borhoods.

“For life-threatening emergen­
cies, the response times should 
be the same citywide,” said City 
Councilman Dale Gorezynski, 
who represents the crime-ridden 
Acres Homes area in north 
Houston. “There should be only 
minor variances in response 
times citywide. Four minutes is 
not a minor difference. Four 
minutes is a major difference.”

A police spokesman says 
response times vary because the 
number of requests for help in 
any given neighborhood will 
vary, but some council members 
say that should not happen and 
police manpower should be in­
creased and adjusted according 
to need.

According to police figures ob­
tained by The Houston Post 
under the Texas Open Records 
Act, the response times across 
the city vary greatly, with some 
neighborhoods receiving police 
response to Priority 1 calls in less 
than half the time of other 
neighborhoods.

The average response time to 
River Oaks emergency calls was 
6.7 minutes while police get to 
ca lls  from  A cres H om es 
residents in an average of 10.7 
minutes, the newspaper reported 
Sunday.

Police Chief Lee Brown has 
said his goal is to have police 
responding to Priority 1 calls in 
less than five minutes.

The Post requested  the 
average response times in 1988 
for all 103 police beats in which 
the department assigns its of­
ficers for patrol duties. While the 
department had the capability of 
pulling that information from its 
computer-aided dispatch system, 
police officials had never asked 
for response times broken down 

..that way, a police spokesman 
said.

The numbers show a wide 
disparity in the response times 
throughout the city, with police 
generally getting to emergencies 
quicker inside Loop 610 and 
slower to sparsely populated 
areas near the city limits.

Generally, northwest Houston

fared better than northeast 
Houston, and the southwest fared 
better than the southeast, where 
only one police beat was below 
the citywide average of 8.3 
minutes for 1988, the newspaper 
said.

Some affluent neighborhoods, 
like River Oaks, received good 
police response, but other af­
fluent neighborhoods, like In­
wood Forest in northw est 
Houston, had an average 
response time of 10.2 minutes. 
The Post said.

High-crime areas plagued with 
drug dealers did not appear to 
have received much quicker 
response times during the year, 
the newspaper said.

In fact, the police beat in which 
Acres Homes is located had an in­
crease  in average  police 
response from a low of 7.6 
minutes last February to a high 
of 13 minutes in December.

As the city lost a net of 161 of­
ficers in 1988, the citywide 
average response time rose more 
than three minutes, from 7.5 
minutes in January to nearly 11 
minutes in December.

The loss of officers during the 
year is the main reason c i t ^  by 
city officials for the increase, but 
in some neighborhoods, the 
department apparently found 
ways to compensate for that.

'The Long Point Woods area in 
northwest Houston had the 
lowest average response time 
last year at 5.5 minutes. City 
Councilman Larry McKaskle, 
who represents the area, said he 
believes a police storefront in the 
neighborhood has im proved 
response times.

But the highest average  
response time was in the sparsely 
populated Lake Houston area, 
where it took Houston police 
nearly 23 minutes to respond to 
Priority 1 calls.

Police spokesman Dan Turner 
said the disparity among police 
beat response times will always 
occur b ^ au se  the number and 
types of emergency calls varies 
throughout the city.

“There is no way you’re going 
to have all beats with the same 
average response time due to the 
fact of the different types of re­
quests and the makeup of the dif­
ferent districts and beats,” 
Turner said.

“Response time is going to 
vary according to the type ac­
tivity going on in a particular 
beat.”

Clem ents wants 
Tom  Landry to be 
his anti-drug czar
AUSTIN (AP) — Form er 

Dallas Cowboys coach Tom Lan­
dry could be the new anti-drug 
czar of Texas, if Gov. Bill 
Clements has his way.

Clements reporte^y is persu­
ing Landry for a newly created, 
senior administration job to coor­
dinate the state’s anti-drug ef­
forts through all state agencies 
dealing with drug problems.

“Governor Clements has a 
longtime friendship with Tom 
L a n d ^ ,” Clements’ top aide, 
Reggie Bashur, told the Dallas 
Times Herald Sunday. “The 
governor has tremendous respect 
for the coach, and he has said 
that he would like to talk with 
coach Landry and see what type 
of public service activity he 
might want to be involved in.” .

“Right now, it’s in the very 
preliminary discussion,” Bashur 
told The Associated Press.

Landry, 64, who was released 
from the Cowboys last month 
after 29 years as its only coach, is 
vacationing in Palm Springs, 
Calif., until the end of March and 
was not available for comment.

‘̂Texas spends about $50 
million on anti-drug efforts, 
which are dispersed throughout a 
number fA agencies,” Basbur 
told The Associated P ress. 
“Coach Landry, as a drug czar, 
would become the leading 
spokesman in term oH the educa­
tion and informatiimal programs 
and would help in terms of coor­
dination.”

The state’s drug prevention, 
treatm ent and education pro­

g ra m s  c u rre n tly  a re  a d ­
ministered by the state’s Com­
mission on Alcohol and Drug 
Abuse. A 1988 study showed the 
state spent less per capita to fund 
drug and alcohol programs than 
any other state surveyed, behind 
California, at $2.90, and New 
York, a t $10.70.

