Midnight Sept 14th

ing in Texas on the stroke of mid-

night Sept. 14, under terms of an act

passed by the Legislature in antici-
pation of adoption of a constitutional
amendment to permit its manufacture
and sale, !

Texas’ formal vote on ratification of
repeal will be cast when the wet dele- |
pates gather in Austin Nov, 24, The
vote will be simply a matter of rou-
tine.

County Judges may start Sept. 6 to
hear applications for permits to diso'
tribute and sell beer. Filing of ap-
plications may start Sept 1, but can
be heard only after five ‘days publie|
notice, to be given by posting the
application on the courthouse door. ‘

No Further Legislation Needed

No further legislation will be nec-
essary to open the beer valves in
Texas, although several corrections
likely will be made in the law when
the Legislature meets in special ses-|
sion this month.

Beer sold in Texas will be taxed
at the rate of £1.50 per barrel, the tax
to be paid by the person making the
first sale. Three million stamps now
are in process of printing, the con-
tract having been awarded condition-
e the outcome of the election.
