Texas Wheat Producers 
Board will hold its biennial 1989. The current terms of 

five (5) of the fifteen (15) 
board members will expire at 
that time. Any person living 
within the following counties 
who is engaged in the 
business of producing, or 
causing to be produced, 
wheat for commercial pur­
poses, is eligible to vote, 
including owners of farms 
and their tenants and share 
croppers, if such person is 
subject to paying the 
assessment that is collected 
on a refund-only basis on 
wheat within the following 
counties:
District 1, Dallam, Sherman, 
Ochiltree, Lipscomb, Hans­
ford, Roberts, Moore, Hart­
ley, Hutchinson and Gray. 
District 11: Carson, Potter, 
Oldham, Deaf Smith, Ran­
dall, Armstrong, Briscoe, 
Swisher, Castro, Parmer, 
hale and Floyd, 
district 111: Childress,
Hardeman, Foard, Knox, 
Throckmorton, Haskell, A r­
cher, Baylor, Wilbarger, 
Wichita, Young and Clay. 
District IV: A ll other
counties.

Any person qualifying to 
vote in the election may 
place his name in nomination 
for a six-year membership on 
the Texas Wheat Producers 
Board from the district in 
which he farms by applica­
tion to the organization, 
signed by himself and at 
least ten other persons 
eligible to vote in the 
election. Such applications 
must be received at least 
30-days prior to the election 
date, in order to have his 
name placed on the ballot.

Wheat producers qualified 
to vote in the election may 
also vote on a proposition to 
limit the wheat assessment 
to a rate not to exceed ten 
mills (1 cent) per bushel, 
which may be set annually 
by the producer-elected 
Board to finance programs of 
wheat market development, 
disease and insect control, 
research, education and 
promotion to encourage the 
production, marketing and 
use of wheat designed to 
enhance producer income.

The election and proposi­
tion vote will be held by mail 
ballot, which will be 
provided to all eligible voters 
of record not later than 15 
days prior to the election. 
Ballots must be mailed to the 
polling place at 803 Texas 
Commerce Bank Bldg., 2201 
Civic Circle, Amarillo, Texas 
79109, before midnight on 
the date of the election.

Any person qualified to 
vote who does not receive a 
ballot 15 days prior to the 
election, may obtain one at 
county agricultural extension
service offices.

The number of unem- 
employed Texans has not 
been this low in the last four 
years according to Mary 
Scott Nabers, Commissioner 
at the Texas Employment 
Commission. “ We have 
seen a continuous decline in 
recent months, and our latest 
statistics place the state rate 
at 6,2 percent in mid- 
December. That’s the 
lowest rate Texans have seen 
since December of 1984,” 
Nabers said.

By way of comparison the 
September rate was 7.1 
percent; October statistics 
indicated 6.8 percent; No­
vember’s rate was 6.6 
percent and in December a 
decline to 6.2 percent. The 
last time the rate was below 
6.2 percent was in December 
1984, when it was 5.6 
percent.

The total number of 
jobless Texans dropped by 
just over 33,000 in Decem­
ber, to a level of 518,900. 
The over-the-month de­
crease was encouraging, but 
unemployment has been 
gradually declining through­
out most of 1988. Total 
employment decreased 
moderately over the month 
but was still almost 100,000 
above the year-ago estimate.

Metropolitan Statistical Ar­
eas (MSA’s) in Texas for 
which statistics were cur­
rently available mirrored the 
Statewide pattern, with

December. Only four major 
areas had rates which rose 
over the month, while one 
M SA ’s jobless rate remained 
unchanged. The current 
rates for four M SA ’s were 
slightly above their Decem­
ber 1987 rates, and one 
area’s rate was the same as 
the year-ago rate. All other 
M SA ’s had lower rates this 
December than they report­
ed a year eariier.

Areas with the lowest 
unemployment rates includ­
ed: Bryan-College Station, 
with a 3.9 percent rate in 
December; the Dallas 
PMSA, at 4.8 percent; and 
Austin, with a 5.0 percent 
rate. Three areas tied for 
fourth-lowest rate: Amar­
illo, Fort Worth-Arlington, 
and Lubbock all had 
December rates of 5.2 
percent.

Only three M SA ’s had 
rates in December 1988 
above 10 percent-McAllen- 
Edinburg-Mission’s current 
rate was 16.4 percent, the 
highest among the M SA ’s. 
Laredo’s December rate was 
12.6 percent, and the 
Brownsville-Harlingen 
M SA ’s rate was 10.8 
percent. Rates in these 
border areas generally tend 
to be higher than average, 
and unemployment normally 
increases in the winter 
months due to migrant 
workers returning to their 
homes there.
