City Council Increases Burial Rates

The Burkburnett City
Council met Monday night and
voted to increase the cost of
opening graves in the Burkbur-
nett Cemetery to a minimum of
$65.00.

City Manager Gary Bean said
that due to a new minimum
wage law, about $10,000 will be
added to city labor costs. He
urged the council to set a fee of
$10 for making water or sewer
connections except during reg-
ular working hours and to raise
the charge of opening graves
locally to a minimum of $65 to
help keep up with these costs,
He also recommended that the
cost of cemetery space be raised
to $100 and that there be no
funerals on Sundays or holidays

except in the case of true
emergencies.

All breeding cattle two years
of age and over should now be
tested for brucellosis when
ownership of the cattle changes.
Testing may be done on the
ranch or farm or at an auction
market. A test is good for 30
days if the animal is ear tagged
and the owner has a test
certificate.

Texas leads the nation in the
number of brucellosis infected
herds. It has 26 per cent of all
the infected herds in the
United States. Oklahoma,
Louisiana, and Mississippi
account for 37 per cent of the
infected herds.

Testing programs are moving
forward in other states and the
action has been effective.
Thirty-seven per cent of all the
counties in the nation are now
“modified-certified’’ brucellosis

free and 63 per cent are
“certified’’ free of infected
cattle.

Curing concrete during hot
weather calls for special care to
prevent rapid evaporation of
water. A curing of about seven
days is recommended. Water
can be retained in freshly
poured concrete by covering it
with burlap, sand or other
material that can be kept wet.
‘““Ponding’’ water on a concrete
slap also works. Or the concrete
can be covered with plastic film,
waterproof kraft paper or other
watertight cover. Proper curing
increases the strength of
concrete and helps it resist

freezing and thawing, water and
wear,

Foliar feeding is the process of
applying a dilute solution of
fertilizer on the leaves of plants.
Studies have shown that plants
can absorb small amounts of
fertilizer nutrients through their
leaves. Since high concentra-
tions of salts or nutrients in the
solution will damage leaves,
only small amounts of nutrients
can be applied per application.
This usually amounts to one to
four pounds per acre. Thus
crops such as grain sorghum or
cotton that may use 60 to 80
pounds of nitrogen per acre
during the growing season
would require many applica-
tions if foliar feeding was
substituted for regular soil
applications of fertilizer.

Foliar feeding has been used
as a method of applying trace
elements which are needed in
very small amounts. However,
to meet the nitrogen phosphorus
and potassium requirements of
field and forage crops through
the feeding technique is
generally uneconomical. Foliar
feeding is most often used as a
temporary or emergency treat-
ment to correct a specific
problem or nutrient deficiency,
such as iron chlorosis.

With foliar feeding, nutrients
are absorbed through the leaf
surface. Therefore, only those
leaves on the plant at the time of
application can absorb the
nutrient. As new tissue forms,
the small amount applied to
older leaves may have been
used, so another application is
required.

Fertilizers prepared for foliar
feeding are often marketed as
liquids. The label must show the
analysis similar to solid
fertilizers. The percentages of
nutrients are also on a weight
basis. For example, a liquid
fertilizer containing 10 per cent
nitrogen and weighing 12
pounds per gallon would contain
1.2 pounds of nitrogen per
gallon.

To supply 60 pounds of actual
nitrogen would require 50
gallons of the fertilizer or 600
pounds, the same as any other
fertilizer containing 10 per cent
nitrogen.

A careful evaluation of costs
and expected returns is
essential before fertilizer is

applied to field and forage crops
by foliar feedings.

Mrs. Rush
Demonstrates
Wood Carving

Mrs. Tom Rush, a former
resident of Burkburnett, is an
accomplished wood carver. She
now resides in Collinsville,
Mlinois. Mrs. Rush is the
daughter of Mrs. Raymond
Holland, the former Maxine
Bunstine.

The wood carving she does is
actually called *‘primitive wood
carving'' and consists of designs
cut into flat surfaces. She
recently gave a demonstration
of her work at a meeting of the
Wives of the Illinois Association
of Highway Engineers.

She uses construction grade
lumber, which is cut to the
desired size. From there a
deisgn or saying is traced or
drawn on the wooden panel as a
guide. Then, using a straight-
edged utility knife, she carves
the designs into the wood.
Edges are scalloped with the
same knife and the plaques are
coated with screening paint, 2
black substance containing

creosote. The liquid is thinned‘ JUAN'TA'S

with turpentine, painted on thc‘

board, and rubbed dry.
