F WE go back in imagination and

think what the world was like
before there was a bit of the
Christian religion in it, we can bet-
ter understand the story of Jesus
and of the nineteen Christian cen-
turies.

preference list. It also assures one
of getting the breed desired and
getting them off to an early start
so they reach the favorable early
i broiler market quickly. Hatch-
lu\m(n must make their plans
far in advance, and many of
them offer special discounts to
early purchasers so their plans
can be completed.
" After the chicks are ordered,
start planning the year's manage-
ment program. Even birds with
the best breeding won't do well
without help from the poultry-
raiser. See that the brooder
house and equipment are in good
condition before the chicks ar-
rive .Then determine to give the
birds the best care all through
the growing season. Good man-
agement may mean the differ-
ence between high and low mor-
tality, between productive and
unproductive layers, between
profit and loss of the  flock.
Think it over carefully.
Remember—it's a job to pro-
duce those extra poultry profits
|when birds are given the finest
care. Without good care, it's
nearly impossible.
