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Texas State Law sets out who 
may vote in the Revenue Bond 
election set for February 26th:

“Only legally qualified elec­
tors who own taxable property 
in the City and who have duly 
rendered the same for taxation 
shall be qualified to vote.”

You must have a poll tax re ­
ceipt (or exemption), must have 
lived in the City the minimum i 
required time, must own taxable 
property, and it must be on the 
la.st rendered tax roll.

If you own taxable property 
within the City and did not ren­
der it last year, then you are 
not eligible to vote, regardless 
of o ther qualifications. If you 
rendered your property and do 
not have a poll tax receipt (or 
exemption) you are not eligible 
to vote in the Revenue Bund 
election February 26th.

The closing down of one of America's major air­
ports. at Newark. N. J.. to protect the lives of the resi­
dents of the adjacent city of Elizabeth is an act of his­
torical significance.

At this writing, the hush that hangs over New York 
City’s original commercial airport, is a funeral silence 
that marks the tragic deaths of 110 persons in three 
horrifying air crashes within two months. Either 11 or 
12 of the.se dead were residents of Elizabeth, killed in 
their homes.

Investigators of the second crash, of January 22nd, 
staying at a nearby hotel, were among the first on the 
scene of tragedy number three. But already the stories 
of sur\'ivors and the e\idence that experts are trying to 
extract from bits and pieces of the plane .seem at vari­
ance. As a Congre.ssional investigation got under way. 
Senator Alex Smith, Rep. of New Jersey, declared the 
airport .should remain clo.sed until the cau.ses are found, 
and added that he felt there was a “strong possibility 
of inadequate inspection."

But whatever the cau.ses of any or all of the three 
disasters, we are now brought face to face with a que.s- 
tion that has long been avoided in the hope that accidents 
might not hapiien. or at least not too freijuently: To what 
.security against flaming (ie,ith from the skies is a house­
holder entitled’.’

Education i.s nothing new. The first cave man and 
woman were teachers. They in.structed their young in 
the u.se of the spear, the club, and snare.

Cla.ssical education evolved in the nation.s of Ancient 
Greece. It survived the centurie.s of the Dark Ages, and 
was born again in the colonies that became the founding 
stales of the United States.

It was in the.se colonies that the principle of free, 
democratic public school education was established. From 
this start has developed the great educational system 
that exists and flourishes in this nation today—the nation 
that i.s the world’s greatest Democracy.

This principle of free public .school education was 
first recognized by the General Court of the Massachu­
setts Colony in 1612. The Court declared that each com­
munity should provide teachers for the children. From 
this grew the public .school system of the nation. His­
torians sa y :

“The education of the ma.s.ses through these schools 
which were public schools has been the bulwark of the 
liberties of the people and the national freedom of the 
country.”

They have protected and nurtured the public .school 
system, without which Democracy will wither and die, for 
it cannot live without learning the knowledge by its 
citizens.

More Buildings. 
More Teachers 
Texas School Need

Texas schools are facing one 
1 of the most critical periods in 
I their history. Charles H. Tenny- 
I son, executive secretary of the 

Texas State Teachers Associa­
tion, said today as ho outlined 
pressing needs for new build­
ings and more teachers over the 
entire state.

' The school population, partic­
ularly on the elementary level, 

i IS growing at an alarming rate, 
I he pointed out. For example. 
! births in Texas in 1945— this 
year’s first graders— numbered 
156.000. In 1947, births in the 
Lone Star State jumped to 197,- 
000. an increase of 65,000. If 

' this additional group could be 
divided into classes of 30 child­
ren each, Texas would still need

21.000 additional teacher.- and 
cla.-.-rooms ;n just the fir>t and 
second grades.

•\nd the b.rthrate continues t > 
climb. In 1950. live births num­
bered 203.678. and the number 
for 1951 will exceed that figure.

In addition to the birthrate, 
educators worry about the size 
of the graduating class as com­
pared to the number of child­
ren entering first grade For 
instance, this year 156,000 little 
youngsters crowded into first 
grade rooms over the state, but 
only 90,000 graduated from the 
eighth grade. This left already 
over-burdened teachers with
66.000 additional children to ac­
comodate in one year.

