In the Red Bed portion of the 
Central area, the Bureau re­
ports that while the problem is 
.■jvrious. municipal and indus­
trial water supplies can be pro­
vided by multi-city develop­
ments using a common water 
source .Such developments are 
seen as b.'ing well within the 
capabilities of local or State fin­
ancing.

has the greatest water supply 
pr ibleni. The problem involves 
municipalities, industries, and 
irrigation projects. Its solution, 
according to the Bureau s ap­
praisal. will require an integrat- 
tod. inter-basin project of great 
magnitude. This project would 
be d, signed to supply all water 
rcxjuirements of the entire area 
from common facilities.

Under the Bun-au’s plan. 
12 million acre-feet of reservoir 
space ultimately would be pro­
vided on Gulf Coast streams.

The program would call for 
the movement of water, through 
the system of reservoirs and dis­
tribution facilities, from the 
eastern section of the area— : 
which has a surplus of water— 
to the southwestern section, 
which has a marked water de­
ficiency. I

range program. The Bureau sug­
gests that the development be 
carried on by stages over many 
years, units of the overall plan 
be installed as they become need 
cd.
