“Learn all you can abawt 
your gun— how to care for 
transport it and store it, m  
wen as how to shoot accurate’ 
ly.”

He further advised yoovg 
hunters to choose hunting c o »  
panions carefully and waiaad 
them about showing off a m v  
gun to others.

“ Make sure you know yam  
gun before showing it to awy- 
one else. Don’t let others tate 
over the gun— many a te e n iw  
friendship has ended tragicul^ 
at this j>oint.” he concluded.

The Texas Safety Auociatiaw 
offers these tips for gun sefetgv

1. Treat every gun as if it 
is loaded.

2. Never point a gun at any­
thing you do not intend te 
shoot.

. Be sure of your target be­
fore you shoot.

4. Before firing be sure bar­
rel and action are clear and 
unobstructed and that vou are 
usmg the proper size o f am­
munition.

5. Keep the safety on until 
you are ready to shoot and 
carry the gun so it will not 
point at anyone if you should 
stumble

6. Unload your gun before 
climbing a fence or tree, or 
when traveling in an automo­
bile or boat.

7. Never shoot a bullet at a 
flat, hard surface or at water.

8. Don’t mix gunpowder and 
alcohol.

9 Before carrying a gun into 
camp, unload it and leave aê  
tion open.

10. Be sure guns kept at 
home are empty and that ano’ 
munition and weapons are stor­
ed in separate places, away 
from children.

During the past twr months the Police Departm ent 
has received an increasing number o f  com plaints concern- 

*ing stray dogs. In view o f  the com plaints. Chief Gage 
has announced that an intensified drive will be conducted 
to eliminate the problem .

Dog owners are again reminded that there is a City 
Ordinance which in i-art, requires that all dogs kept in 
the citv shall be vaccinated against rabie.'*, re g is te r^  at 
the City Hall each year, and not be allow ed to run at 
large.

The new Cap-Chur Gun has revolutionized the con ­
trol o f  dogs. Stray or suspected rabid dogs can be cap ­
tured humanely by use o f  the unique syringe propelled 
by a gas powered pro jector. When ? dog is shot with the 
gun. the syringe iiiiects a drug which im m obilizes the 
dog within one or two minutes. The e ffect o f  the drug 
will last about thirty minutes, a llow ing am ple time for  
the dog to be pickeu up and placed in the City Pound.

The City Council h.a.s instructed C hief Gage to dis­
pose o f  all dogs found which do not have a city  tag. Dogs 
picked up with a city tag w ill be placed in the pound 
and if they are not claim ed within five days they will 
be disposed o f.
