If  this policy were adopted, it 
would be equivalent to a plot 
among organized labor leaders 
to hi-jack the remainder of so­
ciety. It could only be efTertive 
because s large part of the pub­
lic does not belong to labor 
unions. I f  wc all t^Iunged to 
unions, a policy of this kind 
would only result in all of us 
paying more for the various 
roods and services which we 
consume.

It should never be forgotten 
that labor now gets about ninety 
percent of all the money earned 
by the American corporations 
available for distribution be­
tween labor and owners.

How much more does Mr. Hof- 
fa think labor can get by further 
encroaching upon the ten per­
cent now going to owners? If 
labor should get it all, it would 
mean only about one-ninth more 
than labor gets at present. But 
if  owners received nothing, there 
would be no incentive for them 
to save, and we would soon run 
out of capital. I f  the owners* 
share Is squeezed much lower 
than at present, shortages of 
capital will grow worse.

It should furthermore be re­
membered that every good job in 
America requires the investment 
of about $22,(100. Somebody must 
save this capital, or jobs will not 
be available. No one is going to 
save unless he is relatively cer­
tain of some reward for his self- 
denial.

I f  Mr. Hoffa will think the 
matter over carefully he will see 
that the owner’s share, as a re­
ward for saving and risk-taking, 
cannot be reduced much more 
without destroying the incentive 
to save. That would of course 
force us into a totalitarian econ­
omy where the government did 
the saving by withholding pro­
duction from the workers.  
Surely, Mr. Hoffa does not want 
a Chinese or Russian form of 
Communist economy. Let him be­
ware that he does not bring it 
upon us by excessive demands.
