Detroit was the tar­
get of the biggest war in the 
streets.

The people who incite and 
plan riots—the cadres of insur­
rectionists in the Black Power 
movement and their allies 
among the Vietniks—won’t be 
deterred ^  additional federal 
spending. 'Diey intend to seize 
on any grievance, no matter 
how inconsequential and un­
founded. and fan it into a hot 
flame. Such people can only be 
dealt with by stern police mea­
sures.

Yet the Commission took it 
on itself to condemn pobce de- 

, partments that are equipping ui otner woras, we 
ithemsclvos for the riots of danger of mob rule I next summer. It is to be hoped' 
that police officials won’t be 
deterred by the CcHinnission’s' 
criticism. Law abiding citizens 
must have adequate protection 
against rioters and looters.
'Overwhelming police force is 
the best way to prevent a riot 
and also the best way to halt 
one after it starts. This way the 
experience of Philadelphia last 
summer. It made a real show 
of police strength and scared 
off the iasurrectionists.

Something more than polic­
ing is needed, hosvever. What 
is basically requii-ed is a new 
attitude on the part of the fed­
eral government and the peo­
ple who comment on public af­
fairs. 'The Commission”s re­
port l» indicative of what is 
wrong. It says, in effect, that 
the noting is the fault of so­
ciety, A>f the self reliant citi­
zens who mind their own busi­
