M ny 
states and localities have atiid  
firearm controls, which include 
registration and licensing. I be­
lieve this is where the people 
should be seeking action now.

1 am not opposed to strong 
gun control legislation; but 1 
do sincerely believe that this is 
one more area where we should

deal with the problem wUhout 
abdicating more power to the 
Federal government, and with­
out adding to the already «tor- 
mous problems of the Federal 
eslabli^ment.

In my opinion, enforcement 
of the laws already in existence j 
is just as vital toward curbing 
crime as enacting even more 
legislation to deal with this 
critical problem.
