Marine Lab Prepares 
Book on Coast Fishes

A booklet to be distributed free 
of charge by the Game and Fish 
Commission, is probably the first 
wholly taken up with the most 
popular fish along the Gulf Coast 
of Texas. It should be a boon to 
fishermen and sportsmen.

The booklet, “Food and Game 
Fishes of the Texas Coast,’’ is ex­
pected to be ready sometime in 
March. The booklet, written and 
edited by the laboratory staff 
members, will list the fish first 
by the common name preferred by 
the National Fisheries Society, by 
the scientific name and then by 
the common name preferred in 
Texas. Then it will list the names 
used elsewhere and the Spanish 
name.

It will also give a brief, accurate 
description of the fish, explain its 
range and food habits and its uses 
to man.

The fish will be grouped togeth­
er in families and orders and list­
ed under both names. Records of 
the largest fish are from the In­
ternational Game Fish Associa­
tion.

ONLY 187. POLL 
TAXES PAID

The sale of poll taxes has been, 
very slow to date. There have only 
been 187 persons paid their poll 
taxes and there should be approxi­
mately 1,600 persons in Aransas 
County eligible for poll tax pay­
ment.

Jan. 31 is the last day to buy 
your poll tax.

The property taxes have been 
coming in nicely though. A. C. 
Shivers, county tax collector re­
ported that approximately 86 per 
cent of this years taxes, or $286,- 
901.02 had been paid last Tuesday 
morning.

Mrs. McLester reports that ap­
proximately 88 per cent of the 
school taxes had been paid to date. 
This was in the amount of $217,- 
225.01.

According to Mrs. Frieda Died- 
erich, there have been approxi­
mately $26,000 of the city taxes 
paid with about $10,000 or $12,000 
still due.

All taxes, state, county, school 
or city, will draw a 1 per cent 
penalty and one-half per cent in­
terest if not paid by Jan. 31.

A boat—built by Henry Brun- j 
ner as a kind of monument to his 
life—may be the thing that saves 
his life.

Built with his own hands last 
spring and summer, the boat was 
to be the hefty cabinetmaker’s 
final project after doctors told 
him he had less than a year to 
live. But now he has hopes of 
proving the doctors wrong.

Last spring he began working 
on the boat—a 30-foot cabin cruis­
er—and wanted to have it finished 
in time to transport it from Dal­
las to the Gulf of Mexico, where 
he planned to live on the boat the 
remainder of his life.

He completed the boat in August 
and took it to Rockport for launch­
ing. Since that time—spending his 
days outdoors and living on the 
boat—the 46-year-old Mr. Brun­
ner has gained 20 pounds and 
claims he never felt better in his 
life.

“Some people, I guess, might 
have worried themselves to death, 
but I decided to take it all in my | 
stride and accept whatever hap-1 
pened. I figured that if I was 
going to die, I might as well 
spend the remainder of my life 
doing the thing I wanted to do 
most,” he explained.

“And now, I never felt better,” 
he said, thumping his chest.

'The boat, built in his back yard 
at 1323 Englewood, cost Mr. Brun­
ner about $3,200 in materials. He 
did all the labor himself.

Since it was completed, he has 
been offered $25,0QP in cash fo r . 
it.

“I don’t think I ’ll ever sell it, 
though. If I built another one it 
wouldn’t be quite the same,” he 
said.

And while he is spending the 
remainder of his life doing what 
he likes, he has turned the boat 
into a profitable business, too. He 
takes fishing parties on charter 
trips out of Rockport.

“I have a lot of fun and it’s 
profitable too,” he said. ^

The name of his boat—appro­
priately e n o u g h  — is “Lucky 
Strike.”

“The project was certainly a 
lucky strike for me. My building 
of the boat and deciding to live 
on it the rest of my life may turn 
out to be the luckiest thing that 
ever happened to me,” he declared.
