¥ Since duck hunting season start-
ed, hunters from around Rockport
exploring in the back bays, came
upon a little creek which they
entered, and found reds in schools
preceding them up the waterway.

The truth of the matter is that
most people don’t know how to
catch reds” or where to look for
them. Add to that, the fact that
redfish have undoubtedly learned
a little sense over the years, and
you can readily see why there
can be reds around and no one
will be bringing any of them in.

All of this leads up to the fact
thast a comparative landlubber,
Jerry Hodges of Crosbyton, Texas,
comes down here every year, puts
up at the Taylor Oak Trailer
Camp, and starts in catching reds
as Wough they were the only fish
in the bay and as plentiful as
fleag on a dog.

If this only happened now and
then, we wouldn’t think much of
the matter, and would sign off
after having ascribed the whole
thing to beginner’s luck. But no
beginner ever had luck like this.

Census Burcau Divides
County In Divisions

’

In a joint program with the
State of Texas and each of its
counties, the Bureau of the Cen-
sus is establishing areas, known
as “Census County Divisions,” for
use in statistical reporting.. Simi-
lar areas were established in the
State of Washington prier to the
1950 census, and since 1950 have
been put into effect in eleven other
states.

Mr. H. C. Walters, 2 member
of the Census staff, is here from
Washington to consult with coun-
ty officials and solicit ther advice
in regard tu the proposed areas
for Aransas County.

The proposed Census County Di-
visions should be particularly use-
ful for local administrative pur-
poses. The Census County Di-
visions are generally larger in
area and population than the
Justices’ or Commissioners pre-
incts, they have clear-cut bound-'
ries which can be casily identitied; |
and the, are intended to vemain
as permanent areas. F(» the most
part, they re based on the com-
munitier which will serve as a
yvardstick with which to measure
the sphere of influence exercised
by such communities. It is believed
that the Census County Divisions
will bc a handy tool for the use
of county officials, local news-
papers, and business and civic
organizations.

County-wide bond issues, such
as the $2.7 billion ecourthouse re-
modeling plan which was recently
rejected by voters, may be held
up for as much as two years at the
best, because the attorney general
of Texas is forbidden by law to
approve any bcnd issue by a coun-
ty if any matter affecting that
bond issue is in litigation.

The controversy has been going
on since 1880, and many an old
record stuck away in hard-to-find
neeks and corners will be hauled
out and brushed off when the two
counties start to battle it out.

Aransas County contends that

Diek Picton, of the
District, said: ‘

“The board, especially in view
of the fact that the Highway De-
partment wants some of the land
along the western edge of Little
Bay now controlled by the Navi-
gation District, feels that expert
planning is needed now, to prevent .
mistakes that could be very costly
later.

“There are so many angles that
must be considered when planning
developments that will ultimately
encompass dredging, riparian
rights, roadways, financing and a
great many other things, that the
board was unanimous in its deci«
sien to employ engineers familiar
with these matters.”

Picton then went on to point
out that many citizens of Live Oak
Peninsula believe that development
of Little Bay is an important part
of the district’s responsibility in
long range improvement of Aran-
sas County’s waterfront.

“From time to time,” he said,
“we have received proposals for
development of the area by private
individuals interested in various
sorts of commercial enterprises
including hotels and motels, water-
front improvements for private
and commercial boats, and con-
struction of commercial buildings
such as shopping centers and limit-
ed drive-in type establishments
and restaurants.

“It is the intention of the Navi-
gation District to authorize only
such projects as will contribute
to orderly development of the re-
gion. To do this we need a plan
to serve as a guide. We aren’t even
considering projects of a type that
should be financed by private capi-
tal, but we do intend to siart as
soon as feasible, on development
that may encourage private capi-
tal to make such expenditures,
which will ultimately result in de-
sirable properties that will enhance
the tax rolls of the county.”

It is the commissioners’ feeling
that the district should construct
facilities for general recreational
purposes, and they have asked the
engineers to prepare drawings
showing the type and layout of
facilities needed.

These will probably include rec-
reational areag”for swimming and
fishing; places where private faci-
lities may be erected and so on.

Sail and motorboat fairways for
pleasure and racing purposes will
probably be outlined, with access
to Aransas Bay being assured for
both Jocal and transient boats..

