AUSTIN,— Texas has nearly 9000
local taxng authorities bearing heavy-
ly on the taxpayer, said State Auditor
Orvilie S. Carpenter today about the
necent ‘‘Report on Taxes and Indebt-
edness of Local Units of Government
in Texas for 1934.”

“In spite the present trend
toward offi in goyernmapt aod
#limination of duplication between

departments, we find in this State

cities, counties, schools, water db—
tricts, drainage districts road dis-|
tricts, irrigation districts and many
others, all assessing and collecting
taxes on the same property. As a
result most property owners must
render the same property to several
assessors and pay taxes to several
collectors,” Carpenter explained.

“The number of local taxing auth-
orities seems increasing.
survey made. by Moore Lynn, former
state auditor, for ths year 1932 show.
ed at that time8,742 tax districts.
He called attention to the ‘present
chaotic conditions’ then
local taxation matters,”

“The survey just compmd for
the year 1934 :hows 8,936 local tax-
ing units, an increase of 194 in two
years ” he stated.
