How does a person react
when blindness strikes? Where
can he go for competent assist-
ance?

Actually, each person reacts
differently, according to M.
Robert Barnett, executive di-
rector of the American
Foundation for the Blind. The
key factor in adjusting is pro-
fessional counselling, which is
available through local agencies
for the blind all over the
country.

Unfortunately, blindness for
centuries has been linked with
helplessness, and today many
people still think and speak of
“the blind” as a class apart
from our normal society. The
fact is that there are more than
30,000 blind college graduated
in the United States.

There are blind teachers in
public schools, blind college
professors, blind executives in
business and government, blind
computer programmers, and
blind scientists in many fields.
There are blind children at-
tending school with their
sighted peers.

This progress is largely the
result of the assistance and
guidance of hundreds of com

munity agencies for the blind.
Helen Keller was the inspira-
tion for much of the work
which has enable blind people
to win independence and a
place in our sighted society.

Miss Keller, who triumphed
over deafness as well as blind-
ness, was associated with the
American Foundation for the
Blind from 1924 until her
death just a year ago. The
Foundation is carrying on her
work, cooperating with other
agencies throughout the coun-
try, and urging all Americans
to rededicate themselves to the
spirit and service of Helen
Keller.

If you are not acquainted
with the agency for the blind
in your community, the
Foundation suggests that you
get to know it, to learn about
its services and its needs.

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TEEN PROBLEMS START WITH THE “HYPER-P

\

Suddenly there comes a
time in the life of every child
when the whole world changes'
Yesterday's games appear
‘““babyish’’. Balanced eating
patterns give way to erratic
fads. Parents seem to lose their
ability to understand. Tears
flow for no apparent reason.
Old truths are questioned. Old
standards are bases for rebel-
lion.

What has happened? The
child has reached what autho-
rities now call the ‘“hyper-
phase,” that period from age
11 to 18 when a youngster
becomes hyper-sensitive,
hyper-emotional, hyper-active
and hyper-impressionable. He
is giving way to the adult—with
all the physical and emotional
confusion that accompanies
such a transformation.

For nine out of ten young
people one of the first signs of
the hyper-phase is often a
problem skin condition, Teen
authorities report that troubled
skin is usually the first problem
that a maturing youngster has
to handle all on his own. The
reasons for acne-like outbreaks
are not known, but for the
youngster in his or her hyper-
phase the added burden of an
unattractive skin can show up
in poor social relationships,
poor scholastic performance
and conflicts at home

Laboratories have been
studyihg this hyper-phase prob

that although . there is no
known cure for acne, it can be
alleviated. The secret is an
anti-bacterial cleanser for scru-
pulous cleanliness of the face
and hair. The Colgate labo-
ratories have just developed a
foaming anti-bacterial cleansing
formula named Hyper-phaze,
after this period of a child’s
development, and geared to
alleviating the skin problems
associated with it,

Using the foaming liquid
cleanser instead of a bar soap,
say the authorities, eliminates
the excessive scrubbing that
can irritate the skin and help
spread infection, The Hyper-
phaze laboratories advise
washing thoroughly but gently
three times a day and at bed-
time with this anti-bacterial
liquid, paying special attention
to the forehead, nose, and
chin—which is called the prob-
lem triangle. Rinse with warm
water, then splash with cold,
and dry with a clean towel, say
the experts.

Another pointer: after
shampooing with Hyper-phaze,
don't add any oil or grease to
the hair, as excessive oiliness
plays a large part in creating
acne
