Limited approval has ibeen given 

for using a systematic insecticide 
Trolene (iET-57) to control cattle 
grubs. The 'U9DA and. the Food and 
Drug Administration approved its 
use in parts of Iowa, Nebraska, 
South Dakota and Wyoming last 
fall. More than likely Texas will be 
one of the states approved for the 
use of the insecticide this year.

The material is given to cattle 
orally usually in the form of pills, 
or as a liquid toy the use of a dose 
syi’inge. It circulates with the toody 
fluid and destroys the grutos that 
have burrowed in the flesh. The fol­
lowing precautions have to be fol­
lowed in using the insecticides:

It is recommended that the com­
pound he administered to cattle af­
ter the adult heel-fly season ends 
but before the grubs show up in 
the tracks cf ckttie. Treatmtonts 
must not be made later than 60 
days before slaughter of the ani­
mals. Lactating cows s:hould not be 
treated. Only one treatment is re­
quired. A single treatment of about 
1 ounce of the chemical is requir­
ed for a 60-(pound animal. Each 
bolos has a total weight of 1.32 
ounces, of which 40 percent is the 
ipestrici'dal chemical. Accordinglly, 
'2 such boluses would be required 
per animal. Overdoses can cause 
toxic symptoms in cattle.

Winter is a good time to kill 
worthless brush in the pasture and 
along field fence rows. This season 
of the year is a good time to chem- 
cally treat brush because you are 
not so busy and usually there are 
no croips growing that wold be 
harmed toy the chemicals. A person 
can get closer to the brush at this 
time and can do a better job of 
treating. But the most important 
reason is that the percentage of 
kill is better.

Best results have been received 
toy using 2, 4, 5-T, mixed at the rate 
of 1 pound of 2, 4, d-T ester in 10 
gallons of diesel oil or kerosene. 
2,4,5-T is sold in the liquid form 
and most of it weighs 5 pounds to 
the gallon.

A ten inch mesquite tree can 
cost a farmer over $9.15. It costs 
only 5c to kill that tree. The same 
tree uses about 1 ton of water to 
produce a pound of mesquite beans. 
While this same ton of water will 
proudee four ponds of good grass, 
we kknow that livestock had rather 
have the grass to eat than the mes­
quite beans and it will .put on more 
pounds of livestock meat.

j IBeef cattle need a liberal supply 
I of minerals for proper bone devel­

opment and; growth. Extension ani- 
I mal husbandiman, at Texas A&M 
j say that mineral supplements are 

no cure-all but they are necessary 
' for successful grassland cattle pro­

duction in areas where soils have 
become deficient in minerals.

Minerals most likely to be need­
ed by cattle or swine are Sodium, 
Chlorine, Phosporus, and Calcium. 
We can supply sodium and chloride 
by feeding common salt. The other 
phosporus and calcium can be fur­
nished through mineral supplements 
such of steambone meal.

Phosporus deficiency may occur 
in any part of the state at any 
time but in some sections it is pres­
ent at all times. Due to the low 
cost of salt, and. steambone meal, 
a year round mineral supplement 
feeding program wmuld more than 
pay for the cost of minerals.

Because employment and income 
should be high in 1958 and the 
slaughter of beef cattle should be 
a litte less than in 1957, it appears 
that 1958 beef catte prices should 
be a little higher than in 1957, ac­
cording to John MciHaney, exten­
sion economist.

Here are the three reasons Mr. 
MciHaney gives for the good out­
look for beef cattle in 19'58.

1. Due to improved range condi­
tions, a strong demand has been 
created to restock ranges.

2. The big 1957 feed: crop has 
created a strong demand for feed­
ers in the corn belt.

3. A very strong demand exists 
from consumers who like beef­
steak.

Over-all, beef cattle is one of 
the bright spots in the outlook for 
agriculture in 1958,

The program  at all three 
schools is designed not merely 
to'punish^boys arfd girls, but 
mainly to rehabilitate them—to 
make them worthwhile citizens.

ABOUT YOUR HEALTH
A weekly public aervice lecture Iron*

Three of the greatest public 
health programs in history are gen­
erally acknowledged to be immu­
nization against infectious diseases, 
chlorination of water and pasteu­
rization of milk.

Now, after years of investiga­
tion, a fourth has been added—  
fluoridation of water to reduce 
tooth decay.

“ What was the hope of a gener­
ation ago is now a fact of preven­
tative dentistry,” says the Ameri­
can 'Dental Association. “ Today, 
the overwhelming accumulation of 
evidence on the effectiveness and 
safety of fluoridation is a matter 
of record.”

Almost 1,500 United States com­
munities, with a combined popula­
tion of well over 25,000,000, are 
now drinking artificially fluoridat­
ed water. iMillions of other are 
drinking water in which fluorides 
are naturally present.

So thoroughly has the effect of 
fluorides on 'tooth decay been in­
vestigated that the American Med­
ical Association has recently given 
its unequivocal endorsement to the 
program, thereby joining practical­
ly every other reputable health and 
medical organization in the United

States.
The nation’s second and third 

largest cities— Chicago and Phila­
delphia— are among the cities
which have fluoridation programs 
in oiperation. Other major cities now 
giving their children the benefit of 
progressive meature are Cleveland, 
Baltimore, Washington, St. Louis, 
San Francisco. Milwaukee and 
Pittsburgh.

In addition to the ability to re­
duce dental caries by as much as 
60% among children, and most au­
thorities are convinced the bene­
fit extends throughout life, fluo­
ridation of community water sup­
plies is shaping as one of the best 
public health bargains in all time.

For less than 15 cents per per­
son per year, the ravages of tooth 
decay can safely and conveniently 
be cut by two-thirds. The cost of 
a single filling would pay for the 
fluorides for one person for many 
years.

From an engineering standpoint, 
according to a water works associa­
tion, the mechanism of adding 
fluorides to water supplies is no 
more involved than adding chlor­
ine. Futhermore, fluorine is not 
a medicine any more than chlqrine.

It is not a cure-all. It cannot en­
tirely eliminate tooth decay. It can 
do nothing more about teeth thaat 
are already decayed.

In fluoriation we have the "wea­
pon against tooth decay that men 
of all ages have sought. Not a sin­
gle valid argument can be raised 
against it. To deny it to children is 
to deny them the best that preven­
tative dentistry has to offer.
