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Spring Is Voting Season

Some Answers To Questions On Where And When

Spring is the season when the days
get longer, flowers bloom and blue-
birds come back to find the houses
you offered them last year. And, in
even-numbered years like 1992, it's
the season for elections--at least three
of them.

The elections can get a little con-
fusing. We'll try to help you figure
out what's going on.

PARTY PRIMARIES

If you listen to the big-city media,
the Democratic and Republican pri-
maries, scheduled for next Tuesday,
March 10, are the most important. It's
when you vote to determine who will
be your party's nominees in next
November's general elections for
national, state, county and precinct
offices.

You will have to decide whether to
vote in the Democratic or Republican
primary--you must wait for the gen-
eral election in November to split
your ticket and vote for "some of
each". In our area, a majority of can-
didates for county and precinct of-
fices such as Sheriff and Commis-
sioner file in the Democratic primary.
In Red River County, for instance, all
such candidates filed as Democrats.
If you want to vote for "local" candi-
dates in the Democratic primary, you
cannot at this stage vote your prefer-
ences among the Republican candi-
dates for state or national office. We
repeat:

The primaries will be held on
Tuesday, March 10, with the polls
open from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Unless
you have moved since registering
you will probably vote at the same
location as you did last time. Demo-
cratic voting boxes are located all
over Lamar, Red River and Titus
Countics, but you must vote at the
box in the voting precinct in which
you reside. Republican boxes, by
decision of the party, are less numer-
ous. If in doubt about where to vote,
telephone your County Clerk's office
in advance to avoid possible incon-
venicnce on clection day.

It is too late to vote in the Prima-
ries by mail but you may vote "ab-
sentee” by going to the County Clerk's
Office at your county court house
during business hours through Fri-
day, March 6.

Regardless of when you vote, you
should take your current voter regis-
tration card--that's the blue one--with
you to the polls. If you arc duly reg-
istered but have misplaced your card
you should do your best to find it.
Without it you may still be allowed
to vote, but you'll waste, your time
and the election staff's, It's good citi-
zenship to find that card and take it
with you!

An ordinance of the City of Talco,
Texas, making it unlawful for any
person, firm or corporation to con-
vert a motor vehicle into processed
scrap or scrap metal, or otherwise to
wreck or dismantle motor vehicles
without proper storage and removal
of said vehicles; whether on private
or corporate lands within the City of
Talco; hereby does set rules and
regulations stating proper storing,
dismantling or abandonment of such
vehicle and regulations stating re-
moval of said vehicles by the City of
Talco and charge of cost 1o owners
of operations. This ordinance is to
repeal all conflicting ordinances.
SECTION 1. Definitions.

As used in this section, the fol-
lowing terms shall have the respec-
tive meanings ascribed 1o them:

Demolisher: Any person whose
business is 10 convert a molor ve-
hicle into processed scrap or scrap
metal, or otherwise to wreck or dis-
mantle motor vehicles.

Junked vehicle: Any motor ve-
hicle as defined in section 2 of Ar-
tcle 6701d, Vemon's Texas Civil
Statutes, as amended, which is inop-
eraive and which does not have
lawfully affixed thereto both an
unexpired license plate or plates and
a valid motor vehicle safely ingpec-
tion centificate, and which is
wrecked, dismantled, partially dis-
mantled or discarded or remains
mnoperable for a continuous period
of more than one hundred twenty
(120) days.

Motor vehicles: Any motor ve-
hicle as defined in section 2 of the
Centificate of Title Act (Vemon's
Texas Civil Statute, Article 6687-a.
SECTION 2. Junked, etc. vehicles
on private property. Definition.

For the s of this article, a
motor icle shall be deemed
wrecked, junked, dismantled or
inoperative when the same does not
have lawfully affixed thereto both
an unexpired license plate or plates
and a valid current motor vehicle
inspection sticer, and the condition

(2) Dismantled.
(3) Partially dismantled.
(4) Not in condition to be legally
driven upon public streets.
(5) Abandoned.
(6) Discarded.
SECTION 3. Same-Prohibition;
declaration of nuisance.
(a) It shall be unlawful for any per-
son to park, place, store or leave, for
a period of time in excess of thirty
(30) days, upon any lot, tract of land
or other private rty within the
city, any motor vehicle of any kind,
or parts thereof which is in a
wrecked, junked, dismantled or
inoperative condition.
(b) It shall be unlawful for any per-
son who is the owner, occupant or in
charge of any real property within
the city to suffer, permitor allow any
motor vehicle of any kind, or pars
thereof, which is in a wrecked,
junked, dismantled or inoperative
condition, to be parked, placed,
stored or left upon such real property
for a period of time in excess of
thinty (30) days.
(¢) The parking, placing, storing or
leaving of any wrecked, junked,
dismantled or inoperative motor
vehicle or pans thereof upon any
lot, tract of land or other private
property within the city in violation
of this section shall constiute a
nuisance, detrimental 1o the health,
safety and welfare of the inhabitants
of the city, and it shall be the duty of
the owner, occupant or person in

SECTION 4. Same-Exceptions.

