from  one site to another. My father 
and m other, Vernon Shuford and 
Bonnie (Jackson  )were born and 
had lived in L am ar County all their 
lives, but we settled with other 
family m em bers in Pt. Neches 
toward the end of the war. W e left 
behind tho.se things fam iliar and 
loved in the name o f the war effort, 
never to return to L am ar County 
to live.

Ou r contacts through those years 
were through relatives in Lam ar 
and Red R iver Counties and, of 
course. The D eport Tim es. The 
paper was eagerly awaited to bring 
news o f home. Disgust was deep 
with the U.S. Postal Service if the 
paper was delivered later than the 
norm al day. One thing that I did in 
Septem ber was to get a subscrip­
tion for my M oither who now lives 
in Vancouver.

The Korean W ar and the activa­
tion o f my Texas A ir National 
G uard squadron took me to the 
Northwest, Spokane, W A and 
Portland, O R . I m et, courted and 
m arried my wife, Je a n , and settled 
here in Vancouver. W e did live in

1/2 teaspoon vanilla 
1 egg
1 cup all purpose flour 
1/2 cup whole wheat flour 
3/4 tsp baking powder 
1/4 tsp salt
1/2 cup chocolate chips 

In a large mixing bowl, beat sugars 
and butter until light and fluffy. Add 
peanut butter, vanilla and egg; mix 
until smooth, combine flours, baking 
powder and salt in small bowl. Gradu-

Refrigerate dough from 1 to 24 
hours depending on your schedule. Let 
dough soften again before rolling out. 
Roll one half of dough on lightly 
floured board to 1/4 inch thick. If it is 
sticky, put some Hour on your hands. 
Cut with 3 to 5 inch dinosaur cookie 
cutler. Place on ungreased baking sheet. 
Add chocolate chips, laying them side­
ways around the back and down the tail 
of cookie and one for the eye. Repeat 
with remaining dough. Bake in pre 
heated 350 degree oven for 12 to 18 
minutes or until golden brown. Cool 
slightly before removing to wire racks 
to cool completely..

4 cups fresh strawberries, halved 
2 cups fresh blueberries 
2 to 3 kiwi fruit, peeled and sliced 
2 bananas, sliced 
2 cups seedless grapes, halved
1 carton (8 oz) plain or vanilla yogurt

I teaspoon sugar
1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract

Scams Can Be Avoided
One of the lowest things in the 

world is a seam that preys upon the 
elderly.

And, unfortunately, these scams 
abound. Statistics reveal that one of 
the main ways un.scrupulous people 
take advantage of others is the Drive­
way Swindle.

This one is common throughout 
the nation, and has happened numer­
ous times right here in this area.

The scam goes something like this: 
a truck pulls up in a gravel driveway. 
The driver tells you that he and his 
helper havejust finished a nearby Job 
and have some asphalt left over. They 
offer to repave the gravel drive for a 
real "bargain". They have to hurry 
and do the Job right now, of course. 
The Job is done and paid for and it is 
onfy later that the q|Wncf of thi'driv't- 
way discovers that hte price was no 
bargain, in fact was very much higher 
than reputable contractor could do, 
and within a few weeks grass is grow- 
ing through the surface.

The same routine is frequently used 
with painting roofs or barns.

The paint isn't the right kind and 
the first big rain is likely to wash most 
of it off.

The next scam is the "help us ad­
vertise " ad in a paper . The siding 
company wants ten houses to redo 
(or five or however many) and they 
would like to do yours as an example

of it's gofxl work. In exchange the 
company will waive labor charges 
and you will only pay for the siding.

The cost of the siding, however, 
will be inflated so that there is no 
bargain to he found.

More direct is the problem of two 
or three people, often clean cut and 
nicely spoken who come into your 
house to talk to you about donin spe­
cific repairs. While one keeps the 
householder distract the others will 
steal.

"Almost Name Brands" are an­
other problem Telephone sales, or 
door to dor sales frequently offer 
special prices. The name of the prod­
uct is sfHiken quickly and sounds like 
a well-known brand, but upon re­
ceiving it the product is not the well 
known brand, but an "off brand".

To avoid these scams get competi­
tive bids.don't pay money out before 
things are checked out, ask for refer­
ences. names, numbers of satisfied 
customers, and always use people 
that arc kown if at all possible. 
NEVER pay money before services 
arc rendered!

Don't be rushed, don't fall for the 
"we have to hurry" routine.

If you arc elderly, it never hurts to 
call family or friends, this will make 
unscrupulous people very nervous.

Be wary, be careful and avoid these 
problems.
