The Internet as we know it today is 

a direct result of research funding 
made available after the former So­
viet Union’s October 4th, 1957, 
launch of Sputnik 1 (meaning "com­
panion") 40 years ago last Saturday. 
Sputnik was the world’s first artifical 
satellite, the s i «  of a basketbal. 
weighed 183 pounds and took about 
98 minutes to orbit Earth.

Sputnik’s story began in 1952, 
when the International Council of 
Scientific Unions decided to estab­
lish July 1, 1957, to December 31, 
1958, as the International Geophysi­
cal year (IGY) because high solar 
activity during these months. In Oc­
tober of 1954, the council adopted a 
resolution calling for the launch of 
artificial satellites during the IGY to 
map the Earth’s surface. The launch 
of Sputnik caught the world’s atten­
tion and the American people by sur­
prise. Then, one month later, the So­
viets sent it’s first satellite ont he 
launch pad and televised it on na­
tional television. The top blew off 
with a little "pop" and the rocket up. 
After this. Congress went into action 
and formed NASA and made money 
available for research. No limits were 
put on the research and communica­
tions research benefited from the 
ehighted fear of nuclear weapons in­
terrupting communications.

To commemorate this event, pu­
pils from a school in France and one 
from the Russian Federation have 
built a mniature of Sputnik I . It was 
to have been hadn thrown from the 
Russian Space Station Mir on 
Saturdya, October 4th, 1997. It will 
emit a "beep, beep” for one month on 
the 2 meters band 144 mhz.

N O TIC E O F RATE D EC R EA SE R EQ U EST
On July 31, 1997, Tczas-New Mexico Power 

Company ("TNMP") filed the TNMP Transition Plan 
in accordance with the regulations of the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas. The proposed effective 
date of such change is January 1, 1998. The period of 
the TNMP Transition Plan is five years (the "Transi­
tion Period"), beginning on the proposed effective 
date and ending on December 31, 2002. All classes of 
customers receiving service from TNMP will be 
affected by said proposed rates. TNMP serves 
approximately 170,000 customers in Texas. The 
proposed rates for all of TNMPs Texas operations 
over the transition period will decrease gross rev­
enues to the Company with respect to current 
revenues. The reductions will occur January I, 1998, 
January 1.2 0 0 0  and January 1,2002  in the approxi­
mate amounts of $4.5 million, S3.6 million and $3.6 
million, respectively. The total expected decrease 
over the five-year Transition P eri^  is approximately 
$11.7 million.

The purpose of this filing is to obtain approval for 
the TNMP Transition Plan which will achieve an 
orderly transition to competition in the electric utility 
industry. The TNMP Transition Plan has five primary 
components:
(1) A five year Transition Period, beginning January 

1. 1998.
(2) Rate benefits to customers, including rate 

decreases for residential and commercial customer 
class, a rate freeze for industrial customers and the 
elimination of the Power Cost Recovery Factor

(Pt'RF).
(3) Recovery of Excess Costs Over Market (ECOM) 

through:
(a) accelerated depreciation and a lower rate of 
return on equity for TNP One ECOM;
(h) creating a regulatory asset by redirecting the 
recovery of depreciation on transmission and

distribution assets to the depreciation of TNP 
One ECOM; and
(c) setting an earnings cap and applying any 
earnings in excess of the cap to the depreciation 
of TNP One ECOM.

(4) Choice of electric energy suppliers, open access, 
and unbundled service prices by January 1, 2003.

(5) Quantification of actual ECOM at the end of the 
Transition Period with either a refund of any 
over-recovery of ECOM or the implementation 
of a Competitive Transition Charge (CTC) to 
recover any remaining ECOM over a five-year 
period (Post-Transition Period).
During the Transition Period, TNMP will have a 

fair and reasonable opportunity to reduce expenses, 
mitigate its purchased power costs, and reduce the 
"stranded costs" associated with TNP One. TNMPs 
generating plant.

A complete copy of the requested rate filing 
package is on file with the Public Utility Commis­
sion of Texas. You may inspect a copy of the filing 
during normal business hours at the business office 
of Texas-New Mexico Power Company in your 
area.

Persons who wish to intervene in or comment 
upon these proceedings should notify the commis­
sion as soon as possible, as an intervention deadline 
will be imposed.
