not allowed in right-of-ways

As the November 3 election ap
proaches, candidates and campaign
workers are reminded to be careful
where they place campaign signs.

Suchsigns are not allowed on state
highway right-of-way, which is re
served for official traffic control signs.
Campaign signs erected on highway
right-of-way will be removed by the
Texas Department of Transportation
and the owner can be charged for
removal costs

In addition, a person placing an
unauthorized sign in highway right-

of-way can be fined up to $500 per
sign.

Campaign signs can be placed off
highway right-of-way as long as they

are solely related to a public elec-
tion;

are no larger than 50 square feet;

are erected no m ore than 90 days
before an election and removed 10
days after the election; and

are made of lightweight material.

Signs within city limits may be
subject to local ordinances.
