Talent comes in many forms, and

Betty and her husband, Jeff, live in 
a comfortable ht)me decorated with 
treasures in porcelains on FM 909 in 
Bogata.

She began china painting about 
twenty five years ago, when she and 
Jeff were both teaching in Corpus 
Christi.

"Jeff used to say then that I had a 
cheap hobby, because 1 w'ould paint 
the china, wipe it off and start again, 
over and over" Betty smiles. That's 
not the case now, as a sheaf of blue 
and red ribbons from various compe­
titions can attest.

Betty has a spacious, sunny work 
shop in which she conducts lessons, 
and paints several hours a day for her 
own plea.sure. She will paint on a 
wide variety of things, including 
kitchen tiles, dishes, plaques and u 
w ide variety of bi.sque and china.

He designs are different in many 
respects because she paints scenes of 
farmsteads, portraits of people and 
animals as well as the more tradi­
tional flowers, fruits and scroll work.

Jeff and Betty are the parents of 
three girls, two in Albuerque, one in 
Spring. They have four grandchil­
dren. three boys and one girl.

This has provided Betty with the 
opportunity to create gorgeous heir- 
l(K)ms to hand down to them.

She is currently doing a portrait of 
her granddaughter on a plate. While 
she is not satisfied with the likeness 
yet, it is remarkable to anyone less of 
a perfectionist than Betty.

Her kitchen is decorated with cus­

tomized tiles featuring various fmits 
and berries. Her walls abound with 
elegant designs on plates, plaques 
and other surfaces. There are delicate 
blossoms, blushing fruits and designs 
of great beauty. A vase features 
couples in Victorian dress, a stand 
holds Christmas ornaments.

In addition to the beautiful china 
painted ware there are "babies". She 
has, in the spare bedroom dolls of 
incredible realism. Even the bodies 
are weighted .so that they feel like real 
infants. An accomplished seamstress, 
Betty has made some beautiful cloth­
ing for them. In addition, two of them 
wear her granddaughter's baby 
clothes.

On the wall of another bedroom 
are her "Harrison FisherGirls". Simi­
lar to the Gibson girls these elegant 
ladies are painted in wonderful de­
tail.

When asked, Betty says "Oh, paint­
ing has always run in my family. My 
grandmtither painted, my great-aunts, 
mother and aunts painted. One sister 
was a true artist". She says this as if 
she was not an arti.sl, but she most 
definitely is. A beautiful drawing cre­
ated by her mother bears testimony to 
the talent in her family.

Betty attends seminars, and helped 
raise money for the fine arts building 
at the Four States Fair in Texarkana 
by painting special tiles which were 
sold to subscribers.

She and her husband have acampier 
trailer which they enjoy traveling in. 
She often loads up her china paints 
and small kiln to use when there are 
rainy days or when she has free time.

China painting is an ancient art 
form. Powders are mixed with oil 
and applied to bisque (unglazed china)

and then glazed or left with a matte 
finish, or applied directly to glazed 
china . Then it is fired, which glazes 
the paints.

"The secret is multiple firings. 
China paint needs to be put on in thin 
coats or else it doesn't sink into the 
glaze . That makes a raised surface 
that’s not attractive." She explains.

In addition to the paints, Betty uses 
enamels to raise some designs, and 
French Acid etching as well as luster 
glazes to create some very unusual 
pieces of art work. Brilliant gold 
accents many pieces.

Betty does figurines. Jewelry and 
various other items as well. Some she 
sells, many go as gifts. She teaches 
lessons to three women who come 
ft>r t wo all-day sessions once a month. 
It's obvious they are learning from an 
expert.

Asked if she has done many china 
sets she smiles "No, I did one once 
and was bored to tears after the first 
few repetitious patterns". She delights 
in new and unusual designs. She pores 
through magazines and books, sub­
scribes tochina painting publications 
and takes photographs of beautiful 
clouds, flowers or whatever she finds 
pleasing to incorporate i nto her works 
of arts.

Betty isn't the only talented person 
in her household. Husband Jeff is an 
accomplished woodworker, creating 
outstanding furniture and wood items. 
He also has a tidy vegetable garden.

ground, pungent blend of red cay­
enne pepper and 6 other seasonings 
that may include-poppy, mustard, 
hemp, sesame and shiso seed, sansho, 
pepper leaf, seaweed, dried orange, 
tangerine or lemon peel) powder and 
a variety of other vegetables. This 
dish is a very thin soup and topped 
with the seven-spice or sansho pow­
der.

T o rin ik u  Dango o r C hicken 
Meatballs-gruund chicken formed 
into meatballs and boiled in a mix­
ture of dashi(basic Japanese soup 
stiKk), sake(Japanese rice wine) and 
mirin(sweetC(xikingwine)and served 
with fresh green beans also boiled in 
mixture.

K ak itam a-Jiru  o r Egg Drop
Soup- is a favorite of many and used 
the dashi (basic soup stcx:k) as the 
ba.se and egg mixture is dropped into 
soup as mixture boils.

Lychees and M andarin Ice is a 
Chinese dish with canned mandarin 
oranges sections and lychees(round 
fruit that ranges from 1/2 to 1-1/2 inches 
with rough, papery red skin andjuicy, 
white flesh with a single brown seed 
from an evergreen tree grown in sub­
tropical regions such as China). It is 
more of an ice sorbet dessert.

