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Our final installment from the
Lamar County Extension Service on
canning and making jams and jellies
is proper preservation of Summer
fruits. With the dry weather around,
crops are dwindling, but local mar-
kets still offer fruits and vegetables in
abundance.

The most enjoyable place to start
your home canning is with fruits. Not
only do they bring you the delicious,
sweet flavors of summer, but fruits
require simple boiling water process-
ing. Start with the gfinest fruits you
can find. Look over each piece care-
fully to make sure there are not soft
spots, bruised or mold. Cut as de-
sired

Use only firm fruits naturally high
inpectin. Selecta mixture of about 3/
4 ripe and 1/4 under-ripe fruit. Do not
use commercially canned or frozen
juices. Their pectin content is too
low. Wash all fruits thoroughly be-
fore cooking. Crush soft fruits or
berries; cut firmer fruits into small
pieces. Using the peels and cores to
add pectin to juisce during cooking.
Add water to fruits that require it.
One pound of fruit should yield | cup
of clear juice

Washand rinse all fruits thoroughly
before cooking. Do not soak. For
best flavor, use fully ripe fruit. Re-
move stems, skins and pits from fruit;
cutinto pieces and crush. Forberries,
remove stems and blossoms and
crush. Seedy berries may be put
through a sieve or food mill.

Fresh fruits and juices as well as
commercially canned or frozen fruit
juice can be used with commercially

depends on the type of pectin used.
Complete directions for a variety of
fruits are provided with packaged
pectin. Jelly or jam made with added
pectin requires less cooking and gen-
erally gives a larger yield. These
products have more natural fruit fla-
vors too. In addition, using added
pectin eliminates the need to test hot
jellies and jams to proper jelling.
Adding 172 teaspoon butter or marga-
rine with the juice and pectin will
reduce foaming. However, these may
cause off-flavorin long-term storage
of jellies and jams.

Sweet spreads are a class of foods
with many textures, flavors and col-
ors. They consist of fruits preserved
mostly of means of sugar and they are
thickened or jellied to some extent.
Fruit jelly is a semi-solid mixture of
fruit juice and sugar that is clear and
firm enough to hold its shape. Other
spreads are made from crushed or
ground {Tuit.

Jam also will hold its shape, but is
less firm than jelly. Jam is made from
crushed or chopped fruits and sugar.
Jams made from a mixture of fruits
are usually called conserves, espe-
cially when they include citrus fruits,
nuts, raisins or coconut. Preserves
are made of small, whole fruits for
uniform-size pieces of fruits inaclear,
thick, slightly jellied syrup. Marma-
lades are soft fruit jellies with small
pieces of fruit or citrus peel evenly
suspended inatransparent jelly. Fruit
butters are made from fruit pulp
cooked with sugar until thickened to
spreadable consistency.

Apple Rings-spiced apple rings
may be made by adding stick cinna-
mon, whole cloves or other whole
spices, tied in a spice bag, to syrup
during preparation. Remove bag be-
fore canning rings. Green food col-
oring may be substituted forred color.
Use a variety of eating apples good
for cooking to help maintain shape
and texture.

Applesauce-spiced applesauce can
be made by adding ground spices,
such as cinnamon, nutmeg or all-
spice, to sauce during the last 5
minutes of cooking. For chunky
sauce, core and peel apples before
they are cooked. Coarsely crush half
ofcoked apples witha potato masher;
press remaining apples through a
sieve or food mill. Combine crushed
and sauced apples mixture and con-
tinue as for applesauce. Use a sweet
variety eating apple, this may lessen
the addition of more sugar.

smoothly in the Year 2000 (Y2K).
regulators are closely monitoring the progress of the institutions they
supervise to make sure Y2K issues are being addressed. Despite the best
efforts of the industry and the regulator, no one can guarantee that
everything will work perfectly. That's why financial institution custom-
ers may want to consider taking steps in anticipation of the date change.
Your can refer to the following checklist to prepare yourself for Y2K.

Find out what your financial institution is doing to
address consumer concerns. If you have ques-
tions, speak with a representative who knows
about the institution's Y2K program.

As always, keep good records of your financial
transactions, especially for the last few months of
1999 and until you get several statements in 2000

As always, balance your checkbook regularly.
When you receive a transaction receipt from your
institution, check it for accuracy and save it to
compare against your statement. It's also smart to
review your credit report to make sure it doesn't
contain inaccurate information.

Remember all your payment options (checks,
credit cards, debit cards, ATMs and tellers) in the
event that one doesn't work as planned. The
Federal Reserve has plans to ensure that there will
be sufficient cash available for consumers. If you
withdraw money, make reasonable decisions based
on solid information; don't put yourself at risk of
being robbed or losing valuable interest pay-

Be skeptical if someone asks for your account
information or tries to sell you a product, service
or investment that's supposedly Y2K "safe". Pro-
tect your personal information, including your
bank account, credit card and Social Security

The federal government's protection of insured
deposits will not be affected by Y2K. If you have
more than $100,000 in an insured bank, thrift or
credit union, you may want to make sure you
understand the insurance rules. Check with your
financial institution or call the Federal Deposit
Insurance Corporation at 1-800-934-FDIC (for
banks and savings institutions) or the National
Credit Union Administration at 703-518-6330
(for credit unions).
