ICA testifies against

Canadian cattle

Chuck Kiker, President of the In-
dependent Cattlemen’s Association
of Texas testified recently before the
International Trade Commission in
Washington, D.C.

The hearings before ITC were the
result of a Countervailing Duty and
Antidumping Duty petition filed last
year by the Ranchers-Cattlemen Ac-
tion Legal Fund and ICA against the
Canadian cattle industry.

“We are here because our indus-
try is in great trouble and because
dumped cattle from Canada, in ex-
cess of one million head and nearly
$1 billion dollars annually, are sig-

nificantly contributing to our
industry’s troubles,” said R-CALF
President Leo McDonnell, Jr.

Since petitions were filed last Oc-
tober, live cattle imports from Canada
are down by more than 25% and
prices in the market are up pretty
strong.

The U.S. Department of Cém-
merce has issued a prelimianry rul-
ing in favor of R-CALF and ICA and
has been collecting tariffs on Cana-
dian cattle since July 1. The final rul-
ing by the ITC is expected on No-
vember 8, 1999.
