I picked up another sword the 
other diay when I promised our 
District Field Representative that 
I would contact interested persons 
to try to get the Briscoe County 
Chapter of the American Cancer 
Society reorganized. W ill you help 
me in this? Am organizational 
meeting is needed for the pur­
pose of selecting new officers for 
the Briscoe County Chapter.
