
All Around 
the Town

There has been so much com­
ment around town about the op­
eration of the city government 
and so many erroneous facts cir­
culated, that I think it is time 
that someone speaks out for the 
City Councilman and Mayor. These 
people are working hard to try 
to provide the services that most 
of the people of our town want, 
and are having so much pressure 
placed on them by (government 
agencies which are insisting that 
certain city operations be chang­
ed from the old ways. Before you 
continue to be guilty of criticizing 
this group of men who are trying 
to do a good job for their town 
and for you, please consider the 
following facts.

It has recently been stated that 
the city is out of debt, wihen the 
fact is that a bonded indebtedness 
remains on the city hall.

It has been stated that the city 
sells 65,000,000 gallons of water 
each year, when the 'city’s eight- 
year average water sales are 
42,000,000 gallons of water a year. 
Thus, the water income figure 
that has been quoted is approxi­
mately one-third more than it ac­
tually is.

(Numerous statements have been 
made as to how the city can fin­
ance the purchase of water from 
the new well. No mention was 
made that it will cost almost 
$8,000.00 to pipe the new water 
into the city water system. There 
are also other expenses in con­
nection with the new well which 
haven’t been mentioned.

It also hasn’t been mentioned 
that the State ¡Health Department 
could condemn every one of the 
city’s wells as being unfit to use 
by the people of our town—and it 
is quite likely that they may do 
this at any time. They are insist­
ing that the water for our people 
must be chlorinated, and the de­
vices which the city would have to 
attach to each of the city’s ten 
wells to do this would have cost 
$2,500.00 each at last year’s pri­
ces. Needless to say, inflation caus­
es the prices of everything the city 
uses to be higher every day. There 
is no reason to believe that this 
will not continue for the things 
the city uses the same (as it will 
for everything else we buy.

And While ion the subject of 
the cost of city water, I would like 
to throw this in in passing: Gary 
Hunt was visiting here Monday, 
and he told us that his minimum 
water bill in Clarendon is $14.50 
per month. In other words, if he 
never turns on his tap and never 
uises a single drop of water, he 
has to pay the minimum bill of 
$14.50 per month in Clarendon.

While discussing inflation, the 
subject o f the city making enough 
“ extra money” to do a little street 
retopping now and then has been 
mentioned in connection with the 
water situation. In 1971 the city 
had half of its streets retopped at 
a icost of $12,770.10. All o f the 
streets need to be retopped now, 
but ¡the 1975 price of having half 
the streets retopped has risen to 
$21,013.76.

Anti-pollution laws, stricter 
State Health Department laws— 
all of these LAWS that cannot be 
broken—are requiring more and 
more things of our (city all the 
time. This is not to say the City 
Council likes the things they are 
being required to do. The law is 
beginning to bind them to do 
these things. One of these con­
cerns sanitary landfill of city 
waste. Some city residents are of 
the opinion that the State Health 
Department should be told ,to GO 
TO HELL, but don’t you think that 
i f  the City Councilmen could get 
away with doing this that the Am­
arillo Councilmen would have al­
ready done it? The city waste per­
mit has now expired, and the city 
is applying for a new one. None 
are being granted that are like 
our old one was. The minimum a 
city can get by with under the new 
permit is to have the trash at the 
duttnp ground covered1 every 30 
days. Do you have any idea what 
THAT is going to cost?

In addition, pressure is being 
placed on the city to .buy the new 
compacter type of trash truck. 
Have you priced one of these late­
ly?

Another criticism that has been 
levelled at the City Councilmen 
concerns the clerical help that 
has been on the payroll to assist 
City Secretary Jerry Hatton. Do 
you ¡know the two reasons that

Artists Invited To 
Submit Designs For 
Bicentennial Medal

Professional and amateur artists 
of all ages who. live in Briscoe 
County are invited to submit de­
signs for one side of a Bicenten­
nial Commemorative Medallion to 
be issued in Briscoe County later 
this year.

The designs can be pencil or 
pen and ink drawings, but it has 
been requested that they not be 
crayon drawings.

¡School children may submit 
their ideas for the medallion, and, 
if selected, it will be redrawn by 
a professional artist.

The Briscoe County Historical 
¡Survey Committee has chosen the 
Texas American Bicentennial de­
sign for one side of the medallion, 
and wants the other side of the 
medallion to be representative of 
Briscoe County. The Committee is 
hoping that a unique design^ will 
be submitted that will be com­
pletely different from the designs 
on the medallions which have al­
ready been issued by other coun­
ties. The artwork can include se­
veral things — agriculture, land­
marks, state park site—which are 
typical of this county. They ask 
that many areas of interest be 
included in the drawings.

