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Connie Sloan Presents

Drug Program

Mrs. Connie Sloan, Project Direc-
tor of Northeast Texas Highway
Safety, and an associate spent two
days last week on Talco School
campus presenting a drug and alco-
hol program to the students. Mrs.
Sloan, an ex-police officer with the
Texarkana Police Department, met
with individual grade levels for the
purpose of educating the students on
the dangers of using drugs and alco-
hol.

She presented a program at Region
VIII for teachers at the beginning of
school and explained that it is not
enough to teach children to "just say
no". Peer pressure easily wipes out
mere words. The schools and society
must educat ethe students on exactly
what drugs and alcohol do to the
body.

On Tuesday moming she met with
kindergarten, first grade, and then a
combined second and third grades,
and with the help of atelevision film
explained on their levels how drugs
andalcohol affect the brain and thus
the entire body, including the emo-
tions and vital organs. She followed
up with funny books and bumper
stickers. Tuesday afternoon she met
with the fifth grade and described in
more graphic detail and with moe
personal experiences the results of
putting drugs and alcohol into the
body. Wednesday afternoon she pre-
sented the material tothe fourth grade.
On Wednesday morning she met with
Mr. Gable's science classes, 6-8, and

shared basically the same informa-
tion she had at teacher inservice. She
gave many first hand experience from
her work in the police department.
She explained exactly how cocaine
affects the nervous system by trick-
ing it into thinking it is having a
normal super pleasurable experience,
how marijuana affects the nervous
system and can leave permanent
chromosome damage, plus a chance
of irreversible brain damag.e and
how alcohol puts the brain and then
the body to sleep. She was careful o
stress that drugs and alcohol have a
much more serious effect on young
people and teenagers because their
nevous systems and bodies are not
yet fully developed and any intake of
these substances can disturb or de-
stroy the normal growth pattern and
developmental process. She issued a
stern warning to the students to not
think that they will be the exception,
that these drugs affect all body sys-
tems the same way and if they take
them into their bodies it is just a
matter of time and chance until it gets
them. It could be on the first try.

As a follow-up, Talco fourth grad-
ers arc writing speeches from the
viewpoint of a police officer on what
to tell other fourth graders about
"Crime and Drug Prevention”, They
are planning to write letters 10 Mrs.
Sloan and encourage her to keep tell-
ing kids to stay away from drugs and
alcohol.

Talco-Bogata Students

Have Best Academic
Test Scores In Area

Students of Talco-Bogata 1.S.D.
schools have the best academic test
scores in the area, and among the
best in Texas.

U.S. President George Bush has
declared that American schools must
improve if our country is to stay
competitive. Talco-Bogata schools
rac onc jump ahead of him, and aim-
ing 1o slay that way.

In "TEAMS tests” taken by stu-
dents of this year's twelfth and ninth
grades, Rivercrest students scored
better than studentsatany other school
in this arca, and among the very high-
estin Texas. TEAMS tests are "Texas
Educational Assessmentof Minimum
Skills" examinations to determne
whether Texas schools are meeting
th cacademic goals sought by the
state legislature.

Onc hundred percent of this year's
twellth graders met the state's stan-
dards in mathematics and 97% met
standards in language arts.

MThis year's ninth graders also ex-
celled: 88% met standards in mathe-
matics, 91% met standards in read-
ing, and 89% passed the writing tests.

Also taking TEAMS tests last
spring were students then in the first,
third, fifth and seventh grades at
Talco and Bogata, they also excelled
inall areas. The following table shows

the percentage of students at Talco
and Bogata who showed "mastery”
of required skills in each subject area:
Grade Math Reading Writing
First 94 90 94
Third 100 96 98
Fifth 86 100 82
Seventh 98 96 92
Talco elementary students' per-
formance improved by 38% over the
previous year, with 92% of regular
students passing. Bogata clementary
studentsimproved slightly, 1083.8%.
At all levels, the district's students
outpointed those in every other
school and school districtin the area,
even those in affluent districts with

lager tax bases.

Speaking of the two high school
classes tested, Rivercrest Princ ipal
Dr. James Smith said the district's
performance reflected the combined
cfforts of students and parents, teach-
ers and administrators. "Even in the
best schools, you only get results like
ours when students are motivated to

succeed and are encouraged by their
parents.”

Superintendent Harold Cowley
agrees,emphasizing theroleof skilled
and highly motivated faculty mem-
bers. "If the faculty is excited about
the effort 1o improve, students and
parents share in the excitement," he

says.

"Ourcommunity supports academ-
ics," Cowley feels. "Whoever heard
of apeprally in supportof entrants in
UIL competition? Last year we had
one, just as enthusiastic as any sports
pep rally you ever saw."

Cowley and Smith note that one
Rivercrest faculty member, math
teacher Larann Denison, had been
selected by the state to help design
the TEAMS mathematics test to be
uscd statewide next year, "Her well-
deserved selection is an honor to her
and an honor to Rivercrest," says
Smith,

Superintendent Cowley empha-+
sizes that the district's results were
not the result of a single burst of
effort, but reflect the cumulative re-
sults of several years' work. Noting
that in future years high school stu-
dents will also be tested in science
and social science, Cowley recog-
nizes that competition will get tougher
as schools throughout Texas strive to
meet national goals.

"Weare ready tocompete,” Cowley
says. "Our faculties are strong and
well-motivated. We now have good
library services, first-rate science
laboratories, and a wealth of learning
