BUSINESSES MUST FILE
PROPERTY TAX RENDITIONS

State Comptroller John Sharp has reminded Texas businesses
they must render their property with the county appraisal
districtby April 14, 1997. To render is to list the taxable property
that businesses owned or managed as of January 1, 1997.

While state law requires business owners and operators to
render, any property owner-including homeowners, farmers
and ranchers-may render their property with county appraisal
districts

Sharp also announced that property owners whorender are in
a better position to exercise their rights as taxpayers. They are
ensuring that the appraisal district has their correct address so
that they will receive notices of any actions that affect their
property or tax bills

If the collector cannot deliver a tax bill because of an incorrect
or old address, the property owners are responsible for paying
the taxes, plus late payment penalties.

State law requires anyone who owns or manages income-
producing personal property on January 1 to render with the
local appraisal district

"For example, businesses must report their inventories, furni-
ture and fixtures, machinery and equipment and other tangible
personal property by filing this annual report.”

"Appraisal districts use the reports to set business property
values. When a business owner doesn't render his or her prop-
erty, the Chief Appraiser estimates the value."

Property owners who had property damaged by a storm,
flood or fire last year may file a special decreased value repoit
that could lower their final tax bills.

Property owners may ask the Chief Appraiser for additional
time-through April 30-if the owner can show good cause.

On the renditions, property owners can record opinions of
their property's value. By stating their opinions, property own-
ers make sure that the appraisal district sends them a notice
before placing a higher value on their property. This notice
allows property owners the time to gather information to protect
the appraisal if they believe the appraisal district's value is too
high

[f more than one appraisal district appraises a property, the
property owner should render in each appraisal district office.
Faxpayers may contact the county appraisal district office for the
rendition forms, or they may call the Comptroller's property tax
hotline 1-800-252-9121

"Render" your taxable
property by April 14th.

A "rendition" is a report to the appraisal district that lists all
the taxable property you owned or controlled on January 1st
of this year. The rendition form is available at your local
appraisal district office...or you may draft a similar form.

Who must file a rendition?

You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal
property that is used to produce income--such as the inven-
tory and equipment used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?
I'he advantages of filing a rendition are:

@ You give your opinion of your property’s value.

If the appraisal district believes the value is higher,
it must notify you in writing of the higher value
and explain how you can protest that value to the
appraisal review board.

@Y ourecord your correct mailing address so your
tax bills will go to the right address. If your bill is
mailed to the wrong address, the law still holds
you responsible for paying your taxes on time or
paying extra charges for late payments.

@ You can also file a "report of decreased value" to

notify the appraisal district of significant deprecia-
tion of the value of your property in 1996. The
district will look at your property before assigning
a value in 1997.

What's the deadline?

The last day for filing 1997 renditions is Monday, April 14.
Call your appraisal district for the last date the rendition may
be postmarked, if mailing. You can getan extra 15daysif you
ask for it in writing by the April 14 deadline.
