I thought to myself she is walk-
ing great and wondered why she
would park there.

Curiosity got the best of me and so
I asked why. She told the story about
how her ankle was hurt three years
ago and that is when her doctor gave
her a temporary placard. She got bet-
ter, but continued to use the tempo-
rary placard. Although we discussed
the issue at length, she continued to
park in spaces reserved for peoplé
with disabilities. “

Doesn't she realize that this action
is illegal and that it also ties up a
space reserved for an eligible person
with a disability? I wonder when she
will receive aticket and learn that the
penalty for inappropriate parking is
$250 or more.

Please stop and park if you are an
eligible person with adisability. Oth-
erwise, yield the right-of-way.

As you have read, I feel strongly
that the community, including per-
sons with disabilities, needs to be
better informed about accessible park-
ing in Texas. You can become in-
volved as a volunteer to monitor ac-
cessible parking; a number of Texas
cities conductaccessible parking edu-
cation programs that utilize volun-
teers. They need you!

Emergency response to disease
tested in international exercise

Texas livestock authorities will test
their disease “response-ability” in
early November when asimulated
outbreak of foot and mouth disease
strikes South Texas, as part of an in-
ternational test exercise. Foot and
mouth is a highly contagious viral
disease that does not affect humans,
but causes severe blistering and open
lesions in the mouth and on the
hooves and teats of susceptible ani-
mals. Animals stricken by this for-
eign animal disease become lame,
lose weight, stop producing milk and
become debilitated. Young animals
may die.

Fungal Infections

unnoticed and how quickly the foot
and mouth virus can spread among
susceptible animals, which include
cattle, sheep, goats, pigs, deer and all
other species with cloven or split
hooves. No animals will be sacrificed
in the exercise. However in an actual
outbreak, affected animals would be
destroyed to stop the spread of dis-
ease. Carcasses would be burned or
buried and premises would be disin-
fected. Strict livestock movement
restrictions, biosecurity practices and
the administration of vaccine are con-
trol measures also employed to con-
tain an outbreak.

Cherokee encouraged to reveal ancestry

The Western Cherokee Nation of
Arkansas and Missouri is currently
seeking to enroll families that de-
scended from the Cherokee's that
stayed behind after removal. The
Cherokee along with many other
Native American people were re-
moved from their homelands and
placed in Indian Territory during the
1800's.

Many, however, eluded removal
and hid out in the hills of Missouri,
Arkansas, Illinois and other surround-
ing areas. Our group had come to the
Louisiana Territory prior to the Trail
of Tears (1838-39)and some ran away
from the reservations and came back
after removal and joined our group.
Many were of mixed ancestry and
able to "pass" as white settlers. Some
explained their darker coloring by
claiming to be "Black Dutch".

Due to the opinion and treatment
of Native Americans during that time
many had to hide their ancestry in
order to keep from losing their farms
and being sent to a land that was
considered of no value. Some even

hid it from their children out of fear
for them and refused to talk about it.
The Chief of the Cherokee people at
the time, who was removed from the
Eastern Territory, of the Trail of Tears
was John Ross, who was said to be
only 1/8 Cherokee. So many people
living in these areas today have
enough Cherokee blood that if it were
1839 and they claimed their true heri-
tage they would be forced on a reser-
vation.

The Western Cherokee Nation of
Arkansas and Missouri are asking the
families of those Cherokee to step
forward now and enroll. The Nation,
like many other Native American
groups today are working towards
federal and state acknowledgment.
Enrollment applications can be ob-
tained off the Nation's official
website, one of the other supporting
websites, or by written, fax or email
request sent to the office. The Nation's
official website address is
www.westerncherokeenation.com,
however, several members have
pages and applications as well.

My Marine outfit was evacuated
from Hungnam, North Korea on De-
cember 24, 1950, aboard the LST
898, one of the last three LST’s off
the beach that afternoon.

We watched the demolition team
blow up the port after we pulled away
to a safe distance. We then set sail
for Pusan.

That night, before midnight, we
ran into groundswells that caused the
LST’s to roll violently. The Marines
were called below to secure the ve-
hicles.

We stopped the next morning
while the LST behind us buried a
young Marine who had been crushed
between a tank and the bulkhead
during the groundswells.

