RUNNELS COUNTY - Re­
cent cool fronts and rains, 
have some avid dove hunters 
concerned as dove season 
officially begins today.

“Right now I’m not see­
ing a whole lot of birds,” 
said Lane Pinckney, Game 
Warden for Texas Parks and 
Wildlife in Runnels County. 
“There are a few places hold­
ing a fair amount of birds 
like Millersview and Taylor 
County - but we don’t have 
what we had two or three 
weeks ago.”

But alas, the hunting
season has been extended 

making this the longest 
season in 80 years.

The community of Winters 
will be celebrating the open­
ing of dove season on Sat­
urday with flie 14th Annual 
Dove Fest, which starts with 
hunts sdieduled by Archie 
Jobe, who said he is hoping 
for an influx of birds in to 
the area.

“It was looking good until

“It will make a b ig ' 
impact. They tend to come 
in waves.”

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Flashback: Buster Brown in Ballinger?

You will likely instantly 
recognize the location of 
the first two pictures here, 
even though they were 
made well over a hundred 
years ago. This is the comer 
of 7th and Hutchings in 
Ballinger. By the size of 
the crowd gathered that 
day, you might think the 
president was in town, or 
at least the governor. But, it 
was just a little boy and his 
dog, Buster Brown and Tige. 
You’ll have to squint to see 
them, but the two are on the 
flat porch roof of the Zappe 
building. Tige is sitting in a 
chair and Buster is standing 
just to the right of him.

Except, the little boy really 
isn’t a boy at all--he’s a fully 
grown man. There were 
several “Buster Browns”, 
but this one was likely Ed

Ansley out 
of Hugo, 
Okla. Ed 
would 
have been 
in his 
mid-20’s 
at the time 
of these 
pictures, 
but he 
was only 
4 feet, 2 
inches tall. 

■■■■■ Ed rode 
the rails

for Brown Shoe Company 
from 1910 to 1938, averag­
ing 50,000 miles per year.
He would dress in a red 
suit and hat, knickers, and 
a blonde wig, and start his 
show with; “Hi, I’m Buster 
Brown; I live in a shoe. This 
is my dog, Tige. He lives

there, too!” The kids loved 
him.

Buster Brown originated 
as a comic strip by Richard 
Outcault in 1902. The recur­
ring theme was the primly 
dressed Buster playing a 
prank or getting into some 
manner of trouble, often re­
sulting in regret on Buster’s 
part, or a spanking fi:om his 
mom The final panel began, 
“Resolved...”, followed by 
a lofty moral note, usually 
encouraging better behavior 
for the readers. It was wildly 
popular. In 1904, Buster 
Brown and Tige became the 
mascots for Brown Shoe 
Company.

While Buster was the 
headliner at this show in 
Ballinger, the real star was 
the wonder-dog Boston Ter­
rier, Tige. He would sit up

in the chair, find hidden ob­
jects, smoke cigarettes, turn 
in circles, and walk on his 
hind legs. After the show 
was over and the children 
would gather around Tige, 
he would look down at their 
shoes and if one of them 
didn’t have the Buster and 
Tige emblem on it, he would 
start to chew on them. What 
a smart dog!

At the end of the show, 
Buster had aU the BaUinger 
childrefi recite a pledge, 
with one hand raised, and 
the other crossing their 
heart, that they would 
never, never, ever buy any 
shoes but Buster Brown 
Blue Ribbon shoes. With 
that, each child was given a 
Buster Brown whistle. After 
the crowd dispersed, Buster 
and Tige walked a block 
up the street to the train 
station and boarded the

Kelton a writer of Texas tales

Writing is the painting of a 
picture in another person’s 
mind using only words. The 
magnificent scenery of Tex­
as has inspired many artists 
and writers through the 
years, and the backdrop of 
overwhelming beauty and 
sometimes larger-than-life 
characters has often been 
the spark needed for a great 
story. Elmer Kelton, a son 
of the dusty plains of West 
Texas, wove these elements 
into famous, award-winning 
tales of the Old West and 
became one of the most fa­
mous novelists in the nation.

Elmer Kelton was bom in 
a ranch camp in eastern An­
drews County simply called 
Horse Camp on the Five 
Wells Ranch in 1926. His 
father, Robert W. “Buck” 
Kelton, was a ranch hand, a 
man respected for his work 
ethic as he tried to scratch 
out a living for his family.

