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TEXAS HISTORY MINUTE

Remembering Texans on 9/11

It started as a quiet
morning in September. It
quickly became a night-
mare. The horrors of
September 11, 2001, are
burned into the memories
of Americans. As the
nation approaches the
fifteenth anniversary of
the atrocity, cpmmunities
across the United States
pause to remember the
lives lost. In addition to
the losses shared by the
entire nation, six Texans
also lost their lives.

When the World Trade
Center was dedicated in
1973, it was a marvel
of modern architecture.
The two main build-
ings, referred to simply
1 World Trade Center and
2 World Trade Center,
stood at 1,368 and 1,362
feet respectively, and were
the tallest buildings in the
world. It redefined the
skyline of New York City
and attracted attention
from across the globe. It
also became the target
of threats in the years
before that terrible day.
The Pentagon, located just
outside Washington, DC,
and the heart of America’s
defense command since
1943, was also targeted
and struck.

Jimmy Nevill Storey
of Katy, born in 1943,
had been an executive
visiting his company’s
office at the World Trade
Center that morning. He
was described as a dot-
ing father and grandfa-
ther. He loved reading
mystery novels and
history books. Michael
Tinley was a 56-year-
old Dallasite, also an
executive. Those who
knew him recalled how
friendly he always was.
Neither made it out of
the building.

Barbara Olson was a
Houston native born in
1955 and graduate of S.
P. Waltrip High School.
She had attended the
University of St. Thomas
in Houston and received
a law degree from Ye-
shiva University in New

York.

She had
become a
nationally
known
attorney
and TV
com-
mentator
before her
death.

Daniel
Martin
Caballero
was born
in Houston in 1980. As
a youth, he would often
dismantle his electronic
toys, and once in the
navy, he became an
Electronics Technician
Third Class. Described as
dedicated, he had worked
at the Pentagon for two
years, mostly arranging
the equipment for video-
conferences. Caballero
had planned to return to
Texas to visit family that
following weekend.

Lt. Col. Karen Wagner,
born in 1961, had spent
her life in the army caring
for others as part of the
medical corps. Wagner
grew up in a military fam-
ily in San Antonio. In her

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Family Meal Time: Make meals and memories together

With today’s busy schedules, many
families do not have time to sit down and
enjoy a meal together. But having family
meal time has many benefits says Texas
A&M Agrilife Extension Service, Family and
Consumer Sciences Agent, Sandy Taylor.

In fact, research shows that compared to
children who seldom participate in family
meals, children who sit down to regular
family meals consume more fruits, veg-
etables and fiber, consume less soda and
fried foods, and eat less heart damaging
saturated and trans fat. Families that eat to-
gether also have more time and opportuni-
ties to communicate and build relationships
and these children tend to perform better
academically.

For some, there can be many barriers to
family meals notes FCS Agent Sandy Taylor.
Between work, school-related and other
activities, families may find they lack time
for family meals and do not have the time
to cook. On some cases, the parent may
not know how to cook. The prevalence of
fast food and other convenience food items
makes cooking practically a non-essential
skill. Still, FCS Agent Sandy Taylor notes
that families can experience the positive
‘benefits of family meals by eating together
at least four to five times per week and of-
fers these tips:

® If possible, start eating meals together
as a family when your kids are young. This
way, it becomes a habit.

® Plan when you will eat together as a
family. Write it on your calendar!

B Remember family meal time can be
breakfast, lunch or dinner, it's what fits
with your family’s schedule best.

B During the meal, focus on each other.
Turn off the television. Take phone calls
later.

H Talk about fun and happy things and
make meal time stress-free.

B Encourage you child to try foods, but
do not lecture or force your child to eat.

Taylor also says that you do not have to
cook an elaborate meal to enjoy the benefits
of family time together. Instead of cooking
a time-intensive meal, spend your time and
energy with your family. Try quick cooking
stir-fry, soups, or no cook sandwiches and
salads. You can also do some tasks for meal
preparation before-hand. For example, wash
and cut vegetables or make a fruit salad the
night before. Cook lean beef or turkey for
spaghetti, tacos, or chili and store in the re-
frigerator or freezer until ready to use. You
might also consider batch cooking which
can provide leftovers for lunch the next day
or super for two nights in a row.

1 tablespoon chili powder

1 teaspoon paprika

1 teaspoon onion powder

You do not need any special skills or
legal knowledge to be a juror!

To be qualified to serve as a juror you
must:

B Be at least 18 years of age;

H Be a citizen of this state and of the
county in which you are to serve as a juror;

B Be qualified under the Constitution
and laws to vote in the county in which
you are to serve as a juror (Note: You do
not have to be registered to'vote to be
qualified to vote);

® Be of sound mind and good moral
character;

B Be able to read and write;

B Not have served as a juror for six days
during the preceding three months in the
county court or during the preceding six
months in the district court; and

B Not have been convicted of, or be
under indictment or other legal accusation
for, misdemeanor theft or a felony.

*Note that the completion of deferred
adjudication is not a disqualifying “convic-
tion”.

If you have any doubts as to your eligi-
bility to serve on a jury, contact the judge
or court as indicated on your jury sum-
mons.

Exemptions from Jury Service

You are not required to claim an exemp-
tion from jury service.

However, you may choose to be excused
if you:

B Are over 70 years of age (You may also
request a permanent age 70 exemption.)

B Have legal custody of a child younger
than 12 years of age and the person’s ser-
vice on the jury requires leaving the child
without adequate supervision;

B Are a student of a public or private
secondary school;

B Are a person enrolled and in actual
attendance at an institution of higher
education;

B Are an officer or an employee of the
senate, house of representatives, or any
department, commission, board, office, or

other agency in the legislative branch of
government;

B Have served as a petit juror in the
county during the 24-month period
preceding the date you are required to
appear for this summons. (Applies only
to counties with a population of at least
200,000 unless the county uses a jury plan
under § 62.011, Gov’t Code, and the period
authorized under § 62.001(b)(b6) exceeds
two years.);

B Are the primary caretaker of a per-
son who is an invalid unable to care for
himself (This exemption does not apply to
health care workers.); or

B Have been summoned for service
in a county with a population of at least
250,000 and you have served as a petit
juror in the county during the three year
period preceding the date you are to ap-
pear for jury service. (This does not apply
if the jury wheel has been reconstituted
since your service as a petit juror.)
