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Friona will receive a $62,869.80 
February tax allocation payment

Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar announced last 
week that he will distribute $1.3 billion in month-
ly sales tax revenue to local governmental enti-
ties. The total is a 9.3 percent increase over the 
total amount in February 2022. Cities will receive 
$855.7M, transit systems will get $280.8M, coun-
ties get $80.2M, and special purpose districts will 
get $121M.  These allocations are based on sales 
made in December by businesses that report tax 
monthly; October, November and December sales 
by quarterly filers; and 2022 sales by businesses 
that report tax annually.

The City of Friona will receive $62,869.80 in sales 
tax allocation for the month of February. This pay-
ment is a 8.09% decrease from the $68,403.80 re-
ceived in February of 2022. For the first two months 
of 2023, Friona has received $116,775.01 which is 
a 14.48% decrease from the YTD amount in 2022. 
The Friona Economic Development Corporation 
(FEDC) will receive $15,717.45 of the allocation for 
its operating budget.

Abbott issues disaster declara-
tion, seeks fed help

Gov. Greg Abbot has issued a 
disaster declaration for Texas 
counties affected by the early 
February ice storm and is seeking 
a federal declaration as well for 
areas in Southeast Texas affected 
by rare January tornadoes. The 
ice storm caused considerable 
damage to property and power 
outages in the affected areas. The 
declaration for ice-storm dam-
aged counties includes Denton, 
Hays, Henderson, Milam, Smith, 
Travis and Williamson counties. 

“Through this disaster declara-
tion, we will be able to provide 
additional assistance to Texans 
and communities who have ex-
perienced property damage and 
localized power outages from 
this ice storm,” Abbott said.

The ice storm brought tree 
limbs snapping and crashing 
onto power lines. More than 
170,000 Austin households were 
without power for several days, 
with some going more than 10 
days without power.

Abbott also requested a presi-
dential disaster declaration for 
counties in Southeast Texas hit 
by tornadoes and severe storms 
in late January. That request in-
cludes Harris, Jefferson, Liberty 

and Orange counties. If that re-
quest is granted, residents and 
businesses in those counties 
would have access to federal 
loans and grants.

Religious freedom bills draw bi-
partisan support

Three bills have been filed in 
the Texas House aimed at im-
proving Texans ability to practice 
their religions. The Austin Amer-
ican-Statesman reported that 
state Rep. Salman Bhojani, D-Eu-
less, filed the bills to expand the 
state’s list of optional holidays to 
include more religious holy days; 
prevent standardized tests being 
given on those days; and ensure 
that religious leaders of all faiths 
can legally perform marriages. 

Bhojani, one of the state’s first 
Muslim legislators, was joined at 
a news conference by Republican 
state Rep. Jacey Jetton, R-Rich-
mond, who is Christian, and fel-
low Muslim state Rep. Suleman 
Lalani, D- Sugar Land. 

“As legislators, it is our duty 
to ensure that Texas is the reli-
gious freedom state, where we 
can practice our faith with pride, 
where we can pray in a church, 
synagogue, mosque, temple, ja-
matkhana or gurdwara, where we 
can love God by any name,” Bho-

jani said.

Plan to ban TikTok on state-
owned devices released

Abbott last week also an-
nounced a security plan to ban 
the use of the popular video app 
TikTok as well as other software 
on all state-issued devices, as 
well as personal devices used to 
conduct state business. Abbott 
contends the Chinese-owned 
company can harvest data from 
TikTok user’s devices and poses a 
security risk to Texas.

After Abbott issued the initial 
order in December, The Universi-
ty of Texas at Austin banned Tik-
Tok on all its Wi-Fi networks. The 
latest security plan also includes 
other lesser-known apps, such as 
WeChat. A number of hardware 
manufacturers are also prohibit-
ed from being used by state agen-
cies and employees. 

TikTok, which is known for its 
short videos, is owned by the 
Chinese company ByteDance 
and has more than 86 million us-
ers in the United States.

larger pipe when repairs 
are needed. Council ac-
tion will not be taken 
until the next meeting. 
The City of Friona was 
given high marks for its 
forward-looking plans 
regarding the water sup-
ply.

Friona Police Chief 
Isidro Jiminez presented 
the department’s racial 
profiling report and it 
was approved by the 
Council.

Motions to approve an 
FEDC incentive agree-
ment with TW&M Prop-
erties LLC concerning 
the housing project 
west of Legacy Pointe 
Senior Apartments and 

an agreement between 
the City of Friona and 
TW&M Properties LLC 
was approved. Council 
Member Cindy Moreno 
abstained from voting 
on both motions.

