Accident claims life
of Friona woman

Cinthya Guerrero, 30,
of Friona died in a two
vehicle accident early
Monday morning ap-
proximately one mile
southwest of Friona.

According to a pre-
liminary report by Texas
Highway Patrol Troop-
ers, a 1999 Peterbilt
truck tractor towing a
semi-trailer driven by
Jose Ortega, 26, of Clo-
vis, New Mexico was
was facing northbound
on County Road 17 and
stopped at the stop sign
at the intersection with
US 60. Guerrero, driv-
ing a 2015 Chevrolet
Cruze, was westbound
on US 60, traveling in
the inside lane. Ortega
crossed over the east-

bound lanes of US 60
and entered the cross-
over in the center me-
dian to travel west on US
60. Ortega failed to yield
the right of way and en-
tered the westbound
inside lane in the path
of Guerrero, resulting in
a collision. Ortega was
wearing a seat belt and
Guerrero was not.

Death Inquest was
conducted by Parmer
County Justice of the
Peace, Precinct 1 Rhon-
da Wilkins.

The accident occurred
at approximately 6:50
am. on Monday, De-
cember 11th. Road con-
ditions were clear and
dry. The crash remains
under investigation.

Legal challenges to
amendments  appear
quashed

A half-dozen lawsuits
challenging the 13 ap-
proved Texas constitu-
tional amendments ap-
pear to be dead in the
water, The Dallas Morn-
ing News reported. The
secretary of state’s office
last week declared the
propositions  approved
and now a part of the
Texas Constitution, while
Gov. Greg Abbott can-
vassed the election and
certified the results. One
proposition that would
have raised the retire-
ment age of judges was
rejected by voters.

In addition, the Texas
attorney general’s of-
fice said the lawsuits had
improper “citation and
return of service” The
plaintiffs are unable to
correction those citations
because the election re-
sults have been certified.

The six nearly identical
lawsuits claimed the state
used uncertified polling
machines that exposed
the election to voter
fraud, and the plaintiffs
called for the courts to
throw out the Nov. 7 re-
sults and hold a new elec-
tion using paper ballots
only, The News reported.

The suits threatened
to delay voter-approved
property tax cuts and a
raise in retired teachers’
pensions.

Maple syrup is usually
from the xylem sap of
sugar maple, red maple,
or black maple trees.
In cold climates, these
trees store starch in their
trunks and in their roots.
In the spring, the starch
is then converted to sug-
ar that rises in the sap.
The maple trees are then
tapped by boring holes
into their trunks and the
released sap is collected.
After the sap is collected,
it is processed by heating
to evaporate much of the
water, leaving the con-
centrated syrup. A maple
syrup production farm
is called a sugarbush or
a sugarwood. The sap is
boiled in a sugar house
which is also known as a
sugar shack, sugar shanty,
or a cabane a sucre.

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Jesus is Unique

Have you ever received a Christmas
present that was above and beyond any
other present you ever received? One
that stands out in its uniqueness from
all others because of its quality and
significance. This year I received a tre-
mendous and amazing gift, and  am so
thankful for this gift, but in reality, the
gift I received will eventually wear out.
Jesus, on the other hand, is the greatest
gift you can receive, and He does not
grow old, wear out or rust out, but the
longer you know him, the sweeter he
grows.

In fact, the angel Gabriel points to Je-
sus’ uniqueness in Luke 1:33-34. First,
Gabriel mentions the miraculous con-
ception and an exceptional name. Je-
sus’ name literally means “Jehovah
saves,” which encapsulates the reason
He came. Further, the angel mentions

that “He will be great.” Jesus’ greatness
issecond to none and is displayed in his
perfect life, countless miracles, power-
ful teaching, and sacrificial death.

Comptroller Distributes $1.1B to Local Governments

Texas Comptroller
Glenn Hegar announced
that he will send cities,
counties, transit systems
and special purpose dis-
tricts $1.1 billion in local
sales tax allocations for
December, 2.5 percent
more than in December
2022.

Texas cities will re-
ceive $681.6 million,
transit systems will get

$229.8 million, counties
will get $66.2 million,
and special purpose dis-
tricts will receive $100.2
million.

The City of Friona will
receive $51,971.79 in
sales tax allocation for
the month of December.
This payment represents
a 3.21 percent decrease
from the $53,697.04 re-
ceived in December of

2022.
For year-to-date 2023,
Friona has received

$668,341.74 which is a
10.41 percent decrease
from the YTD amount
of $746,053.21 received
in 2022. The Friona Eco-
nomic  Development
Corporation (FEDC) will
receive $12,992.95 of the
December allocation for
its operating budget.

Lower gas prices for the holidays

Average gasoline
prices in Texas fell 14.0
cents last week, averag-
ing $2.56 per gallon, ac-
cording to GasBuddy’s
survey of 13,114 stations
in Texas. Prices in Texas
are 20.3 cents lower than
a month ago and stand
10.2 cents lower than a
year ago.

According to Gas-
Buddy price reports, the
cheapest station in Texas
was priced at $1.59 while
the most expensive was
$3.99 per gallon.

The national average
price of gasoline fell 9.6
cents last week, aver-
aging $3.11 per gallon.
The national average is

down 23.7 cents from a
month ago and stands
10.1 cents lower than a
year ago. The national
average price of diesel
fell 8.4 cents last week
and stands at $4.10 per
gallon.

“For the 12th straight
week, or three straight
months, the national av-
erage has continued to
decline, now at its low-
est level of 2023 head-
ing into the prime of
the holiday season as
oil prices continue to
struggle amidst cooling
demand,” said Patrick
De Haan, head of pe-
troleum analysis at Gas-
Buddy.

“With nearly 80,000
gas stations in the U.S.
now priced below $3 per
gallon, and 23 states also
seeing average prices
of $2.99 or less, motor-
ists are getting substan-
tial relief at the pump
in time for the holidays.
The trend is likely to con-
tinue in most states this
week, while the national
average could soon fall
below $3.05 per gallon,
the lowest since 2021,
De Haan added.

GasBuddy data is
compiled from more
than 11 million weekly
price reports covering
over 150,000 gas stations
across the country.
