Facing Covid-19 Related Challenges

Under the gun - what does 
this phrase mean to you? 
What mental image does it 
conjure? I am using it rather 
melodramatically to describe 
the feeling of needing to com-
pose this piece – to say some-
thing, when I have not much 
to say presently, (or perhaps, 
much to say, but nothing 
about which to speak), but 
a looming deadline that de-
mands that I speak. It is, in 
a sense, time to make some-
thing out of nothing. I sup-
pose it could be compared to 
those chef competition shows 
on television, where the chefs 
are working to create a recipe 
within a certain timeframe, 
with the hopes of ‘wowing’ the 
judges, who are given the sta-
tus of culinary experts for no 
apparent reason other than 
the fact that they are staged 
on the portion of the set 
designated for the so-called 
experts. Actually, as I begin 
to think about this, the only 
similarity between my current 
situation in writing this piece 
and those cooking shows is 
the presence of a timeframe 
within which the work must be 
completed. 

Unlike the shows, I am not 
fabricating any amount of 
drama here, the use of the 
idiom “under the gun” not-
withstanding; in fact, I would 
claim to be operating in a dra-
ma-free environment as this 
is coming together. Also, and 
importantly, in my view, I am 
not working with everything 
perfectly portioned and ready 
at hand as those chefs are. 
I have no one to yell at for 
making a contrived “mistake”, 
except for the dog, who isn’t 
moved by such misplaced 
attribution; I have no wild or 
unique hair style, piercings, 
or tattoos so as to make me 
unique and memorable, and I 
am not unnecessarily swear-
ing so as to earn the most 
“bleeps”, or post-filming ed-
its, which help cement one’s 
status as being the most hip, 
although I haven’t discovered 

what bears the most weight in 
that regard- hairstyle, mark-
ings, or swearing. Addition-
ally, and this quite a differ-
ence indeed, I have no one to 
clean up after myself when I 
am finished with the work. Ad-
mittedly, I don’t envision mak-
ing any kind of mess in the 
creation of this piece, other 
than the piece itself, but if I 
were to make a mess, the re-
sponsibility for cleaning it up 
would rest on my shoulders – 
if it were to be, it would be up 
to me, in that respect. This, 
in my opinion, is the most 
glaring un-reality of the cook-
ing reality shows. The whole 
thing is so obviously contrived 
and staged, but the absurdity 
of it all really hits home when 
you consider that there is no 
cleanup associated with the 
meals. In a sense, it almost 
seems the object to make 
as big of a mess as possible 
while preparing the meals, 
using as many different dish-
es as might be found in all of 
the houses of a typical neigh-
borhood block combined, 
only to have it all disappear 
as if it never happened. It is 
said that show business in-
volves magic; well, that to me 
is perhaps as good a magical 
act as any – the great disap-
pearance of the mess made 
during the act of cooking. If 
only we knew the trick. 

Who would find cooking 
burdensome if you had all 
of your ingredients, includ-
ing anything you desire, no 
matter how obscure or spe-
cialized, delivered to you, 
portioned according to your 
wishes, each in its own bowl 
or other specialized recepta-
cle (I will leave the terminolo-
gy for the specialized contain-
ers at that, lest my head begin 
to spin from trying to identify 
all of the proper names - not 
to mention the correct spell-
ing - of the tiny bowls used on 
those shows, “tiny bowls” not

