securely apply for this relief
program,” said FSA Admin-
istrator Richard Fordyce. “In
addition to working with FSA
staff through the phone, email
and scheduled in-person ap-
pointments, we can now also
take applications through the
farmers.gov  portal, which
saves producers and our staff
time.”

Through the portal, pro-
ducers with secure USDA
login credentials—known as
eAuthentication—can certify
eligible commodities online,
digitally sign  applications
and submit directly to the lo-
cal USDA Service Center.
Producers who do not have
an eAuthentication account
can learn more and begin the
enroliment process at farm-
ers.gov/sign-in. Currently,
the digital application is only
available to sole proprietors
or single-member business
entities.

USDA Service Centers can
also work with producers to
complete and securely trans-
mit digitally signed applica-
tions through two commer-
cially available tools: Box and
OneSpan. Producers who are
interested in digitally signing
their applications should no-
tify their local service centers
when calling to discuss the
CFAP application process.
You can learn more about
these solutions at farmers.
gov/mydocs.

USDA has several other
options for producers to com-
plete and submit their CFAP
applications. These include:

1. Downloading the AD-
3114 application form from
farmers.gov/cfap and manu-
ally completing the form to
submit to the local USDA Ser-

grasshopper appears to en-
joy an advantageous position
when it comes to predators.
The grasshopper is blessed
with two escape methods —
the strong jumping power they
possess, and, to evade larger
predators such as mammals
and birds, the jump can be
augmented with the ability to
fly, which gives them a bet-
ter chance to further the dis-
tance between them and their
predators. In contrast, many
other insects lack the diversi-
ty of methods of escape. For
instance, many beetles can
fly, but they often seem slow
to spread their wings and get
going; they lack the ability to
quickly put distance between
themselves and their preda-
tors. The grasshopper can
quickly gain some separation
from its predator, and then
use its wings to increase the
separation. Further, should
the grasshopper be caught
by a pursuing creature, the
grasshopper can inflict some
discomfort by using the ser-
rations on its hind leg. | do
not know if this is an inten-
tional defense maneuver or
the side-effect of the grass-
hopper’s trying to jump away
while it is being grasped,
but | would venture that the
reader has been pricked by
the spikes on a grasshop-
per’s legs before. And finally,
should all else fail, there is the
old spit trick, where the insect
spits a dark liquid on the thing
that is harassing it.

So, | suppose the preced-
ing paragraph essentially
says, “If you are going to be
an insect, you may as well
be a grasshopper.” To that |
would append the thought, “If
you are going to be a grass-
hopper, you may as well be
a grasshopper in summer-
time.” For the grasshopper,
and most of the natural world,
summertime is party time —
time to grow and play; time
to eat, drink, and be merry. |
must confess that consider-
ing the life of the grasshopper
did not cause me to change
my mind and view summer-
time as my favorite time of
year. But it did make me try
to view the season with the
intention of taking advantage
of some of the luxuries it of-
fers —to try to take the oppor-
tunity where it is available to
grow and play, to eat, drink,
and be merry. It is a good
strategy for any season, re-
ally. And, considering the life
of a grasshopper also made
me consider something that
| hitherto had not, and broad-
ening one’s perspective tends
to be a good thing. That said,
the mere mention of the in-
sect probably elicits a visceral
loathing on the part of farm-
ers and backyard gardeners,
as the grasshopper could
be counted by them as pub-
lic enemy number one, the
nemesis who destroys their
handiwork. Perhaps those in-
dividuals will take my side in
this matter and dismiss the
testimony of the grasshop-
