The problem | alluded to in
the preceding paragraph es-
sentially pertains to the bur-
dens of the work week creep-
ing into the supposed day of
rest on Sunday, into the after-
noon and evening.

In what
manner is it useful if it feels
as though it has vaporized?
| recently read the teaching
of an instructor who claimed
essentially that if something
is forgotten, it no longer ex-
ists. This is not literally true,
but the effect is the same as
though it were. So it is, at
least for me, with the hours
of Sunday afternoons. They
contain the heavy expecta-
tion of attaining the most elu-
sive of objects of all — rest
and refreshment. And if such
are not attained, it produces
the anxiety associated with
having missed one’s oppor-
tunity, knowing the opportu-
nity may not present itself for
some time.
