AUSTIN - A number of
citizens expressed alarm after
viewing a video clip showing
state representatives engaged in
the practice of “ghost voting”
during the 2007 session of the
Legislature.

Ghost voting is when a mem-
ber casts an electronic vote for
one or more colleagues whe
happen to be outside of the
House chamber when a vote is
called by the chair.

State Rep. Tony Goolsby, R-
Dallas, said April 4 that among

House members, it’s about 2 to
1 in favor of his suggestion to
do away with the practice.

“But the public is about 99
percent in favor,” he added.

A solution would be to install
10 or 12 remote voting stations
that work by fingerprint iden-
tification, Goolsby said. Those
stations would be in addition to
a fingerprint voting machine to
be installed at each member’s
desk. ‘

Goolsby also suggested in-
stalling loudspeakers in the foy-
ers and restrooms outside of the
House chamber and lengthening
the amount of time allotted for
each vote would help, too.

There is a legislative inter-
im charge for the matter to be
studied. A House rule amend-
ing the voting procedure could
be up for consideration when
the next regular session of the
Legislature convenes on Jan.
13, 2009.

Chino is a large dairying commu-
nity. Most of the animals brought
into the plant probably would
have been cull Holstein cows. The
meat recall is mostly hamburger.

The recall reaches back to any
products still on the shelves (143
million pounds estimated). Most
of the meat has already entered
the food chain and been eaten
with no deleterious effects.

The verifiable complaint in-
volved downer cows being moved
into the packing plant without
proper inspection.

The USDA calls any human
health risk from eating the meat
“remote.” In other words, there
have been no human health prob-
lems as a result of the packing
house’s sloppy management.
That is a break for the consumer,
as well as for us producers.

There are so many producer

Bloodmobile To Be At
KC Hospital Monday

A community blood drive
will take place on Monday, April
14th. The Meek Blood Center
Bloodmobile will be at Knox
County Hospital from 1:00 p.m.
until 6:00 p.m.

The blood drives held at
the high school and hospital
on February 18th, resulted in
thirty-one pints of lifesaving
blood. Those who gave blood at
that time will be eligible to give
blood on April 14th.

The following testimony was
received by Meek Blood Center
from a young man who was di-
agnosed with bone cancer when
he was 18 years old. He under-
went surgery and 40 weeks of
chemotherapy, he required 90
transfusions of red blood cells
and platelets. ’

“I would like all potential or
current blood donors to know
there is a lot to deal with as a
cancer patient,” said Matt Deyo.

“There is so much to cope with,
because you are at the mercy of
a system you don’t fully under-
stand. The one thing I didn’t
have to think about was the
availability of blood products.
I did not question that blood
platelets would be there when I
needed them, because there are
people who donate on a regular
basis. I can’t begin to convey
how it feels, within a space of
a few hours, to go from passing
out due to blood loss to feeling
pretty good because a few peo-
ple donated blood to keep you
alive.”

Blood donors must be at least
17 years old, weigh a minimum
of 110 pounds and feel well and
healthy at the time of donation.
