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Sales tax collections up 19 percent in Knox County

Knox County municipalities col­
lected more than 14 percent more sales 
tax revenue during the month of June 
over the same period last year, accord­
ing to information recently released by 
the state comptrollers office.

Total collections were $41,693 com­
pared to $36,528 in June 2012.

Benjamin collected nearly 18 per­
cent more sales tax than it did in June 
2012, from $1,018 to $1,201. On the 
year, the city is posting a near 1.5 per­

cent increase at $8,261.
The city of Goree saw the most in­

crease — percentage-wise — at a little 
more than 26 percent. Total collections 
for Goree were $2,487 compared to 
$1,973 last June. To date, the city has 
collected $11,203, down more than 4 
percent over the same period last year.

Collections for Munday were 
$15,057 compared to $12,196, more 
than 23 percent higher than June 2012. 
To date city collections are up nearly 
7 percent from $96,766 to $103,538 
over the same period last year.

Knox City collections are up more

than 7.5 percent at $22,947 from 
$21,341 in June 2012. Total collec­
tions for the year are up more than 28 
percent at $205,442.

Comparing year-to-date allocations 
collectively, Knox Coimty municipali­
ties have generated more than 19 per­
cent more revenue than in June 2012 
at more than $205,442.

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs 
said state sales tax revenue in June was 
$2.17 billion, up 9.1 percent compared 
to June 2012.

“Growth in sales tax receipts was led 
by business sectors such as manufac­

turing and construction,” Combs said. 
“Remittances from the oil and natural 
gas industry remdn strong, while sales 
tax revenue was also notable for res­
taurants — a consumer sector.”

Combs will send cities, counties, 
transit systems and special purpose 
ta)dng districts their local sales tax al­
locations totaling $578.3 million, up 
8.1 percent compared to July 2012.

Sales-tax holiday 
slated for next 
weekend

Senate Bill 485 sets 
Aug. 9-11 as the dates of 
this year’s annual Sales 
Tax Holiday in the state 
of Texas. As in previous 
years, the law exempts 
most clothing, footwear, 
school supplies and back­
packs priced under $100 
from sales and use taxes, 
which could save shop­
pers about $8 on every 
$100 they spend.

Subject to certain crite­
ria, all sales of qualifying 
items made during the 
holiday period qualify for 
the exemption, including 
items sold online, or by 
telephone or mail. Lay­
away plans can be used 
again this year to take 
advantage of the sales tax 
holiday.

The dates for the sales 
tax holiday are set by the 
Legislature.

Retailers are not re­
quired to collect state and 
local sales or use tax on 
most footwear and cloth­
ing that are sold for less 
than $100 during the hol­
iday. Exemption certifi­
cates are not required.

The exemption applies 
to each eligible item that 
sells for less than $100, 
regardless of how many 
items are sold on the same 
invoice to a customer. For 
example, if  a customer 
purchases two shirts for 
$80 each, then both items

qualify for the exemption, 
even though the custom­
er’s total purchase price 
($160) exceeds $99.99.

The exemption does not 
apply to the first $99.99 
of an otherwise eligible 
item that sells for more 
than $99.99. For example, 
if a customer purchases 
a pair of pants that costs 
$110, then sales tax is due 
on the entire $110.

The exemption also 
does not apply to sales of 
special clothing or foot­
wear the manufacturer 
primarily designed for 
athletic activity or pro­
tective use and that is 
not normally worn except 
when used for the athletic 
activity or protective use 
for which the manufac­
turer designed the article.

For example, golf cleats 
and football pads are pri­
marily designed for ath­
letic activity or protective 
use and are not normally 
worn except for those pur­
poses; they do not qualify 
for the exemption.

Tennis shoes, jogging 
suits and swimsuits, how­
ever, are commonly worn 
for purposes other than 
athletic activity and thus 
qualify for the exemption.

Tax is due on sales of 
accessories, including 
jewelry, handbags, purses, 
briefcases, luggage, um­
brellas, wallets, watches

BENJAMIN — Work on the construc­
tion of the bridge on State Highway 6 over 
the Brazos River is on schedule, district 
transportation officials have recently said.

The contractor, Coppell Construction 
Co., has completed pouring the bridge 
deck. Glenn AUbritton, district engineer 
for the Texas Department of Transporta­
tion’s office in Munday, said because of 
recent high temperatures, the contractor

poured the concrete bridge deck at night. 
The bridge deck is now complete.

The next phase of the project will be to 
install guardrail.

“This project is going very well, and the 
contractor is still on target to complete the 
new bridge in February 2014,” AUbritton 
said.

The $4.2 million SH 6 Brazos River 
Bridge project began Dec. 31. The exist­
ing truss bridge will remain in place, but 
will be permanently closed to vehicle and 
pedestrian traffic.

