Mandalay Falls; Japs Drive Onward

Andrews County Gets

Storied City
Gone; Allies In
Full Retreat

Japs Sweeping Through
In Amazing Speed; India
China Both Threatened

The Japanese invaders of Buria
announced the capture of Mandalay
Saturday, climaxing one ' of the
swiftest campaigns of any front and
placing in the direct peril the hard-
driven British and Chinese foreces
fighting to maintain the remaining
and tenuous overland links between
Free China and the outside world.

With the famous Burma Road al-
" ready cut and Japanese troops with-

in 40-odd miles of the Chinese bor-
der, Emperor Hirohito’s high com-
mand was cn the verge of disclosing
A fateful decision: Whether to try
to knock China cut of the war by in-
vasion from the west, to march in
the opposite direction toward the
_tempting land of India, or to at-
tempt both simultaneously.

That situation rendered compar-
atively insignificant all other de-
' velopments on the far fronts where
the Uniteqd Nations oppose the Axis.

It was in
. the war burned fiercest as the Jap-
anese sped ahead in the face of
the first vagrant breezes 'and show-
ers of the imminent monsoson sea-
son.

The Chinese announced that the
Japanese had reached a point some-
where north of -Hsenwi, which is
only 456 miles from the frontier of
_ China’s Yunnan-Rrovince, bul . swid

they had repulsed the enemy ‘there
in hard fighting.
Reinforcements Coming

Chinese reinforcements were re-
ported hastening down to belster

the defense which the Japanese
have thrust back more than 180
mlles from the positions they oc-
cupied one scant week ago.

Since Rangoon fell on March 9,
the invaders have pressed north-
< ward nearly 500 miles through some
of the world’s most forbidden
country, a land of mountains and
jungles.

Neither the British nor Chinese
¥ confirmed the loss of Mandalay,
. but the last Chinese report from
that front was three days old, and
British sources conceded the -city

SAN ANTONIO (£)—An impudent
young German bomber pilot who
roamed 3,000 miles over the United
States following his escape from a
Canadian concentration camp, was
held here. Saturday by the I'ederal
Bureau of Investigation.

Apparently headed for Mexico,
the 92-year-old flier, Lieut. Hans
Peter Krug, was caught in a small
hotel here Friday night, thanks to
the sharp eyes and suspicious na-
ture of the hostel’'s manager.

The FBI had furnished the man-
ager with a card of pictures and
information regarding persons
wanted. Krug registered Friday
afternoon under the name of Jean
Etti, Brooklyn, N. Y.

Hotel Man Recognizes

The hotel manager, whose name
was withheld, detected a similarity
between the guest and the FBI pic=
tures, and noted also that he spoke
with a thick German accent.

Late that night the manager
called the ¥BI. 'T'wo agents and two
city detectives went to Krug’s rocm.
At first the German refused to un-
fasten the latch chain but finally
admitted the officers and submitted
to capture.

M. W. Acers, FBI special agent in
charge of this district, said he was
awaiting instructions from Wash-
ington as to Krug’s disposition. ‘Tt
was believed the decision rested
with Canadian authorities.

The aviator, who was shot down
by British anti-aircraft fire Aug.
28, 1940, and later transferred to a

Boy Scout Given

Award Of Honor

One of the highest and most hon-
orable awards ever presented to a
Midlander is now on display at the
County Museum in the basement
of the courthouse. The boy who won
it lost his life in doing so, and it
was presented to his father. Eddie
B. Coffield, a colored Midland Boy
Scout, posthumously has been
awarded the Carnegie Hero Medal
for bravery displayed in trying to
save a colored friend, Wilbert Ball,
from drowning.

Cofftield, 16 years of age, was a
member of the colored Boy Scout
Troop of Midland, and'it was while
with the treep on an outing trip
to San Angelo that he gave his life
in a heroic effort to save a friend.
Wilbert Ball, a negro youth of Mid-
iand and a member of the party,
fell into the South Concho River,
in water eight feet deep, five feet
from the bank. Coffield, who was a
poor swimmer and was fully cloth=
ed, extended his arm from the bank
toward Wilbert but did not reach
him. Another boy called to Coffield
not to enter the water, but, in spite
of the discouragement of the call
Coffield jumped into the water and

'l was submerged. He rose at a point

five feet from the bank and splash-
ed, but: Wilbert was then four feet
farther from the banki A man
jumped. into the water and took
Wilbert to the bank. Wilbert was
revived, and is healthy today. But
Coffield’s body was not recovered
until forty minutes later. He had
drowned——m his best effmts to save

a friend.

probably soon would fall if it had
not already done so.
Allied Problem

A communique from New Delhi
indicated the magnitude of the
Allied problem. It told of defense
demolition of road and railroad
bridges on tributaries of the Irra-
waddy River around Mandalay, de-
clared British troops on the north
of the river—the opposite side from
Mandalay—were withdrawing, and
told of fighting already in progress
around Monywa, 50 miles west of
Mandalay.

