Under New Rules

WASHINGTON. (AP). A

Except for deductions of federal
income taxes, customary charitabie
contributions life insurance prem-
iums: and fixed obligations, the an-
nual take of the boys in the upper
brackets was firmly pegged at the
$25,000 figure.

Bui the = Treasury’s mterpreta—
tion of Economic Director James F.
Byrnes’ salary regulations made it
a vastly different story for the big
majority of folk who earn less t;han
that each year.

In the long list of unorgamzed
executive administrative and pro-~
fessional people who receive less
than $5,000, plus those of all class-
es hetween $5,000 and $25,000, a
Treasury spokesman said there was
scarcely a situation  which abso-
lutely precluded the possiblhty ‘of ‘s
raise.

While the treasury version of the
Byrnés. regulations had no bearing
on the War Labor Board’s responsi-
bility, which includes all wages avid
many salaries up to $5,000, some
observers felt this interpretation
might also be true in those brack-
ets. ;

st tements or in any way misrep-
resent facts in any statement made
to the Office of Price Administra-
tio nor any agency of the United
States.

“As to such false statements in
any matter within the jurisdiction
of the Office of Price Administra-
tion, such offencxsrs may, upon con-
viction, be fined noe more than $10,-
000 or impriscned for not more
than ten year, or both, and shall
be subject to such other penaltles
or action as may bhe prescribed by
law.’
