Children in costumes, trick-or-treating, fall
decorations and Halloween celebrations each
require special safeguards.

According to the National Fire Protection

Association, the greatest hazard at Halloween is
the potential of clothing fires. Some residents may
put carved pumpkins in the yard or on porches and
put lighted candles inside them. They look pretty,
but these pose an extreme danger to children.

Many costumes are home-made and have no

fire-retardant material whatsoever. It only takes a
second for some costumes or clothing material to
ignite from an exposed flame. Candles can also be
knocked over by trick or treaters, or by wind, and
ignite nearby combustibles.

Trick-or-treating in Reese Village is scheduled
from 6 to 8 p.m. on Halloween.

Reese residents are reminded that only Reese
personnel and bona fide guests will be admitted to
the housing area during this time.

Parents should inspect Halloween candy. If
anything looks suspicious — throw it away. The
64th Security Police Squadron will again use a
metal detector to inspect candy at the Reese
Visitors Center. People can bring candy to the
center on Halloween from 6 to 8:30 p.m.

In addition, parents can have Halloween candy
X-rayed at the 64th Medical Group from 7:30 a.m.
to noon, Nov. 1.

Children should be reminded not to be lured by
strangers promising special treats. Trick-or-
treaters should never go inside a house to get a
treat.

For those having Halloween parties, be good
hosts. Make sure non-alcoholic beverages are
available and don’t let anyone drive away drunk.

Some other helpful tips to remember are:

O Purchased costumes should carry a fire
retardant label. Remember, costumes that were
originally fire retardant may have lost that capa-
bility if they have gotten wet or have been washed.

O Avoid costumes with flimsy fabric, loose
flowing sleeves and voluminous skirts. Especially
beware of the traditional billowing robes of ghosts
and witches made of yards and yards of worn
sheets. These can easily catch fire when exposed
to flames or sparks carried by wind.

O Costumes should be short enough that young-
sters don’t trip on them, and be of light colors so
the wearers can be easily seen by motorists.

0 Itis a good idea to have children carry a
flashlight or glow-stick.

0 The safest disguises are natural masks,
usually cosmetic make-up. If commercial masks,
wigs and beards are worn, they should be marked
fire retardant. Avoid fibrous hair which obscures
the child’s vision.

0 Use a flashlight instead of a candle to illumi-
nate a pumpkin. Keep children away from fire-
places, sparks and other sources of heat.

O Halloween decorations in the home should
also be fire retardant. Be especially careful with
colorful leaves, corn husks, hay and other dry
materials used in typical fall decorations.

The use of harvest season decorations is strictly
prohibited in base facilities unless they are made of
fire retardant materials.

O An adult should accompany young children on
their Halloween rounds.

O Children should only trick-or-treat in their
own neighborhood.

An updated Reese Air In-
stallation Compatible Use Zone
study was released in a public
meeting here Tuesday.

AICUZ data is intended for
use by local citizens and gov-
ernment officials involved in
land use planning and facility
development.

AF submits report on accidental shootdown
U.S. Army helicopter tragedy over Iraq ruled an isolated incident

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — The accidental
shootdown of two U.S. Army helicopters over north-
ern Iraq in April was an isolated incident and not
indicative of a bigger problem, an Air Force investiga-
tion has determined.

The investigation report — submitted to the Sec-
retary of Defense — also stated that there were areas
that “needed improvement” and the Air Force “is in
the process of correcting training programs to ad-
dress the shortfalls identified.”

Regarding the April 14 incident that claimed the
lives of 26 people, the report indicated that the
Airborne Warning and Control System failed “to
build an accurate picture” and “F-15 pilots
misidentified the target.”

“During the course of the examination, it became

evident that the pace of contingency operations and
the turmoil associated with unit relocations and
downsizing have the potential to adversely affect
future performance,” the report read. :

To address these concerns, the Air Force plans to:

(J Issue guidance and standards to manage-de-
ployment and temporary duty rates. Pending publi-
cation of the guidance, the Air Force has adopted 120
days per year as a guideline.

