Bivins says TEA Will 
Help School Districts

State Senator T eel B iv in s (R- 
Amarillo) says the reorganization o f  the 
Texas Education Agency will pass more 
control from  the state bureaucracy to 
local school districts.

As a member o f the Senate Interim 
E du cation  C om m ittee, B iv in s is 
reviewing plans by the state Education 
Board to reorganize the TEA. He and 
other com m ittee m em bers recently 
d iscu ssed  the plans w ith  state 
Education Commissioner Lionel (Skip) 
Meno.

“ U nder the reorganization , local 
school districts will be responsible for 
achieving state education goals,” Bivins 
said. “Local districts w ill have the 
freedom to choose which method o f 
instruction they want to use to achieve 
those goals.

“M eno and I agree that TEA should 
move away from  over-regulation that 
stifles creativity. Teachers should teach 
and not have to be pencil pushers for 
the Texas Education A gency,” the 
senator said.

Bivins said he plans to monitor the 
actions o f  TEA to insure the agency’s 
reorganization, indeed, transfers more 
control to local school districts.

Additionally, the reorganization will 
create 60 new positions in regional 
education service centers around the 
state.

“The role o f  these new employees will 
be to help local school districts with 
problems they’re having with TEA in 
Austin. TEA w ill have a specific 
instruction to reply to districts within a 
few  days o f  a request,” Bivins said.

Even with the new positions, the 
number o f  employees at TEA will 
shrink from  1,260 to 1,179, he said.

A WEEKLY SUMMARY OF COTTON MARKETING NEWS

For The Week Ending November 28

Shock waves reverberated through the 
U.S. cotton trade following a surprise 
move by the secretary o f  agriculture on 
November 21 to use his discretionary 
authority to further lower the adjusted 
world price (AWP) to 44.07 cents per 
pound. The move was a clear signal that 
U.S. cotton prices had become uncompe­
titive and that the U.S. share o f  world 
markets was in jeopardy.

Following two days o f  convulsions, the 
market settled into a nervous tone, espe­
cially the futures market. Nerves were on 
edge as many traders wondered i f  the sec­
retary would exercise his authority again 
and further lower the AWP for the week 
ending December 5. The implications 
also could be felt on the spot market where 
any change in the producer option pay­
ment (POP) would have a maj or impact on 
cotton producers’ income. The POP is 
calculated by subtracting the AWP from 
the bae loan rate and is paid to growers 
who forego the loan and sell their cotton.

Delayed by the Thanksgiving holiday, 
USDA announced the new AWP on Fri­
day morning, November 29. Left un­

changed at 44.07 cents per pound for the 
week ending December 5, it was almost as 
much o f  a surprise as the previous week’s. 
In addition, the POP remains unchanged 
at 670 points.

The latest export figures demonstrate a 
declining share o f  world markets for U.S. 
cotton growers. USDA released the report 
for the week ended November 21 a day 
early due to last week’ s holiday. It 
showed a net increase o f  57,900 running 
bales. The previous week’ s report con­
tained a net increase o f  70,400 running 
bales. The downward spiral o f  U.S. cot­
ton exports is a direct result o flower prices 
from competing countries and buyers 
who are waiting on the sidelines to see 
how far prices will slip. Recent reports 
indicate that many foreign mills are cov­
ered through March, 1992.

Despite the market’ s nervousness, 
West Texas/Oklahoma cotton producers 
continued to aggressively market their 
crops this past week. Although stocks 
available for marketing remained some­
what limited by the delayed harvest, 
17,584 bales traded on the TELCOT sys­

tem during the holiday-shortened week. 
That compares to 18,176 bales sold 
during the five previous trading days. 
The highest single-day trading occured 
on November 27 when 8,827 bales 
were sold.

Demand for lower qualities continues 
to be quite strong as reflected by average 
prices received on TELCOT which 
dropped slightly from the previous week. 
In tjie four days o f  trading just prior to this 
report, the average daily prices received 
on the electronic marketing system ranged 
from a low o f  48.45 cents per pound on 
November 26 to a high o f  50.72 on N o­
vember 22. Average gross premiums over 

the loan ranged from 1030 points to 1133. 
Clearly, West Texas/Oklahoma cotton 
prices remain high relative to other areas 
o f  the Cotton Belt.

Several consecutive days o f  open 
weather recently has allowed West Texas/ 
Oklahoma growers to make significant 
progress with harvest operations resulting 
in heavy movement o f  cotton to area ware­
houses and samples to USDA’s classing 
offices. Much o f  this cotton soon will 
enter the marketing channels, and trading 
on TELCOT is likely to show significant 
increase throughout the rest o f  the season 
barring sustained inclement weather.

Much o f  the demand for this area’ s 
cotton currently comes from domestic

mills, one o f  the brightest spots in the 
world textile situation. U.S. mills cur­
rently are projected to consume 9.9 mil­
lion bales o f  cotton during the 1991-92 
marketing season, a 400,000-bale in­
crease from the previous year. It marks 
the third consecutive year o f  strong do­
mestic demand.

