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Reese prepares to begin TriCare Wednesday
Changes will translate to better overall care for beneficiaries

As Nov. 1 quickly approaches, the 
64th Medical Group faces one of its 
most significant challenges - imple­
mentation of TriCare.

W e are absolutely committed to 
making the transition as smooth as 
possible, but, as with anything new, 
change is inevitable. I want to take a 
few moments of your time to review 
some of the more significant changes, 
particularly in accessing the medical 
clinic.

As we have briefed, TriCare Prime 
enrollees must be seen within very 
definite time parameters: acutely ill 
within 24 hours, routine needs within 
one week and wellness visits within 
one month. These standards guaran­
tee your access. Therefore, there is no 
need for anyone to “walk-in” seeking 
an appointment.

Effective Wednesday, there will 
be no walk-in clinic and no week- 

-w end/holiday clinic. Access to care, for 
Prime enrollees, w ill be through their 
primary care manager, via the appoint­

ment desk, health care finder, or health 
care information line.

Let me make one clarification to the 
above. Active-duty sick call w ill con­
tinue as you know it. In order to deter­
mine, early in the day, whether or not 
an active duty member should report/ 
return to duty, sick call w ill remain in 
the p rim ary  care 
clinic from 7:30 to 
8:30 a.m., and in the 
flight surgeons’ of­
fice from 7:30 to 8:30 
a.m. and from 1 to 
1:30 p.m.

Patients, other than TriCare Prime 
enrollees, w ill not be able to make an 
appointment in the clinic. They w ill be 
seen on a “space available” basis. That 
essentially means that a patient may 
come to the clinic and wait to deter­
mine i f  there is an available appoint­
ment, but it does not guarantee that 
they w ill be seen.

That is why we are encouraging 
anyone who made the choice not to 
enroll in TriCare Prime to establish 
themselves with a local, civilian pro­
vider. It sincerely is in your best inter­
est.

I f  you have made the decision not to 
enroll in TriCare Prime or are a retired 
member or retired family member us­
ing a civilian primary care manager, 
we w ill make copies of your medical 
records for you to take to your civilian 
provider. Initially, we w ill copy the last 
six months of entries in order to meet 

the volum e o f r e ­
quests in a tim ely 
manner.

Later, we will 
copy the remaining 
record upon request. 
There will be no fee 

for the first six months of entries; later 
there may be a nominal fee for the 
remaining record. Request copies from 
the outpatient record department. 
Please make your requests as soon as 
possible, and allow us about two weeks 
to process your record.

The 64th Medical Group will con­
tinue to fill prescriptions from civilian 
providers as long as the medication is 
available in the Pharmacy.

After normal duty hours, TriCare 
Prime enrollees must seek care through 
the health care information line and 
their primary care manager. If, how­

ever, you perceive that you have an 
emergency situation, call 911 or pro­
ceed to an emergency room, preferably 
Methodist Hospital or South Park, if 
you are able to make a choice.

A fter hours care, except emergen­
cies, for active-duty members re­
quires the authorization o f your pri­
mary care manager. Active-duty mem­
bers may reach their primary care 
manager by calling 885-3515. Active 
duty members are likewise requested 
to seek emergency care at Methodist or 
South Park hospitals, i f  able to make 
the choice.

You must make the choice of a health 
care option that best suits your needs. 
Information and assistance regarding 
the three options of TriCare are avail­
able in the TriCare service center lo­
cated in the 64th MDG, or you may call 
885-2999.

I am personally committed to ensur­
ing that you have quality health care 
regardless o f the option you choose. 
Please feel free to address your con­
cerns in person to the TriCare office, by 
phone at 885-3521, or by mail to 64th 
MDG/SGST, 250 13th Street, Reese 
AFB TX  79489-5008.

Corps begins environmental tests
Employees working around 

the flight line shops may see 
soil gas survey investigation 
teams at work.

The survey project is ex­
pected to last until Nov. 30. 
Soil gas activity is under the 
RCRA phase I Facility Investi­
gation and supports remedial 
action for cleaning up the 
groundwater contamination, 
according to a U. S. Army Corps 
of Engineers official.

The work crews will be work­
ing out of the back of two panel 
vans .

Soil gas activity consists of 
driving a hollow steel rod into 
the ground. After special equip­

ment is installed onto the rod a 
soil gas sample is collected from 
a depth of 15 feet.

In some areas the crews w ill 
be coring through the concrete 
and asphalt parking areas. 
There are an estimated 375 
holes scheduled for this area. 
Each hole w ill take approxi­
mately 20 minutes to complete.

Work w ill start on the north 
end of the flight line and move 
to the south as work progresses 
around the buildings.

What is TRICARE Prime?

TRICARE Prime is one of the new options offered to 
CHAMPUS beneficiaries in Texas, Oklahoma, Louisiana 
and Arkansas. The TRICARE Prime program is modeled 

after the health care delivery system most commonly associated 
with a Health Maintenance Organization (HMO). Beneficiaries 
may enroll in TRICARE Prime to take advantage of the enhanced 
preventive benefits, lower out-of-pocket costs, and no claim filing 
requirements.

How Do CHAMPUS-Eligible Beneficiaries Enroll in 
TRICARE Prime?

Eligible beneficiaries must obtain an enrollment packet and 
select a Primary Care Manager. There is no enrollment 
fee for active-duty family members. Retirees, retiree family 

memoers and survivors do have an annual enrollment fee which 
can be paid in quarterly installments. Beneficiaries simply mail in 
a completed enrollment application. Enrolled members will receive 
a TRICARE Prime identification card in the mail.

Q. I am a CHAMPUS eligible retiree. I want 
to sign up for the civilian TRICARE Prime 
option but I experienced some difficulty when 
I called the providers on the list I was given, 
what should I do?

A. We are currently working to resolve this issue. 
The civilian provider network is our number one 
priority. There has been an unfortunate miscommu- 
nication between the Lubbock civilian network and 
the contractor, Foundation Health Federal Services. 
Currently, representatives from both parties are 
working to resolve any misunderstandings.

Complete resolution of this technicality is ex­
pected by today. Due to this delay, we are extending 
the enrollment deadline to Tuesday. I f  your applica­
tion is turned into the TRICARE Service Center by 
Tuesday, your effective date for TRICARE Prime 
will still be Wednesday. W e sincerely apologize for 
any inconvenience ’ that might have been experi­
enced. For further questions, please stop by the

Q. Will CHAMPUS-eligible retirees and re­
tiree family members who want to enroll in 
TRICARE Prime be enrolled to a civilian Pri­
mary Care Manager?
