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FERGUSON TO
TOILERS TOLD

B. J. Flood, Secretary of the Trainmen’s Legislative Board
of Texas, in Speeches Before the Four Transportation
Organizations at Wichita Falls and Amarillo, Tells of
Fight Made Against Special Interests.

Reports of labor problems with which the legislative repre-
sentatives of organized labor have had to deal and a brief
showing of what has been accomplished in the way of legisla-
tion for the benefit and protection of the toilers of Texas are
contained in speeches made at Wichita Falls and Amarillo re-
cently by Ben J. Flood, secretary of the Trainmen’s Legislative
Board of Texas.

Mr. Flood in his addresses, which were made before the four
transportation organizations, their auxiliaries and their many
friends, went into details of laws which had been passed over
the strenuous protests and in spite of the lavish expenditure of
mouey to compass their defeat by paid lobbyists of the special
interests plying their wiles among the lawmakers at the state

- capital. >

The speaker made plain to his hearers the deep interest
which had been shown by Gov. James E. Ferguson in the
passage of laws for the benefit of workers in all depart-
ments of effort. He told of the recommendations made by
Governor Ferguson in favor of the enactment of beneficial
laws for labor.

Extracts from the addresses made by Secretary Flood at
Wichita Falls and Amarille are here given for the information
of the Forum’s readers in the ranks of organized labor all
over the state:

I said T was not a speaker, so do not
be disappointed, as I am going to
speak to you in the language taught in
the common schools of Texas and oth-
er states. As the secretary of the
Trainmen’s  board of Texas, itismy
duty at all times, when possible to
endeavor to enlisten members of the
Trainmen and other organizations on
what has been done in legislative lines
and what will be done in the future.

PLOT BY CRANE AND BIG
DAILIES TO FOOL VOTERS
AROQUSES STRONG CENSURE

The attempt of M. M. Crane,

who acted as the attorney for

the conspirators in the persecution and attempted impeach-
ment of Governor Ferguson, aided by the alleged big daily
newspapers of the state, to deceive and befog the democratic
voters of Texas as to their right to vote for and place in office
James E. Ferguson, if he receives a majority of the votes cast,
has stirred the friends of Governor Ferguson, and the Forum
has received a number of letters and communications on the
subject, some of which are given in this issue.

It wil! be noted that one writer addresses himself direct to
Mr. Crane, another to the Houston Post, which is trying to
bolster up Crane’s legal presumptions, and still another dis-
cusses the matter in a general way. These communications
show the sentiments of the voters of Texas generally; the let-
ters come from almost the extreme points of the state, from
widely separated writers, and afford a fair index of popular
feeling as to this fresh conspiracy of the Unitersity’s adopted
alumnusg and the so-called big newspapers to thwart and

obstruct the expression of the will of the people at the ballot

box.

A FARMER’'S LETTER TO CRANE.

M. M. Crane, Dallas, Texas,

Dear Sir: I see from the Dallas
Times-Herald, to which I am a sub-
scriber, what you say in reference to
James E. Ferguson being seated as
governor, in case he, “by accident”
should get the majority vote of the
people of Texas.

'CAN FERGUSON TAKE HIS SEAT?

When the Kangaroo Court at Austin needed a dummy lawyer to act as a figurehead
in the mock impeachment trial of Governor Ferguson, they picked a man in their own
mental class. His name was Crane, but he looked more like a peacock as he strutted
around at the kangaroo trial with an assumption of wisdom which every one except him-
self knew he did not possess. :

Ever since that day in 1898 when the people of Texas had the good judgment to de-
feat him for governor, Crane has been swelled up like a pouter pigeon, bursting with
envy and spite toward every man more fortunate than himself.

He led the fight against Governor Ferguson on the floor of the State Convention at
Houston in 1916, and the severe beating which he received on that memorable occasion
added fuel to the fire of hatred that was smouldering in his breast.

The . impeachment frame-up at Austin afforded him the opportunity he had been
longing for to vent the accumulated spleen of his lifetime and at the same time gave him
a chance to prance and strut to his heart’s content.

When the impeachment farce was over, he pocketed his three thousand dollar fee of
the taxpayers’ money and returned to his home at Dallas, secure in the thought that he
had wreaked vengeance on the people of Texas for their repudiation of him, by removing
from the governor’s chair the man whom they had twice honored with that position.

But now that Governor Ferguson has appealed his case from the Kangaroo Court of
the Politicians to the Supreme Court of the People, this political strutter, fearing the
wrath and dreading the verdict of the sovereign voters of Texas, rushes into the press
with a statement that Ferguson cannot take his seat when he is elected next July. Hug-
ging a copy of the constitution of Texas to his breast, a document which a few months be-
fore he vilely trampled under his feet, he screams out through the columns of the big

executive. He defies the citizens of Texas to elect a man for governor who has not knelt
at the feet of the politicians and begged a permit to run for office.

So long as mankind is heir to the frailties of human nature, society will be cursed
with politicians of the stripe of M. M. Crane. It is one of the penalties which we must
pay for the blessings of organized government. They came into being with the birth of
%ivilization and will be with us till the last curtain is rung down by the hand of Father

ime.

For this reason, the Forum does not consider it necessary to reply to his absurd claim
that Ferguson cannot take his seat when he is elected governor of this state, as he is sure
to be in July. But for the benefit of those who might be confused by the black-hand
methods of the political gunmen, Governor Ferguson wishes to assure the thousands of
voters throughout Texas who are anxiously waiting to vindicate him at the polls that he
will take his seat when he is elected and hold it until his term expires. To say that he
cannot do so is an insult to the American people, and to say that the people may elect a
man and that he cannot serve is to admit that our country is ruled by the politicians in-
stead of the people. By saying that Ferguson cannot take his seat, Crane is making a
statement which Hobby himself will not make. Governor Ferguson has repeatedly chal-
lenged Hobby to declare in a written statement that he cannot take his seat if elected, and
his challenge has been met with frightened silence by the tongue-tied candidate of

the political bosses.

Whether the impeachment was legal or illegal, it was nothing more than the act of a
legislature, and that action is just as much subject to reversal by the people as any other
act ever passed by that body. Along with the election of Ferguson as governor, the
people of Texas will elect a new legislature, and even if there should be a majority in that
body opposed to Ferguson, there will not be 2 man among them who will have the courage
to vote against seating him after the avalanche in July.

There is nothing to be alarmed at in the ravings of Mr. Crane. He is simply the
mouthpiece of the University politicians who are making their last fight to retain the
political machine which they have built up around the capitol of Texas.

Vote for James E. Ferguson at the primaries in July and by your ballot defy the
machine-made politicians who dare to tell you that the people cannot rule.

'DAYS OF THE POLITICAL
~ LAWYER ARE NUMBERED

The political lawyer is an issue as well as a factor in this campaign. The coming elec-
tion is a trial of political thieves vs. the people. 'I'ne evidence is indisputable, for the crimi-
nlas have the stolen goods in their possession.

But why all this hue and cry about Governor Ferguson being disqualified from holding
office? There are only two candidates in the field, and if the opponents of Governor Fergu-
son are convinced that he is disqualified, then their candidate is certain of election. If they are
sincere in their legal position, why spend time and money on a race that is already won?
Why not quit talking and writing, stay away from the polls, and let the court seat their man?

