notify each applicant before 
April 15, 1982. If the ap­
plication is approved, the 
chief appraiser will make an 
entry on the appropriate 
school d istric t’s 1982 ap­
praisal records.

This entry will indicate the 
amount of tax the over-65 
taxpayer should have paid in
1979, had he been granted the 
$5,000 general homestead 
exemption and the $10,000 
over-65 homestead exem­
ption. No refunds of taxes 
paid will be given for 1979,
1980, or 1981.

For 1982, the taxpayer’s 
amount of homestead taxes 
paid may not exceed the 
amount of taxes the school 
district would have imposed 
on the homestead for 1979, 
had the taxpayer been gran­
ted his homestead exem­
ptions. This frozen tax 
amount will remain in effect 
as long as the homestead 
remains the same.