Legislators, acknowledging the 
lack of adequate drug programs, 
are  pushing for milttons vA 
dollars in new drug programs as 
a means of cutting at the roots of
crime.

“Fully 80 percent of the people 
who commit crimes in Texas are 
involved one way or the other 
with illicit drugs,” Bashur told 
the Associated Press. “The issue 
of drug education and informa­
tion and drug prevention pro­
grams is absolutely critical and 
coach Landry could play a major 
role in that effort.”

Dallas businessman Charles 
Terrell, chairman (tf the Texas 
Board of Corrections and chair­
man of the governor’s Texas 
Criminal Justice Task Force, 
said he was unaware that 
Clements was seeking Landry for 
the job, but said Landry is a 
logical choice.

“ I could not imagine a finer 
choice than Tom Landry. He 
stands for all that is right in our 
society,” Terrell told the Times 
Herald. “ If it’s not this position, 
there should be a position of 
leadership for him in the state or 
federal govemement — if we can 
get him to take it.”

Matell. The pilots’ union put the 
figureat68.

The sharp cuts in (^ ra tio n s  
have stranded thousands of 
Eastern’s usual 100,000 daily 
passengers a t airports around 
the country.

The strike had threatened to 
spill aver into a  sympathy actitm 
today against 12 commuter 
railroads around the country, but 
the Machinists calied off their 
plans Sunday after a  judge in 
New York issued a temporary 
order banning railroad workers 
ieom iKNHMing Eastern picket 
lines there.

W itness said North en listed  
him  to bu ild  secret airstrip
WASHINGTON (AP) — A 

retired Air Force officer says 
Oliver North enlisted him to help 
build an airstrip for secret 
military supply missions to the 
Nicaraguan Contras while Con­
gress had banned U.S. aid to the 
rebels.

Richard Gadd was due to 
resume -his testimony today in 
North’s trial on charges of lying 
to Congress and the attorney 
general about R eagan ad­
ministration attempts to circum­
vent the aid ban.

Gadd testified Thursday that 
North enlisted him to help build a 
secret airstrip in Costa Rica to 
support a “southern front” for 
the Contras in their guerrilla war 
against the Nicaraguan govern­
ment.

Gadd described how he was 
summoned on a Sunday by Ncx-th 
co-defendant Richard Secord to a 
meeting with the White House 
aide, who pointed on a map to a 
remote section of the country’s 
west coast.

“Secord and North asked if I 
could build” the airstrip, recalled 
Gadd.

“Not being in the business of 
building airfields,” Gadd said, he 
retained some consultants and 
eventually the runway was built.

North a t one point accom­
panied Gadd to a meeting with 
Ambassador Robert Duemling 
and urged him to award Gadd an 
air delivery contract to help 
d is tr ib u te  $27 m illion  in 
humanitarian aid to the Contras, 
Gadd said, adding that Duemling 
agreed to ^ e  request.

One of the government’s key 
witnesses against North, former 
National Security Adviser Robert 
McFarlane, was sentenced Fri­
day for his role in the Iran-Contra 
affair and is to be called later by 
the prosecmtion.

The problem of handling 
classified material continues to 
be a problem at the trial. U.S. 
District Judge G erhard A. Gesell 
held a hearing Friday to review 
what to do when the government 
tries to censor material that is 
already in the public domain.

The latest fight erupted when 
North’s lawyers discovered that 
memos the government had cen­
sored for use in court had been 
made public in their entirety 
eight months ea rlie r in a 
separate legal case.

To date, U.S. Rep. Lee 
Hamilton, D-Ind., has testified 
that North assured the House In­
telligence Committee in August 
1986 that he was complying with 
the Boland Amendment that ban-

New s k i l l s  test is not 
so bad, students conclude

AUSTIN (AP) — Education of­
ficials say they are eager to see 
the results of a new basic skills 
test designed to raise education 
standar(ls, but they also caution­
ed that the first wave of results 
will not gauge how high sch<x)I 
seniors will perform on the test.

About 76 percent, or 6,500, of 
the more than 8,500 students who 
registered for the Saturday’s ex­
am are college sophomores and 
first-semester juniors, most of 
whom are education majors, said 
Nolan Wood, director of teacher 
assessment for the Texas Educa­
tion Agency.

College sophomores and 
juniors with majors in education 
were allowed to take the exam in 
lieu of the Pre-Professionl Skills 
Test, required for students seek­
ing adm ission to a state- 
approved teacher education pro­
gram.

As part of the Texas Academic 
Skills Program mandated by the 
Legislature in 1987, high school 
seniors admitted to public com­
munity colleges or universities 
this fall must pass the test before 
enrolling in classes beyond the 
sophomore level.

About 8,5(X) students a t 118 
locations across the state were 
scheduled to .take the Texas 
Academic Skills Program exam 
Saturday.

After four hours of calculating, 
writing, problem-solving and 
reading — preceded by days of

cramming and nail biting — 
several students rated the new 
basic skills test as less stressful 
and less difficult than college en­
trance exams they had taken.

Two Austin high school seniors 
who took the exam on Saturday 
said the writing segment was 
hardest for them.

“ The e ssay  w as tim e- 
consuming, and I was not sure 
how much to write so that the 
grader could determ ine my 
writing sty le ,” said Eardie 
(Xirry, 16, of Austin Reagan High