“The gam is going to contin­
ue to increase until at least the,' 
1956-57 school year,” Tennyson 
added. “By that time, the ele­
mentary schools must take care 
of 300,000 children in addition 
to the ones now enrolled. If 75 
per cent of this number enters 
public schools, it will mean 
8.6.54 additional classrooms.”

Self-Employed 
Under Compulsory 
Social Security '

Every self-emplo>‘ed person 
should know that coverage un­
der the new social security pro­
gram is compulsory, that taxes 
on self-employment income earn­
ed in 1951 will be due on or be­
fore March 15, 1952, that the 
amount of social security tax 
will range from $9 to $81, and 
that each self-employed person 
reporting must have a social se­
curity number," Erton F. Tate, 
manager of the Wichita Falls 
social security office, said today.

Tate continued, "Many self- 
employed people seem to think 
coverage under the program is 
voluntary. This is not true. If 
a person is a sole owner or a 
partner in a trade or business 
and has self-employment net 
earnings of $400 or more during
1951, the law’ requires that he 
must report his earnings and 
pay the social security tax on 
or before March 15 of this 
year.” Only self-employment 
earnings up to $3600 a year 
count towards old-age and su r­
vivors insurance. The Federal in­
come tax form will have a 
special section for making this 
report.

"Equally important," Tate 
added, “is the protection now- 
afforded the self-employed and 
members of their families. Re­
tirement benefits for them, their 
wives, and their children under 
age 18 are provided, as are sur­
vivors’ benefits to aged widows, | 
widows of any age with young i 
children of the deceased in th e ir ! 
care, children under age 18, and 
in some cases, to dependent p ar­
ents and dependent widowers. 
In all death cases of an insur­
ed worker a lump sum is paid.”

Tate advises all self-employ 
ed per.sons to ask at the Wichita 
Falls Social Security Office, 412 
Post Office building, for a copy 
of DO YOU WORK FOR YOUR­
SE L F', a free booklet that ex ­
plains their rights and obliga­
tions under social security.

A representative of the Wich­
ita Falls office will be in B urk­
burnett at the City Hall on 
THURSD.AY, FEBRUARY 28th,
1952, at 9:30 A. M Please con­
tact him if you have any ques­
tions in connection with social 
security.

The average annual principal and intere.st requirement.^ of the proposed $350,000 
bond issue amount to $23,418.70. Deducting this amount from the net ear^jngs of 
$54,126.96 for the fiscal year ended March 31, 1951, it can be seen that $30,708.26 
would be available for the operation of all other city departments. It is estimated it 
will be necessary to transfer from the water and electric .systems each year $24,000 
to run the other departments.

ARE THE PROPOSED BONDS MARKETABLE?
Your City Council, anticipating that there might be some question a.s to the mar­

ketability of the bonds, contacted eight bond firms on Feb. 4th to meet with them 
and submit bids for the purchase of the proposed bonds. Bids were accepted and a 
syndicate composed of three of the firms contracted to purchase the bonds at an 
average rate of slightly less than 3%% interest. The syndicate is further obligated 
to accept delivery of the bonds at the rate of 3.37% regardless o f market conditions, 
provided that the city can make delivery within a period of 90 days from Feb. 4 th .' 
We have been informed by our fiscal agent that the bonds will be available for de-1  
ivery w’ithin this period if the election carries favorably. |

THEY ARE REVENUE BONDS
We want to point out that the propo.sed bonds are strictly RE V E N U E  BONDS 

and will bear on their face the statement that the holder thereof shall never have, 
the right to demand payment from Taxes or money to be raised from taxation. To  ̂
do so would be a violation of Texas Law. These bonds will be .secured and paid for ‘ 
solely by net profit of the electric and water systems, after deducting expenses of 
operation.

We have attempted to point out to you what we consider to be the most impor­
tant pha.ses of the proposed bond issue. However, we fully realize there are some, if 
not many questions which have not been answered to your complete satisfaction; 
therefore we solicit and urge any inquiry you might have.

ho meet once a week in 
the home of a den mother. A 
den m other is usually the moth­
er of one of the Cubs With 
the help of a Boy Scout (when 
available) the den mother lrad.< 
or directs the weekly n.eetings 
of the group.

At the weekly den meetings 
the boys learn to conduct or­
derly business sessions, cere­
monies of variiHi.s kinds, as well 
as handicrafts of one kind and 
another.