Another feature that has been
suggested is a multi-lane drive
along the shore of the bay, with
a portion having controlled access
for visitors and spectators of wa-
ter sports.

Wharfage along the shores of
the bay, with facilities for both
local boats and those of visiting
owners interested in only a short
stay was another project that re-
ceived attention in discussions
leading to the engineers’ employ-
ment. ;

Both Picton and Homer C. In-
nig, representing Lockwood, An-
drews and Newnam, pointed out
that all these things were merely
preliminary, although along with
the plans, teniative estimates of
cost, and various phases of con-
struction will be presented.

The plans will, however, show
the location and ‘ype of facilities
recommended, and will be present-
ed in sufficient detail to serve the
district’s requirements at this time,
fior a basis on which to plan for
ultimate developme..t of the area.

New Mental Health Code
Effective Soon

New Mental Health Code goes
into effect in Texas on Jan. 1,
1958.

The new code provides for an
emergency commitment to a state
mental hospital when a person’s
conduct makes it appear likely that
he is mentally ill and apt to injure
himself or others if not immediate-

directly to a state mental hospital.
This procedure is designed to pro-
tect the public from a violently ill
person, and, as well, protest the
ill person from the disturbance of
being confined in a local jail.
Whenever a person has been
taken to a state mental hospital in
this manner, he must be examined

within 48 hours, and notice of the
commitment sent to the patient’s
guardian. Also, there must be a
confirming order from the county
court within 24 hours. The emer-
gency commitment cannot be used
to hold a patient more than 96
hours.

N on - emergency commitments
may be either temporary or indefi-
nite. However, no one can be in-
definitely committed unless they
have first been temporarily com-
mitted. The temporary commit-
ment is begun by filing a sworn
application with the county court.
The application must allege that
the proposed patient is mentally ill
and that hospitalization is neces-
sary for the welfare of himself or
others.

An informal hearing is held
within 14 days of this application,
after notice is given to all concern-
ed, and the court has appointed an
attorney if necessary. The pro-
posed patient must be examined
by two physicians, both of whom
must find commitment necessary.
A patient who is temporarily com-
mitted can be held no longer than
90 days. Nevertheless, if it is de-
termined that a longer period of
time will be necessary to effect a
cure, indefinite commitment pro-
ceedings may be begun while the

The indefinite commitment is
, begun by the filing of a petition in
the county court. One of the neces-
sary allegations is that the patient

has been observed in « state men-
tal hogpital for at least 60 days
within the last year, and that the
patient is mentally ill, requiring
hosptalization. The petition must
be accompanied by a Certificate
of Medicai Examination by a doe-
tor stating the patient is mentally
ill. Thus there must be at least
three independent medical exami-
nations before a person can be in-

definitely committed. The court
notifies the proposed patient and
his guardian of the pending pro-
ceedipgs, and appoints an attor-
ney is necessary.

Theghearing is held 30 days after
the petition is filed. A jury will
decide the question of whether or
not the proposed patient is men-
tally ill, unless the jury has been
waived in writing. If the patient
is found to be mentally ill he may,
under the new code, appeal this
finding. /Also he may, at any time,
apply for a writ of habeas corpus.

Copano Bay Soil
District Is
Largely Grazing

More .than eighty per cent of
the land included in the Copano
Bay Soil Conservation District is
native grazing land. These lands
together with some improved
pastures produce approximately
70 percent of the total farm and

ranch income from agricultural
products. The income could be
materially increased by the appli-
cation of conservation manage-
ment practices.

Originally the land in the dis-
trict was either an open prairie
or oak savannah type country.
It was covered with high produc-
ing tall and mid prairie grasses
such as the bluestems. As the
heads built up to near grazing
capacity, drouth came and because
of lowered production created an
overgrazed situatiion. Grass plants
died and the open places were re-
placed by lesser, lower yielding
grasses or brush. The drouth
cycles continuped to come and
brush and lesser grasses continued
to invade until now two-thirds of
the land is infested with brush
and most of it has enough of the
lesser grasses to materially re-
duce its production.

The Copano Bay Soil Conserva-
tion District offers its cooperators
services to help improve the pro-
duction of native grasslands.
Through an agreement with the
Soil Conservation Service, techni-

cians are available to assist the
cooperators wth range problems.
The technicians will provide in-
formation on soile, plants, and
range management methods. They
will assist the cooperator in
making an inventory of soil and
plant resources in finding the

cause of the problems and will
design necessary erosion control
or water development measures.
The cooperator’s decisions will be
recorded in a consideration plan
which wil. include an aerial photo-
graph of the ranch. This plan is
given to the cooperator by the dis-
trict to assist him in carrying out
his decisions.