The isions of section 3 shall
not apply to:
(1) Any motor vehicle or pants thereof
sitvated within a completely en-
closed building or structure.
(2) Any motor vehicle orparts thereof
situated wholly within the backyard
area of a lot or building site which is
completely enclosed be a solid fence
not ess than five (5) feet in height.
(3) Any motor vehicle or pans
thereof situated on the premises of a
business enterprise which is neces-
sary in the operation of such busi-
ness enterprise and when such busi-
ness enterprise is located and con-
ducted in an area authorized by the
nglgnﬂ ordnance of the city.
S ON 5. Abatement procedure
established.

The city council hereby estab-
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lished the following ures for
the abaterment of the muilmce
defined in section 3, as authorized
Article 6687-9, Vemon's Texas
ivil Statutes, as amended, as set
forth in this section.
SECTION 6. Administration.

This section shall be administered
by the Constable of Precinct 3 or
other designated officers and em-
ployees said City, ex; for
removal of vehicles or parts thereof
from property, which may be per-
formed by any other person desig-
nated in writing by such officer,
upon a form 1o be prepared by such
officer; such officer and employees
hereinafter referred to as "enforcing
officer.”

SECTION 7. Notice to the owner.

The enforcing officer shall pro-
vide for the removal of any public
nuisance, as herein defined, from
private property, provided that such
officer shall give notice by certified
or registered mail with a five (5) day
retum requested, 1o the owner or
occupant of the premises whereupon
such public nuisance exists, which
notice shall set forth:

(1) The nature of the public nui-
sance;

(2) That it must be removed and
abated within ten (10) days; and
(3) That a public hearing before the
Justice of the Peace count may be
requested, provided that such re-
quest is filed in the office of the city
secretary Yrior 1o the expiration of
such ten (10) day period.

If any notice to an owner or occu-
pant, as above authorized is returned
undelivered by the United States
postal service, official action to abate
such lic nuisance shall be con-
tinued to a date not less than ten (10)
days from the date of such retum.
SECTION 8. Public hearing.

When an owner or occupant, upon
receipt of a notice under section 7,
files a request for public hearing
within the time and in the manner
therein specified, the city secretary
shall proceedto set a J:ubh'c hearing
before the Justice of the Peace court
and shall post notice of the time, plae
and subject of said hearing on the
city hall bulletin board and, also,
shall mail a copy of said notice to the

ry ncquesling such hearing not
jess than three (3) days prior 1o such
hearing.

SECTION 9. Order.

At the conclusion of the public
hearing, the Justice of the Peace
court shall, by order, require the
removal of such junked vehicle or
part thereof, and shall include a
description of the vehicle and the
correct identification number and
license number of the vehicle, if
such identification and license
number are available at the site. If
the foregoing order is not made, or if
no action is taken by the judge of the
court, theproceedings shall be abated
and no further action shall be taken
by the enforcing officer with regard
to the abatement of such public nui-
sance.

SECTION 10. Removal.

the owner or occupant has
failed to abate a nuisance within the
time hereinabove specified, or upon
the making of an order pursuant 1o
section 7, the enforcing officer shall
arrange for the removal of the junked
vehicle; or pant thereof, by either
such enforcing officer or any other
duly authorized person, to the loca-
tich as such enforcing officer may
designate; provided, that any junked
vehicle or pants which have been
removed under the terms of this
section shall not be reconstructed or
made operable at the owners ex-

se.
gEnCI‘lON 11. Notice to state de-
partment.

The enforcing office shall give
notice 1o the state department of
highways and public transportation
within five (5) days after removal of
a junked vehicle, or part thereof,
citing this section, setting forth all
identification numbers and such
other description as may be avail-
able at the site, and requesting can-
cellation of the centificate of utle to
such vehicle, pursuant to Article
6687-1, Vernon's Texas Civil Stat-
utes, as amended.
SECTION 12. Disposal.

Theenforcing officer shall arrange
for the disposal of junked vehicles
or pans thereof, in accordance with
section 11 of Arnticle 6687-9, Ver-
non's Texas Civil Statutes, as
amended.