Lem on C hicken with Lemon 
Sauce-the chicken is stir-fried in a 
wok and then dipped or topped w ith 
the sweet-sour lemon sauce.

Barbecued Shrimp-other spices 
added to the American barbecue sauce 
and stir-fried in a wok.

Waka, thank you for the use of 
your recipes and we hope you enjoy 
these. We will see you in the kitchen!

Kenchin-Jiru

4 ounces burdock root 
2 cups cold water 

teaspoon vinegar

Remove shells from shrimp. Cut each 
down the back using point of small sharp 
knife. Remove vein. Rinse and pat dry 
Combine egg white, cornstarch and salt 
in bowl.

TNP Enterprises, Inc., the parent 
com pany of Texas-New M exico 
Power Company, announced an 
agreement to be acquired by an in­
vestor group in transaction valued at 
approximately $1 billion, including 
assumed debt. The transaction will 
allow Texas-New Mexico Power to 
continue to operate as a stand alone 
utility.

Under the terms of the agreement, 
which has been unanimously ap­
proved by TNP’s board of directors, 
the company’s shareholders will re­
ceive $44 per share in cash or a 39% 
premium over the 30 day average 
price. The transaction will convert 
TNP from a listed public corporation 
to a privately owned corporation.

The investor eroup is led bv Will­

iam J. Catacosinos, former chairman 
and CEO of Long Island Lighting 
Company, and includes CIBC World 
Markets and others. The transaction 
is subject to financing, which will 
include debt arranged by CIBC 
World Markets and the Chase Man­
hattan Corporation and equity capi­
tal from the investor group.

The transaction is expected to 
close late this year or early next year 
and requires shareholder an regula­
tory approval. No employee layoffs 
will re.sult from the acquisition and 
the company’s key management will 
remain in place. Utility consolidation 
has become common in the industry 
in the past few years as neighboring 
utilities combine to create larger 
companies.

According to Lynn Golden, Red 
RiverCounty Extension Agent, hose- 
end sprayers are one of the most 
widely used methods to apply fungi­
cides, insecticides, herbicides and liq­
uid fertilizers to turf and other areas 
around the home. Properly mixing 
and applying these prc^ucts with a 
hose-end sprayer can be confusing 
however. Since hose-end sprayers 
operate off water pressure, they need 
to be calibrated at the water outlet 
from which they will be operated. 
Hoe-end sprayers should be calibrated 
on concrete where the spray pattern 
is clearly visible. Also, you can bet­
ter judge how fast to move to thor­
oughly wet the turf without puddling 
water.

Add a pint or quart of water to the 
reservoir of the hose-end sprayer, 
open the water outlet and spray the 
concrete uniformly until the reser­
voir is empty, litem  add enough 
product to cover the area we by a 
quart of water, fill the reservoir to one 
quart and make the application.

For example, homeowner wants to 
apply Ortho’s Chickweed and Clover 
Control to his lawn with a hose-end 
sprayer. He determines the pint of 
water covers 300 square feet at his 
pace. The product label recommends 
4 ounces of product per 1200 square 
feet. Thus, he adds 2 ounces of prod- 

~ uct and fills to I quart (2 pints) with 
water (2 X300 square feet equals 600 
square feet). Each quart of his reser­
voir should cover 600 square feet of 
lawn.

Watch out for grasshoppers> It 
appears that the area could have a 
booming year for grasshoppers. Ac­
cording to Extension Entomologist, 
Cliff Hoescher, early indications point 
to a populations that is more severe 
than last year due to the mild winter 
and excellent survival of the eggs 
cases in the soil. Control measures

include insecticides or baits for 
homeowners. Grasshoppers can 
reach threshold levels in forage crops 
as well as all of the row crops planted 
locally.

Disaster assistance tops $1.1 million
In just one month, state and federal 

officials have approved more than 
$1,160,(KX) in disaster recovery funds 
to help individuals who have applied 
for help following the May 4 torna­
does in northeast Texas.

Officials with FFM A and the Texas 
Division of Emergency Management 
tcxiay released the following figures 
on the status of disaster recovery as­
sistance in (he four declared counties 
as of the close of business on June 2, 
1999:

329 calls were received at the Na­
tional Teleregistration Center (1 -8(X)- 
462-9029, TTY 1-800-462-7585). 
Those who suffered tornado losses 
called to register for federal and state 
aid, including housing assistance, 
assistance and serious needs and nec­
essary expenses.

Following is a list of the four de­
clared counties and the number of 
applications received from those 
counties. Bowie-273, Red River-17. 
Titus-14 and Gregg-12.

146 regi.stered individuals con­
tacted FFM A’s Helpline (1 -800-525- 
0321, TTY 1-800-660-8005) with 
questions about the status of their 
disaster assistance applications, fill­
ing out SB A forms or ways to rebuild 
to reduce future damages.

400 individuals visited the Disas­
ter Recovery Center in DeKalb after 
they had registered for a.ssistancc. 
The center gave tornado victims the 
opportunity to speak face-to-face with 
recovery specialist about disaster as­

sistance and ask questions about their 
applications. The center closed on 
May 28.

Checks totaling $75,122 have been 
approved for minor home repairs or 
temporary rental assistance.

Checks totaling $186,203 have 
been approved in the Individual and 
Family Grants program for those se­
riously damaged but not eligible for 
SBA loans.

$900,700 is low-interest US Small 
Business Administration loans has 
been approved for homeowners, rent­
ers and businesses.