The medallions will be issued 
in gold-plated silver, silver, anti­
que silver and bronze. The set of 
four medallions will be valued at 
$105.00, and the artist submitting 
the winning design will receive 
his choice of a set of the medal­
lions or the $105.00 cash. His work 
will be signed on the medallion.

The contest opens today (March 
27) and closes at 3:00 p.m. April 
18. Artwork is to /be 8y2Xliy2 and 
is to be turned in in a manilla 
envelope to ¡First National Bank 
in Quitaque or First State Bank 
in Silverton. All work must be 
signed. Final judging will be Sat­
urday, April 19, by an establish­
ed artist in conjunction with 
WNIW Mint Industries, Inc. of Am­
arillo.

The medallions will go on sale 
in Briscoe County in August 1975 
during Briscoe County’s Birthday 
Celebration.

The 1975 program will offer 
both Annual and Long-Term Ag­
reements with farmers, and will 
share from 50 to 75 percent of 
the cost of carrying out approved 
practices.

this employee ¡has been on the 
payroll or under what ¡circumstan­
ces she was on the payroll before 
you make accusations? She was 
employed under a program of the 
Panhandle Regional Planning 
Commission with the city paying 
a little more than 12% of her sal­
ary and a government program 
paying the balance of it because 
the City Secretary, in carrying out 
his duties as a volunteer fireman, 
injured his right hand and was 
forced to have surgery on it a 
couple of times and was, there­
fore, unable to use his hand. It 
really isn’t too easy for a right- 
handed person to carry on all of 
his duties—and there is more and 
more paperwork for the City Se­
cretary all the time—with an in­
jured right hand, and 1 think it 
would be a pretty thoughtless per­
son who would criticize the city 
for someone to help him during 
this time. Her employment was 
terminated in February, and if 
you will check the beginning of 
her employment, you will find it 
was shortly before the City Secre­
tary’s second surgery on his hand.

The second reason for training 
someone in the duties at the city 
hall is that the State Health De­
partment now requires cities to 
have two licensed water and sew­
er men. The City Secretary is go­
ing to have to go to school to get 
this license, and it was necessary 
to train someone to do the work 
at the City Hall in his absence.

We could go on and on mention- 
ing gossip that we’ve heard. One 
thing that I Would like to mention 
is that one of the chief gossipers, 
Who has been influencing much of 
the erroneous thinking of the 
peoiple Who have been knocking 
our City Councilmen for trying 
to do a good job for our city, was 
invited to the last City Council 
meeting to have some of these 
things explained to him, ¡and he 
didn’t go.

fore talking that step. Another 
thing I know is haw much they 
hated to ¡have to raise our city’s 
minimum water rate because they 
do, in spite of rumors to the con­
trary, care about the old people 
of the town who live on fixed in­
comes, and they hated to add an­
other burden to those they already 
have. But because there are so 
many of these people who use 
only the minimum amount of wa­
ter each month it was impossible 
not to raise the minimum rates, 
because the simple increase of 
the water rate would not have 
brought in enough revenue to pro­
vide the continuing water services. 
And the City Councilmen do not 
want to have to stand by and see 
a single one of ¡these people lose 
their home to fire because the 
city didn’t have enough water to 
put out the fire.

The ¡city’s water supply could 
be made to go further if the city 
had adequate water storage facili­
ties, but it 'doesn’t, and the city 
has just in the past week been 
turned down for a government 
grant which would have provided 
the money to build a new million 
gallon water ¡storage facility. Yes, 
it is true that the water wells 
could be pumped at night and 
water storage tanks could be fill­
ed for use during the daytime 
hours'—but if you don’t have en­
ough storage to place the water 
in, then what do you do?

A lot more ¡thought ¡and study 
has ¡gone into the Council’s ac­
tions than some people would
have you believe.

Q: As far as feed and feed grains 
are concerned, what are the dif­
ferences between concentrates and 
roughages?
A: Fiber content and the amount 
of nutrient which is digestible by 
the animal are the basic criteria 
for separating ¡these classes.

CONCENTRATES — are feeds 
generally high in nutrients and 
low in fiber content. Virtually all 
grains ¡are in this class, as well as 
several by-products including lin­
seed meal, cottonseed meal, hom­
iny feed and wheat bran. Many of 
the concentrates have a high pro­
tein content, although this is not 
a prerequisite of the class.

ROUGHAGES—are high in fi­
ber and low in nutrients. Feeds 
other than the grains are generally 
classed as roughage. These include 
straw, silage, hay and a variety 
of coarse byproducts of the plants 
utilized in feed grain production.