He had survived the Chosin Res-
ervoir battle where the 15,000 men

of the 1st Marine Division had been
surrounded by nine Chinese army
divisions in sub-zero weather, and
fought their way out of the trap and
through 130,000 Chinese troops
along the 80-mile route to Hungnam
and the relative warmth and safety
of the LST’s that awaited them. In
their wake were left seven Chinese
divisions unable to take the field
when the spring thaw came.

Military historians are remember-
ing it today as “‘a battle fought against
odds and under conditions without
parallel in the annals of military his-
tory.”

What I remember most is the death
of a young Marine who almost lived
to tell about it.

In 1942, at the age of 16, Donald Vickers
felt the need to fight for his country during World
Waer |l. He left his home in Blossom and joined
the Army, and his service to his country lasted
31 years and 7 months, during which time he
fought in World War Il, Korea, the Cuben con-
flict, and Vietnam

This fine gentlerman, who is revered by friends
and family and lovingly called “Papa Donald”,
received his early training at Camp Shelby, MS,
and soon after was sent to fight in North Africa
Later he trained in England and was a part of
the fateful landing on D-Day, during the
Normandy Invasion.

Tribute to a Confederate Soldier

I never had the privilege of meet-
ing Nathan Grant, but everything that
[ have heard or read about him tells
me that he was certainly a man
among men. He was a person of prin-
ciples, high standards and didn’t
mind fighting for a cause that he be-
lieved in. Nathan Grant was my
great-grandfather.

He was born January 6, 1832 in
Madison County, Tennessee and died
in Deport, Texas on March 4, 1923.
He live" s colorful a life as anyone
can ima_ ae. When he was 22 years
old, he joined a party of three other
young Tennesseans and made a
wagon trip to Texas where he took
up farming. When the Civil War be-
gan, he made the decision to take part
in the defense of the Southland.

He took part in several battles, the
most notable of which was the battle
of Stone’s River near Murfreesboro,
Tennessee. The Confederate forces
were under the command of General
Braxton Bragg, and his adversary
was General William S. Rosecrans.
The two armies met on December 30,

1862 and after three long days of

fierce fighting it was a standoff. Dur-
ing this battle, Nathan Grant was shot
through the leg.

Each army had lost nearly 10,000
men and neither general wished to
continue to fight. General Bragg
withdrew southward to Tullahoma,
Tennessee and went into winter quar-
ters. He left behind 1,500 sick and
seriously wounded scattered among
the homes in Murfreesboro. Those
sick and wounded were cared for and
captured by the Union forces. Nathan
Grant was among those and was sent
to Camp Morton, Indiana, as a pris-
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oner of war.

He was among the exchanged pris-
oners at City Point, Virginia on May
12, 1863. When he recovered suffi-
ciently from his wound, he rejoined
his command and took part in sev-
eral other battles. At the end of the
war he made his way back to Texas
and settled in Deport where he re-
sumed farming.

On February 22, 1866, Nathan
Grant married Mary Dickson. Their
marriage proved quite fruitful, and
among their six children was my
grandfather, William S. (Dumas)
Grant. My mother, Lois Grand
Maddox, was the youngest of six
children born to William S. and Eddie
L. Grant.

Nathan Grant raised cotton and
corn and soon became the owner of
800 acres of good blackland near
Deport. He took an interest in the
community and was a stockholder in
the First National Bank of Deport and
the same institution in Detroit, Texas.
He was a Democrat and a Presbyte-
rian and took every opportunity to
help others. He was even a bit of a
philanthropist. In 1890 he donated
land for the building of the Martin
School in the old Martin community
west of Deport.

Recently my brother, Jim, and I
visited the grave site of our great-
grandfather at the old Deport Cem-
etery south of Deport. After clean-
ing up things a bit, we placed a Con-
federate flag over his place of burial.
I stepped back and thought “Here’s
to you, Nathan Grant. May you rest
a little easier under the flat that you
fought for.”

My father, William Clatterbuck
“Buck™ Howison (1891-1948) was
drafted in 1917 and sent to Corpus
Christi for training. During his stay
there, Mr. and Mrs. Sam Hughston,
Superintendent of Schools hailing
originally from Clarksville, did their
bit for the war effort by entertaining
my father and other doughboys (with
priority to those from their home
area) to Sunday dinners and automo-
bile tours of the city. Shortly before
his departure for Newport News, Vir-
ginia and embarkation for France,
Buck’s father and at least one sister
(Virginia, later Mrs. Rom Bishop)
went by train to Corpus for what they
feared would be a last sight of son
and sibling.