In 1929, the family moved 
to the small town of Crane, 
not far from Midland, when 
he father got a job with 
the McElroy Ranch. Some 
times the younger Kdton . 
would work alongside his ,',.

father when he was not in 
school. In 1942, he graduat­
ed from Crane High School.

Because he was barely 16 
when he graduated m the 
midst of World War n, he 
could not enlist in the army 
like so many young men 
of the time were doing, hi- 
stead, he attended the Uni­
versity of Texas for a couple 
of years while studying jour- 
nahsm. After his eighteenth 
birthday in 1944, he enlisted 
in the army, serving in the 
infantry in Europe. Once his 
tour of duty ended in 1946, 
he returned to Austin and 
graduated from the universi­
ty with his journalism degree 
in 1948.

He quickly found a job as 
the farm and ranch editor 
for the San Angelo Standard- 
Times. He was a popular 
writer and enjoyed his 
work. Along the way, he 
started writing novds 
about the Old West. His 
first, Hot fron, was published 
in 1956. In 1957, Buffalo 
Wagons won a Spur Award 
from the Western Writers of 
America. He produced new 
books at a rapid rate. Kdton 
even wrote for two popular 
tdevision westerns. In 1958,

he wrote an episode for the 
program Colt .45 and wrote 
a 1960 episode of Maver­
ick starring James Gamer.

In 1963, he became editor 
of Sheep and Goat Raiser 
Magazine, a position he hdd 
until 1968. Continuing to 
write novds on the side, he 
then became editor of live­
stock Weekly. He would 
soon publish two more 
widdy-acdaimed novds. The 
Day the Cowboys Quit (1971) 
and The Time It Never 
Rained (1973). In 1977, 
though his writing career 
had yet to reach its peak, 
he earned the Owen Wister 
Award for lifetime Achieve­
ment from the Western Writ­
ers of America

In 1979, The Good Old 
Boys was published. The 
novd centered on a middle 
aged cowboy struggling with 
raising his family while pin­
ing for the adventure of life 
on the frontier. The book 
was made into tdevision 
movie in 1995 and featured 
Tommy Lee Jones, Sam 
Shepard, and Sissy Spacek.

Thou^ he steadily 
achieved fame for his nov­
ds, he continued to work

Historians disagree on 
the source and date of the 
expression: once a man 
and twice a child. My vote 
goes for Plato’s version 
penned in 400 BC.

I--and many others- 
-chuckle about the truth 
that hes theretn--and the 
importance of its recogni­
tion by each generation.
In the here and now, I 
have been struck directly 
between the eyes with the 
impact of the expression’s 
personal application.

I was in the presence 
of a bowling crowd of 
wimesses-both friends 
and grandchQdren-some 
of whom are stiU laugh­
ing at my pratfalls.

I bragged to my bunch 
en route to the lanes about 
my “one sport,” once scor­
ing 276 in a league game.

They likely would 
have remained unim­
pressed if I showed them 
the trophy I was presented 
for the 276 game.

‘TU show them,” I vowed 
as we entered Pincenter

The ball-

purchased in 1957, and 
are “bagged” somewhere 
in the attic. I hadn’t 
bowled in at least a dozen 
years, and knew not where 
to find them. “No mat­
ter,” I muttered. “I’ll just 
use a house ball and rent 
shoes.”...

So much about bowling 
has changed. They now 
have “pop-up” bumpers 
for young bowlers, making 
it impossible to throw gut­
ter balls. As it turned out, 
these bumpers-in place at 
the push of a button-were 
helpful to me, too. I also 
noticed message boards 
above the pins providing 
miscellaneous informa­
tion, such as the speed of 
bowling balls.

Most of the children, 
even after several bumper 
encounters on the way 
down the lane, recorded 
speeds of 6-7-8 miles per 
hour.

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St. Teresa of Calcutta: Our 
model for Christian living

E ditor’s  n ote: This is 
a  special colum n about 
M other T heresa w ho will be 
m ade a  saint by  the C atho­
lic Church Sunday, Sept. 4.

A world that has grown 
weary through violence, 
terrorism and division wiU 
take a refreshing breath 
of joy on September 4,
2016. On that day. Mother 
Teresa of Calcutta wUl be 
canonized by Pope Francis 
as a saint of the Catholic 
Church. She was one of the 
best-known women of the 
20th century, and her life 
story is worthy of celebra­
tion.