The Council autho-
rized the City Man-
ager to solicit bids for 
a Bathroom Remodel/
Replacement Project for 
the Friona Community 
Center. The City Manag-
er was also authorized to 
solicit bids for Daycare 
Service Provider. Plans 
are to have it operational 
by the time school starts 
in September.

An agreement with 
O’Reilly’s Auto Parts 
could not be reached 

and the company has 
chosen not build a store 
in Friona. Plans are un-
derway on other possi-
ble uses of the old 4-Way 
property and also for 
city property located at 
the old Campbell Elec-
tric building.

In other business, the 
accounts payable for 
January 2023 were ap-
proved. The financial 
statement for January 
2023 was also approved.

The next City Council

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 10.9 cents last 
week, averaging $2.95 per gallon, according to Gas-
Buddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Prices in 
Texas are 7.3 cents per gallon higher than a month 
ago and stand 18.3 cents per gallon lower than a 
year ago. According to GasBuddy price reports, the 
cheapest station in Texas was priced at $2.27 while 
the most expensive was $4.17 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline has fallen 
7.3 cents in the last week, averaging $3.37 per gallon. 
The national average is up 10.9 cents per gallon from 
a month ago and stands 10.2 cents per gallon lower 
than a year ago. The national average price of diesel 
has fallen 7.3 cents in the last week and stands at 
$4.53 per gallon, the lowest level since March 5, 2022.

“For a second straight week, the national average 
price of gasoline has declined, alongside the price of 
diesel which has fallen to its lowest level in nearly a 
year,” said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analy-
sis at GasBuddy.

“While diesel prices likely have a long way to fall 
as inventories continue to improve, gasoline prices 
in some areas have gone up in the last weeks as the 
transition to summer gasoline is just around the cor-
ner. In addition, GasBuddy data shows that gasoline 
demand has risen for the third straight week, a trend 
that will likely continue as we gradually see tempera-
tures warm and the heart of winter moves to the rear 
view. Also, refinery maintenance season will soon be 
in full force, likely putting upward pressure on prices. 
On average, gasoline prices rise between 35 and 85 
cents per gallon between March and Memorial Day, 
so motorists seeing prices fall should enjoy the de-
clines while they last.”

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

Ingredients
2 tablespoons honey
2 cups roasted unsalted almonds
¼ teaspoon kosher salt
¼ teaspoon cayenne
¼ cup sesame seeds

Instructions
Preheat the oven to 350°F.  Place 2 
tablespoons honey in a small, mi-
crowave-safe bowl or measuring 
cup and microwave for 15 seconds. 
In a large bowl, mix the honey with 

the remainder of the ingredients.  
Place the mixture on a parchment 
covered baking sheet and roast for 
10 minutes. Allow to cool fully, then 
gently break apart the almonds.  
Store in an airtight container.

Ingredients
¼ cup vegetable oil
¾ cup honey
2 teaspoons vanilla extract
1 teaspoon cinnamon
¼ teaspoon salt
6 cups old fashioned rolled oats
1 cup sliced almonds
½ cup slivered almonds
1 ½ cups raisins

Instructions
Preheat oven to 300°F.  In a large bowl, mix ¼ cup vegetable oil, 
¾ cup honey, 2 teaspoons vanilla extract, 1 teaspoon cinnamon, 
and ¼ teaspoon salt.  Add 6 cups oats, 1 cup sliced almonds, and 
½ cup slivered almonds.  Stir with wooden spoon to evenly coat.  
Spread onto a parchment paper-lined baking sheet and bake 
around 45 minutes until golden, removing the pan to stir every 
15 minutes.  Remove from oven and let cool completely, then 
add 1 ½ cup raisins to the cooled mixture.  Store in air-tight con-
tainer.

Handling Anxiety and Worry, pt 2

Rejoice Through Suffering

If you had a stroke or a heart attack, 
you would get to the ER asap.  If you 
had a flat tire, you’d go to the tire shop 
pronto.  If you had some tax problems 
or questions you’d find an accountant, 
but what is your plan of action when 
cares, worries and anxieties hit?  

1 Peter 5:7 gives you a plan of action 
when you may struggle with anxieties 
and the cares of life.  This verse says, 
“casting all your anxieties on him, be-
cause he cares for you.”  Notice that 
when the cares of life begin to crowd in 
on your soul, you are to go to the Lord 
with them.  You can cast your cares 
and anxieties on him.  This is much 
better than having a 10 step plan, or 
some other method that calls you to 
pull yourself up by your bootstraps, 
but casting your cares on the Lord is 
an invitation to lean on his presence, 
power and promises as you walk life.  