Merely      (from Page 1) 
the chefs), all lined up neatly 
on a massive countertop suf-
ficiently spacious to dress an 
elephant (or perhaps at least 
a moose),  where all that is 
needed is to say “just add 
a little salt”, simultaneously 
dumping the pre-metered 
amount into the working dish 
and leaving the former salt-
holding dish for someone 
else to grab (off-screen of 
course, as the cleaning per-
sonnel undoubtedly lack the 
wild hairstyles or made-for-
camera swearing that would 
enable them to be deemed 
worthy of being shown), have 
access to as many skillets as 
could be found in an aircraft 
carrier kitchen, throw food 
around, watch it sear perfect-
ly, drizzle a little bit of what-
ever, just so, for a visual ef-
fect (complimented by the en 
vogue square plates - by the 
way, if they decided to move 
on from circle-shaped plates, 
it seems to me that moving 
from circle to square was a 
massive leap that probably 
unintentionally bypassed the 
possibility of everything in be-
tween – for instance, moving 
first to an octagon would have 
been a much more graduated 
transition, as it is somewhat 
of a hybrid between a square 
and a circle. And then if the 
need arose, they could have 
moved from octagon to hexa-
gon, and so forth. Moving 
directly from circle to square 
does not leave the pros and 
their designers many options 
for the time when enough av-
erage citizens begin to use 
square plates, if the average 
citizens ever do such a thing. 
Indeed, at that point the pros 
may then have to move on to 
triangle-shaped plates, which 
as far as I know would repre-
sent the “end of the line” as 
far as geometric patterns go, 
forcing them to go back to a 
circle and start all over again), 
and serve it up, with the big-
gest burden associated with 
the cooking being the sup-
posed suspense of watching 
the judges (who tend to come 
off as hyper-critical ingrates 

who, paradoxically, seem 
obsessed with food but only 
possess mouse-sized appe-
tites – seriously, how can a 
meal be assessed by merely 
one bite? And if the meal is 
so good, how can you eat 
only one bite? Or are these 
pro chefs unable to match the 
appeal of the humble Lay’s 
potato chip, if in fact Frito-Lay 
still wagers that you can’t eat 
just one?) eat the prepared 
meal, while the chef awaits 
praise or condemnation, or 
maybe it is more accurate to 
say criticism or scorn?

Dear reader, if you are still 
following along, I would like 
to apologize. I fear criticism 
or scorn may be in the cards 
for me after re-reading that 
last paragraph. In school I 
was taught that it takes at 
least two sentences to make 
a paragraph, and I violated 
that rule, and perhaps many 
others, in the preceding 
paragraph. The only hope 
of interpreting it correctly is 
in properly keeping up with 
the parenthesis used, which 
is not a simple feat, even for 
myself who wrote it. If there is 
any difficulty in following it, my 
suggestion would be to read 
it without the parenthesized 
text (skip over it), and you will 
get the thrust of the sentence 
without all of the meander-
ing superfluities. A simpler 
method would be to skip over 
the paragraph altogether. It 
is more cumbersome to read 
than are the letters written by 
Paul that are found in the Bi-
ble; the preceding paragraph 
moves from one clause to the 
next, to the next, making what 
would be a massive run-on 
sentence were it not for the 
(possibly illicit) use of punc-
tuation, namely, commas 
and parenthesis. Then again, 
some have said that Paul was 
merely an instrument and the 
word he wrote was that of 
God himself. If that is so, I 
take comfort in utilizing, how-
ever dimly, the divine writing 
style, though I disclaim any 
notion that this column con-
tains God’s speaking, unless 
perhaps there is an arrange-
ment between God and the 
editor to that effect. What-
ever the case, the well has 
run dry for me presently, and 
I am no longer able to com-
ment on the cooking shows, 
or anything else, in this piece. 
However, I do trust and rely 
on my belief that the Times 
audience may be more mag-
nanimous than the judges on 
the cooking shows. But, to 
prove that there is something 
to learn from everything and 
everyone, I should like to im-
plement a take-home lesson 
from those shows - namely, if 
something is to be judged by 
a first bite, perhaps I should 
place more importance on 
delivering a good first sen-
tence. The law of diminishing 
returns absolves me, to a de-
gree, of the responsibility of 
ending well, and in fact pre-
dicts against it, and no doubt 
I have written enough here 
to yield proof of a substantial 
amount of diminishment.

livestock, poultry, farm equip-
ment, fertilizer, and other ma-
terials necessary to operate 
a farm. Operating loan funds 
can also be used for family 
living expenses; refinancing 
debts under certain condi-
tions; paying salaries for 
hired farm laborers; installing 
or improving water systems 
for home, livestock or irriga-
tion use; and other similar im-
provements.

Repayment terms for direct 

operating loans are scheduled 
from one to seven years. Fi-
nancing for direct farm owner-
ship loans cannot exceed 40 
years. Interest rates for direct 
loans are set periodically ac-
cording to the government’s 
cost of borrowing. Guaran-
teed loan terms and interest 
rates are set by the lender.