Oil revenue accounts for 
92 percent of the Saudi 
budget.

U.S. imports from OPEC 
were at a 15-year low last 
year.

Projections say the 
United States will become 
the world’s major oil pro­
ducer within the next five to 
10 years.

My how times have 
changed.

If  these projections come 
to fruition, the three states 
mentioned above will play a 
huge role. How big?

Commissioners in An­
drews County, home to just 
more than 15,000 people, 
presented their tax evalua­
tion for the upcoming fiscal 
budget.

I don’t know what the 
future holds, but times are 
pretty good in the South 
when compared to many 
other states. There should 
be growing opportunities 
for these states to invest in 
themselves, creating good 
places to raise children and 
for their residents to chase 
the American Dream.

One day, some really 
smart people will develop 
the technology to phase 
out our need for fossil fuels. 
Until that point, these states 
are going to grab as much 
oil and cash as possible. I t ’s 
simple economics.

nent, however, are climes 
worthy of poster-board 
homage to spring, summer, 
autumn and winter. Quebec 
City — provincial capital 
of Quebec — is such a 
place. There, more than a 
half-million people claim 
distinctive seasons, breath­
taking topography and 
immense national pride.

Had Norman Rockwell 
lived there, he’d have been 
so taken with the folks, 
flora, fauna and funicular, 
thousands of magazine cov­
ers would have flown off his 
easels. The heralded artist 
for the Saturday Evening 
Post could have turned out 
prize-winning works on a 
daily basis

During our recent four- 
day visit prior to boarding 
Holland America’s Veen- 
dam for its Canada/New 
England cruise, our minds 
were blank slates. We

had never visited eastern 
Canada.

A favorite radio pro­
gram during growing-up 
years, “Sergeant Preston 
of the Yukon,” stirred in 
my memory. It painted 
vivid audio pictures of 
his gallant, never-ending 
pursuit of truth and justice 
alongside the always white- 
hatted Canadian Mounted 
Police.

Not once did we see 
uniformed law enforce­
ment officers — mounted 
or unmounted — in one 
of the world’s safest cit­
ies. Visitors eager to see 
uniformed sentries need 
only visit the Citadel, an 
ongoing military garrison 
where guards stand at rapt 
attention in the same man­
ner as at England’s Buck­
ingham Palace

We saw hoards of public 
school students visiting 
points of interest in the 
school year’s waning hours. 
There is far more to take in 
than most “in-takes” allow, 
what with its rich 405-year 
history.

There were reminders 
at every turn — museums, 
statues, cathedrals, parks 
and the formidable Citadel 
stone wall that is up to 25 
feet thick.

Nestling between two 
rivers — the St. Lawrence 
and the St. Charles — 
are both an old and new 
Quebec City. The British 
won the Battle of 1759 
over the French — on 
paper, anyway. Otherwise, 
“Francophones” prevail. 
(And no, this is N O T a

band instrument nor a 
Paris pay phone.) Upwards 
of 95 percent of the folks 
speak French primarily, 
sweetening the air with one 
of the world’s most beauti­
ful languages

Native Americans proved 
centuries ago that the rav- ’ 
aging winters can be dealt 
with. The Hurons still have 
a strong presence, prosper­
ing in Wendake, a com­
munity in Quebec City. It 
features a reservation with 
wide-ranging programming 
and unique activities.

Resourceful and tal­
ented, they fought winter’s 
savagery on equal terms, 
followed by spring renew­
als, summer’s flowering 
abundance and autumn’s 
signature color-changing 
of leaves — all ordained by 
God.

In a similar manner, 
residents in the nearby 
lie d’Orleans (“Garden of 
Quebec”) faithfully preserve 
their island of some 100 
square miles. Worthy of 
ongoing applause are folks 
who tend small farms, dair­
ies, wineries and, of course, 
tap trees for the precious 
sap that yields maple syrup. 
Some products new to us 
have “iced” on labels, i.e., ice 
cider, made, of course, from 
frozen apples

A view from high in the 
Quebec Hilton provided a 
view of the city and river 
that bade us “be still.” We 
could fathom “laid back” for 
the summer season, assured 
that “frozen forward” rules 
almost half of the year.
Our eyes often settled on a

nearby park — one of many 
— where green lawns flour­
ish and locals gather. They 
bring children, pallets, Fris- 
bees and dogs. Much seems 
right with their world.

Quebec City is a grand 
place to celebrate life. This 
is particularly so for youth 
and other sports-minded 
individuals who happily 
claim all 12 months. They 
revel in skiing — both 
water and snow — and 
multiple other sports.