A Chungking communique 'said
that a Chinese forece left far south,
around Taunggyi, had -repeatedly
raided the Japanese,-killing 1,350 of
them, destroying six tanks and cap-
turing: much booty, but it was be-
lieved possible this force was iso-
lated, fighting on because there was
little else left to do.

The immediate Japanese ainl ap-
parently was to separate irretriev-
ably the British and Chinese forces
on the west and east, respectively.
A British communique acknowl-
edged that no reports had been re-
ceived from the Chinese sector.
Next Blow Doubtful

But whether the Japanese would
press against China, or Indian re-
mained a question in view of a
Japanese naval air raid on Akyab,
| the remaining useful Allied seaport
near the border of India,

Confronted with this threat, the
politically dominant. All-India Con-
gress, chose a . course curious  to
western eyes. The Congress work-
ing committee urged Indians to re-
sist any Japanese invasion with
“non-violent non-cooperation.”

The Congress, which was instru-
mental in the recent India refusal
of Britain’s offer of dominion status,
contended its non-violence policy
was chosen because @ “the British
government prevented organization
of national defenses by the people
in any other way.”

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Geologists Devote Meeting To Finding Best Ways Of |
Serving Nation As Technical Men During War Times

Owen, Aurin Will Visit
Midland; Planning Work
Of Geologists For War

By Ronald K. De Ford

The 27th annual meeting of the
American Association of Petroleum
Geologists was held in Denver, Col-
_orado, during the week of April
20-25. This was a joint meeting with
the Society of Exvloration Geophys-
icists and the Society of Economics
Paleontologists and Mineralogists. It
was attended by some 800 geologists
and geophysicists, including about
25 from West Texas and New Mex-
ico.

The most important subjects of
discussion concerned the place of
these organizations and their mem-
bers in helping to win the war.

Report On Survey

On Tuesday, April 21, the Associa-
tion’s National Service Committee
presented its report of its first year
of service under the chairmanship
of F. L. Aurin. Of the guestion-
naires sent to the 3,500 members of
the Association about 2,600 have
been returned and classified.

Part of the work in cooperation
with the government has been done
through W. W. Rubey, the WaSh-
ington, D. C., representative of the
war effort committee of the Geo-
logical Society of America, which
has been making a special effort to
inform the proper government oi-
ficials as to the diversified quali-
fications and special skills of geolo-
gists that will be useful in winning
the war.

Military Opportunities

In addition the AAPG’s National
Service Committee has made an in-
dependent survey of the needs of
the different branches of military
service tor geologists and geophys-
icists. It appears that the Air Corps
offers the best oppoxtumtxes for the
use of the experience of many geol-
ogists. For this reason Ed W. Owen,
the retiring president of the AAPG,
has obtained a captain’s commis-
sion, and will serve as Personnel
Procurement Officer for Technical
Men, Army Air Corps. He will thus
be able to use his nationwide ac-
quaintance among geologists to the
advantage of both Air Corps and
the men. He is expected to visif
Midland soon in his new capacity.
Resolution

After hearing the report of the
National Service Committee, the
AAPG’s Business Committee passed
the following resolution: ‘“Resolved,
that the American Association of
Petroleum Geologists, through its
president and the Naticnal Service
Committee, cooperate fully with the
war effort of our country, especial-
ly in the maintenance of adequate
petreleum reserves and in the place-
ment of techmically trained per-
sonnel so as to best serve the re-
qmrements of the armed forces,

W.S.S. Rogers, Texas Company, Tells

NEW YORK — The automobile
is so interwoven with our national
economy that its necessary civilian
use should and must be continued,
declared W. S. S. Rogers, president
of The Texas Company, at the com-
pany’s annual stockholders’ meet-
ing. Prompt action, he added,
should be taken to supply synthetic
rubber for use in manufacturing
tires to keep essential civilian auto-
mobiles on the road.

“Although the government has
announced a program for the man-
ufacture of approximately 700,000
tons of Buna-S rubber annually,”
he said, “this will not become com-
pletely available until 1944, This
supply, moreover, is intendsd solely

for military and other essential
uses.” - ;
The oil industry will probably

play an important part in overcom-
ing the rubker shortage, Rodgers
said. He pointed out the industry
was a dominant factor in bringing
synthetic rubber to the nation’s at-
tention, and has now appointed a
committee with him as chaxrman

we- should soon find some satisfac-
tory solution to this rather difficult
problem.”