1 Review the weapons controller career path to
ensure that a sustained level of qualified controllers
is available in the future.

0 Conduct an in-depth review of the operations
and ground training of all theater air control system

units following the completion of the ongoing reorga-
nization and unit moves.
Air Force officials stressed that “pending legal

“‘actions have no bearing on this report.”

In September, the Air Force leveled charges against
six officers involved in the incident. One F-15C pilot
was charged with 26 counts of negligent homicide
and one charge of dereliction of duty. Five AWACS
crew members were also charged with dereliction of
duty. The second F-15 pilot has not been charged.

“This report does not address issues which are
under review by responsible authorities” an Air Force
statement read.

The review team included 120 members and was
headed by Air Force Maj. Gen. W. Thomas West.

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Secretary Perry cites AF for deterring war
Speedy response stops possible Iraq invasion plan cold

ARABIAN GULF REGION — Any
hopes Saddam Hussein had of a second
invasion of Kuwait were cut short by
the U.S. Air Force, the secretary of
defense said Oct. 14.

Touring U.S. Air Force operations in
the region, Defense Secretary William
Perry said American resolve and air
power forced the Iraqi leader to back
down from any plans to invade the
country.

“The Air Force has really deterred a
war,” he said.

The secretary said because the Air
Force reacted so quickly, it not only
saved Kuwait from an invasion, “but in
the long run, it saved the Iraqi people.”

“They would have suffered terribly if
we had to go in and actually dislodge
them (from Kuwait) like we did last
time,” he said.

The crisis which precipitated the
deployment of U.S. troops into the re-
gion was started by “Hussein moving
all of his Republican Guard divisions
right over to the border with Kuwait,”
Secretary . Perry said. Iraqi troops
movements, in violation of United Na-
tions sanctions, started Oct. 6.

American response was lightning

fast, and Air Force flying units started
deploying to staging areasin the Middle
Eastimmediately. “We were thereright
away with air power,” he said.

New units are augmenting the on-
going monitoring of United Nations
Security Council Resolution 688, which
established sanctions.

As American forces continued to pour
into the region, Iraqi forces withdrew
from the border. The secretary said
that was because Hussein still had a
“very strong memory of the capabilities
and the power of the U.S. Air Force in
Desert Storm” which destroyed the Iraqi
war machine.

“When we started deploying F-15s
and F-16s and A-10s in large numbers,
I think they got the message very
quickly,” Secretary Perry said.

During his visit to the base, the sec-
retary toured 4404th Composite Wing
(Provisional) units which deployed with
EF-111, F-15 and F-16 aircraft. He
talked to pilots and maintenance and
support troops, asking them about their
jobs and about desert operations. He
also inspected their warplanes, some of
which were on alert.

" SSgt. Dorothy O. Robbins, an air-
craft scheduler from the 16th Special
Operations Squadron at Hurlburt Field,
Fla., said it was great the secretary
stopped at the base. “It’s good to see the

interest he’s showing in his troops by
being here. It’s great for morale.”

AFB, Calif. “This visit gave us a chance

to show what we’ve done.”

The secretary said he had been “enor-
mously impressed” with the people he
has seen on his Middle East tour. “The
capability, the spirit, the enthusiasm
has been great,” he said. “I appreciate
it, the president appreciates it and the
American people thank them.”

While there are ways to
make the commissary system

more efficient and cost-effec-
tive, he said he will reject any
proposal that lowers the qual-
ity, benefits and services of-
fered.

Another quality of life ini-
tiative is to improve housing.

“Every base commander and
senior enlisted person I've
talked to, when I asked what
affects morale most at their
bases, mentions housing asNo.
1 or No. 2,” he said. -

The secretary said DOD will
continue to look for solutions

to the housing problem. One
such solutionis to have private
firms build housing on mili-
tary bases and lease the units
to military people at reason-
able rates.