The U.S. cotton harvest reached 75 
percent complete as o f  November 24, ac­
cording to USDA, up four percentage 
points from a week earlier. The Texas 
harvest reached 51 percent, compared to 
46 percent on November 17. In Okla­
homa, harvest remained at a virtual stand­
still during the week, USDA said. Harvest 
there stood at 33 percent onNovember 24.

not applying is a fear o f  the application 
process. I f  this sounds like your 
reasoning or that o f  someone you know, 
perhaps an explanation o f what SSI is 
and how you apply for it would be 
helpful.

SSI is a federa l program  
administered by the Social Security 
Administration. It pays monthly checks 
to people with limited income and 
resources who are 65 or over, or who 
are blind, or who have a disability. And 
being eligible for SSI means more than 
just receiving monthly checks. People 
who get SSI usually are eligible for 
Medicaid, which can help pay health 
care expenses. They also may be eligible 
for  food  stam ps and other social 
services offered in their state.

It’s easy to apply for SSI. Just visit 
your local Social Security office. Or call 
us at 1 -8 00 -772 -12 13  fo r  an 
appointment with a Social Security 
representative who will help you sign 
up.

You can speed up the application 
process i f  you have certain information 
with you when you apply for yourself or 
someone else. But even i f  you don’t 
have all the necessary information, 
apply anyway. The people in the Social 
Security office can help get whatever is 
needed.

This information includes:
•Your Social Security card or record 

o f your Social Security number;
•Your birth certificate or other proof 

o f  your age;
•Information about where you live, 

such as your mortgage or your lease and 
landlord’s name;

•Information about your income and 
resources, such as payroll slips, bank 
books, and insurance policies;

•Medical records i f  you’re applying 
because o f  disability or blindness.

•Proof o f  citizenship or alien status.
Remember if  you think you’re eligible 

for SSI, you should apply right away. 
This is because payments can only be 
made as o f  the date you apply or the 
date you’re eligible i f  that is later.

M ore in form a tion  about SSI 
applications can be obtained at any 
Social Security office or by calling 1- 
800-772-1213.

The Social Security Administration 
(SSA ) w ill seek m ore deta iled  
information about children who apply 
for Supplemental Security Income (SSI) 
disability benefits under a revised 
standard for  determining childhood 
disability. Information about the child’s 
daily activities will be collected to help 
SSA determine if  a child is disabled 
under a new regulation that became 
effective in February.

The new regulation changes the 
criteria SSA uses to determine whether 
a child is disabled for SSI purposes. 
Under the new procedures, SSA will 
evaluate the extent to which a child’s 
disability keeps him or her from  doing 
things children o f  the same age can do. 
Under previous rules, only children 
who met specific medical criteria were 
found eligible for SSI purposes. It is 
expected that the new rules will result 
in SSI eligibility for thousands o f 
children whose claims may have been 
denied for medical reasons under the 
old rules.

Physicians and other individuals 
familiar with the child’s capabilities 
w ill be asked to provide information 
about the child’s ability to perform age- 
appropriate activities such as caring for 
him or her self, functioning in a school 
setting, and handling peer relations. 
This information will supplement the 
m ed ica l in form ation  SSA  already 
requests from  treating physicians.

Schools will be asked to provide 
in form ation  about academ ic 
p e r f o r m a n c e ,  p s y c h o l o g i c a l  
evaluations, attendance, behavior, and 
speech and language therapy. The 
child’s teacher or counselor also may be 
asked to provide information about 
ways in which the child’s disability 
limits his or her ability to function in an

age-appropriate fashion.
The in form ation  prov ided  is 

extremely important. In most cases, 
SSA’s physicians and psychologists do 
not have the opportunity to see or 
examine the child. Therefore, the 
information must be detailed enough to 
allow them to evaluate the severity o f 
the condition and the child’s ability to 
function.

More detailed information also will be 
requested about children whose claims 
for SSI disability benefits are being re­
evaluated as a result o f  the court order 
under the Supreme Court decision in 
Sullivan vs. Zebley.

In mid-July, SSA sent notices to 
about half a million children who can 
request re-evaluation o f their claims 
under the Sullivan vs. Zebley court 
order. Those requests, along with new 
applications received, will result in a 
dramatic increase in the number and 
extent o f  children’s school records SSA 
will be seeking in addition to current 
medical evidence.

The Agency will work with national 
educational organizations to assure that 
they are aware o f the change and that 
SSA will be asking for their cooperation 
in providing prompt, complete reports. 
A ll information provided by external 
sources is con fid entia l under the 
provisions o f  the Federal Privacy Act.

The SSI program makes monthly 
cash payments to disabled children 
from  families with limited income and 
resources. Children who receive SSI 
also are usually eligible for medical 
assistance and various other social 
services.