As an illustration of the inconsistency of Governor Ferguson’s opponents and to prove
the desperate plight of these political burglars, the Forum reminds its readers that the first
attack made on Governor Ferguson was led by a State Senator who shouted, “To Hell With
the Constitution.”” Now comes another of the same stripe and ilk telling us that the Con-
stitution is an immortal document and that an act of the legislature is sacred and that
neither can be changed by the people. The antics of these two political lawyers represent
the two extremes to which the political burglars have gone in their effort to retain their stolen
goods. One of them spits on the Constitution, the other hugs it to his breast; both inspired
by the same desire—to defeat the will of the people. !

Meantime Ferguson is gaining strength with the voters of Texas every day as he lays his
case before the people, and a large part of the credit for the big majority which he will pile
up will be due to the political lawyers who are trying so hard to defeat him. They are his
campaign managers and do not know it, and by the crude methods which they are pursuing
are rendering valuable service to his campaign. ‘

Well do these political lawyers know that when Ferguson takes his seat their days in
Texas are numbered. They will have to stop selling influence, bartering opinions and lobby-
ing with legislatures. They either will have to make an honest living or take the political
pauper's oath. Not only their reputation but their occupation is at stake in the coming
election.

More thgn 4,000 persons assembled at Beethoven Hall in
San Antonio last night to hear Governor Ferguson discuss the
issues of the gubernatorial campaign and present his side of
the question.

H(_e was received with the greatest enthusiasm and listened
to with the closest attention throughout his address, which oc-
cupied about two hours. Governor. Ferguson, John R. Moore
and se_veral friends arrived at 11:15 Wednesday morning from
Del Rio, where Ferguson and Moore addressed a large audi-
ence _Tuesday, the crowd being the largest ever gathered for
a political meeting in Val Verde county.

: ADDRESSES LABO RUNIONISTS.

Previous to his main spéech in San Antonio, the governor
was the guest of organized labor at the labor temple and there
made a talk to more than 200 union men. He was given a
splendid reception and received assurances of the support and
efforts of the laboring people of this section.

The speaking at Beethoven Hall did not begin until nearly
9 o’clock and when the speakers appeared they were greeted
with a hearty demonstration.

MI:. Moore, candidate for lieutent governor, spoke first. He
was introduced by W. C. Linden, former district attorney, and
one of the foremost lawyers of the Southwest secton of Texas.

Mr.. Moore repeated his assurance that he was running for
the lieutenant governorship in order that the governor might
have time at attend to public business without being distracted
wih the machinaions of a lieutenant governor striving to get

his job.

- ~**G-overnox'15Fe'rguson was introduced by John H. Bickett Jr.,

one of the young lawy@rs of San Antonio, who is making a rec-
ord for ability in his chosen profession. The governor was in
fl.ne voice and the large and enthusiastic audience inspired
him to one of the best efforts of his western tour. He told his
audience the story of his controversy with the University and
repeated that if he had bowed to the demands of the Univer-
sity erowd and handed over the money of the people to be spent
in the reckless manner that his investigations had shown it
to be spent in previous years, he now would be occupying the
governor’s office.

His talk in reference to the public schools and his desire to
help them brought him enthusiastic applause.

It was late when the gove®ior closed, but the great crowd -
remained throughout and when he closed with an appeal for a
restoration of true democratic government in Texas and as-
gserted the right of the people to rule, hundreds crowded about
to shake hands and tell of their purpose to vote for and help
his election in every way they could.

He scored the San Antonio Express for refusing to print the
opinion of Judge Harvey as to his eligibility, even as paid ad-
vertising and asked if the paper wouldn’t take money from his
side, from which side did it take it.

Governor Ferguson will return to Temple Thursday for a
short stay before proceeding to Lorena and Waco, where he
will speak Friday, and to Hillsboro for a speech Saturday.

SPEAKS TO MANY THOUSANDS.

When he reached San Antonio, Governor Ferguson com-
pleted a circuit of west Texas cities, opening at Burnet, Sat-
urday, May 4, and closing at San Antonio Wednesday, May 15.
On his tour of the west after leaving Burnet he spoke at Lam-
pasas, Sweetwater, Colorado, Midland, Barstow, Pecos, El
Paso, Del Rio and San Antonio. His audiences on the tour
aggregated not less than 20,000 persons, including several
thousand women.

He made new history in political campaigning when he spoke
at El1 Paso, being the first candidate for governor in the history
of the state to extend his campaign travels that far west. The
oecasion was made memorable by & splendid ovation from the
citizens of the great metropolis of west Texas. He arrived
there Saturday, accompanied by John R. Moore, of Palestine,
candidate tor lieutenant governor, who has made the western
tour with Ferguson and who has proved himself a most ef-
fective and impressive campaigner. His direct, blunt manner
of expression, his frank, honest countenance and his earnest
manner in pledging loyalty to the fortunes of Jim Ferguson

.Jand his denunciation of the unscrupulous and cowardly

methods employed by Ferguson’s enemies in the legislature,
of which Mr. Mookxe is a member, win him friends and arouse
the enthusiasm and confidence of his audiences.

At Pecos Governor Ferguson and
Mr. Moore were met-"by Hon. Dan
Jackson, of 1 Paso, one of the lead-
ing lawyers of the Southwest, who es-
corted them for the 200 miles to El
Paso. On arrival to El Paso the party
was greeted by a large reception com-
mittee of prominent citizens, among
whom were former Mayors C. E.
Kelley and Joseph Sweeney, 'Judge
L. A. Dale, Frank Judkins, Jonder S.
€arter; Dr. F, M., Lynch; J:. R. Bllis,
‘Wm. Harrell and T.-M. Powers. The
party went in autos to the hotel
Del Norte, where a handshaking took
place.

Sunday afternoon a delegation of
citizens took Mr. Ferguson and his
party all through the Rio Grande val-
ley, a distance of seventy miles. This
valley has been trasformed into a ver-
itable garden as a result of irrigation.

In Liberty Hall, where the speak-
ing was held Monday afternoon, a
crowd that filled the big auditorium
and all its approaches and hallways
to overflowinz heard the governor
make his position as a candidate clear.
He was given tremendous applause,
especially in that portion of his speech
dealing with the crookedness he found
and which was also found by the
smelling committee at the University;

Meore had concluded Judge Jackson
introduced Judge L. A. Dale, former
assistant attorney ‘general of  Tex-"
as, who made the speech of in-
troduction for Governor Ferguson in
the course of which he made plain by
legal references, that the pretended
impeachment of Ferguson is void and
illegal. He asserted that Ferguwson
was eligible under the constitution
and the.law to take the office of gov-
ernor if the voters give him a majority
of their votes. He added that not only
is he eligible, but that, i1f elected, he
will be seated in the executive office.

The clear, logical, scholarly and searching opinion written

warrant in law. He shows beyond the possibility of truthful
or logical contradiction, that the whole proceeding from its
inception to its biased and prejudiced conclusion, is unlawful
and that Ferguson’s status as a citizen, qualified to hold any
office to which he may be elected by majority vote of the

people, is not affected even in the remotest degree by the pre-
rtrended impeachment and unlawful judgment of the senate of
exas.