There are three manuals for 
Cub Scouts—one for each age 
These m anuals are u.sed mainly 
at home and are filled with 
things that boys like to do and 
things that we like to have our 
boys do. When the Cub has com­
pleted the required projects in 
the manual, he reports same to 
his Den Mother, she reports to 
the Cubmaster and at the next 
Pack meeting the Cub is aw ard­
ed a badge to show his achieve­
ments. These project.s in the 
manual are such things as Feat.s 
of Skill, Learning to u.se and 
respect the Flag. Keeping 
strong. Helping at Home, W’ork- 
ing with tools. Making Collec­
tions. and Scrapbooks, Safety 
Knowing the Neighborhood, and 
others. Then a.s minor projects 
there are such things as stciet 
codes, electricity, radio, model 
planes, etc. which are of great 
interest to boys, but things that 
boys don't do either because 
they don’t know how or because 
they just don't think of doing 
them. The manual shows him 
the way and although little is

actually required of a Cub 
Scout, very few fail to advance 
satisfactorily. The public rec­
ognition accorded the boys at 
Pack meeting when the award* 
are made does much to en­
courage them  to go on in their 
advancement.

A Pack meeting is a monthly 
meeting of all the dens in a 
Pack (usually 3 to 6 dens) 
where the great leader AKELA, 
or Cubmaster as he is referred 
to in the record books, gives 
recognition to every member of 
his pack who is advancing. The 
members are also given a chance 
to show off their handiwork, 
ceremonies they have learned 
and any stunts or short plays 
that they have developed dur­
ing the month.

Pack meetings are attended by

In the battle for the control 
of the disea.se of cancer, more 
cases arc now being cured than 
ever before, but there are more 
cases to cure. Memorial Center 
for Cancer and Allied Diseases 
reports. This seeming paradox 
is a consequence of medical 
progress in other fields, such as 
in the infectious diseases, which 
have been largely controlled by 
penicillin and the sulfa drugs, 
thus greatly increasing man’s 
life span. As cancer is a disease 
generally found in older per­
sons. more people now live long 
enough to get it.

Hope for eventual solution of 
the cancer mystery has been 
strengthened by recent scientific 
discoveries, according to the 
Sloan-Kettcring Institute for 
Cancer Research. Great advanc­
es have been made in improved 
diagnosis of the disease and 
in radical surgery made pos­
sible through research. Chemi­
cal moans have been found to 
cure some experim ental cancers 
in animals, and to relieve tem ­
porarily some forms of cancer 
in man. Principles in chemistry 
have been formulated which can 
conceivably lead to the absolute 
detection and control of cancer 
in man, though this has not yet 
been done. If it is done, it will 
mark man’s greatest victory 
against disease.

The story of the air arm of 
the Texas Game and Fish Com­
mission is told in the February 
issue of TEXAS GAME AND 
FISH magazine.

It relates how Game Warden 
Claude Keller, flying a Stinson 
two-seater, not only patrols the 
Gulf of Mexico coast line but 
also serves as a flying trans­
m itter to relay messages for 
his ground pounding associates 
on duty inland.

Keller, who has been a pilot 
for more than ten years, flew 
an artillery spotting L-5 during 
the war. 'This background as a 
“grasshopper pilot,” pm point­
ing targets for the big guns, 
helps him locate law violators 

j in the Gulf as well as in near- 
I by inland rivers.

Warden Keller watches partic- 
I ularly for netting in closed wat- 
i ers along the coast and for use 
I of illegal equipment, and faul- 
i ty oil barges that pollute the 

waters of the inter-coastal ca­
nal.

! Inland, he locates illegally 
placed fishing nets by noticing 
the corklines on the surface of 

' the water.
i  Over the Gulf, Keller some­

times has to use wartime tricks 
to surprise offend.?rs, such as 
diving out of the sun or. on 
cloudy days, suddenly dropping 
through a hole in the overcast.

Warden Keller also spies on 
the waterfowl hunters. He said 
he "doubted’’ if anybody ever 
shot at him but he recalled the 
times when commercial fisher­
men, caught cheating, threw 
fish at his plane. Another time 
he flew so low studying a vio­
lation against closed fishing w at­
ers that a boatman threw an 
oar at him.