Management practices which
may be included in a conservation
plan are proper use, deferred graz-

ing, brush control, and range seet.i-
ing. On ranches where there is
active gully erosion the rancher
may want to include diversion ter-
races to keep excess water out
of the gullies. There are many
other practices which can be used
to correct problems or help the
rancher get .maximum sustained
production from his grassland.
:Conservatiion management is
good management. Any rancher
who has not devgloped a plan for
his ranch ig invited to contact one
of the district supervisors or the
Work Unit Office on the second

floor a¢f the Refugio County Court-
house to discuss the feasibility
of developing a conservation plan.

On the D. W. Grant ranch in

Aransas County progress has also
been exceptionally good. On the
deferred sandy iand pastures the

better grasses look good. On his
hardland sites and incidently these
soils show quite a high degree of
salinity, the better grasses are

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Reynolds Metals Company, at
La Quinta, has been expanding
-almost continuously ever since
that day in May, 1952, when 20,
000 visitors trooped curiously
through the company’s brand new,
$80 million San Patricio reduction
plant, eating Eskimo pies and hot
dogs, while a high school band
blared “Whistle While You Work”.

The great pot lines of the San
Patricio plant were secarcely in
good operating order before the
first expansion was under way—

{ @ $42 million alumina plant which

produced 150,000 tons of this
aluminum intermediate in the last
five months of 1953, the first
year it operated. P

As a part of this program the
company also constructed docks
and unloading machinery at La
Quinta, dredging a channel in from
the Port Aransas-Corpus Christi
waterway to the site of the Sher-
win Plant, as it was later named.

To haul bauxlite ore between
Jamaica, where the company has
its mines, and Corpus Christi,
Reynolds had built in Ragland the
first self-loading and unloading
ore carrier to be used in the
aluinum industry—the SS Carl
Schmedeman, which, during the
next four year&, was to pour un-
told millions of bauxite ore across
the La Quinta dock.

1955, additions were completed
to the San Patricio reduction
works pot lines, increasing their
capacity from the 160,000,000
pounds a year for which they were
originally designed to 183,000,000
pounds annually, and the com-
pany’s investment from $§80 to
$127.5 million.

Before this was completed, a
new project was started, aimed
at increasing the Sherwin plant’s
alumina capacity by 50 per cent,
and upping the capital investment
by another $30 million. This unit
was completed last month, Oc-
tober, and went into production
without fanfare or ceremony,
turning out 1500 tons of alumina
daily, instead of the formerly
rated capacity of a thousand tons.

Nor was this all. Even before.
construction on this was finished,
another $16 million was allotted
to increase production to 2,000
tons every 24 hours, doubling the
original capacity. When erection
of these additional , facilities is
completed in October of 1958, the
two olants will represent a total

investment of $174,000,000; will
employ about 2,000 people; and
inject a $10 million annual pay-
roll into the economy of the region.

The dry cargo traffic generated
by Reynolds, added to the Port
of Corpus Christi’s other cargos,
makes it first in Texas in volume
of such importations, and, even
so, this is due for a rise.

In 1956, Reynolds imported
857,022 tons of bauxite ore from
Jamaica. Operation of the new
unit will bring another 450,000
tons of ore into use annually, and
when the final unit is completed,
an additional 450,000 long tons
will be required, bringing the
yearly tonnage up to 1.8 million.

To take ecare of this increase
in tonnage and to facilitate load-
ing, the company recently finish-
ed the world’s largest bauxite
storage building at Ochos Rios,
Jamaica. Previously storage  was
available for only 25,000, but the
new building holds 120,000 tons.

To bring more ore faster, and to
lower transportation costs, two
new self-loading, ore-carrying
ships were ordered to supplement
the work of the SS Carl Schmede-
man and an older, more conven-
tionally-designed ore carrier, the
Dragon.

The SS Richard, a 32,000-ton-
ner, the largest dry cargo ship
ever to enter a Gulf port, was
constructed in Japan and for a
short time was used to carry coal
from Newport News, Virginia, to
Rotterdam, while waiting on the
channel into the Sherwin plant
to be deepened to 86 feet and
widened to 200 in order to handle
this supper ore carrier.