During the visit the senior
Howison (Neil M.) gave his only son
fifty dollars, a substantial sum in
those days. The gift, which detracted
from support of other family needs,
clearly reflected a father’s rather des-
perate effort to share in his
offspring’s potential sacrifice.

For both the doughboy and his
family, memories of the Civil War
conditioned their expectations about
World War 1. Neil Howison’s two
eldest brothers died (at Gettysburg

never fade..

and Petersburg) and a third had suf-
fered as a prisoner of war. Neither of
the deaths had been ““neat”. The folk
memory of the Civil War had not in-
volved a merely abstract feat of
death, but a person awareness that
military service involved loneliness
and the prospect of disease and con-
valescence without benefit of loving
attendance.

Buck was also aware that military
training discipline (later known eu-
phemistically as “chicken™) was a
severe challenge. He wrote home that
he believed he “could stand it if oth-
ers could.” When his call to the col-
ors seemed imminent, he wrote to
suggest that no family members at-
tend his departure, for he had “no-
ticed’ that the presence of loved ones
made departure “harder”.

In France with Company E, Fifth
Engineers, Sixth Division, he did not

see combat until the final weeks of

the war. He spoke only impersonally
of his experience, except to express
his horror at the memory of an en-
emy bombardment of a troop of draft

animals. The terrified screams of

mules and horses apparently shocked
him more than any human suftering

he may have observed. For a boy
reared as he had been, in a small
farming community, man’s inhuman-
ity to man was not a total surprise,
but the terrorization of dumb beasts
was incomprehensibly evil.

In the post-armistice weeks, Buck
was billeted on a French farm family
in a province of Yonne, in lower Bur-
gundy. In March, he shipped home
on the American, on which President
Wilson returned form the Versailles
peace conference. He expressed
some slight resentment at having to
participate in a victory parade in
Manhattan, and for the remainder of
his life was intolerant of patriotic
“show”, he had little enthusiasm for
veteran's organizations, which he felt
offered a platform especially wel-
comed by veterans who had not seen
combat.

While Buck embodied many of the
prejudices of his time and place, his
encounter with French Catholicism
left him notably tolerant of religious
differences. In later years, he was
forgiving of those whose moral con-
duct was conditioned “by their
lights.”

In Memory Of
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The “right age” to go to war

Gilbert and Ed Huddleston were
atthe “right age” to be called to serve
their country in World War 11 in the
early 1940’s.

Gilbert was called first because he
was younger and single; however, he
got married five days before his in-
duction into the U.S. Army and was
assigned to the Engineer Branch be-
cause of his previous heavy equip-
ment experience. He trained in Mis
i and Louisiana over a year be-
,guing overseas to serve with the
484th Engineer Unit in England,
where he remained until after V-Day
in Europe, attaining the rank of Staff
Sgt.

Ed, having a wife and 3-year old
daughter, was not drafted until the
war in Europe was at its peak. Most
able bodied men were called to serve
at that time. He was put in the U.S.
Army Infantry at Camp Walters on
February 28, 1944. He had 17 weeks
of basic training at Carap Fannin in
Tyler before being shipped to France,
landing 28 days after D-Day. He
spent 105 days in combat in France
and Germany with the 2nd Infantry

*isinn before being wounded De-
mber 13, 1944 during the Battle of
the Bulge.

He remembers the horrible battles,
the viciously cold weather with snow
and ice to combat, as well as the bul-
lets overhead. What he remembers
most, however, is the small make-
shift hospital where he had been sent
after he was wounded, and it was
about to be taken by the Germans.

A truck was leaving and all who
could walk were told to grab a blan-
ket and get on the last truck out.
Needless to say, Ed was on that truck
with only a robe and blanket and
crutches to hold him up. He was then
sent back to England to the 38th Gen-
eral Hospital near London while re-
cuperating from the shrapnel shoul-
der injury, which causes him trouble
to this day. Gilbert, who was sta-
tioned near Glocester, England,
found out where Ed was and went to
visit him several times. When he got
able, Ed spent a 10-day leave with
Gilbert at his 484th unit, which had

maintained the equipment used wher-
ever needed during the European war.
Ed, after 78 days in the hospital, was
about to be sent back to France to his
unit, when orders came through
transferring him into Gilbert’s outfit,
and that was very good news for both
of them. Gilbert’s captain had seen
the brothers work together and ar-
ranged the transfer.