Not only CathoUcs, but 
people of many different 
rehgions, consider her to 
be a saint for our times.
By her simple and humble 
service to A e poor in the 
forgotten slums of Calcutta, 
she became a rock star of 
holiness.

With the name Gonxha 
(Agnes) Bojaxhiu, she was 
bom in 1910 to an ethnic 
Albanian family in Skopje, 
in what was then the Otto­
man Empire. It has since 
become part of the country 
of Macedonia.

She was not bom into 
a poor family. Her father 
was a partner in a success­
ful constmction business. 
After he died suddenly 
when Gonxha was 7, she 
and her siblings were raised 
by their widowed mother. 
Their upbringing included 
regular participation in 
their local Catholic parish. 
Whenever poor beggars 
came knocking on the door, 
their mother never let them 
go away hungry. She told 
her children that these 
people were their brothers 
and sisters, too.

At 18 years of age,
Gonxha traveled to Dublin, 
Ireland, to enter a women’s 
rehgious community known 
as the Sisters of Loreto.

Michael Sis

Her supe­
riors sent 
her to the 
novitiate 
in Dar­
jeeling, 
India, in 
1929. She 
made her 
first pro­
fession of 
rehgious 
vows as a 
Sister of 
Loreto in 
1931 in

Darjeeling. At that point, 
her name became Mary 
Teresa.

Her first assignment as a 
sister was to teach history 
and geography at a girls’ 
high school in Calcutta, 
where the students were 
the daughters of wealthy 
Indians. She continued 
serving at this school for 
17 years in the comfort of 
stabhity and routine. This 
was a beautiful, peaceful, 
and holy hfe, yet God had 
more in store for Teresa.

On September 10,1946, 
while riding a train from 
Calcutta to Darjeeling for 
her annual retreat, she 
received a powerful divine 
iuspiration, which she re­
ferred to as her “call within 
a call.” She said, “I heard 
the call to give up all and 
follow Christ into the slums 
to serve him among the 
poorest of the poor.”

She subsequently re­
quested and received per­
mission to establish a new 
religious community called 
the Missionaries of Charity. 
On August 17,1948, she 
dressed for the first time in 
a white, blue-bordered sari, 
which eventually became 
the official habit of the new 
community of sisters. She 
started each day in com­
munion with Jesus in the 
Catholic Mass, then went 
off to serve him in the un­
wanted and unloved on the 
streets of Calcutta.

Before long, she was 
joined, one by one, by

her former students. The 
Missionaries of Charity 
soon grew to a worldwide 
community, always seeking 
to live with and serve the 
poorest of the poor. They 
now have soup kitchens, 
homes for the dying, ref­
uges for orphans, clinics for 
lepers, and centers for al­
coholics. They minister to 
the sick, the elderly, street 
people, ex-prostitutes, and 
the most forgotten and 
abandoned.

When Mother Teresa 
received the Nobel Peace 
Prize in 1979, she used the 
monetary award to serve 
the poor in India. When 
she died on September 5, 
1997, she was given the 
unprecedented honor of a 
state funeral by the govern­
ment of India. The funeral 
carriage on which her body 
was transported had previ­
ously been used only for 
the funerals of Mahatma 
Gandhi and Jawaharlal 
Nehru, two great politi­
cal leaders of the Indian 
nation.

A scriptural passage that 
became a central theme 
of her hfe was the expres­
sion of Jesus Christ on 
the Cross in John 19:28,
“I thirst.” She wrote, “The 
closer we come to Jesus, 
the better we whl know his 
thirst.” In the official Con­
stitutions of the Missionar­
ies of Charity, she put this 
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train for the next town that had a dealer who sold Buster 
Brown Shoes.

To illustrate the incredible popularity of Buster Brown, 
here’s a picture made about ihe same time where over 
19,000 adults and children gathered at the St. Louis Coli­
seum to catch a glimpse of one little boy and his dog. It was 
a record attendance for that forum up to that time.

I found one other occasion where Buster Brown visited 
Ballinger. On December 3,1928, he put on his show for 
Bettis and Sturges at the Palace Theater, which is the Texas 
Theater today. This time he had a movie to accompany his 
act. Every seat in the theater was filled.