Casting your cares on the Lord begins 
with prayer that lays those cares bare 
before the father and confesses the sin 
of being anxious, but it does not sim-
ply stop at prayer.  Such drawing near 
to the Lord also grows faith and trust 
in the Lord by standing on his prom-
ises in the Bible, and living in light of 
those.  Further, casting cares on the 
Lord involves surrounding yourself 
with other believers who can build you 
up in the Lord and be praying for you.  
In the end, casting your cares and anx-
ieties on the Lord is not an effort to rid 
yourself of these burdens for the sake 
of an easier life, but it is an intentional 
clinging to the Lord in light of the trials 
and challenges before you, knowing 
that Christ himself is your peace (Eph

churn up.

It is 
a quarter more than we had, but Tues-
day proved it doesn’t hang around long 
with wind gust over 50 mph. As I write 
we are preparing for a little dose of cold 
by Thursday. 

Life at times, seems to imitate the 
weather. You get a little blessing (rain) 
and the next thing you know that bless-
ing gets snatched away (wind) before it 
could fully be enjoyed. Leaving you with 
a cold dreary result. Satan is often quick 
to rob us of that moment of bliss, chal-
lenging our faith and hoping that cold 
empty feeling will move us a little further 

away from our hope. Encouraging us 
to question our resolve and doubt that 
there is something greater beyond the 
clouds. This plays out in all our lives be-
cause storms come and sometimes all in 
one week. 

This would be a desperate way to live if 
you do not know the Master of the storm 
and the King of our peace regardless 
of the circumstance. Sometimes, even 
when I can’t comprehend all that is hap-
pening at a particular moment I must 
pause as the apostles did and marvel at 
the One who can calm the storm or see 
us through it. Don’t lose hope, Jesus re-
mains on His throne and all that is will 
one day bow to the King of Kings and 
Lord of Lords. So, rain, wind or cold mat-
ters not to the one basking in the Son.

Romans 5: 3-5 says, 
“we rejoice in our suffer-
ings, knowing that suf-
fering produces endur-
ance, and endurance 
produces character, 
and character produces 
hope, and hope does 
not put us to shame, 
because God’s love has 
been poured into our 
hearts through the Holy 
Spirit who has been giv-
en to us.”

Twice in the last week, 
I have been reminded 
of these verses! It makes 
me wonder what is com-
ing my way???!!!?

A friend was totally 
overwhelmed and dev-
astated when her hus-
band unexpectedly 
passed away. It has been 
a tough three years for 
her. She bought a house 
and moved out of the 
house she and her hus-
band shared, but she 
had not completely 
moved out. She had got-
ten to the point where 
she did not want to go to 
the house, so she wasn’t 
checking on it as often 
as she once was. Over 
Christmas, she found 
out pipes had burst in 
an upstairs bathroom, 
completely flooding and 
destroying the home. 
She felt terrible guilt, 
and what broke my 
heart was that she felt so 
ashamed for what hap-
pened. I prayed for her 
over the phone, and the 
next day she told our 
group of friends what 
happened, and we all 

prayed for her.
During Bible study, a 

lady answered a ques-
tion by saying we need to 
face our trials and chal-
lenges with joy, some-
thing my sweet lady had 
none of at that point. I 
told her we were going 
to pray for her to expe-
rience joy as she fin-
ished going through the 
things in her house. My 
prayer is that as she goes 
through things, wonder-
ful memories will come 
to mind, and she will be 
filled with joy.

I was in a group with 
another lady I didn’t 
know. She shared she 
voiced her Christian 
beliefs to a friend. The 
friend did not agree 
with her point of view, 
and was quick to let her 
know it in front of the 
lady’s child. Of course 
the lady was upset, es-
pecially since her child 
had to witness her being 
berated.

We all face challenges 
of different kinds, and it 
is difficult to even think 
of facing them with joy, 
but that is what Scrip-
ture tells us to do. If we 
don’t face them with joy, 
how will we ever build 
endurance, character 
and hope in ourselves; 
things that will help us 
face future trials and 
sufferings.

My friend’s house can 
be fixed and sold, but it 
is going to probably take 
a little while for the other 
lady to get over how she 

was treated, especially 
in front of her child. It is 
tough enough for some 
of us to speak what we 
believe, especially in 
this day and time when 
people are so quick to 
be critical of us, to our 
face, in front of our chil-
dren, to others, on social 
media, etc. So what do 
we do in these times of 
trial?

It helps to know the 
Word. It is the only true 
guidebook for our lives, 
and we need that guid-
ance more now than 
ever!

The difficult part for 
me is maintaining my 
composure: not getting 
mad, loud, flustered; 
feeling defeated, un-
equipped, etc. I need 
to be honest about my 
shortcomings and seek 
God’s help in turning 
them into something 
useful for me and Him.