For the rest of us, it is a 
city to be savored. If  the 
hills seem a bit too chal­
lenging, we can hitch a 
cheap ride on the funicular 
to ascend from shore side 
shops to the city’s upper 
parts 252 feet above. The 
thought of departing QC is 
a sad one, gladdened by the 
prospect of one day return­
ing to see wintry majesty 
and dozens of other places 
that couldn’t be crowded 
into four days.

Lawmakers called back 
for third special session
Road funding sends state leaders  
scrambling for resolution

A  little more than an hour after state lawmakers end­
ed their second, 30-day special session. Gov. Rick Perry 
immediately called them  back for a third to consider 
transportation funding.

“W hen  it comes to transportation, the stakes fac­
ing our state could not be higher, and a failure to act 
now could take years — if  not most o f a decade —  to 
correct, as traffic congestion increases and harms our 
quality o f life,” Perry said in a released statem ent an­
nouncing the call.

T he news wasn’t unexpected to House and Senate 
members as it was apparent as early as last week a jo in t 
resolution likely would not have enough votes to pass 
in either the House or the Senate. I t  was the second 
special session in which legislators had tried and failed 
to reach a compromise.

D uring that time span, Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst, who 
presides over the Senate, House Speaker Joe Straus and 
key lawmakers worked out strategies in back-and-forth 
messages, in hopes o f bringing House Joint Resolution 
2 and House Bill 16 to final votes on July 29 and 30, 
the last two days o f the 30-day special session.

“A plan was on the table that would have taken a 
significant step toward improving our roads and high­
ways using existing revenue,” Perry said. “Inaction is 
a W ashington-style attem pt to kick a can down the 
road —  but everybody in Texas knows we’re rapidly 
running out o f roads to kick that can down.”

T he governor, as early as last week, had indicated 
he would call a third special session if  the Legisla­
ture failed to act in accordance w ith his wishes, that 
is, to let voters decide via constitutional am endm ent 
if  sizable-yet-lim ited withdrawals from  the state’s $12 
billion Econom ic Stimulus (rainy day) Fund should be 
devoted to future transportation projects to the tune 
o f about $900 million a year.

W ording for the Nov. 5 ballot measure —  if  approved 
by the Legislature as currently w ritten —  reads: “T he 
constitutional am endm ent to provide for revenue from 
m otor fuel taxes to be used solely for constructing, 
m aintaining, and acquiring rights-of-w ay for certain 
public roadways and to provide for the transfer of 
certain general revenue to the economic stabilization 
fund and the available school fund.”

I f  approved by voters, the requirem ent that one- 
fourth o f certain net revenue from the m otor fuel tax 
be allocated to the available school fund will end. T h at 
revenue would be used to acquire rights-of-way for 
public roadways other than toll roads and for the con­
struction and m aintenance o f those public roadways.

T he new special session follows two previous ones 
in which Perry has called to address specific legisla­
tive priorities, including stricter abortion regulations, 
transportation and juvenile justice. T he other measures 
have all passed, except for the transportation package.

“C ontinuing Texas’ success long into the future re­
quires that we take bold steps now to m aintain our 
state’s infrastructure and keep up w ith our growing 
population and the need to move more and more goods 
to m arket,” Perry said soon after the Senate gaveled to 
a close. “I commend Lt. Gov. D ewhurst and the m em ­
bers o f the Senate for doing their part to keep Texas 
moving on an upward trajectory o f economic fortune. 
I look forward to working w ith members o f the Texas 
House to ensure we address the im portant transporta­
tion needs o f our state.”

Roads damaged by energy 
boom to see repairs

AUSTIN — Recognizing a growing 
traffic safety concern in the state’s energy- 
production areas, the Texas Transportation 
Commission recently approved $225 mil­
lion for much-needed road work resulting 
from the state’s oil and gas boom.

The funding, provided by the Legislature, 
will allow the Texas Department of Trans­
portation to begin repairing and rehabili­
tating roadways damaged by heavy trucks 
and increased traffic in these regions.

“The energy sector provides a tremen­
dous economic boost to the state of Texas, 
but it must be supported in a manner that 
is safe to everyone on our roadways,” said 
Texas Transportation Commissioner Fred 
Underwood. “The increased volume of 
heavy vehicles on aging Texas roads is caus­
ing stress on our infrastructure, which over 
time, can result in unsafe conditions.”

As the Texas oil and gas industries help 
move the United States toward energy inde­
pendence, it is estimated energy sector traf­
fic across the state has caused $400 million 
in immediate roadway safety concerns such 
as severe edge damage on narrow roadways, 
deep rutting and pavement damage.

Estimates show an additional $1 bil­
lion per year is needed to restore roadways 
heavily impacted by energy development to 
“good” or “better” conditions.