Health care is another qual-
ity of life issue of concern to
service members.

“Short term, the allocation

ofhealth care services hasbeen
hurt by the turbulence of
downsizing, with families in
Europe suffering most,” Secre-
tary Perry said. “The larger
challenge is to harmonize mili-
tary health care with national
health carereform and to make
defense health care more effi-
cient without sacrificing qual-
ity.”
Secretary Perry said DOD
is making progress on all front
even though many of the pro-
posals will cost money and may
require reductions in systems
acquisitions down the road.

“But let me reiterate: Every
penny that we spend to main-
tain military quality of life is
aninvestmentinthereadiness
of the force,” he said. (AFNS)

AF modifies cycle
ergometry testing

Complaints about the cycle
ergometry test may soon dis-
appear as Air Force refines the
program.

Beginning next year, cycle
ergometry testing will include
a warm-up period and fewer
and more accurate fitness cat-
egories, according to Reese and
Air Force medical officials.

Air Force-wide, the tests
are being moved from squad-
rons and other such locations
to health and wellness centers.
That policy is already in effect
at Reese. Medical and services
personnel, and normally exer-
cise physiologists, will admin-
ister the test and provide guid-
ance, Air Force officials said.

Capt. (Dr.) Phillip Petter-
borg, 64th Medical Group, said
Reese also offers classes on
subjects such as nutrition, sub-
stance abuse, stress reduction,
injury prevention, and smok-
ing cessation to assist mem-
bers in being physically fit for
the tests.

“We have have an excellent
record at Reese,” said Captain
Petterborg. “We' are among
the top bases in the Air Force
in terms of our pass rate.”

The captain attributed Re-
ese’s success to the mandatory
fitness program in which indi-
vidual members are required
to conduct and report specific
fitness activities each month.

The Air Force began cycle
ergometry testing in October
1992 as a replacement for the
1.5-mile run and 3-mile walk
— neither of which was a safe
or accurate measurements of
fitness, officials said.

However, thousands who
failed or scored low on the cycle
test said the test was flawed.

As a result, Air Force com-
missioned the University of
Florida to study the test and
recommend any improve-
ments.

The university compared
cycle ergometry to the tread-
mill stress test — considered
the best measurement of fit-
ness — and found that 5 of 134
people, or 4 percent, who should
have passed the cycle test
failed.

Air Force also conducted
“field” tests with special opera-
tions members at Hurlburt

test center.

Field, Fla., and Marines at the
recruiting station in San Di-
ego, Calif.

Atthe sametime, Armstrong
Laboratory at Brooks AFB,
Texas, compared the treadmill
with cycle ergometry tests.

Both the university study
and test data showed that al-
though the Air Force’s cycle
ergometry test “is a valid mea-
sure of aerobic capacity,”
changes can improve the pro-
gram, said Lt. Col. Michael
Parkinson, chief of preventive
medicine with the Air Force
surgeon general’s office.

“A number of people had in-
valid cycle ergometry test
scores because their heartrates
rose too rapidly,” Colonel Par-
kinson said. “Adding a warm-
up time should solve that prob-
lem.”

He said the Air Force will
alsoreduce the number of scor-
ing categories from six to four
and emphasize a person’s ac-

tual aerobic capacity and how
their score compares with oth-
ers the same age.

Additionally, Air Force will
revise the training program for
unit fitness monitors.

In some cases, monitors ad-
just the cycle’s work load too
quickly if the person riding the
cyclehas alowheartrate. This
causes the rider to pedal hard-
er forcing their heart rate up
and invalidating their test
score.

Changes in the cycle’s com-
puter will alleviate this prob-
lem, Colonel Parkinson said.

“Our overall goal is to offer
Air Force members ‘one-stop-
shopping’ at state-of-the-art
facilities to help them achieve
a healthier lifestyle,” he said.