When Lawyer Crane is able to controvert the well-estab-
lished propositions of law laid down and elucidated so ex-
cellently by Judge Harvey he may presume to advise the peo-
ple whether they have a right to place in office the man of
their choice, but he and his cabal of newspaper satellites can-
not dictate to the free democratic voters of this state, and
tell them that a man to whom they give a majority of their
votes cannot hold office.

The attorney general is empowered to interpret a law, but
not to proclaim a law unconstitutional or constitutional; his
authority in connection with its interpretation ends when he
gives to the public or to a proper officer of the state his eon-
struction of what is the meaning of the language used in the
law. It is not his province to decide that, because the woman'’s
voting law does not contain in its caption any reference to the;
requirement in the body of the act that women in the country
must register with the county tax collector, the requirement
that women in the rural districts must register is unconstitu-
tional and that these women are not required to register. The |
decision of the constitutionality of that requirement is a mat-
ter for the courts of proper jurisdiction to settle. - = .

In any event it is safest for women to register if they wish
to vote. 5 ;

Registration will not affect their privilege of voting, but
failure to do so may. Register and be safe.

- If the country women are deluded into the belief that they
need not register, as several of the newspapers which are
shouting for Hobby seem anxious they should believe, and the
election efficials on primary day hold that registration is nec-
essary, then the splendid womanhood of the country sections
will be disfranchised.

The unauthorized declaration by the attorney general that
a law, or any portion of any law, is unconstitution does not
carry any force or direction to the officers of election and they
can, if they see fit, insist on compliance with the section re-
quiring registration of women from the country precincts.
Only a decision made in open court holding a law, or part of
a law, unconstitutional can affect action under that law.

In this maze of uncertainty and entangling and overlapping
decisions from the attorney general’s office the only safe plan
to insure a woman to vote, whether she is of the town or of
the ecountry, is to

The United States senate has given votes for women a set-
back by refusing, by a margin of a single vote, to take up and
consider the suffrage resolution last Friday. Both Texas sen-
ators voted for the motion to take up the resolution, but Sen-
ator Culberson announced that his vote for the motion did not
commit him to vote for the resolution to give women votes.

The naturalization laws have been amended so as to permit
those who, through misinformation have been exercising the
privileges of citizenship, now to become full-fledged citizens.
This new law applies to those whose fathers made only a decla-
ration of intention to become citizens and never completed their
citizenship. There are hundreds of such in Texas, born to
parents who made only declarations of intention, and they have
grown up in the belief that they were entitled to all the privi-
leges of citizenship, have held office, voted and sat as jurors,
etc. Other amendments to the naturalization laws, recently
enacted by congress, relax the restrictions as to many who
technically come under the classification of alien enemies.
Those who are interested would do well to consult their post-
masters or the clerk of the United States district court or the
United States commissioner of their districts.

Time-honored traditions and practices of the Methodist
church have been shattered by the actions of the general con-
ference of the Methodist Episcopal Church, South, in its ses-
sions in Atlanta, Ga. Chief among these is the recognition of
women more widely in the work of the churech by giving to
them full laity rights. When this was done last Monday by
an overwhelming vote, it was followed by scenes of wild con-
fusion, cheering and waving of hankerchiefs and general en-
thusiasm on the part of the delegates. The general conference
brought to an end forty years of effort by the women and their
champions when it struck from its book of laws paragraphs
which said: “It is not in harmony with the spirit of our law
that women be members of a general conference; it is not law-
ful to elect a woman as a steward, and a woman may be elected
a superintendent of a Sunday school, but is not thereby a
member of the quarterly conference.’”” Another revolutionary
action of the general conference was removal of the four-year
limit as to® the holding of pulpits by pastors, thus enabling
pastors to remain longer than four years with one congrega-
‘tion, upon request of the quarterly conference and a majority
of the presiding elders, made by ballot. In the language -of
““Brother Jasper,” “The Sun do move,” and churches appear to
be moving with it. The victory of the women in gaining laity
rights is the most radical departure by Methodism from its
ancient landmarks that has occurred in a century, and has

20,000 Hear Ferguson
On His West Texas Trip

(Continued From Page One.)

- Judge Dale’s historic remarks were
as follows:

“The question has often been asked
whether or not if Ferguson should re-
ceive a majority of votes; that is, if
he should be elected as shown on the
face of the returns, he would be per-
mitted to take his seat as governor of
Texas. This question is a natural one
in view of the attempted impeach-
ment of the governor, and of the at-
tempt to deprive him of the right to
hold office in Texas.

Ferguson Will Be Seated.

“That Governor Ferguson can be
and will be seated should he be
elected, there can be to my mind no
question whatever. In the first place,
the impeachment article of the con-
stitution expressly provides that the
legislature shall provide and establish
a method for removal from office
where no provision is made " in the
constitution itself. The legislature had
never done this until after the at-
tempted impeachment of the govern-
or.

“2., The charges against the gov-
ernor were wholly insufficient to con-
stitute a basis for impeachment and
no prayer for his removal from office
or his disqualification to hold office
was contained in the papers and docu-
ments with the senate until after the
governor had forever settled the ques-
tion by his resignation.

“3. The governor resigned the office
to which the people had elected him
before any judgment whatever had
been entered by the senate, hence
that body had no jurisdiction to enter
a judgment in the premises.

“4, Sec. 3 of Art. IV of the consti-
tution expressly provides that imme-
diately upon election of a speaker the
election returns shall be delivered tQ
the speaker of the house of represent-
atives, who shall during thesfirst weelk
of the session of the legislature, open
and publish them in the preseucc s
both houses, and providing that the
person voted for having the highest
number of votes and being constitu-
tionally eligible shall be aeclared by
the speaker under sanction of the leg-
islature to be elected and further pro-
vides that contested elections for the
office of governor shall be determined
by both houses of the legislature in
joint session.

Legislature Must Determine.

“It is clear, therefore, that the ques-
tion of eligibility of a candidate for
the office of governor is to be deter-
mined by the legislature itself.

“In other words it is purely a polit-
ical and in no manner a judiclal ques-
tion. . Should there be a contest that
contest will be heard and determined
by the legislature sitting in joint ses-
sion.

*“There being no judxclal question
involved it is impossible for a contest
to be lodged with or find its way in-
to the courts. It is simply a queltion
as to whether the few who assume
unto themselves autocratic power or
the many who constitute the dem-
ocracy of the state shall ruleand if a
majority of the legislature vote to
seat Gov. Ferguson, the question of
his right to the office will have been
forever determined, from which there
can be no appeal.

“It therefore behooves the democra-
cy of this state to elect men to the
legislature who will earry out the peo-
ple’s will. The E1 Paso Ferguson club
will, within the next few days, pro-
pound in writing to each of the legis-
lative candidates from El Paso as to
whether Governor Ferguson should
receive a majority of the votes he will
vote to carry out the people’s will and
thus vote to seat the governor. If this
question should be answered in the
affirmative, well and good, but if it
should be answered in the negative,
then the friends of Governor Fergu-
son will attempt to place in the field
suitable candidates who will so pledge
themselves.