Her first load of bauxite was
delivered at the Reynolds dock

in July, and since then she has
been unloading 32,000-ton cargoes |
every eight days, while the
Schmedeman is delivering 13,500 |
tons at a time, and the third of |
the trio, the Louise, recently-added
is carrying 16,500 tons each trip.|

At present, these three, and the |
Dragen, all of them operated by
the Caribbean Steamship Com-
pany, a Reynolds affilliate, are
bringing in 1.8 million tons of
ore annually, some of which is
being stockpiled.

The Richard, pride of the Rey-
nolds fleet, cost almost $11 mil-
lion to build, and, like the Louise
and the Schmedeman, is fully
mechanized.

The most interesting feature of
all three is their unusually ef-

ficient system for \discharging
fargo.
On the Richard, for instance,

three 42-inch conveyor belts run
virtually her entire length of 670
feet, under the holds. These holds,
constructed like hoppers to per-
mit the ore they contain to flow
freely, can be dumped, one at a
time., through 246 gates on to
these belts, which carry the baux-
ite to the stern of the ship, dis-
charging it on to a shuttle belt.
This can be projected through
either the port or starboard side

of the ship, to discharge into
shore conveyors whoch move the
ore from the dock into two huge

storage buildings which feed di-
rectly into the alumina plant.

The Richard's system is capable
of unloading the bauxite at a
speed of 2850 long tons an hour,
g’\d a similar speed is attained by

e other vessels built in the same
manner. The Dragon, of conven-
tional design, is unloaded jn the
usual manner employed by ore
carriers elsewhere.

Since the San Patricio plant
cannct use all of the alumina pro-
duced at Sherwin, the balance will
be shipped to reduction plants
at Listerhill, Alabama; Troutdale,
Oregon, and Longview, Washing-
ton.

Tariff structures make it more
economical to import bauxite than
refined alumina. The Bayer pro-
cess, by which alumina is recover-
ed from bauxite, is a chemical
process involving treatment of the
ore in a hot caustic solution and
the subsequent calcination of
separated hydrated alumina.

Gulf coast alumina producing
locations are excellent from the
viewpoint of chemicals—soda ash
and lime—and fuel requirements
of natural gas, but the key fac-
tor behind location of the Reynolds
plants was probably the area’s
geographic location with regard
to major bauxite deposits in the
Western Hemisphere,

Cheap electricity is needed for
aluminum reduction plants, which
outweighs cost of hauling alumina
long distances and in shipping
gluminum ingots from remote loca-
tions to Midwestern and Northern
fabricating centers.

The outlook for the reaction in-
dustry (such as that represented
by Reynolds San Patricio plant)
in Texas depends upon costs of its
major fuels—such as natural gas,
fuel oil and lignite—in comparison
with those elsewhere.

Business analyists think that it
is significant that the most recent
expansion of the reduction in-
dustry has been, or is planned, for
cool-based power sites in Indiana,
Ohio, and West Virginia. This
suggests, they say, that operating
costs plus transportation costs on
the finished ingots may already
be less at such locations than they
are in Texas, and may reflect long-
range expectations regarding the
relatives costs of coal versus
natural gas,

In the meantime, aluminum has
brought a new era of prosperity to
the Coastal Bend.

The two plants, and their 2,000
permanent employees, account for
about 8,000 persons dependent
on Reynolds for their living. In
addition, abont 1125 competent
construction men are employed
on the Reynolds’ expansion pro-
gram, and with an almost con-
tinuous building program under-
way since 1952, there has been
a large construction payroll, much
of which has been spent in the
area.

And following in the wage of
such primary plants as Reynolds,
the extrusion industry and manu-
facturers of aluminum products
are growing and expanding in the

Of Fire Ants -

Austin, Texas.—State Agricul-
ture Commissioner John White
says that the imported fire ant
investigation has been found in
six extreme southeastern counties
in Texas. o

A survey of seven adjoining
counties is now underway to de-
termine if the ant is branching
out, White said in a special warn-
ing to Texas nurserymen.