After several months, the 484th
Engineers were ordered to France for
cleanup operations after the war had
ended there. Also, they were being
prepared to be sent to the Pacific,
since the war was still going on there.
However, after Japan surrendered in
August, 1945, the 484th Engineer
unit was being sent back to the states
and the men were being sent home
on the point system. As luck would
have it, Gilbert and Ed were able to
come home together and arrived in
the states on January 6, 1946.

They were sent to San Antonio for
their releases. Both Gilbert and Ed
brought home many medals, includ-
ing Good Conduct, Rifleman’s
Badges and Foreign Service Awards.
Gilbert had served 42 months behind
the lines, while Ed had served 23
months, earning three battle stars, in-
cluding the Purple Heart medal,
which is displayed on his license
plate now.

Through the years, Ed and Gil-
bert worked together in construction
business and were known through
out the area for their work. Both
settled with their families in Bogata.
Gilbert lost his battle with cancer in
late 1996, over 50 years after his re-
turn from the service, leaving his
widow, Bonnie, who still lives in
Bogata after retiring from raising a
family and teaching. )

Ed and his wife, Loyce, still live
in Bogata at their home on Halesboro
Street. The Huddleston name will be
carried on by the sons and grandsons.
Ed and Loyce lost their only daugh-
ter, Gayle, several years ago, but they
have one son and there are many
grandchildren to carry on the
Huddleston tradition

He was in a parade in New
York and when the war with Ger-
many ended, his orders were changed
for him to go to Japan. James left
New York for Seattle, Washington
and then on to Hawaii where he
climbed a mountain and coconut
trees, he was there for three weeks.
When they left by ship, the war had
ended in Japan. They landed in
Osako and went ashore by boat land-

ing right on the beach! Even though
the war was over, they had orders to
storm the beach but the foxholes were
empty. He was in Osako for three
months. When they were there, they
also found a Japanese airplane that
had crashed nose first into the
ground. Everyone had the flu because
it was the rainy season.

James left Osako for Tokyo, three
men were picked from each squad-
ron to guard General Douglas
McArthur. When there were threats
for assassinations, they would use
their submachine guns. When
McArthur came out of the building,
James said he would be on top of the
building or in the crowd with his pis-
tol in his holster. They had to have a
permit to carry a pistol. He was a
guard for 11 months. James left No-
vember, 1946 and went back to Se-
attle and then to San Antonio.

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A Veteran of Korea

Andrew Jackson Henry, a Texan
by birth, born February 1, 1929. A
community known as Collier Chapel
in Mr. John Tally’s house. The first
time I volunteered to go into the mili-
tary, I was sent to Korea. Since I was
under age and did not like being over
there, I applied for a hardship dis-
charge. I made it to California and
there was a discrepancy in my appli-
cation, so the lady in charge asked if
I wanted in or out. I decided to stay
in. They sent me to Fort Hood for a
while. Korea was my destiny, I re-
ceived orders to go back.

Whiie in Korea, I was placed at a
road block with the 21st AAA gun
battalion attached to the 27th Wolf-
hound Regiment. We were on a hold-
ing action about a mile and a half
behind the front line of the 35th Ne-
gro regiment with white officers and
Negro noncommissioned soldiers.
The Koreans broke the line. The Ne-
gro soldiers started falling back and
one of them stopped off at my fox-
hole. It was misting rain so I told him
he could stay there a little while.
When he left, he took my carbine
rifle. Later that day [ got another rifle.
The next day I walked down to a little
creek with ankle deep water flowing
over rocks. It was so clear I thought
I would take a bath and wash my fa-
tigues, and all good soldiers know to
keep their boots on. There was arock
bluff bank about 50 feet high. As 1
was finishing my bath, the enemy
opened fire. Artillery shells began to
fall all around, hitting about 25 feet
up the mountain across the creek.
Rock and shrapnel exploded all over
the place. I knew I was hit because
when | washed my face there was
blood in my hands. I got my clothes
on and made it to the Battalion First
Aid Station on the road that was be-