Ed Ansley retired in 1938. He made enough money from 
his role as Buster Brown that he never worked another day 
in his life. During World War n, displaced and homesick 
soldiers would call on him in Hugo to reminisce and thank 
him for the great memories they had of seeing him and Tige 
decades before. Ed was active until the end. A week before 
he died, he appeared at the Astrodome and sailed his Stet­
son across the football field to a cheering crowd. He died 
in 1972 at age 84. His headstone is in the shape of a Buster 
Brown shoe.

fundamental principle, which became the guiding statement 
of their mission: “The reason for our existence is to quench 
the thirst of Jesus Christ. When he asked for water, the sol­
dier gave him vinegar to drink -  but his thirst was for love, 
for souls, for you and me.”

In the chapds of the Missionaries of Charity throughout 
the world, they place those same words of Jesus on the 
wall next to the Crucifix: “I thirst.” The occasion of Mother 
Teresa’s canonization this year is an opportunity for aU 
Christians to listen more attentively to the thirst of Jesus 
and respond with our whole heart. •

Another scriptural passage that is key for understand­
ing Mother Teresa is Matthew 25:40, where Christ says,
“As you did to the least of these, my brethren, you did it to 
me.” This Gospel passage was the basis of Mother Teresa’s 
conviction that, in touching the broken bodies of the poor, 
she was touching the body of Christ. Her service was di­
rected to Jesus himself, whom she considered to be hidden 
in the distressing disguise of the poorest of the poor.

After Mother Teresa died, her personal writings revealed 
a surprising fact of her interior life. Through her many 
years of service to the poor, she experienced a deep, painful 
longing for the love of God. She called her inner experience 
“the darkness.” This “painful night” of the soul reveals that 
her deep faith in God was not based on feelings or reassur­
ing signs that he was with her. Through her darkness, she 
shared in the thirst of Jesus, in his biiming longing for love, 
and in the desolation of the poor.

Mother Teresa was hke a living icon of the Good Samari­
tan. AU of us can learn from her example. She reminds 
us to embrace the poor and suffering, rather than avoid 
interacting with them. She said that the greatest evU is 
indifference toward one’s neighbor who is suffering. When

a person is suffering, even a smaU amount of kindness can 
make aU the difference in the world. She said, “It is not the 
magnitude of our actions, but the amount of love that is put 
into them, that matters.”

As the occasion of her canonization reminds us of the 
legacy of Mother Teresa, I would recommend to aU people 
of good wiU that we open our eyes to those around us who 
are hurting, lonely and forgotten, and extend to them a 
gesture of kindness and compassion. In themselves, these 
smaU acts of love wUl not achieve world peace, but each one 
moves our hearts in the right direction.

days for the winter season.
The TPWD is integrating those additional 

days early in the season to take advantage 
of mourning dove migrating into the state, 
as weU as at the end of the season in the 
Special White-winged Dove Area to offer 
more bird hunting opportunities..

“Hunters wUl now be able to take advan­
tage of those northern birds riding early 
November cool fronts into Texas, without 
sacrificing days of opportunity early in the 
season,” said Dave Morrison, TPWD Small 
Game ftogram Director. “We’ve also tacked 
on extra days to the back end of the season 
in late January when South Texas prospects 
are still pretty solid. It’s a win-win for dove 
hunters.”

Roughly 10 percent of the nation’s 350 
million mourning dove reside in Texas, 
along with about 9 million whitewinged 
dove. Each fall, over 415,000 Texas dove 
hunters take to the field m pursuit of these 
acrobatic, fast-flying game birds. Based on 
field observations by TPWD wildlife biolo­
gists, prospects for the 2016-17 hunting 
season are good to excellent.

But Pinckney warns that dove are un­
predictable and that unless the weather 
cooperates, Runnels County hunters may 
b ^  fewer dove this season.

“There is plenty of food available - milo 
and fields of sunflowers and native plants,” 
Pinckney said. “Plus there’s an abimdance 
of water - so we may have some if it warms 
up.”

“During the start of breeding season 
(March) in Texas, habitat conditions for 
dove were good to fantastic, thanks to the 
carryover of precipitation from 2015,” said

Shaun Oldenburger, TPWD Dove Program 
Leader. “Biologists wimessed good early 
production on both white-winged and 
mourning doves throughout the state 
until the May rains arrived. However, good 
production was wimessed in June and July 
as more sporadic, isolated storm events 
continued across the state.”

Based on early survey results at TPWD, 
moiirning dove numbers may be some of 
the highest in more than a decade in the 
Panhandle with similar numbers as 2015 
in the rest of the state. White-winged doves 
continue to increase in numbers across the 
state, but the growth is gradually slowing.

“Ninety-eight percent of what hunters 
bag in Runnels County are mourning dove,” 
Pinckney said.