I need to work at re-
joicing during my trials 
and sufferings. I know 
that when I do, things 
are never as bad as I 
think they are. It seems I 
get through them easier 
and faster than if I have 
negative feelings.

Last, I need to be still 
and depend on God to 
help me, or in some cas-
es, fix my problems. That 
can be tough too, but we 
know that when we do it, 
everything always works 
out for THE BEST!

Take care, and rejoice 
in your trials!!! They are 
good for you!!!

On February 15, 
1898, an American 
battleship—anchored 
in Havana harbor—ex-
ploded; two hundred 
sixty sailors–out of ap-
proximately 400–per-
ished.

2022 Was Another Record Year for U.S. Farm Exports

The American agricul-
tural sector posted its 
best export year ever in 
2022 with international 
sales of U.S. farm and 
food products reaching 
$196 billion, Agriculture 
Secretary Tom Vilsack 
announced today. Final 
2022 trade data released 
earlier this week by the 
Commerce Department 
shows that U.S. agricul-
tural exports increased 
11 percent, or $19.5 bil-
lion, from the previous 
record set in 2021.

“This second consecu-
tive year of record-set-
ting agricultural exports, 
coupled with a record 
$160.5 billion in net 
farm income in 2022, 
demonstrates the suc-
cess of the Biden-Harris 
Administration’s efforts 
to create new and bet-
ter markets for America’s 
agricultural producers 
and businesses,” Vilsack 
said. “We’re strengthen-
ing relationships with 
our trading partners and 
holding those partners 
accountable for their 
commitments. We’re 
making historic invest-
ments in infrastructure to 
strengthen supply chains 
and prevent market dis-

ruptions. We’re knocking 
down trade barriers that 
hamper U.S. producers’ 
access to key markets. 
And we’re continuing to 
invest in export market 
development programs, 
partnering with indus-
try to bring high-quality, 
cost-competitive U.S. 
products to consumers 
around the world.”

The value of sales in-
creased in all of the 
United States’ top 10 ag-
ricultural export markets 
– China, Mexico, Cana-
da, Japan, the European 
Union, South Korea, 
Taiwan, the Philippines, 
Colombia and Vietnam, 
with sales in seven of the 
10 markets (China, Mexi-
co, Canada, South Korea, 
Taiwan, the Philippines 
and Colombia) setting 
new records.

“While we remain com-
mitted to our established 
customer base around 
the world, we are also 
setting our sights on 
new growth opportuni-
ties in places like Africa, 
Latin America, the Mid-
dle East and Southeast 
Asia. Overall, there were 
30 markets where U.S. 
exports exceeded $1 bil-
lion in 2022 – an increase 

from 27 markets in 2021 – 
demonstrating the broad 
global appeal of Amer-
ican-grown products,” 
Vilsack noted.

The top commodities 
exported by the United 
States in 2022 were soy-
beans, corn, beef, dairy, 
cotton and tree nuts, 
which together com-
prised more than half of 
U.S. agricultural export 
value. International sales 
of many U.S. products – 
including soybeans, cot-
ton, dairy, beef, ethanol, 
poultry, soybean meal, 
distilled spirits and dis-
tillers’ grains – reached 
record values.

“At the end of the day, 
agricultural trade is all 
about opportunities – for 
America’s farmers and 
ranchers, for our rural 
communities, for the 
U.S. economy and for our 
global customers. We ex-
tend our gratitude to the 
Americans across the ag-
ricultural industry who 
create and support those 
opportunities by grow-
ing, processing, selling 
and shipping our farm 
and food products to the 
world,” Vilsack said.

“This year it is more important than 
ever that IPM coordinators for their 
schools are aware of new rules and law 
changes they must adhere to,” said Janet 
Hurley, AgriLife Extension integrated 
pest management specialist, Dallas, and 
school IPM training instructor.

All public schools in Texas are re-
quired under Texas Administrative Code 
to adopt, implement and maintain a 
school IPM program, but Hurley said 
many school districts are still not imple-
menting their IPM programs to the letter 
of the law.

The Texas law requires each school 
board adopt an IPM policy that follows 
all legal requirements for pesticide use. 
The schools must make their policy 
available for the public to review. Impor-
tantly, each district must designate an 
IPM coordinator who ensures compli-
ance with the IPM policy.

“In addition to our in-person class-
es, we also offer a six-hour school IPM 
course or the one-hour school IPM re-
fresher course online,” Hurley said. Par-
ticipants may register for online train-
ings at https://tx.ag/OnlineSchoolIPM.