“W hile increased energy exploration 
and production activities are yielding tre­
mendous economic benefits for Texas, the 
unprecedented volumes of heavy traffic are 
contributing to crashes and fatalities,” said 
TxD O T Executive Director Phil Wilson. 
“Fatalities resulting from motor vehicle 
crashes in Texas rose by 11 percent in 2012 
compared to the previous year. We are 
pleased that our lawmakers saw fit to fund 
some of these safety-focused rehabilitation 
and repair projects, and we hope resources 
that enhance safety will continue to be a 
priority as our energy industry thrives.”

W ith more than 80,000 miles of high­
way, Texas has the largest highway system 
in the nation. In addition to the booming 
energy industry, more than 1,000 people 
move to Texas each day, further crowding 
the state’s aging transportation system. The 
increasing number of vehicles combined 
with the state’s aging highways will con­
tinue to require a balanced program of pre­
ventative maintenance, rehabilitation and 
reconstruction.

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Feds want voting restrictions restored in Texas

A month ago, in Shelby County, Ala., v. Holder, the 
U.S. Supreme Court held that Section 4 of the Voting 
Rights Act of 1965 is unconstitutional.

To some observers, the court’s 5-4 decision meant Texas 
and a number of other states would no longer be subject 
to federal preclearance before any changes to state elec­
tion laws could take effect. To others, the court’s action 
meant more legal action lay ahead.

Last week — those who sensed more legal action would 
come — may be right.

U.S. Attorney General Eric Holder on July 25 an­
nounced the Justice Departm ent would ask a federal 
court in Texas “to subject the state of Texas to a preclear­
ance regime similar to the one required by Section 5 of 
the Voting Rights Act.”

Holder said his request to “bail in” the state to require 
it to obtain “pre-approval” from either the Justice D e­
partm ent or a federal court before implementing future

voting changes is available under the Voting Rights Act 
when intentional voting discrimination is found.

“Based on the evidence of intentional racial discrimi­
nation that was presented last year in the redistricting 
case, Texas v. Holder — as well as the history o f per­
vasive voting-related discrimination against racial m i­
norities that the Supreme C ourt itself has recognized 
— we believe the state of Texas should be required to go 
through a preclearance process whenever it changes its 
voting laws and practices,” Holder added.

Texas Attorney General Greg Abbott reacted to 
H older’s announcement, saying, “The Obama Adm in­
istration shouldn’t deny in Texas what is allowed across 
the country.”

Likewise, Gov. Rick Perry said Holder’s expressed in­
tent “casts unfair aspersions on our state’s common-sense 
efforts to preserve the integrity of our elections process.”

On June 25, the day the Supreme Court released its 
decision in Shelby County v. Holder, Texas Secretary of 
State John Steen posted a list of acceptable forms of iden­
tification that prospective voters could present at a poll

before casting a ballot.

Court ruling favors EPA
The U.S. Court of Appeals in Washington, D.C., on July 26 

ruled in favor of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency in 
State ofTexas v. EPA, 10-1425.

The state had appealed the EPA’s takeover of the Texas 
Commission on Environmental Quality’s regulation of carbon- 
emissions from power plants and smokestack industries for not 
meeting the January 2011 deadline relating to the regulation of 
greenhouse gases.

The Texas Attorney General’s Office said plans are to review 
the ruling.

and similar items.
However, backpacks 

priced under $100 sold 
for use by elem entary and 
secondary students are ex­
em pt during the sales tax 
holiday.

A  backpack is a pack 
w ith straps one wears on 
the back. T he exemption 
includes backpacks w ith 
wheels, provided they can 
also be worn on the back 
like a traditional back­
pack, and messenger bags.

T he exemption does not 
include items reasonably 
defined as luggage, brief­
cases, athletic/duffle/gym

bags, com puter bags, purs­
es or framed backpacks. 
Ten or fewer backpacks 
can be purchased tax-free 
at one time w ithout pro­
viding an exemption cer­
tificate to the seller.

Texas families also get 
a sales tax break on most 
school supplies priced at 
less than $100 purchased 
for use by a student in an 
elem entary or secondary 
school.

Layaways/rainchecks
A  sale o f a qualifying 

item under a layaway plan 
qualifies for exemption if  
the customer places the 
qualifying merchandise 
on layaway during the 
holiday or makes the final

paym ent during the holi­
day.

Eligible items custom ­
ers purchase during the 
holiday w ith use o f a rain 
check qualify for the ex­
em ption regardless of 
when the rain check was 
issued. However, issuance 
o f a rain check by a seller 
during the holiday period 
will not qualify an eligible 
item  for the exemption if 
the item is actually pur­
chased after the holiday is 
over even if  the rain check 
is presented at the time of 
purchase.