“Governor F@rguson will be elected
by the greatest majority known to the
history of Texas, and his friends will
see to it that his victory shall not be
an empty one.”

Many FEriends in El Paso.

In speaking of his visit to El Paso,
Mr. Ferguson said:

‘“The people of El Paso have always
been my friends. I have come all the
way to El Paso to tell them at first
hand that I want to continue to be
their friend. It has been my pleasure
to grant almost every request that has
ever been made to me by El Paso.

“No appropriation which was to be
sent to El1 Paso has ever been vetoed
by me. I am going to be elected gov-
error just as sure as God rules in
Heaven and El Paso in the futre will
deal with me as governor, and I am
here to meet her more than half way,
and to show her my willingness to
continue the friendly relations here-
tofore existing and from unmistak-
able assurances received from scores
of citizens since my arrival here last
Saturday there is no doubt but what
E1 Paso will be as loyal to me in the
future as in the past.”

The speaker discussed the ' uni-
versity phase of Governor Hobby’s
McKinney speech by making the fol-
lowmg comment:

“In my opening speech and reiter-
ated ten times since then, I said I was
in favor of giving the University of
Texas $250,000 every year from the
general fund. I have challenged
Hobby repeatedly to say he would
give more. In his opening speech at
McKinney he dodged the issue and
no man can tell from his utterances
hew much he wants to give them. I
challenged him to repeat his asser-
tionthat it was the proudest act of
my life when I signed the bill appro-
priating $1,600,000 for the uni-
versity. He dodged that issue and has
run like a cotton-tail rabbit from his
former position.”

Discusses Labor Problems.

Ferguson was the recipient of ap-
plause when he took up the problems
of the laboring people of Texas and
expressed his views and aspirations
along that line. He said:

“I am sure that no laboring man
who loves his family or who loves his
union will support Hobby when he
knows who his close friends are. The
Austin Statesman, the mouthpiece of
the university, is owned by John Hen-
ry Kirby of Houton,. George Howard,

who is in the draft age, and who was

appointed secretary of state by Gov-

ernor Hobby, when there were ten
thousand other democrats who were
not of the draft age, is the son-in-law
of the business partner of John Henry
Kirby.

“The lumber trust of Texas, as ev-
erybody knows, is dominated by John
Henry Kirby, and Hobby’s bosom
friend is John Henry Kirby. And yet
it has only been a few months since
this same John Henry KXirby in a
speech befere the 'lumber dealers
bitterly denounced the members of
the American Federation of Labor as
undesirable citizens, and unmercifully
and outrageously condemned the mo-
tives of every man who belongs to the
American Federation of Labor. God
forbid that the time should ever come
in Texas when any governor could be
elected to office who is the bosom
friend of those who deny the right

-of laboring men of this country to

berpetuate their union as a protect-
ion against those who would exploit
their brain and brawn.”

Val Verde’s Big Crowd.

After El Paso came Del Rio, where
Ferguson: spoke Tuesday evening to
the largest political. gathering ever
witnessed in the history of Val Verde
county. There wer fully 2,000 men
and women in the audience which
listened closely to the speaker and ap-
plauded him enthusiastically, espe-
cially his references and records of
the wild extravagances of the Uni-
versity and the purchase of vast quan-
tities of whiskey and other “booze”
for use by Hobby headquarters at
Dallas, just before the zone law
caused the closing of  saloons and
whiskey stores in Fort Worth.

Governor Ferguson was introduced

to his splendid Del Rio audience by

District Judge Joseph Jones, who pre-
dicted for the popular candidate a
far greater majority than Val Verde
county gave him in his previous races.

The women showed the deepest in-
terest in what Governor Ferguson said
and seemed pleased with his showing
that Hobby really did not favor votes
for women and did not submit it to
the legislature for consideration until
importuned by a large majority of
both branches of the legislature. His
frank statement that if the women
of Texas showed they wanted the bal-
lot he favored giving it to them, won
their approval.

One of the notable features, and a
pleasing and instructive one, that
marked the western tour was the re-
ception given to John R. Moore, can-
didate for lieutenant governor, when
he announced that he would not in-
terrupt and detract from the service
which the governor should give to
the people by seeking to undermine
him and get his job. He said he
would support the governor in his
work and not put in his time conspir-
ing with his enemies and trying to in-
jure and oust him. Out at Pecos, after
being introduced by Judge M’Tier, Mr.
Moore, after paying his respects to
the last legislators of Texas, referring
to them as a *bunch of goatheads,”
elosed with the statement that “‘if you
elect me to the office of lieutenant-
governor of Texas, I promise you that
I will attend strictly to the duties of
that office and let the governor’s of-
fice alone.” Mr. Moore also took a
parting shot at Governor Hobby when
he said, ‘As lieutenant governor,
should I desire or aspire to become
governor, I will have the manhood to
run for the office, letting the people’s
voice decide the question, and not

seek the office by appointment from :

the legislators.”
John Moore Makes a Hit.

At all the places where there was
speaking, Mr. Moore made a hit and
stirred his hearers frequently to loud
and long applause. His recital of the
record made by Hobby in connection
with woman suffrage legislation
caused ripples of amusement in his
audiences, especially among the wo-
men.

He declared that the record would
bear out the charge that Mr. Hobby
was more interested in getting the
votes of the women than he was in
getting votes for the women. He said
that back in the days of the regular
session when Mr. Hobby was serving
as lieutenant governor, and did not
even dream of ever becoming a real
governor, he made a joke of the suf-
frage bill. He says Hobby referred the

Fbill to the committee on commerce and

manufacturs. Later on when the bill
had been placed before the proper
committee, and set down for a special
day for consideration, Hobby failed to
place it before the senate, and the au-
thor of the bill, did not even have the
nerve to call it up.

Moore also called attention to the
suffrage bill signed by Hobby at the
last special session. He says Hobby
fixed it up so that the women could
vote for him this year without paying
poll tax, but after he got through run-
ning and they wanted to vote for some
other person, they would then be
obliged to come across with the cus-
tomary poll tax.

He made the further assertion that
Hobby never was in favor of equal
suffrage and is really not-in favor of
equal suffrage now.

Moore took up the question of Fer-
gugon being able to take his seat in
the event of being elected. He ridiculed
such claims by asserting that when
the democrats of Texas re-elect Fer-
guson by a majority of 100,000 or
more, there will not be ten men in the
Legislature who will refuse to -seat
kim; and that ten years from now
every member of the Legislature will
swear up and down that they ncver
voted, to impeach him,

Womah Graduate Scores University.

Mrs. J. M’Alester Stevenson &t
Sweetwater made a most excellent
speech in introducing Governor Fer-
guson to the great audience. She
told of 'the need of a cleaning out
down at the university of which she
is a graduate. She said the fight be-
tween Governor Ferguson was humil-
iating te her as an alumna of the
institution, not because of what the
governor did, but because of the dis-
closures brought out through the
controversy. She denounced the ex-
istence of padded payrolls and erook-
ed accounts in ‘an institution intend-

ed by the fathers of Texas to be the
pride and glory of their descendants
through generations yet to come.
She said in part:

“As & university graduate and 8
woman I take great pleasure in in-
troducing to you this afternoon James
E. Ferguson, of Temple, candidate
for governor. :

“There is a feeling that the pres-
ent governor, Mr. Hobby, who hopes
to have a majority of the women’s
vote 1Is masquerading under false
colors when he says, ‘Behold, I am
the man who gave the women of
Texas a chanee to vote.’