White said a public hearing has
been scheduled by U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture officials Nov.
19 in Memphig, Tenn., at which
time a guarantine of ten states,
including Texas, will be consider-
ed. 3 3

Among regulations proposed in
the quarantine action is a require-
ment for inspection of all nurseries
in suspicious areas. Nurseries
found to be infested would have
to be treated then wait 30 days
before making any shipments.

Besides Texas, states which have
known fire ant infestations are
Florida, Georgia, Louisiana, Mis-
sissippi, North Carolina, South
Carolina and Tennessee.

‘ What It Teaches

The church is not specifically
bhentioned in the Old Testament,
o far as I know, but it is men-
ioned in the New Testament about
110 times, and comes from a Greek
word meaning “the called out.”
Hence, the Lord’s people, the
church, are a called out people;
peing called out of the world into
the Lord’s church. The church,
therefore, is not a place, but a
people.

It is really not proper to refer
to the place of worship as “the
church.” For the people who wor-
§ there constitute the church
in that particular place. Neither
is the church a denomination; for
denominations had their origin
long since the Lord’s church was
established on the first Pentecost
after the resurrection of our Lord.
But they are the full grown prod-
uct of some man’s religious theory.
But the Lord’s church is founded
upon the teaching of Christ and
the apostles. (Eph. 2:19-22).

The Lord’s church from the
standpoint of government, is an
absolute kingdom, with Christ as
King of Kings. (Mat. 16:18,19; 1
Tim. 6:15).

Hence, we have no voting, but
1 the simple directions of our

and King: all of which are
found in the New Testament.
Moreover, the church is often re-
ferred to as the “body of Christ,”
as in Rom. 12:4,5, “For as we have
many members in one body, and all
members have not the same office;
So we being many, are one body in
Christ, and everyone members one
of another. “Thus teaching the
close unity of the church.

The program included a tour of
the pastures to show range and
wildlife management practices and
a barbecue lunch which was furn-

ished by the First Nati
pogyhsob ional BRank

The Aransas Wildlife Refuge
became a cooperating unit of the
Copano Bay SCD in 1952. Since
?hat time Soil Conservation Serv-
ice Technicians assisting the dis-
tpct have provided technical as-
sistance in developing range man-
agement plans. These plans in-
cluded proper use of the desirable
grasses, deferred grazing to per-
mit and increase of the better
grasses. and brush control. The
plans also provided for better dis-
?ribution of grazing through fenc-
ing, salting and water develop-
ments.

: The most interesting stop was
in the Point Pasture where the oak
brush has been mowed for two
suqcessive springs and deferred.
This area which had been infested
with oak only two years before
appeared to be a grass prairie.
There - were some oak sprouts
showing but they were covered
with* grass and would not hamper
the movement of livestock through
the area. A plot which had also
been sprayed with herbicides show-
ed promise that herbicides may
give good control.

The result of the work in the
Point Pasture is good range man-
agement and is to be expected.
Mowing the oak in the spring
with heavy duty rotary cutters
catches the oak when it has a low
supply of stored food in the roots.
This tends to weaken the oak and
gives the desired grasses a chance
to grow. The first year the exist-
ing grass plants and a few seed-
lings make fairly good growth
and produce seed due to not hav-
ing to compete with the oak for
light and moisture. However,
since there is lots of open ground
to cover the existing tall grasses
such as Seacoast bluestem, Indian
grass, Big bluestem, and Switch
grass cannot cover the area and
some oak wmakes good growth.
Mowing the second year seis the
oak back again and the seedlings
from the previous year’s grass
seed crop are able to get a good
start and provide shade and mois-
ture competition for the oak. Dur-
ing the second year there should
be, enough tall grass to surpress
the oak. Grazing management will
then gévern how long it will be
before another control operation
will be necessary.

Grass is the key to successful
brush control. Deferment is nec-
essary to get an initial establish-
ment of grass. Proper use is nec-
essary to keep it there.

ONLY TWO OCTOBER
TRAFFIC INJURIES

There were only seven traffic
accidents in Aransas County dur-
ing October, according to a report
released today by Lieutenant Paul
Oder, of the Department of Pub-
lic Safety.

There were no deaths; and only
two injuries.

Traffic deaths in the county
for the first ten months this year
have shown a marked drop over
the same period a year ago. Dur-
ing 1957 there have been only two,
compared to nine a year ago. In-
juries in the county the first 10
months wer ealso less. Only 10
people have been injured this year
against 23 a year ago.