tween me and my fox hole. They ban-
daged my forehead for me and filled
out paperwork to receive a purple
heart. There were about 15 Ameri-
can soldiers seriously wounded lay-
ing all around the first aid station:
There was a man who had taken a hit
to the chest, blood and frothy bubbles
came up at each breath. I know there
was no hope for him. I hope God was
with him. I often think back and won-
der why they took the time to ban-
dage me up while that man lay dy-
ing. I received my first purple heart
for being in this line of action, but
men lose their lives. When I got back
to the outfit, one of the squad leaders
of another platoon, “Old Sharp” said
“Well, you ain’t hurt, you just went
down there to get a purple heart!” So
I pulled my carbine on him and said,
“Let’s see if you can be hurt.” I didn’t
hear anymore out of him. I will never
forget being accused of trying to get
a purple heart. Man! I was just try:
ing to stay alive. We stayed hunkered
down in our foxholes, for the next
three days, because the anti-tank guns
could take the top off. I felt like a
rabbit in a whole with a hundred dogs
going to get me any minute. It was
so bad that one man jumped up,
throwing his helmet in the air, and
ran out of his foxhole and down the
road screaming. You had to learn that
your home was the foxhole.

The second purple heart took
blood and bone. My mother received
two missing in action telegrams and
another stating I was wounded in ac
tion. The Lord kept me alive in the
hospital for six months and I got to
go home. I retired out of the military
in 1966. I spent six years as an en-
listed man and 14 as an officer. That
was enough for me to say “Let’s not
have war.”

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: November 11 is Veteran's Day.
[he Stars and Stripes will wave from
buildings and in front yards, defi-
nitely including mine. It seems to me
a good time to think about our ideas
of patriotism.

In my opinion, there’s a lot more
to patriotism than showing the flag,
repeating the pledge of allegiance,
honoring our heroes, and enjoying
parades and holiday fireworks. These
are worthy things to do, and we are
expressing our patriotism when we
do them. Let us proudly wave Old
Glory, but without forgetting that for
some of us “flag waving” may be an
empty gesture.

Patriots, like other worthy people,
are finally being judged by what they
do, not just what they say. Here are
some of the things that appeal to me
as examples of patriotism in action.

Patriots demonstrate their loyalty
to the American constitution by obey-
ing the law, even when they disagree
with it or find it burdensome. They
answer any call to the colors, pay
their taxes without cheating, and re-
spect the rights of other citizens,
whether they like them or not. (I
promise that some day I'll become
patriotic enough never to hurry
through yellow lights at intersec-
tions!)

Patriots do their civic duties, even
those duties that are not required by
law and are sometimes regarded as
mere privileges. We are privileged to
take part in the political process that
is our constitution at work, and in my
book we are not being truly patriotic
if we fail to do so. Not to vote in lo-
cal, state and national elections is le-
gal, but not very patriotic. I think real
patriots register to vote, even when
doing so exposes them to the risk that
they will be called upon to support--
patriotically--the American system of
justice by serving on juries.

Patriots remember that “the gov-
ernment” is made up of citizens like
ourselves, led by people we voted
into office and can vote out. Our de-
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mocracy is one of the attractions that
has led millions of people to come
here and take part in making ours the
most powerful and imitated nation on
earth. They remember that, for all its
faults, our government is widely re-
garded as the best that has yet been
tried, and that our constitution allows
us to make it ever better.

Patriots are aware that, despite ups
and downs and the warts that clearly
remain, our system of government
has never been more honest or more
democratic than in the present gen-
eration. In a democratic society like
ours, we can regret particular
changes, but in my opinion we dem-
onstrate our ignorance of history if
we claim that it was better overall in
“the good old days.”

Patriots know that it is our gov-
ernment which has created and en-
forced the freedoms our heroes have
risked and sometimes given their
lives to preserve. It is our government
whose laws and regulations, however
much they cramp our style, have pre-
served the free enterprise system that
has made us the richest society in
history.

Patriots realize that while “the
market’” has given us more and bet-
ter goods and services than ayone
else has enjoyed, it does not provide
education, health services and pro-
tection of the environment, nor as-
sure basic human rights for us all, in-
cluding the weakest and least provi-
dent of us.

And patriots keep in mind that to
trash our government or to demon-
ize those who differ from us and dis-
agree with us is not patriotic behav-
ior. If I am to call myself a patriot, |
must accept the possibility that those
who lack the good sense to agree with
me today may in the end prove right.
I must accept the fact that all of us
are patriots who try to make our na-
tion--our economy and our govern-
ment--even better.