Dove season in the North Zone runs Sept. 
1 -  Nov. 13 and Dec. 17 -  Jan. 1, 2017; in 
the Central Zone from Sept. 1 -  Nov. 6 and 
Dec. 17 -  Jan. 8, 2017; and in the South 
Zone from Sept. 23 -  Nov. 13 and Dec. 17 - 
Jan. 23, 2017. The daily bag limit for doves 
statewide is 15 and the possession limit 45.

In the Special White-winged Dove Area, 
the season runs Sept. 3-4,10-11, Sept.
23 -  Nov. 9, Dec. 17 -  Jan. 23, 2017. Dur­
ing the early two weekends in the Special 
White-winged Dove Area, hunting is allowed 
only in the afternoon and the daily bag 
limit is 15 birds, to include not more Aan 
two mourning doves and two white-tipped 
doves. During the general season opens, the 
aggregate bag limit is 15 with no more than 
two white-tipped doves.

For novice dove hunters or those new to 
the sport, TPWD is offering Hunting 101 
workshops this year dedicated to dove 
hunting. These 3-8 hour, hands-on seminars 
and workshops are designed for family 
members of ^  ages to learn more about 
the animals hunted, tools used in hunting 
and the shooting sports and where to go in

Texas to enjoy these activities. Class sched­
ules are available online or by contacting 
the TPWD Hunter Education Department at 
512-389-4999.

Hunters are reminded that aU current 
hunting licenses expire Aug. 31 and m ad­
dition to a 2016-17 hunting license, anyone 
bom after Sept. 1,1971, must success­
fully complete a hunter education training 
course. Those under 17 and those 17 and 
older who purchase a one-time deferral li­
cense may hunt legally in Texas if accompa­
nied by a licensed hunter 17 years or older 
who has passed hunter education or who is 
otherwise exempt. Accompanied means be­
ing within normal voice control. The TPWD 
Hunter Education certification is valid for 
life and is honored in aU other states and 
provinces. More information on hunter edu­
cation certification is available online.

A Migratory Game Bird endorsement and 
Harvest Information Program (HIP) certifi­
cation are also required to hunt dove. HIP 
certification involves a brief survey of previ­
ous year’s migratory bird hunting success 
and is conducted at the time licenses are 
purchased.

Hunting and fishing regulations for the 
new season can be found in the 2016-2017 
Outdoor Annual, available in print form at 
license retailers; digital version online and 
in the free Outdoor Annual mobile app 
available for Apple and Android devices.

Dove Himting Tips

Dove hunters can improve their game and 
increase their odds of having a successful 
outing by following these important tips 
from the Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment (TPWD).

Practice with a purpose: Get the gun out 
well ahead of the hunt and take some “bat­
ting practice” swinging on birds. “Even prac­

ticing leading a bird without shooting can 
improve your accuracy,” according to TPWD 
dove program leader Shaun Oldenburger. 
“The average hunter takes five shots to bag 
one dove; ^ a t’s three boxes of shotgun 
shells to get your bag limit! Effective shoot­
ing leads to better hunts and more birds in 
the bag.” Shoot at least a couple boxes of 
shotshells at clay targets to get your timing, 
shooting stance, head, gun mounting and 
follow through in sync.

Know your limitations; Pattern your shot­
gun on paper targets with different chokes, 
loads and at various distances within 30 
yards, where dove loads are most effective. 
Not all guns, chokes and loads pattern the 
same. Practice estimating distances to spots 
and then verify them wiA a rangefinder. 
You’U better understand your distances 
from birds and be able to make more effec­
tive shots and reduce crippling loss.

Know the routines: Moioming doves 
will typically be going to fields from roost 
locations to feed early in the morning, but 
there’s also good hunting opportunities • 
during inid-morning or even mid-aftemoon 
at watering holes in areas with good dove 
concentrations. Birds won’t be flying in 
flocks, but it can be some great hunting as 
singles and doubles look for daily drinking 
water. White-winged dove flocks always 
seem to be flying in and out of an effective 
gun range; make sure to single out individ­
ual birds that are lower than others when 
shooting to be more effective.

Be safe: Always be aware of your shoot­
ing lanes and locations of other hunters, 
which can change constantly when birds are 
coming in and the action gets hot. Shooting 
outside of a safe zone of fire is the #1 cause 
of hunting accidents in Texas, mostly dur­
ing dove hunting.