‘I am too eager for the women to
demonstrate at this, their first op-
portunity, to vote their basic common
sense and good judgment to be gulled
by such a show. The truth is that
when a suffrage bill was presented
to him in his capacity as lieutenant
governor, he did not for an instant
consider it other than a joke, and
referred that bill to the committee
on Commerce and Manufacture, when
he might better have referred it to
the committee on- Ways and Means.
He there showed himself ignorant of
woman psychology, for no woman
can bear to have the thing she de-
sires made a mock.

“Mr. Ferguson’s position is that the
voice of the people is the one that
utters the ultimate decision and he
would present the question of suf-
frage to the women of Texas for a
vote and if they vote for it, it is
theirs.

Deplores Padded Payrolls.

““As . a graduate of the state unlver-
sity the fight between the university
crowd and the governor was humil-
iating to me, not because -of what
the governor did, but because of the
facts developed concerning the uni-
versity that were brought to light.
No padded pay rolls, no crooked ac-
counts no set of ‘books that cannot
be audited, can exist in our univer-
sity, which we want to point to with
pride as one of the great institutions
of learning. This man Ferguson de-
sires the University of Texas to rank
with the best universities in Amer-
ica and I know of my own personal
experience and knowledge that he
did not use all that existed in that
university that could have been used.

been ‘benefited by Mr. Ferguson to
such an extent that they have gone
up in leaps and bounds, until every
loyal Texan is proud of the progress.’”’

The speaker in a telling way com-
pared the location or rather the se-
lection of the site for the west Texas
A. & M. college to a baby show, in
which each mother had entered her

precious baby, and of course, the
most beautiful.
‘But,” said Mrs, Stevenson, ‘“‘we

must admit that Governor Ferguson
showed keen business judgment when
he gave the school to Abilene, as
when thelr offer was made known it
was much more advantageous and met
the requirements more than any oth-
er, As to little Willie Hobby, he
didn't even come  and look at our
babies; he just told Ferguson to go
and examine each one and tickle
each under the chin and pin the blue
ribbon on the one he thought best
after looking them over, and that he,
Hobby, would back the governor’'s
decision. But he didn't even stay
with that statement.

Hobby Favors East Texas Negroes.

Governor Ferguson rising with a
broad smile which covered his en-
tire countenance highly compliment-
ed the address of Mrs. Stevenson by
saying that it was a much better
speech than her father, Judge Fred
Cockrell, could make if he studied
ten years.

After thanking the farmers, the
women and the business men for their
presence, the speaker said his posi-
tion on woman suffrage had been
forcibly state by Mrs. $Stevenson,
saying, “If the women of this state
want to vote I am ready to give
them the right to vote in all our
elections, not only the primary vote.”

Continuing the speaker said: ‘“Some-
times people let selfish interests de-
cide questions. If there is a man
that has fallen out with me because
he had a piece of land he wanted en-
hanced in value by the location of
the swest Texas A, & M. I can’t
argue nor help that kind of a man.
I am the only member of the locat-
ing committee that had a map and

the twenty-one contesting cities point-
ed out to me. After study and care-
ful consideration of all sites, I de-
cided to the best of my judgment,
and I told all, the press and every-
one how I stood and did not have
to be called to the stand, as Fuller
and Davis were to find out how I
voted. If I made a mistake it was
an honest mistake and not one which
calls for censure.”
Mirs. Bell Scores Solons.

When Colorado City “was reached
by Governor Ferguson he was given
another demonstration of the inter-
est of the people in his candidacy
and assurances of the loyalty of the
farmers and stockmen tht.t they will
give him their votes and see that
he is given the square deal he was
denied by the political conspirators
who sought to discredit and humil-
iate him and his family.

Audience Remsrkably Attentive.

At no time since he started on his
western campaign tour has Ferguson
been listened to with more careful
attention than was, the experience at
Pecos.

5
ganization and those’ who are not
familiar along legislative lines, I will
give briefly a few of the laws that the
legislative boards have enacted into
‘the laws of this state, but you must
bear in mind that not -one of these
laws became a law, not one of these
laws was passed by your lawmaking
bodies until you had opened your
pocketbook and paid heavy assess-
ments for such enactments; also bear
thig fact in mind, that the special in-
terests of this state had at all times
FAT PAID LOBBYISTS stationed at
the capitol of this state, attempting at
all times to defeat your proposed legis-
lation. 1 will, therefore, speak briefly
to you on some of the laws which your
board has had enacted into law.

Garnishment of Wages Prohibited.

You old timers remember the time
before we had a legislative board, that
many of our readers never saw a pay
car or a pay day for the reason that
the loan shark was forever loading in-
terest on the few dollars he would
loan to the laboring man or his
family; I can say right here that I
have known many a man, yes and
many a woman, who was compelled
in those days to borrow on account of
sickness or death and was afterward
hounded out of existence by those loan
sharks, prior to the enactment of this
law.

Property Exempt From Forced Sale.

This is a law that labor enacted
more for the benefit of the farmer
than a class of labor generally, this
law will show to you and the farm-
er that labor is ready and always will-
ing to assist them; of -course, at
times you must remember some
of our readers were compelled to go
back on the farm inasinuch as they
were being hounded by the special in-
terests blacklisting them, and in a
good many instances I do not wonder
that some of them were not better off
on the farm than they would be by
being hounded by the special interests
of this country from state to state.

Liens for Railroad Labor.

Prior to the enactment of this law,
it was a very common occurrence that
when a railroad went into the handsof
receivers, that labor would at all
times receive the hind end of ccm-

pensation for labor, —but since the
enactment of this law, labor is now
compensated for such before the

special interests.
Liabilities for Injurics to Employes.

Prior to the enactment of this law,
a railroad man was subject to arrest
in the event that he would accidentally
run over or injure some person; with
the enactment of this law, it is now up
to the railroad companies to assume
the risk, but you must bear in mind
that in those days, unlike today, when
we did not have air to control our
trains, that the railroad companies de-
manded, just the same as the demand
today, that a train make its time; let’s
for example, say that prior to the
enactment of this law, you were in-
jured, while you may have received
a few dollars, and you may have re-
ceived nothing but a discharge, and
remember this that before you re-
ceived employment from the special
interests, you were demanded that you
write in the form of an application,
affixing your signature to the same
that you have assumed its risk, and
terrible dangers which you were to
undergo. Today under this law, you
cannot make a contract with a rail-
road company or the special interests
that you have assumed its risk, there-
fore when you are injured, instead of a
look at the bars of the penitentiary
staring you in the face, your legis-
lative boards have made it possible for
you to receive a reasonable compen-
sation. This law gives to your wife,
your mother, your sister, the same
right in the event you are killed or
mangled that it gives you in the event
that you are injured, thus providing
for our loved ones whom we are
bound as an organization together to
assist, and bear the fact in mind that
this law was not enacted until thous-
and of dollars were paid by the spe-
cial interests in an attempt to defeat
same.