The Texas Highway Department
will spend $14,700.00 for improve-
ments on farm-to-market roads
in Aransas County during 1958,
T Foster, Jr., District En-
gineer at Corpus Christi, has an-
nounced.

: Outclodrs In Texas
~ (By Hugh Williamson)

Literally, the weather is great
for ducks.

A lot of Texans, you may be
sure, have been thinking it over,

- inasmuch as the duck season opens
Nov. 1 and extends to Dec. 80.

' Big rains this year have broken
the drouth along the Gulf Coast,
providing plenty of surface water
for the birds. Conditions in the
marsh areas of the upper coast

" are the best in 10 years.

There will be an excellent crop
of such native waterfowl food as
wild duck millet, smartweeds, duck
potato, and pondweeds.

Along the lower coast, the duck
prospects are also very good. Oec-
tober rain caused habitat condi-
tions to improve rapidly.

Add to all this the fact that
the duck breeding season in the
north was a successful one, and
you have every indication of good
duck hunting in Texas during the
coming season.

Many varieties of ducks come to
Texas with the cool winds of Fall
. Of the various kinds, the mal-
Jard predominates. A grain-eater,
the mallard’s flesh has a mild fla-
vor. ‘JFish-eating ducks have a
stronger taste.

How To Do It

What'’s the secret of duck hunt-
ing — or any wing shooting ? Well,
it takes a steady hand, a clear
eye, and good coordination, of
course, but it also takes a gun
that fits the shooter.

With time and money, you can
do business with gun specialists
who will fit the gun to your par-
ticular needs. ?

You'll get all kinds of tests,
including some in the field. At the
end of a year or so you'll have
your gun, which will fit you like
an old shoe. It will cost you about
$2,000.

Most of us don’t have that kind
of moola. But we can take our time
ir selecting a weapon, try it out,
borrow a gun from a friend, talk
about it, and be sure, before we
purchase, that the gun fits.

Then we can go duck hunting,
and if all the factors are right we
can get birds.

Practice Helps

It goes without saying that
practice is one of the elements of
accurate wing shooting. Some
rounds of skeet, before the season
opens, should serve to sharpen the
eye. :

Another item is distance. A be-
ginner is likely to blast away at

'ducks from afar, but a more ex-

perienced shooter will wait until
they come closer.

At 12 yards, a duck looks bigger
than a turkey. At 20 yards he
shrinks to chicken size. At 30
yards, he’s more like a pigeon,
and at 40 yards, he’s down to dove
dimensions. Off there at 50 yards
he’s an English sparrow, and at
60 yards, he’s a hummingbird.

Too Many Deer
" Game management officials are
in some disagreement about reduc-
ing the deer population in some
areas.

In Kerr County, for example,
game commission biologists found
that the land is overstocked and
overgrazed. They recommended
that hunters be permitted to kill
doe as well as buck deer this sea-
son.

Kerr County commissions reject-
ed this proposal, and the state

General Land Office maps of
the two counties show different
boundaries, and neither agree with
the present claims of Aransas
County. The map of Nueces Coun-
ty shows the Porter survey form-
ing the disputed boundary.

But the one of Aransas County
is much different. The map, drawn
in 1896, shows the town of “Aran-
sas” on the southern tip of St.
Joseph’s Island and within Aran-
gas County. The boundary line on
the land office map then between
St. Joseph and Mustang Islands,
and cuts ‘a small part of Harbor
Island to the Samuel Highland
survey on Aransas Bay and down
the coast to San Patricio County.
Aransas County’s claim, and
that of San Patricio, if it joins in
the suit, hinges on several con-
tentions, the main one being that
an 1858 Act of the Legislature. |
purporting to give Nueces County
jurisdiction over the bay was un-
constitutional.

The pleading filed by Aransas
County contends ‘that the Act
violated the constitution because
the title failed to give notice of
what the bill contained; that it
violated the provisions of the con-
~titution that prohibited the legis-
lature from lopping territory off
a county and thereby reducing it
to less than 900 square miles and
less than 150 qualified voters.

Accéording to the present Aran-
sas County claim, backed up by
engineering and legal research, the
AransasSan Patricio County boun-
dary would extend directly out to
the Gulf of Mexico, cutting off
most of Harbor Island and the
upper tip of Mustang Island, in-
cluding Port Aransas.