Fifty-Four Hour Law.

This law was enacted some five or
six years ago but the department of
labor could not lawfully enforce this
law inasmuch as it had been butch-
ered by the legislature and did not
pass at the time as presented by your
legislative board Governor Ferguson,
during his first term as governor, sub-
mitted to the legislature an amend-
ment to this law thereby strengthen-
ing the law in its form for which
purpose it was written. You must bear
the fact in mind that the special in-
terests that controlled the industries
of this state were working women and
girls any hours that they saw fit and
ot course paying them any sum that
pleased them, the interests. As a safe-
ty appliance inspector for the labor
department of this state for a couple
of years, it was my duty to inspect in-
dustries wherein these females were
employed. I say to you without fear
of truthful contradiction that in some
instances I found these women and
girls working in laundries, in cotton
mills and other industries from 14 to
18 hours per day for the measly sum
of 76 cent sper day.

My friends, let me say to you that I
have seen these women and girls after
a day’s work of those hours, struggle
home from fatigue, I have seen these
women in cotton mills that fail to
show up for work, sometimes after a
vear of work in these mills, and in a
good many instances, just a month or
s0; on investigation I found that they
had passed away from inhaling the
lint that flies in the cotton mills and
they had passed away from terrible
disease contracted in the cotton mills
—tuberculosis. Rrior to the 'enact-
ment of this law, sanitary conditions
in and around the majority of the in-
dustries in this state were absolutely
unfit for a dog to enter, much less re-
main. You must bear in mind that
the special interests of this state spent
thousands of dollars in an attempt to
defeat this measure; why do you know
that at the time this bill was before
the senate committee on labor, a
petition was received from some of
the women in these different indus-
trieg in this state opposing this meas-

_wure. Not only that, but some of these
Ppoor women were brought to Austin

|

by the interests to appear before the
committee. - :

This did not work ‘because your la-
bor boards questioned these women
that were brought to Austin and like
good women they informed us that

-itheir employers had compelled them
“to make statements that were untrue

as to conditions and that if they did
not make these statements they would
be compelled to quit their jobs. Now
my friends you did not realize at that
time the conditions in this state, per-
haps you did not know that these poor
women who were not receiving an ex-
isting wage for long hours were just
as anxious to hold these jobs as you
are to hold yours in order to support’
themselves and their children and re-
member that some of them that were
working these long hours were com-
pelled after a day's work of 17 or 18
hours to go to a one room rented
house which was rented them by the
mills and cook her own meals after
these long hours, and in a good many
instances cook for several small child-
ren. A good many of these women
were widows and in a good many in-

!'that terrible disease—tuberculosis,
contracted while employed and re-
member this fact that the wages re-
ceived by the husbands of these wo-
men was not enough to insure them-
selves to protect his wife and little
ones. This law, my friends, proves to
the world that organized labor has no
selfish interest at heart, but it shows

looking for the uplift of humanity, and
in these times women could not pro-
tect themselves at the ballot and in
those times before women received the
ballot, we had a governor, thank God,
in the chair protecting them and
fighting the special interests against
such practices in this state.

Limiting Hours of Service.

This law is known to railroad men,
commonly as the ‘“Hogg Law.” Your
legislative board had enacted into law
in this state a 14 hour law, you old
timers remember the days, that never
had come to an end. You well remem-
ber that when this law was being dis-
cussed before the committee on inter-
nal improvement in the senate hun-
dreds of lobbyists were paid by the
special interests to come to - Austin
and attempt to have this bill defeated.
You well remember the excuses that
the interests attempted to choke down
the throats of the legislature, one of
them being that it would cost them
millions of dollars to move and build
new terminals in this state, but “time
will always tell” and it has, the inter-
ests  did not shorten their terminals
but they did build larger engines and
gave us a train that was so long that
the hind shack could not extend fra-
ternal greetings to the ‘“hoghead or
talor” until the engine was placed in
the roundhouse, and by the time the
‘“hogger”’ had his report filed for rec-
ord in the roundhouse, the hind
shack was still on his way from the
read end of his train to the yard of-
fice. This 14 hour law was complied
with in this state until congress en-
acted what is known as the 16 hour
law. A :
Requiring Sheds at Terminals,

This law was enacted for the bene-
fit of the car and engine repair force
at terminals; there were many jokers
in this law; Governor Ferguson re-
commended an amendment to this law
wherein the jokers would be taken
out, which the legislature that im-
peached Governor Ferguson did not
pass. During my time as safety ap-
pliance inspector I have known men
and seen men working on the repair
tracks of railroad companies in this
state in the snow, in the rain and in
the sleet; I have known.them to work
day and night in all kinds of weather,
and I have known many of them to
pass away with pneumonia. Still the
special interests with their fat paid
lobbyists stationed at Austin, fought
the Ferguson amendment to this law
in all respects.

My friends, I could speak to you on
the labor laws that we have for hours;
my time and your time is limited so I
will call your attention briefly to a
few more of the laws that your boards
have enacted and will leave with you
copies of some which I have in my
possession.

The Workmen’s Compensation Act.

This law was enacted four or five
yvears ago. This law does not include
railroad employes but the special in-
terests were very anxious to have rail-
railroad employes included under
compensation of this kind. The legis-
lative boards fought the special in-
terests in their attempts to have rail-
road employes included; Governor
Ferguson made the statement that if
railroad employes were included in
this bill that he did not approve the
same for the same reason that rail-
toad employes were compensated un-
der liabiltiy and prefer liabiilty as it
stands. This bill was enacted by labor
for the purpose , that is, one of the
main purposes, was to compensate
men and women who were employed
in laundries , mills and in the lumber
mills of this state. This law, prior to
its enactment, wherein a man in one
of the John Kirby mills of East Tex-
as, would lose a finger, ggm or leg, he
would not be compensated, therefore

actment of this law; he is~* today
fighting Governor Ferguson all over
this state as vigorously as he fought
this compensation amendment pro-
posed by Governor Ferguson.

Some of the laws propocsed by Gove-
ernor Ferguson in addition, were
semi-monthly pay day bill; Mothers’
Pension Law; Black List Laws, and a
{good many other laws that I could
‘mention and speak on. The main law

stances their husbands had died from !

Mr. Kirby fought vigorously the en-

which he presented for the trainmen

was the “Full Crew Bill.”” . He. pre-
sented this bill to a regular session of
the legislature and again to .a special
session of the legislature. I do not say
to any of you how you must vote, but
I do say to you that you must protect
those politically who have protected
you; it is the duty of your board to en-
lighten you, to say to you as a matter
of record who are our political friends
and who are our political enemies.

I have before me the record of the
Texas Federation of Labor and the
records of the four transportation or-
ganizations which speak for them-
selves and in ‘each ‘one of  these
records it states plainly that Governor
Ferguson is one of the best: friends
that labor ever had in the office of
governor. When Ferguson became
governor of this state, he called all
of the representatives of the labor
situation at Awustin into his office
when the legislature - convened and
said to them:

‘“Gentlemen, I have had placed in
the platform of the Democratic party
a plank that labor must be recognized
and that just laws should be passed
to benefit labor.

“Now gentlemen, what -are your
preferential measures, The ‘Texas
Federation of Labor, Text Book Bill,
Firemen and Semi-monthly Pay Day
Bill, the Conductors, the Black List
Bill, the Trainmen’s Full Crew Bill,
all of these laws passed with the ex-
cepfion of the Black List and Full
Crew Bill, which Ferguson recom-
mended should pass.

Full Crew Bill.

Governor Ferguson in April 1917,
called the legislatire in session and
again recommended the Full Crew
Bill and I will now read to you his
message to the representatives in the
house and senate as shown in the re-
port of your representative stat:smen
at Austin:

Austin, Texas, April 30, 1917.
To the Thirty-Fifth Legislature
in Called Session: ’

I submit for your consideration
and recommend the passage of a
law requiring railroad companies
operating trains within the state
to place an additional brakeman
on all trains in excess of 60 cars,
which is approximately 2,500 feet
in length. Within my personal
observation and actual experience
of many years in the employ of
the railroad companies the
crews required by the railroad
company to man the trains have
been decreased while the length
of trains, number of cars as well
as the dangers and hazards in-
cident to their opeartion have
materially increased. Many of
our sister states have similar laws
to this and experience shows that
these trains operated into Texas
upon reaching the state line in-
‘creased in length with the atend-
ing dangers and hazards, while
the crews decrease in number., I
am confident the passage of this
law will increase the safety of
train operation and in addition
bring about a more rapid move-
ment of freight, and the small
additional expense caused in the
first instance will be overcome in
the actual saving. =

The men who in their differ=
ent capacities operate the rail-
road trains of the country are en-
gaged in an occupation decidedly
more hazardous than perhaps any
other line of employment. These
men are just as dear to their fam-
ilies as other men engaged in less
dangerous occupations are dear
to their families. We ought to be
sure that the government has ex-
ercised due diligence in providing
for the safety of the lives of these
men.

‘Ar‘xd in this connection I copy from
the final message of Governor Fergu-
son to the people of Texas after the
impeachment:

“Coming on down to the reg-
\ular session of the legislature in
the exercise of what I deemed to
be a righteous request I recom-
mended to the legislature the pas-
sage of what is known as the
“full crew” bill for the better pro-
tection of the lives of the train-
men who operate the railroads of
the country and this brought up-
on me active opposition from the
railroad companies, and the.
friends of the railroads, in and
out of the senate, were quite pro-
nounced in the clamor for my po-
litical dectruction.”

This bill failed to pass again and
let me say to yeu that after the fail-
ure of this bill to pass, the speaker of
the house called the legislatare in
session and no doubt remains in my
mind that the special interests and
the University were behinid the move
and bear this fact in mind that a ma-
jority that defeated your black Ilist
bill and your full crew bill was the
same majority that sdt in the house
and senate and attempted to impeach
your friend Ferguson, who had nerve
enough to present legislation for the
benefit of labor. !

So you must see the necessity of
having our friends placed in office,
you should and must keep yourselves
posted on what is going on from this
time on. Why is it that men like John
Henry Kirby are fighting Iferguson;
why is it that the publicity agent of
the Southwestern Telephone Co., who
fought the female 54 hour law so long
is on the stump for Hobby; why is it
that a man like Senator Dayton who
did all in his power to have Ferguson
impeached, attempted to have a con-
script law passed that would conscript
all employed labor; why is it that
since*Hobby has been in office a mem-
ber of the Trainmen has been com-
pelled to resign the office of Safety
Appliance Inspector and a printer
placed therein to succeed him; it is
well and just that a printer be placed
in office as a state printer and other
offices, and I am not discriminating
against the man who has taken the
office as Safety Appliancc Inspector
but ‘“What does he, a printer, know
of a locomotive, box car, or any oth-
er appliance of the railroad?”

mark!—found the former governor
guilty of ten of the twnety-one counts
made against him and disbarred him
from ever holding office again under
Texas. I say, I have read Mr. Crane’s
effort to prove the soundness of a
legal absurdity and have reached the
conclusion that the gentleman must
believe that the people of Texas must
be as dense as the editorial staff of
the Houston Post and will prove his
case against them if they fail to de-
tect the arts of the sophist beneath
the cloak of legal righteousness, don-
ned for the occasion by this pleader in
chancery of the cause of a lot of dis-
credited political marplots and gang
politicians. Will the people of Texas
prove as dense as the gang behind
Public Prosecutor Crane estimates
them to be? I do not believe they will.
I am willing to give them credit for
a little bit of discernment and the
ability to detect a legal fraud when
viewed through the rungs of a step-
ladder.

Mr. Crane says that Governor Fer-
guson was legally ousted from the of-
fice of governor. The Bill of Rights,
which takes precedence of the con-
stitution, and the counstitution both
say that a governor or any elective
state officer, can not be impeached
and ousted from  office unless he has
been tried by the law of the land and
proven guilty of high crimes and mis-
demeanors. But duwng the course of
the trial at Austin, Public Prosecutor
Crane insisted that it was possible to
try and impeach a governor for of-
fenses that were not high crimes and
misdemeanors and that he did not
propose to be led up a “blind habheas
corpus alley” and have his case de-
feated before the courts of the land
by charging the governor with the
commission of high crimes and mis-

demeanors. This was Mr. Crane's
method of defeating the law &and
thwarting justice in this case. He

knew his case wouldn't stand a court
test and, with the assistance of biased
senators, succeeded in circumventing
the law to keep it from getting be-
fore the courts, and the Houston Post,
cookoo-like, say’s “Them’s our senti-
ments."”

The intent of the impeachment pro-
ceedings was to forever blacken the
reputation of Governor Fergusen and
outlaw him in his native stafte by a
set of conspirators, including M. M.
Crane, who first saw the light of day
in states and countries far removed
from Texas and its holy traditiens,
and it is just as well that we should
know what the Bill' of Rights has to
say on this phase of the case.

Hobby In Statement to
PressDeclares Ferguson

Kept All His Promises

Senator W. P. Sebastian, who recently resigned his place
as a member of the State Board of Pardons because of his
purpose to give his active support to the nomination and
election of James _E. Ferguson as governor, has issued from
his home in Breckenridge, in Stephens county, a public state-
ment containing a statement made and given out to the press
two vears ago by William Pettus Hobby, then lieutenant gov-

ernor of Texas.” Mr. Hobby’s statement was laudatory of Gov-
ernor Ferguson and, as reproduced in Senator Sebastian’s

statement, is as follows:

On the 8th day of July, 1916, Hon.
W. P. Hobby, who was then lieu-
tenant governor, gave to the press a
statement which, when published at
the time set out above, was headed

in box car letters, and is as fol-
lows:
“Hobby Declares All Promises of

Ferguson - Kept.”

Beaumont, Texas, July 8.—

Lieut. Governor W. P. Hobby to-
day gave out the following statement;

“Governor Ferguson’s administra-
tion has been a fortunate one for
Texas. The time has been trying and
the governor 'has met every demand.
Under the stress of the most strained
situation with Mexico since the
war of 1846 hle has every resource
at his command to protect Texas
and Texans, yet no act of his has
made the situation more strained.
It is a delicate position at such a
time because Texas is the most ex-
posed state of the American union
to the ravages of Mexico, and the
governor has the task before him of
doing justice to the rest of the coun-
try which requires the use of diplom-
acy.

The attitude of the governor when
these conditions exist becomes na-
tional in its scope and calls for the
highest order of statemanship.

‘““While Governor Ferguson has pre-
served the safety of Texas he has
been careful not to provoke war.
He has given aid to the president
and at the same time has been
watchful and vigorous when there
was danger on the border.

“Governor Ferguson’'s administra-
tion has been productive of less bit-
terness and factionalism in the hall
of the Texas legislature than has been
the case before for many years. That
alone has been a big help to the prog-
ress of the state. His administra-
tion has been productive of more
constructive legislation for the go 1
of education, for upbuitding of the
material interest~ of the state, for
upbuilding of the institutions; more
helpful to farming and the farmers,
to labor and the laboring man, and
less burdensome to 1me legitimate
business interests of the state than
has been the, case since prohibition
has been put forward by some as the
paramount issue in Texas.

‘““Under his administration the fol-
lowing among other acts in behalf
of education were enacted: the com-
pulsory eduecation bill; the million
dollar appropriation for rural schools;
an act requiring text books used in
Texas to be printed in Texas; an act
increasing the scope and efficiency
of the country high schools.

‘The administration achievements
for labor are most noticeable in the
passing of the fifty-four hour law
for women who work, the two pay
days a month bill and an act giving
greater protection under a mechanic’s
and material man's lien.

‘“‘Legislation in the interest of the
farmer was most conspicious in the
passing of the third and fourth ten-
ant farmer act and an act making

more negotiable a certificate on cot-
ton and grain stored in state bonded
‘warehouses.

“There will be several important
public buildings and a general policy
of improvements to the credit of his
administration in the upbuilding of
the state institutions. His adminis-
tration has rescued the blind chil=
dren of the state from a fire trap
to house them in a fire-proof
modern institute. It has just been
as considerate of the orphans at the
Corsicana institution. It has pro-
vided a splendid hospital for the
helpless old women at the Confeder-
ate Women'’s home. It has made
land titles more secure "’ pro-
viding a fire-proof land office which
will soon be started to the east of
Capitol Hill. It has provided for the
safe keeping of the ammunition and
military supplies of the state by
properly housing them. It has pro-
vided the site for a colony for the
feeble minded: .It has added sub-
stantially to the facilities at the
asylums and educational institutions
of the state.

“No new commission or depart-
ments to make new political jobs
were created.

‘““His administration has put the
penitentiary system on a business
basis, and barring accldents there
will be a profit rather than a deficit
in that department of the govern-
ment during the current year.

“IL mention only the more impor-
tant achievements under Governor
Ferguson, the list of lesser ones s
too long to include here; but with
such a record and a broad gauge
and economical policy tn the admin-
istration of the affairs of the state
such as the governor has put into
practice, who that favor progress
will not now uphold the hahds ot
Governor Ferguson so the construc-
tive work of his first term may be
continued and rounded out in a sec-
ond term.

“‘Governor Ferguson has fulfilled
all of his promises. He has shown
at all times a high order of execu=-
tive ability. He is a typical Texan
and has shown that he comprehends
the needs of the state. His adminis-
tration deserves the indorsement it is
sure to receive at the hand of the
democratic party.”

Now, let the then lieutenant gov-
ernor, or any one, or any number of
his pussy-footed supporters, with
their velvety ears and silken paws,
dare deny that he gave out the
above and foregoing statement.

It will be observed that the former
lieutenant governor said that gov-
ernor Ferguson’s administration had
been productive of less bitterness and
factionalism in the halls of the Tex-
as legislature than had been the case
for many years. Yes; ana the peace
and harmony alluded to by him might
have continued to prevail but for
the fact that Governor Ferguson had
courage to veto the infamous uni-
versity appropriation bill.

The Iabor Dispatch, published at
Port Arthur, Jefferson county, in its
last issue contains the following in
which the Labor council of Port Ar-
thur, for the first time in its history
went on record in favor of a candi-
date for governor. The resolution
was adopted by unanimous vote of
the council at a regular meeting at
which® officers for :the ensuing year
were elected.

Port Arthur, Tex., May 7.—To the
officers and members of the Port
Arthur Trades and Labor Council—
Greetings: We, the undersigned dele-
gates, beg to submit the following
resolutions for your earnest consid-
eration: 5

Whereas, it has come to our
knowledge that certain designing
politicians in this state are attempt-
ing to cast reflections upon the ad-
ministration of former Governor
Ferguson by causing false statements
to be circulated throughout the state
as to the attitude toward organized
labor.

‘Whereas, labor has always known
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Section 16 of this instrument reads:
“No bill of attainder, ex post facto
law, or any law impairing the obli-
gation of contracts, shall be made.”

Section 19 reads: “No citizen of this
state shall be deprived of life, liberty,
privileges or immunities, or in any
manner disfranchised, except by due
course of the law of the land.”

Section 20 reads: “No citizen shall
be outlawed; nor shall any person be
transported out of the state for any
offense committed within the same.”

The constitution, in effect, sayvs the
same thing, and if there is any article,
section or clause in the Texas statutes
that contravenes these three sections
of the Bill of Rights, then they are
illegal and void.

Section 16 of the Bill of Rights was
violated when the attempt was made
to attaint the character of James E.
Ferguson.

Section 19 was violated when the
attempt was made to deprive James

E. Ferguspn of the right to hold public
office under Texas and deny him the

its ‘true friends and recognized Gov-
ernor Ferguson as the greatest cham-
pion of its cause since the day of
Governor Hogg.

Whereas, he is not only the friend
of organized labor, but of the com-
mon people in every walk of life in
Texas, and a true friend of all ed-
ucational institutions; therefore, be
it.

Resolved, that we, the delegates,
in regular meeting assembled, rep-
resenting our respective -organiza-
tions, do hereby indorse his adminis-
tration as governor of the state of
Texas in its every detail, and thereby
show to the world that labor in this
section is loyal to its friends; be it
further.

Resolved, that a copy of this reso-
lution be handed to the Port Arthur
Labor Dispatch, the official organ of
this body, for publication.

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privileges and immunities of citizen=
ship and when it was souzht to dis-
franchise him except by due course of
the law of the land. And as the con-
stitution and statutes are built upon
the Bill of Rights, and as habeas cor-
pus is a fundamental clause in the
Bill of Rights, it follows that Govern-
or Ferguson was illegally removed
from office when all those rights
guaranteed him by the Bill of Rigats
were ignored and set aside in order
to compass his political ruin.

Section 20 of the Bill of Rights was
violated when the attempt was made
to outlaw Mr. Ferguson from holding
public office under Texas. The action
of the senate high court in this re-
spect was not complete. What it
should have done to estop him from
holding public office, was to have
banished him from the state, and pos-
sibly it would have done so did it not
have a wholesome regard for the Fed-
eral constitution and statutes and the
protection they throw around the
citizens.
